NEW DELHI, lnclatAP)-—PrImo
Minister Indira Gandhi was
assassinated today outside her

The slaying of the woman who
dominated Indian political life for
two decades threatened to plunge
this troubled nation into new turmoil.
Her son, Rajiv, was quickly chosen
to succeed her.

One or two of the gunmen were
reported killed at the scene of the
shooting, for which Sikh extremists
claimed responsibility. “We have
taken our revenge!" one militant

Mrs. Gandhi, 66, had been under
heavy guard for months because of
assassination threats from Sikhs
angered by her crackdown on mili-
tant members of the sect in Punjab
state.

She was shot after she emerged
from her house at 9:20 a.m. (10:50
p.m. EST) to make a video recor-
ding

“‘Suddenly, out of the blue, two per-
sons carrying Sten guns — one
uniformed and one in civilian clothes
— shot at Mrs. Gandhi,” the United
News of India reported. “Eight to 10
bullets from the gun hit her.”’

Mrs. Gandhi, clad in an orange cot-
ton sari, was rushed to the All-India
Institute of Medical Sciences. Doc-
tors said she died less than two hours
later,

“She is no more,” a member of her
governing Congress Party announc-
ed to more than 100,000 people sur-
rounding the hospital. Cries and sobs
rose from the throng. Many prayed
or beat their breasts,

Doctors said she was shot in the
heart, abdomen and thigh. There
were reports she had been shot at
least eight times and possibly as
many as 16 times.

The United News of India and a
former foreign minister both said
three security guards were involved
in the attack, but UNI said only two
fired on Mrs. Gandhi. There were
conflicting reports as to whether one
or two of the gunmen had been killed
by other security guards.

The million-strong armed forces
was placed on alert, and police seal-
ed off New Delhi and surrounded
Mrs. Gandhi's residence and the
hospital, three miles away.

The Cabinet met in emergency ses-
sion, and national legislators of the
Congress Party unanimously chose
Rajiv Gandhi, 40, as the new head of
government, a government
spokesman reported. Gandhi was
then sworn in by President Zail
Singh.

past 18 years, had not designated a
deputy prime minister or a Cabinet
minister to succeed her.

It had been expected that her son
might be sworn in as her temporary
successor because he is effectively
India’s No. 2 leader as the first
among five general-secretaries of
the Congress Party. National elec-
tions had been scheduled to be held
late this year or early next year.

Rajiv rushed to New Delhi from
the eastern state of West Bengal,
where he was addressing a public
meeting, after hearing his mother
had been shot. He entered the
hospital to view her body, security
guards said.

In Washingion, White House
spokesman Anson Franklin said
President Reagan has been notified
of Mrs. Gandhi's death and “ex-
pressed deep personal sorrow.”
Secretary of State George Shultz said
in a statement that Americans are
“shocked and outraged” over the
killing of ‘the leader of a great
democracy."

Several hours after the shooting,
an unidentified caller told The
Associated Press office in New
Delhi: “We have taken our revenge!
Long live the Sikh religion!"

Asked who he was, the man said:
“This is the action of the entire Sikh
sect.” Then he hung up.

Mrs. Gandhi has been bitterly con-
demned by Sikh leaders for her
government’'s handling of recent
violence in the northern state of Pun-
jab. In June, Indiar® army troops
besieged and then assaulted the
Golden Temple, the Sikhs' holiest
place of worship, in Amritsar.

Mrs. Gandhi said the action was
necessary to root out Sikh terrorists
who were waging a campaign for in-
dependence. The Sikhs, a breakaway
Hindu sect, comprise 13 million of In-
dia’s 740 million people. Almost 600
Sikhs and army troops were killed in
the temple attack by official account,
but military and police sources put
the death toll at more than 1,200.

Mrs. Gandhi - was daughter of
Jawaharlal Nehru, who led the na-
tion as prime minister for 17 years
after independence from Britain in
1947. She would have been 67 on Nov.
19, and was elected to the office of
prime minister four times, the last
time in 1980.

She was not related to Mohandas
K. Gandhi, considered the father of
modern India, who was assassinated
in 1948 by a Hindu fanatic opposed to
his tolerance for India's Moslem
minority.

Austin agrees to buy Valley View power

The Austin City Council has ap-
proved a plan to purchase electricity
generated by Valley View Energy
Corporation’s intended Hereford
plant, Valley View President Don
Lieb said Tuesday.

While the contract is yet to be sign-
ed, Lieb said he expects that to hap-
pen “‘within a few days, probably by
Friday."”

John Moore, director of utilities for
the city of Austin, said this morning
that the purchase of electricity from
the Dallas-based company, which
plans to generate the power by burn-
ing manure from local feedlots, fits

in with the city's attitude about the
importance of renewable energy.

‘“‘Austin is growing at a very rapid
rate,”” he pointed out. “We added
20,000 electric customers this year.
The package that Valley View of-
fered was very attractive to us."”

Moore said the Austin officials and
many of the city's residents really
believe in the importance of looking
for alternate energy sources. The ci-
ty wants to obtain the equivalent of
500 to 600 megawatts of electricity
that would otherwise be produced at
its traditional power plant

Eight amendments to
confront Texas voters

Editor’s Note: The following is the
first of four articles describing the
eight amendments to face Texas
voters Tuesday. Information for the
series has been chiefly obtained from
“Analyses of Proposed Constitu-
tional Amendments,” a booklet com-
plled by the Texas Legislative Coun-

Banks lnd unlversitles are two in-
stitutions affected by amendments to
be considered Tuesday by Texas
voters.

The fates of eight proposed

* changes to the state consititution are

to be decided Election Day. The
amendments were among 19 passed
by the 88th Texas Legislature during
its 1983 regular and first-called ses-
sions.

Since establishment of the con-
stitution in 1876, 263 amendments
have been adopted out of the 419 pro-
posed. All but one of the 11 placed
before voters last fall passed, with
the sole exception being certain
veterans’ and fraternal organiza-
tions being exempt from property
taxation.

Amendment No. 1 concerns the
rights of federal- and state-chartered
banks, with branch banking being
the primary consideration.

, ballots will describe No.
1 as, “The amendment to provide
state banks the same rights and
as national banks."”
Texas is the only one of seven

First of series

states prohibiting branch banking to
do so by both statute and consitu-
tional amendment. Passage of No. 1
would mean branch banking is still
illegal unless national banks are
given unchecked branching powers
by subsequent federal law.

Approval of the amendment would,
though, give state banks the same
powers as federal ones despite any
state statutes to the contrary.

Among the arguments for No. 1,
according to the Texas Legislative
Council, is it ‘“will remove the
necessity for frequent state legisla-
tion merely to maintain equivalence
under future modifications of federal
banking law.”

Also, “If federal law is changed to
permit branch banking, state-
chartered banks would be prevented
from competing effectively with the
greater convenience offered by na-
tional bank branches until a similar
change in state law."

A final supportive argument given
by the council for No. 1 is it
“‘represents a logical next step in the
state’s financial development.” It
would follow amendments to allow
drive-in teller windows and elec-
tronic fund transfer machines, the
latter approved in 1980.

Heading the list of “con”™ com-
‘ments about No. 2 is, *“The need for
dedicated construction funding for
all universities is past.” Enrollment
in the coming years, the council
argument claims, ‘‘is predicted to be
stable or declining.”

Also, the proposed funding system
would designate money where it
might not be put to its best use, the
council contends. ‘“Some estimate
that the amendment dedicates
almost twice as much as is needed.”

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Solidarity supporters
mourn killed priest

WARSAW, Poland (AP) — Lech
Walesa appealed for calm as stunned
Poles today mourned a pro-
Solidarity priest whose body was
found in a river in northern Poland 11
days after his alleged abduction by
three mebers of the secret police.

At St. Stanislaw Kostka church in
Warsaw, where the Rev. Jerzy
Popieluszko's sermons defending
Solidarity used to draw several thou-
sand people, lights from hundreds of
candles flickered before dawn today
along the flower-strewn gates sur-
rounding the building.

Polish authorities on Tuesday sug-
gested the priest might have been ab-
ducted and slain as part of a broader
conspiracy.

Before the announcement that
police frogmen, braving the icy
waters of a reservoir on the Vistula
river, had found the body on Tues-
day, the Communist government had
said that three Interior Ministry of-
ficers — a captain and two
lieutenants — would be charged with
the Oct. 19 kidnapping.

Government spokesman Jerzy Ur-
ban said the three were members of
the secret police. :

At St. Stanislaw’'s a middle-aged
worker from the Ursus tractor fac-
tory near Warsaw brushed away
tears as he spoke of Popieluszko's
death.

“Father Popieluszko spoke the
truth to us in those difficult moments
for the nation after Solidarity was
destroyed,” said the worker. “‘But
Solidarity still exists and will exist.”

Walesa, who helped found the now-
banned Solidarity as the Soviet bloc's
first independent labor union, said
after the news of the body's
discovery:

“One wanted to kill, and he killed
not only a man, not only a Pole, not
only a priest — one wanted to kill the
hope that it is possible to avoid
violence in Poland in political life,”
he said.

He offered to step down as head of
the outlawed federation if it would
ensure a peaceful dialogue between
Poland’s communist authorities and
the people.

Parishioners wept in disbelief
when a Warsaw priest, the Rev. An-
drzej Przekazinski, announced the
news about Popieluszko's fate to
several thousands worshipers atten-
ding Mass Tuesday evening for the
priest.

Popieluszko’s church was one of
the few places where Solidarity sup-
porters felt unafraid to manifest
their support for the labor move-
ment, which was surpressed under
the government’s imposition of mar-
tial law in 1981 and later banned.

Przekazinski, raising his voice
over cries of grief, said: **We cannot
fall into despair....Our pain is enor-
mous. There are such moments in
our lives that we simply stand com-
pletely stunned and say ‘Oh, God.""

There were no reports, of distur-
bances following the announcement
on state-run television's evening
newscast that the 37-year-old priest
had been murdered and his body
pulled out of a reservoir not far from
Torun, where Popieluszko, driving
down a highway, was allegedly ab-
ducted.

At 3 a.m., several hundred people
prayed in Popieluszko's parish
church, St. Stanislaw Kostka. Among
those who came to the church were
several Solidarity leaders recently
released from prison

Davis as a strong runner.

“The thing about him, he just
keeps struggling and squirming and
suddenly he breaks the long one on
you,” Randle said.

The 208-pound Davis has rushed
for 1,034 yards on 123 carries.

The only other Horned Frog to ever
rush for 1,000 yards was Jim Swink,
who was a consensus All-American
and Heisman Trophy runnerup in
1955.

“I'm surprised that I've already
gained 1,000 yards this season,” said
Davis. ‘I don't know how many
yards I need to break Swink’s (all-
time TCU single season record) and
I'm really not worried about it."

Dairy farmers
milk profits

WASHINGTON (AP) — Dairy
farmers continue to make money
this year while some other livestock
producers are milking red ink, says a
new Agriculture Department
analysis.

New projections for 1984 show that
dairy farmers, on the average, will
have about $3.65 left over from the
sale of 100 pounds of milk after pay-
ing cash expenses. That would be
down from $4.14 per hundredweight
in 1983.

Even after allowing for replace-
ment costs, the dairy producer’s
cash flow would show a balance of
$1.95 per hundredweight of milk sold.
In 1983, it was $2.56 per hun-
dredweight.

The 1984 projections were included
Thursday in a new Farmline
magazine issued by the
department’s Economic Research
Service.

Officials said the estimates were
based on an assumption that milk
sales would average $14.42 per 100
pounds this year, down from $14.68 in
1983. Cash expenses, nol counting
replacements, were shown at §10.77
against $10.54 last year.

Thus, cash receipts minus cash ex-
penses would mean $3.65 left over
from the sale of 100 pounds of milk,
compared with $4.14 in 1983. Adding
replacement costs $1.70 for 1984 and
$1.58 in 1983 would leave balances of
$1.95 and $2.56, respectively.

Comparatively, the report showed
that the cash receipts of a typical
beef cow-calf operation are expected
to average $265.59 per cow this year,

up from $247.18 in 1983. Cash ex-
penses were projected at $261.60 per
cow, compared with $260.15 ' last
year.

On that basis, the 1984 net would be
$3.99 per cow against a loss of $12.97
per cow in 1983.

When replacement costs are in-
cluded, the 1984 cow is expected to
lose $65.70 for its owner, compared
with a loss of $78.35 ‘last year.
Replacement costs were shown at
$69.29 for this year and $65.38 in 1983.

Looking at feedlots and farmers
who feed cattle, the report projected
1984 cash receipts at $64.99 per 100
pounds, compared with $62.12 last
year. Cash expenses for producing
fed cattle were put at $66.87 per hun-
dredweight against $67.58 in 1983.

Cash expenses plus replacement
costs were computed at $68.15 in 1984
and $68.79 last year.

In both cases, operators lost
money. Counting replacement costs,
$3.17 per hundredweight of fed beef
this year, compared with $6.67 in
1983,

Drought persists despite rain

Bargain
hunters
bidding

HOUSTON (AP) — Oil industry
bargain hunters from 21 states and a
dozen countries are bidding on
almost $20 million worth of surplus
drilling and production equipment
being auctioned by Hughes Tool Co.
and other oil field supply firms.

“We believe this is the most new
equipment ever offered at a single
auction,” said Tom Crouch, chief ex-
ecutive officer of Hughes Tool Co.,
the auctioneering firm.

The auction, which started Tues-
day, might go over its scheduled
three days, Crouch said, but he
hoped to “‘have a long day (today)
with 1,200 (lots) and finish."

The oil field supply companies
have far more equipment than they
can use since the collapse of the
petroleum market more than two
years ago.

“Since I've been in this. business,
I've never seen a sale that has drawn
so much interest,” said Jim Davis,
president of Jim Davis Auctioneers
Inc. of Dallas. “The Hughes name
has drawn them out of the
woodwork."" |

Davis said the 3,000 lots in the auc-
tion would draw between 25 and 35
percent of the $20 million the com-
pany estimates they were worth.

E.C. Broun Jr., executive vice
president of Hughes Tool, said the
auction was the best way to dispose
of excess inventory quickly.

“We reviewed our inventory and
identified the products we don’t think
we can sell within the next two
years," he said. ‘It costs 25 percent
a year to carry the inventory. The
auction was the best form of asset
management we could determine.”

Hughes Tool is an oilfield equip-
ment manufacturer and service
company.

Auction officials showed a slide of
each lot — some of which contained
several pieces of equipment — as
those present offered bids on them.
Davis, the auctioneer, was aided by
eight “‘ringmen,” who were scat-
tered among the 375 registered bid-
ders.

Charlie Beardon of Jack Bearden
Drilling Co. in Wichita Falls, said his
firm came out ahead in the auction.
He paid $3,800 for a hook used on a
drilling rig, less than 20 percent of its
$20,000 price tag. \

,"‘We needed one of this type,” he
said. “We’ve got one in the shop just
like it that will cost $7,500 to repair.

Mattox consideres reimbursement

AUSTIN (AP) — Attorney General
Jim Mattox is considering reimburs-
ing the state for a flight to Corpus
Christi even though he was on official
state business when he attended a
political fundraiser, Mattox’s press
secretary says.

State Agriculture Commissioner
Jim Hightower and Texas Supreme
Court Justice Raul Gonzalez have
already reimbursed the state for the
Oct. 9 flight after reporters asked
questions about the official purpose
of the trip.

State law prohibits the use of state
airplanes for political or personal
use.
All of those on the plane, including
Mattox, attended a $25-a-person fun-
draiser for Democratic state Sen.
Carlos Truan of Corpus Christi.

Hightower sent a $190 check to the
state Department of Human
Resources, which operates the
airplane, to pay for himself and an
aide, The Dallas Morning News
reported Tuesday.

Gonzalez, who was sworn in as a
Supreme Court justice the day before
the flight, reimbursed the state $120
for the flight, an aide said.

Mattox was considering reimburs-
ing the state, said his press

secretary, Elna Christopher. She had
told the Houston Chronicle on Friday
that the attorney general had no in-
tention of reimbursing the state.
*Jim was told the plane was going
on state business,”” Ms. Christopher
said. ‘'But, because of the questions

raised why the plane was going to
Corpus Christi, he is considering
possible reimbursement, even
though he was on state business."

Among other state business, Ms.
Christopher said Mattox had discuss-
ed new pesticide regulations with
Hightower on the plane and also had
done some recruiting for his office at
the Truan fundraiser.

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With skeletons, sugar skulls

Mexicans celebrate Day of Dead

MEXICO CITY (AP) — In the
heart of Mexico City, a 10-year-old
boy and his younger sister stare at a
display of toy skeletons and sugar
skulls in the window of a candy store.

“I want that one,” the girl tells her
mother, pointing to a tiny casket sur-
rounded by mourning skeletons.

For weeks, Mexicans have been
preparing for Nov. 2, the Day of the
Dead — a bizarre blend of pagan and
Roman Catholic tradition and for
many the nation’s most important
holiday. -

“In no other country will you find
this,” says Jorge Gonzalez Vergara,
manager of the 110-year-old Dulceria
de Celaya candy shop on Cinco de
Mayo street. ‘It is a tradition we in-
herited from the Aztecs, who wor-
shiped death as much as life.”

Octavio Paz, Mexico's leading poet
and essayist, has written: ‘‘Death is
present in our fiestas, our games, our
loves and our thoughts.... We are
seduced by death,

The fascination with death is most

evident in the weeks leading up to the
Day of the Dead. -

Children play with toy skeletons
engaged in tasks ranging from typ-
ing to pulling teeth. Friends ex-
change poems that jokingly refer to
each other's funeral. Radio stations
play song after song about death and
television stations air special pro-
grams about the subject.

Bakery shelves are piled high with
special bread in the shape of bones.
People buy and eat sugar skulls that
carry their names.

“In Mexico death does not inspire
terror. Families are intimate with
death. Mexicans’ relationship with
their dead continues, especially on
the Day of the Dead,” anthropologist
Victoria Miret says.

That intimacy comes from the an-
cient Aztecs, who saw death as a
natural transition from life and
honored their dead in commemora-
tions sometimes lasting months. Life

eyes still intact.

The Day of the Dead falls on the
Catholic holiday, All Souls Day, Nov.
2, but incorporates some very un-
Catholic rituals.

In remote mountain hamlets and
jungle villages, families make altars
in their homes, filling them with
flowers and the favorite foods of
dead relatives.

On Nov. 1, the Day of the Dead
Children, they make tamales without
peppers so the spirits of the “inno-
cent ones” won't have to eat spices.
To prevent the dead children from
losing thy make a path from the altar
to the front door using the petals of
marigolds, known as the flower of
the dead.

The following day, they carry food
to local cemeteries, place it on the
graves of their relatives, and wait for
the “‘souls” to have their fill before
joining in the feast. Children playing
tag around the graves and the explo-
sion of fireworks add to the festive
atmosphere.

People believe the dead have par-
taken of the offered food when its
taste goes flat.

Mrs. Miret says the idea of sharing
food with the dead is Indian, as is the
Mexican attitude toward death.
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“In the view of the Mexicans,
especially on the Day of the Dead,
there is no clear line between the
dead and living. They are never far
away, but on this day they approach
even closer and rejoin the family,"
she says.

Mrs. Miret smiles, recalling an
altar prepared by a widow for her
dead husband that was decorated
with photos of his favorite soccer
team and ‘“spectacular naked
women."

For the widow, ‘‘the dead man was
not some incorporeal spirit. He con-
tinued to be her husband, with his
passions, with his defects," she says.

Despite government efforts to keep
the tradition alive by putting up
displays in museums and promoting
it through schools, a growing number
of educated Mexicans, especially in
large cities, are turning away from
the Day of the Dead because they
find it embarrassing.

Instead, they are adopting a
foreign celebration — Halloween.

Local outlets of stores like
Woolworth and Sears do a good
business in witches' costumes and
ogre masks. On Halloween in middle-
class neighborhoods children dress-
ed as devils, ghosts and other decide-
ly un-Mexican fiends go door to door
with plastic pumpkins asking for
candy.

Psychiatrists and anthropologists
say rejection of the ancient tradition
comes at a price.

“Death has become threatening,
something to be feared,” Mrs. Miret
says. ‘The middle class has forgot-
ten how to incorporate death into
their lives."

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Despite Reagan's lead, odds long

WASHINGTON (AP) — President
Reagan is acting like his re-election
is a certainty, but even if he wins by
a landslide next Tuesday the odds
are his coattails won't be long
enough to give the Republicans ma-
jor gains in Congress.

Historically, re-election landslides
don’t have much pull for the presi-
dent's party. The most graphic ex-
ample of that was in 1972, when
Richard Nixon carried 49 states but
the Democrats picked up two Senate
seats while GOP gains in the House
totaled only 13 seats.

Reagan would like to repeat his
1980 feat when he was elected by a
landslide and Republicans picked up
12 seats in the Senate and 33 in the

House. An example of what coattails
can do is the fact that in 1980,
Republican Senate candidates won
seven of the nine contests decided by
no more than 2 percent of the vote.

“Win those races for the Gipper,”
is a Reagan theme as the 1984 cam-
paign winds down.

“For heaven’'s sake, don’t tie one
hand behind Ronald Reagan’s back
when you send us a congressman,’’
implores Vice President George
Bush as he tries to help out GOP can-
didates.

Meanwhile, Walter F. Mondale
and his Democratic allies are trying
to convince voters the presidential
race isn't over, that the polls are
missing a last-minute surge in his
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direction.

‘““There’s something going on in
this country and the polls aren’t get-
ting it,” argues Mondale as he draws
sustenance from huge crowds that
come to cheer his attacks on the
Republican president.

Democratic Party chairman
Charles T. Manatt predicted earlier
this week that his party would pick
up at least three Senate seats — they
need six to regain control. He also

forecast a wash in the House, with a
movement of no more than five or 10
seats in either direction. The
Democrats have a 99-seal majority
in the House.

Republicans aren’t making any big
claims for Senate gains and are talk-
ing about gains of 15 to 25 seats in the
House.

AUSTIN (AP) — The
Sunset Commission says the
Department of Water
Resources should be restruc-
tured to give the Texas Water
Commission more authority
and enlarge the Texas Board
of Water Development.

The name of the board
would be changed to the
Texas Water Resources
Board, if the 1985 Legislature
agrees.

The recommendations
made Tuesday include taking
over some duties of the Texas
Railroad Commission and the
Public Utility Commission.
The Water Development
Board, increased from six to
nine with three public
members, would continue its
primary duty of overseeing
the financing of water pro-
jectsin Texas.

The Texas Water Rights
Commission would be given
enlarged powers for granting
water right permits and en-
forcement of the state water
codes.

Under one commission
recommendation, the control
the Railroad Commission has
now over water used in oil
recovery programs would be
transferred to the Depart-
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ment of Water Resources.

The jurisdiction of the
Public Utility Commission
over water and sewer rates
also would be transferred to
the water agency.

Both proposals have failed
in previous legislative ses-
sions.

In other action Tuesday,
the Sunset Commission,
which reviews all state agen-
cies periodically, recom-
mended a two-year study of
air pollution by industrial
plants in Texas to determine
which plants and what areas
were involved.

The Sunset staff said the
Texas Air Control Board had
readings of how bad pollution
was but could not pinpoint the
exact plants involved

The study, to be delivered
to the 1987 Legislature, would
be made by nine people, three
each appointed by the gover-
nor, lieutenant governor and
