This far exceeds the 13 60
corded as of this time last year
BUT THERE has been no re
corded moisture fall in Hereford
during th month ‘'of November
In November, 1964 some 2.52
inghes of moisture was received

The 26.27 recorded thus far in
1965 compares with 13.60 at this
time last year and 21.66 in"1963
COTTON and grain sorghum
are described ag being “‘good”
and “‘better thdn last. year' by
many growers. Earlier this
year wheat harvest saw bump-
er yields.
Vegetable yeilds were gener
ally abogt normal, with prices
