“l WAS determined to get it
fixed up,”’ then added, “You can
build constructively for men,
but you can't build a good con-
dition for welfare of the working
man until you can touch the
hearts of his master.”

Dr. Edwards said she took
the advice of a casual suggest-
jon in coming to Hereford

SHE EXPLAINED that one of
her six children told her of “‘the
health problem’ at the Hereford
Labor Camp when she had men-
tioned to him her desire to work
with low income migrants

“] came 1o Hereford and saw
the mess at the Labor Camp
and knew then that 1 wanted
to try to do something for these
people,” she explained

The Negro doctor arrived here
in January, 1961, and began
practice in existing buildings at
the camp

SHE SOON began seeking aid
in establishing a maternity clin-
1 there and finally saw its com-
pletion in November of 1962

Later, she deeded the facility
1o the Amarillo Diotese of the
Catholic Church.

She established low fees for
services at the clinic, charging
only $100 for medical care from
an expectant mother's first visit
through childbirth and post-na-
1al services

Also offered are public health
immunization shots free of
office call charges..

ASKED ABOUT her plans for
the future, Dr. Edwards said she
would devote more time to her
work with the voluntary Com-
mittee - for Manpower Develop-
ment and Training

She also commented that she
might “‘go into migrant work
in a community where there is
community backing ™

She lamented the fact that
her attempt to obtain federal

aid for the local hospital drew
little local support

WOULD SHE consider %ﬂr
ing to Hereford?

“No sir I say that from
the depths of my heart. I have
had almost five years of struggle
here I've smiled, grinned, and
made believe that it would be
better and many times ['ve
wondered if I'd be lynched. I've
had letters ‘Go Home Yankee'
and threats.”

She said that she had on sev-
eral occassions during recent
months told the board of direc-
tors of the camp hospital that
she would leave

THE tWostory,  concrete
block maternity hospital was
completed and dedicated in Aug
ust, 1962, as Our Lady of Guad
alupe Maternity Clinic

Born in Washington, D. C,
in 1900, Dr Edwards opened
her practice in Hereford on
Jan. 4, 1961, She had previously
practiced in Jersey City and for
several years was a professor
of obstesrics as a diplomate of
Howard University in Washing-
ton, where she had earlier re-
ceived her degrees.

She was 43. when she began
residency in-her chosen field of
of obstetrics as a diplomate of
the American Board of Obste-
trics and Gynecology. She is also
a fellow of the International
College of Surgeons and, in 19
55, was named Medical Woman
of the Year by the New Jer-
sey District of American Med.
ical Woman's Association

IN RECENT months she has
been named to serve on the
President’'s Committee for Man-
power Development and Train-
ing. In July, 1964 she was
bestowed the Presidential Me-
dal of Freedom — the highest
award a president can extend
to a civilian.

Her work with Latin Ameri-
cans at the Labor Camp here
has drawn the doctor and Here-
ford world-wide publicity. In one
‘nternationally = circhlated per-
iodical — Ebony Magazine —
she was referred to as "“The.
Tom Dooley “of Deaf Smith
County.”

CONCERNING her future
plans, Dr. Edwards said she
would “rest and take care of
my mother,” in the immediate
future,

Beyond that, she said she was
considering devoting more time
to work with the Committee on
Manpower Development — a
voluntary group.

She added that she might
someday work again with iten-
erant workers, but would not
consider returning to Hereford.

THE STATE quota of 891 for
August is the Texas share of a
national call for 16,500 men, all
for the Army

The state Selective Sérvice
director also announced pre-in-
duction physical and mental ex-
aminations for around 5,000 men
in August,

Local board quotas for the
August call already have been
figured and sent to the state's
137 local boards

THE AUGUST quota will be
filled mostly with men who are
volunteers under 26 years old
through 25. Most of them will
be 21 years old

No man whose draft board file
a bona fide family relationship
with a wife or a child or children
will be selected in response to
this call.

All males are required to re-
gister under the draft law on
their 18th birthday or within
f ve days thereafter.

It repre-
sents a sizeable part of the
money in circulation in the area

TOTAL amount being receiv-
ed by Deaf Smith County resi-
dents at the present time is $679-
000, as against $379.000 in 1960.

The rise, 80 percent, compares
with a rise of 57 percent in
the United States and 78 percent
in the West South Central States.

More and more, Americans
are retiring at earlier ages than
before, it is found. Making it
possible are better company re-
irement programs, increased
benefits under Social Security
and the revision in the law that
permits pension payments to be-
gin at age 62 in some cases,

This trend is expected to open
more jobs for the unemployed
and for young people entering
the labor force.

MAKING GRAPE JUICE
AT HOME

For a small quantity of juice
made at home: an enamel or
aluminum dishpan; a thermom-
eter dairy or candy); a clean
cloth: 1/2 yard of cotton flan-
nél for filtering; bottles or jars
and lids: a bottle capper and
caps. .

If grapes of improved var-
jeties are ripe when used for
grape juice no sugar is needed.
If you prefer a sweeter juice
add 172 to 2 cups sugar. A
blend of different varieties
makes for better flavor and a
more attractive color, A bushel
of grapes will yeild approxi-
mately 3 gallons of juice; some
varieties only 1-1/2 gallons
Steps in making grape juice
(1) Wash grapes on the stem
thoroughly.
(2) Crush grapes in aluminum,
wooden or earthenware vessel.
Do not use tin, iron, zinc or
steel vessels.
(3) Heat the crushed grapes,
stirring constantly, to 145 de-
grees F. Hold at this temper

ature for 5 minutes. No water
is added. Most of the color of
the juice comes from the inner
skin. Heating the crushed grapes
and pressing while hot will pro-
duce a rich wine color. A higher
temperature than 145 degrees
will extract tannin from the
stems and tartaric acid from
the seeds, giving the juice an
undesirable flavor.

(4) After heating, extract the
juice by pressing, or hang up
in a bag and squeeze.

(5) Filter the juice through
cloth or jelly bag. Heat again,
(6) Pour into bottles or jars,
filling to neck of bottle or jar
(7) Cap bottles, Seal jars.

(8) Place in water bath. Cover
completely with warm water,
Heat and hold water at 165 de-
grees F:

Pint bottles or jars - 5 min
Quarts - 10 min, Half gal. bottles
or jars - 15 min. Gallon - 20
min.
