Winter storm aims_
biggest punch today

A winter storm aimed its biggest
punch at Texas today after sending a
light mixture of sleet, snow and
freezing drizzle overnight that glaz-
ed the state’s highways with a
dangerous layer of ice.

The National Weather Service said
up to 7 inches of snow could fall in the
Dallas-Fort Worth area, beginning
this afternoon.

Wichita Falls, which got 8 inches of
snow on Thursday, including 3 inches
in the six hours before midnight, was
expecting another 2 to 4 inches today.
Drifts as high as 18 inches were caus-
ing problems on city streets.

Another 6 inches of snow was
predicted for the Panhandle, where
almost that much fell Wednesday
night and Thursday.

Virtually all of Texas was under a
winter storm warning or watch for
today, including the lower Rio
Grande Valley and the resort beach
areas all the way up to Galveston and
beyond where snow is rare.

Brownsville, the state’s southern-
most point, had an overnight low of
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33, and was the only one of the
weather service's reporting stations
that was still above freezing.

At Austin, weather officials said a
search of their records failed to show
a precedent for three winter storms
hitting Texas' capital in one month.
Austin received 7.5 inches of snow in
January's two previous wintry at-
tacks.

Mixtures of freezing drizzle and
isolated snow flurries were falling
last night in Houston, and school of-
ficials didn’t bother waiting until to-
day to cancel school.

Sheriff's officers throughout
Southeast Texas were reporting
most roads passable early today, but
most of the roads had a thin sheet of
ice, and officials said as precipita-
tion continued to fall it would make
the highways treacherous.

Interstate 45 was closed south-
bound out of Huntsville, 70 miles
north of Houston, because of ice on
the road. About 200 motorists were
evacuated from their cars and taken
to Huntsville.

Across the state, grocery stores
reported long lines as residents got
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what they needed to wait out the
storm. Store officials reported a run
on everything from meat to milk,
batteries and beer.

“Everything is gone from the
shelves,” said Barbara Alfaro, a
cashier at a Kroger's supermarket in
Dallas’ Oak Cliff section.

Although only sleet or light snow
fell for much of Texas on Thursday,
the combination of gusty northerly
winds and temperatures in the teens
and below had a numbing effect.

In Dallas, the city sent its
employees home at 3 p.m. and told
them not to report for work today un-
til 10 a.m. Most people seemed eager
to stay inside.

Fort Worth residents set records
for winter electricity usage hourly
until about noon thursday, said
George Hedrick, spokesman for
Texas Electric Service Co. About 100
residents were without power for
about an hour thursday night after a
high voltage fuse failed, Hedrick
said.

The TDA is the state agency
through which the federal monies
are appropriated to“tities with a
population of less than $50,000. Any
kind of business or industry can app-
ly for the funds, as long as their ap-
plication will create or maintain jobs
in the county they are awarded to

Also at the meeting was Larry
Malamen, owner of M.W. Carrot,
Ine. Malamen told commissioners he
plans to expand his vegetable grow-
ing and shipping operation, and build
a 23,000 square feet facility south of
the San Jose community

Also included in his three-year ex-
pansion plan, Melamen said, is the
opening of a freezer plant and the

distribution of frozen vegetables
under his own label. Currently
Melamen ships only fresh
vegetables. A

Belvin told the court that even
though the funds would be awarded
to the county, it might be best for the
City of Hereford to submit the ap-
plication on the county's behalf. She
explained that current Texas law
might prohibit the county from legal-
ly making such an application;
however she added that a bill is pen-
ding in the Texas legislature to
clarify the power of county govern-
ments in regard to such matters.

County Judge Glen Nelson com-
mented that such grants can create a
“terrific workload” on the county
treasurer because of the paperwork
involed. Jacobs said the PRPC could
take care of administering the grant,
charging a maximum fee of 15 per-
cent.

If the county’'s application is ap-
proved, at least $50,000 but not more
than $500,000 would be awarded to
the county in the form of a grant. The
county would then loan the money to
businesses listed on the application
al an interest rate to be decided by
the commissioners.

‘I tried to pull away ... but My mother pushed me back,"” one of the
twins testified, describing the burnings. “1 was pushing, pushing
back using my feet. Then I fell down."”

Doctors said her hands were so badly burned that bones were ex-
posed and doctors had to amputate a finger.

Four bodies found in Houston

HOUSTON (AP) — The bodies of four people, including one that
had been set afire, were found today in a southwest Houston
residence, police said.

‘““They had been shot, and one of them was set on fire,”” Sgt. James
Waltmon, a Houston homicide investigator said.

“‘We got the report about 3:15 a.m. A son of the people that got kill-
ed called us. There was a dad, a mommy, and two brothers. The son
came home and found them,” Waltmon said.

Identities of the victims were not immediately released.

Houston Fire Department spokesman Russell Dunnem said
firefighters arrived at the scene shortly after 2:30 a.m. and found the
burned body of a man in the hallway.

The body apparently had been doused with a flammable liquid, ig-
nited, and a neighbor extinguished the flames, Dunnern said.

Authorities said the woman's body was found shot in bed. The body
of the couple’s 13-year-old son was found shot in another bed and
another son was found shot in the kitchen, investigators said

National ‘
FTC rules land buyers misled

WASHINGTON (AP) — People paid up to $1,200 an acre for ‘‘near
desert” land in far West Texas because they were misled by the real
estate developers who said the land was a good investment, the
Federal Trade Commission has ruled.

The commission said it might later decide to order redress for the
purchasers of 2,600 tracts of land in Culberson County.

The ruling everturned the 1982 decision of an FTC administrative
law judge. The commission agreed in a 3-0 vole that the companies,
owned by a California man, “misrepresented that the pareels sold ...
were good investments,” ““misrepresented that the properties were
suitable for use as homesites, farms and ranches,” and *'sold
parcels that were of little or no value and unfairly retained the pro-
ceeds from the sales.”

The land, located about 120 miles east of El Paso, was sold
primarily to out-of-state buyers and is ‘‘near desert in condition,”
the FTC said.

The companies and individuals named in the complaint have 20
days to ask the FTC to reconsider or 80 days to file an appeal in
court, an FTC spokesman said. The commission ordered the com-
panies to tell buyers the true worth of the land. The companies’ of-
ficers testified at the hearing before the administrative law judge
that they were no longer selling land in the area but were still collec-
ting receipts from previous sales contracts.

EPA puts off proposal on ban

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Environmental Protection Agency is
putting its attempt to ban asbestos on hold under an
procedure that leaves the issue to be reviewed by two other govern-
ment agencies.

Questions about asbestos are being formally referred to the Oc-
cupational Safety and Health Administration and the Consumer Pro-
duct Safety Commission under a procedure never before used, EPA
spokesman David Ryan said Thursday.

An AFL-CIO official charged that by referring the issue to other
agencies, EPA is bowing to pressure from White House budget of-
ficials to delay its proposed ban on the cancer causing substance.

An EPA official, who spoke Thursday on condition that he not be
identified, said this meant that EPA’s still unpublished proposal to
ban asbestos was ‘‘moot,” at least until the other agencies made up
their minds on the issue.

Those agencies would have 90 days to respond to EPA and another
90 days to begin action of some kind if they believe EPA’s concerns
are valid. 4

“We're sure getting a lot of calls.
People must be burning a lot of gas,”
said Emily Lohman of Centex
Butane Co. in Austin.

Houston Lighting & Power
reported about 20,000 power outages
thruout the city and surrounding
counties, and officials said the pro-
blem was caused primarily by the
wind.

About 300 customers of Texas
Power &:Light in northeast Dallas
suburb of Garland were without
power for one to two hours Thursday
afternoon. District manager Bob
Vincent said the outage was caused
by heavy usage for electric heaters.

FARLEYVILLE, Texas
(AP) — For all you fans of
Luckenbach, Bugtussle and
any number of Texas family
towns, here's another com-
munity to add to your list of
genuine Lone Star locations.
The place is called
Farleyville, and needless to
say, Farleys are the main at-
traction there. In fact, 93 per-
cent of the town's 28 residents
have some mixture of Farley
blood in their veins.

The community is along 700
feet of Farm-to-Market 1491
in Collin County just west of
McKinney, and many locals
do not even know it exists
And if the fears of communit)
founder Herman Farley
come true, the wide spot in
the road may soon be gobbled
up by the bulging McKinney
city limits
