Horse racing being studied

AUSTIN (AP) — While black
lawmakers and a citizens’ group are
criticizing horse racing legislation,
the Texas Department of Agriculture
says legalizing gambling on the sport
would generate millions of dollars
for farmers.

"Agriculture Commissioner Jim
Hightower unveiled a study Thurs-
day estimating that racing would
give farmers up to $230 million
directly within 15 years and would
generate a total of $712 million for
the state.

“If the Texas Legislature decides
in its wisdom during this session that
we can play ‘Call to the Post’ at
Texas tracks, one sure winner is go-
ing to be Texas agriculture,”
Hightower said.

“If there is to be pari-mutuel
wagering in Texas, it would mean
direct c benefits for horse
raisers, hay farmers, corn growers
‘and wheat producers,” he said.

While Hightower released the
study, the Anti-Crime Council of
Texas said horse racing would bring
more illegal gambling to Texas, fail
to bring promised economic benefits
and lead to more corruptaon of public
officials. '

Abner McCall of Waco, chairman
of the council, sajd the state’s ex-
perience with legalized bingo — in
which charities are getting only a
small percentage of bingo proceeds
although they were supposed to be
the chief beneficiaries — should pro-
ve that Texas couldn’t control horse
racing.

“If '‘we can’t control bingo, with

Tass addresses party meeting

MOSCOW (AP) — Hours after Soviet officials confirmed Soviet
leader Konstantin U. Chernenko was alling, the official news agency
Tass reported he addressed the nation’s ruling Politburo.

The 73-year-old Chernenko has not been seen in public or
photographed since a televised awards ceremony Dec. 27, leading to
speculation that he might be seriously ill.

The mystery of his health deepened Thursday when a Soviet jour-
nalist told NBC News that Chernenko was ill but in stable condition.

Also, French television reported a source with the Soviet delega-
tion to the French Communist Party Congress said Chernenko had
‘‘an accident of health” on Jan. 14 and lost the use of his speech. In
Soviet parlance, an accident of health implies a stroke or heart at-
tack.

But the Tass report said Chernenko had addressed the Politburo
meeting on spring agricultural planting. It did not say when the
meeting was held but its story was dated Thursday, the day the
policy-making body usually meets.

The account of the meeting, though, was unusual in not mentioning
the Soviet leader prominently. His name appeared well into the story
and after a list of five government officials whose reports were
heard.

Moreover, the report on the issues discussed was very similar to
an account of a Politburo meeting two weeks ago.

In the NBC interview, Vladimir Bolshakov, a commentator for the
Communist Party Daily Pravda, was asked about the condition of
the leader.

He replied: ““Well, I heard it was stable.’” Asked if Chernenko had
suffered a stroke, he replied, ‘“No." It was not clear how Bolshakov,
whospoke in English, intended the word stable to be interpreted.

Pravda's editor, Viktor G. Afanasyev, told Italian television
Wednesday that Chernenko was ill. But last week, Vladimir
Lomeiko, chief of the Soviet Foreign Ministry press department,
said on Cable News Network that Chernenko was well and on vaca-
tion.

Police reportly used violence

SEOUL, South Korea (AP) — Dissident leader Kim Dae-jung said
police used ‘‘violence’ to separate him from his American sup-
porters upon arrival from two years of self-imposed exile today, and
said he had been placed under house arrest.

Americans accompanying Kim said he and-his wife were forcibly
separated from upon arrival at Kimpo International Airport

outside Seoul. Americans said they also were roughed up by
security forces.

“Police used against me. They pushed me, I felt as if I
was beaten,” , 59, said at a news conference at his home in
Seoul

tered and beaten up. It was thuggery at its height.”

Farmers upset with IRS rules |

WASHINGTON (AP) — The hands
that milk the cows are getting
writer's cramp.

Farmers say new car and truck
record-keeping requirements impos-
ed by the Internal Revenue Service
are so burdensome that their
livelihoods are threatened. A partial
relaxation of the rules on Jan. 25
helped little, they say, but they're
mad — and so are a lot of business
people. And when they get mad, Con-
gress gets the jitters.

Here's what one Montana farmer
wrote his congressman:

“I made the following five entries
in my truck log this morning before 9
a.m. and they total only 4 miles.
Barn to heifer pen — picked up calf
and back to barn. Barn to east
pasturg to put out salt and mineral
blocks, then to shop. Shop to corral to
fix broken gate, then to house to call
bank about loan. House to stock pond

to bust up ice so cattle can drink,
back to shop for parts. Shop to trac-
tor with new brake parts.”

That farmer’s congressman, Rep.
Ron Marlenee, R-Mont., told col-
leagues: ‘“There is a revolution
brewing. Just one more little shove
by the IRS; one more little abuse by
the tax collectors; one more push by
Congress, which should be responsi-
ble for regulations, amd we will lose
the voluntary tax system.”

Many lawmakers say they haven’t
seen so much mail since 1983, when
as many as 30 million postcards and
letters flooded the Capitol with
demands for repeal of a law requir-
ing that taxes be withheld on interest
and dividends. It was repealed.

Like that withholding law, the new
record-keeping rules grew out of
Congress’ effort to stoptax cheats —
in this case, to make it more difficult
for people to disguise personal use of

cars and trucks as tax-deductible
business use. The regulations essen-
tially require farmers and business
people to log all their business
mileage at the time it is run up; if
there are no contemporaneous
records, no deduction will be allow-

IT SEEMS EASY for most of us to
live a life of re-action, a life of letting
what others say determine what we
say, letting what others do, in regard
to us, determine what we do, and
such like. This, of course, means that
we are permitting others to deter-
mine what we say and what we do;
and this is a very poor choice. It is
better for us, and for all concerned,
that we learn how to live a life of
‘positive response’. By ‘positive’ we
mean ‘‘independent of changing cir-
cumstances or relations.”

WE ARE RESPONSIBLE for
ourselves, and, therefore, it is impor-
tant that we take charge of our say-
ing and doing; and we can never do
this by choosing a life of re-action. If
we wish to take charge of our lives,
we must learn the art of ‘positive
response’. Rather than being plea-
sant only to those who are pleasant to
us, let us learn to be pleasant to all

POSITIVE RESPONSE means
that we choose our manner of
speech, we choose how we behave,
what we do, where we go, etc. We
must not, by re-action, permit others
to become the power that controls
and directs our manner of life,

AUSTIN (AP) - A clash of
legislative wills between two
state senators has stalled,
and perhaps killed, a bill that
would delay for at least 2%
years the licensing of a low-
level nuclear waste dump in
Texas.

Sen. John Traeger asked
the Senate for permission
Thursday to bring up his low-
level bill but said he would op-
pose an amendent by Sen.
Carlos Truan, which was ap-
proved in committee 4-3.

Truan, D-Corpus Christi,
said without his amendment,
which also would delay for
2'% years the purchase of a
disposal site, Traeger's bill
was ‘‘nothing but window
dressing’’ for South Texans
worried about possible con-
tamination of their water sup-

ply.

The Texas Low-Level
Radioactive Waste Disposal
Authority has indicated that a
365-acres site in McMullen
County is its No. 1 choice for a
disposal facility. The site is 12
miles from the Choke Canyon
reservoir, which supplies
water for 21 communities and
500,000 people.

Truan said if the Senate
should vote to suspend its
rules and debate Traeger's
bill, Truan would filibuster
for hours.

Traeger needed 25 votes,
and was far short at 14,

“Folks will vote any way to
keep from listening to a
Truan filibuster,” Traeger
quipped afterward.

Traeger was asked if he
might try to bring the bill up
again, and he replied, ‘‘Not
unless Sen. Truan gets up and
says he will not try to put his
amendment on and works the
floor to change votes. I'm not
going to push it any further.”

“*Right now, I'd say it's
dead — and any other bill,
which means the site will pro-
bably go on,’" Traeger said.

He said without a bill the
low-level authority ‘‘will im-
mediately purchase (land)
and start construction on a
disposal site."

Asked why he couldn’t go
along with Truan's amend-
ment, Traeger said,
‘‘Because it won't pass, that's
why. His amendment
demolishes’’ the low-level
authority. ‘It puts them com-
pletely out of business.

White tries to dissuade party switch

AUSTIN (AP) — U.S. Sen.
Phil Gramm's
Republicanization of Texas
was expected to continue to-
day at a Dallas news con-
ference where an announce-
ment was to be made that
several Democratic judges
would switch parties.

Democratic Gov. Mark
White tried to dissuade the
judges Thursday in a
90-minute closed-door session
during which he “spoke of
loyalty and his plans to seek
re-election next year.

Gramm, himself a former
Democrat, scheduled an
afternoon news conference in
Dallas.

White said he failed to draw
a commitment from any of
the five Dallas County
judges. After the meeting,
State District Judge Don
Koons said he had not made
up his mind. But_Koons in-
dicated that pnlmcal survival
might dictate a switch.

“T think as a Republican
there's probably a better
chance for re-election in a
countywide race in Dallas
County,”" he said.

Ten of Dallas County’s 68
judges are Democrats.

“T would be comfortable as
a conservative in either par-
ty,”” Koans said, adding,
however, “I'm interested in
continuing some of the pro-
grams I've started. I'd like to
stay on board if I can.”

The judge said White was
“‘optimistic’’ that the
Democrats could make ' a
strong comeback next year.

“‘He said he expected to be’
a candidate for re-election,
Koons said of White. ‘‘He in-
dicated he probably would ex-
pect to file and if he did that
would help the ticket."

White said he told the
judges, "T've always said
loyalty had a high priority
with me. We talked about that
at some length.” ¥

Also at the meeting were
State District Judges Ron
Chapman and Thomas
Thorpe and County Judges

Bill Coker and Mike Schwille.
Those four could not be
located for comment after the
meeting.

Earlier this week, Schwille
said the Democratic Party
had *‘gotten too liberal for old

That’s as far as I'm going
to go. You'll know Friday,”
he said.
White said the judges were
concerned about “‘whimsical

change in the top of the ballot
having a whiplash at the bot-
tom of the ballot and turning
altogether very capable
judges out of office and not
necessarily putting capable
ones into office.”
