"It is a vital issue that .....·ill affect
cv ry one of our lives ... I think we
need to air puhlicly what the
consequences of nOI ha\ ing passed
some brll that would extract us from
court supervision would have on
everybody." said Parka, D-Pon
Arthur.

Parker said he also wants his
comrniucc and the House Public
Education Comrniucc lO hear from
superintendents of school districts
that could lose state money if a court
plan were imposed.

The hearing would coincide with
promised efforts by Lt. Gov. Bill
Hobby and House Speaker Gib
Lewis, D·Fort Worth. to muster the
two-thirds VOICneeded to override a
veto if negotiations arcn ' I. successful.

The Texas Supreme Court in a
unanimous opinion last year ruled the
school finance system unconsutuuon-
al and wid Lh4.: state to devise a way
10 make more money available to
property-poor school districts. The
S 13.5 billion-a-year system relics on
Slate aid, local property taxes and
some federal money.

1f lawmakers and Clements don't
enact a plan by June 1, Kilgarlin will
propose one to State District Judge
SCOLLMcCown, who is overseeing the
case.

,$ena·.eplans for veto
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Because McCown mandated that
the master'S plan be within current
Stall: revenues, Kilgarlin said that
could mean diverting state aid from
property-rich 10 property-poor
districts.

The Democratic-controlled
Legislature and Republican governor
arc in their third special session to try
to overhaul the school finance
system. The last sc sion ended
without a plan after Clements vetoed
a half-cent sales tax increase needed
to pay for last session's $555 million
reform bill.

Lawmakers' current plan is imilar
to last. session 's, but it wouldn't
necessarily require new stale revenue.
Without sufficient new' money,
however, Slate aid could be shifted
from property-rich to property-poor
sc hool districts.
