Harvey Davis of Temple,
executive director of the Texas
State Soil and Water Con-
servation Board, will be the

principal speaker.
New grasses, {orhs, legumes
and other plants under

evaluation at the center will be
discussed during the day. Some
1200 strains of 325 plants are
being grown at the center.
Chief goal of the SCS plant

' materials work is to find new °

strains of plants that will solve
specific conservation problems.
Sincer livestock and wildlife co-
exist on the same land, the
search extends to grasses,
legumes, forbs and shrubs
which have dual values. Such
plants are needed by lan-
downers and operators for
including in range seeding
mixtures, for use in travel lane
seeding, in border plantings, of
for other uses.

Strains that appear promising
at Knox City are then grown and
evaluated under field conditions
on farms of soil and water
conservation district
cooperators under a wide
variety of conditions. Selec-
tions . that prove superjor to
other plants available,Lt

mercially are then released by
conservation districts to seed
growers. These producers then
grow seed and sell it to the
public.

A new grass variety, Mason
sandhill lovegrass, was cer-
tified and released earlier this
year as a result of work done at
the center in cooperation with
the Texas Agricultural Ex-
periment Station. Selection 75
kleingrass was released in 1968.
Other grass strains proven and
put into use by SCS include El
Reno, Uvalde, and Vaughn
sideoats grama; King Ranch
bluestem; green sprangletop;
and Grenville switchgrass

| Attorney General of Texas

Credit purchases have
become a way of life with most
of our Texas families. When the
debtor refuses or is unable to
meet his payments when due,
his account often is turned over
to a collection agency.

Most of these agencies use
reputable collection methods
but unfortunately some
agencies choose to resort to
other means which are
unethical and sometimes
illegal. This article will deal
with abusive collection tactics.

Collection is generally
initiated with a letter mailed to

names when telephoning ac
counts. Behind this cloak ot
anonymity, the use of threats of
bodily harm, bombing of
property, injury to children or
wives, or spreading the reports
that the debtor is a “‘dead beat”
to his employer or friends may
be engaged in by the collector.

the debtor. This letter informs

him that the account has been
assigned to the agency for
collection and that payment in
full is demanded.

The first letter is usually
mild, but subsequent letters
become progressively
threatening. Also, the intervals
between such letters also
become shorter.

After a while, the collector
may do any or all of the
following: (1) he may send
telegrams and registered let-
ters; (2) contact the-debtor's
employer; (3) send messages
that suggest legal documents;
or (4) make direct personal
contact with the debtor by
telephone or personal visit.

Frequently, a form or printed
letter is used which threatens
the addition of court costs,
attorney's fees, and interest in
addition to the principal sum
unless full payment is made.

Representing that a law suit
will be brought unless prompt
final payment is made con-
stitutes debt harassment unless
legal action is actually initiated.
This method of collection is
deceptive since it is designed to
collect without the necessity of
bringing a lawsuit

The use of any printed form or

“letter which simulates actual

court papers or bona fide legal
documents is illegal. Collection
letters which have the tendency
or give the appearance of
emanating from a court or other
source of authority are
deceptive under our law

Such forms cannot be used to
collect debts even where the
debt is just and valid because it
tends to coerce and intimidate
the debtor into paying by means
of deception and falsé
representations

A commonly used deceptive
practice is arbitrarily in-
creasing the amount of the debt
by the collection agency. This is
done to invoke quick response,
and naturally places the agency
in a more favorable position of
collecting

—

As an extra harassment, these
calls may be made in the middle
of the night.

The law, of course, does not
condemn debt collection per se.
Collection simply must be
conducted legitimately, without
harassment, coercion, or in-
timidation, or by the use of any
means which are deceptive.
Even delinquent debtors are
entitled to know the source of
letters which are sent to them,
and while they may owe money,
they deserve the protection of
the law just as do other citizens.

Day period last year, a DPS
tabulation revealed 41 persons
had died in 34 traffic accidnets
inthe state. Late deaths pushed
the toll to 43 persons killed in 36
accidents.

Speir said the DPS and local
law enforcement agencies will
be taking all possible steps to

‘reduce the holiday death toll. A

special “Operation Motorcide"
will be in progress over the
Labor Day weedend and
tabulations on rural and urban
fatal accidents will be reported
to the news media of Texas
three times daily.

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Old Enough To Harbor Ghosts

Present Owner Bought Place
For Its Years-Past Appearance

the Abe Davis home is a

\which knew large families,
tomposed of girls boys, and
even an occasional ghost or two

When he bought “the old
Williams house'' about six
vears ago, Abe Davis did so
becayse I just like old houses
rather, than new ones."

Since that time he has spent
most of his spare time restoring
and improving the house

WHEN HE ISN'T WORKING
al his furniture shop, he's ad-
ding a clogset to the parlor,
improving the kitchen area,
adding a bath upstairs or new

paint or wallpaper to the house.

Davis' furniture business has
been a bonus in restoring the
house, since he is able to furnish
it in antiques which add to the
old-time atmosphere

His oldest piece, a 30-hour,
one-handed grandfather clock
made in 1738, was found near
Hereford, England, and graces
the entry along with a rocker
which hails from England

A cherry table about 100 years
old, and an oriental carpet
dating from 75 to 100 years
back, are featured in the study
which opens to the left from the
entry :

BUILT IN 1909-10, the house
was erected according to a plan
by George Ratliff Jowell, and
was the first of three homes to
be built at about the same time

The other houses were the
Billie Hicks home which
featured Jowell's design with a
few alterations and is located at
the corner of 25 mile avenue and
Lake street, and the Troy
Womble residence, farther
down the avenue,

The Jowell family lived in the
house for about three years,
then sold it to' Jim Williams,
who continued to own it until the
death of his wife.

When the estate was settled

the house was left in charge of’

an older son, Hez, who rented it
for a while before selling it. At
oné time Mrs. Williams, who
lived alone, converted it to
apartments

The house had five bedrooms,
(hree upstairs and two down-
stairs, says Corinne Jowell
Neely, one of Ratliff Jowell's
daughters who still lives here

ALL BEDROOMS HAD
clothes closets, which was rare
in those days. A large hall at
the head of the stairway served
as a living-playroom. Davis has
added a bath at one end of this
hall

Downstairs, both bedrooms
opened off the large entryway
One opened north onto the
screened porch which circled
two sides of the house and
served as sleeping quarters in
hot weather. Davis has fur-
nished the first of these rooms
as a study

The kitchen also opened onto
the porch, which had an outside
door. On the east side of the
house was the large formal
dining room, which opened into
the parlor with double sliding
doors

THE WINDMILL, COAL-AND-
WOOD shed, and privy- behind
the house were replaced by
modern fixtures

Work on the house is cen-
tinuous, according to Davis,

who is still working on the'

upstairs bedrooms. Before his
departure ‘or school and his

marriage, Davis' son, Oren, had

planned to build another room
under the gable in his bedroom
An opening which was made
sometime during the past, leads
from. the spacious closet to a
large space under the gable

Davis says his son has heard
strange noises issuing from this
“'secret room."

Davis adds that he bought the
house because it was haunted,
saying, ‘My son and I maintain
that we notice all sorts of
strange noises and things
happening.” In.keeping with
the rumors that the house is
haunted are the mysterious
faintings of three people at the
foot of thg stairs.

DAVIS BEGAN LEARNING
his trade of restoring antique
furniture as an apprentice
under master cabinet makers,
first in Amarillo, then under an
Austrian master in Miami, Fla.
He has been in actual business
for 10 to 12 years.

“It takes more than 20 years
to learn.” says Davis. Though
restoring furniture started as a
hobby for Davis as a young
man, he has been interested and
involved, whether
professionally or as an amateur
for over 20 years

The house, built of solid wood,
is in very good condition, ac-
cording to Davis, who says “It
will probably still be standing in
100 years.”

The historical pageant, ex-
pected to cost $10 million to
produce, would be patterned
after the ‘“son et lumiere”
shows popular in Europe and
elsewhere. There would be two
shows nightly on the East
Capitol grounds, with seats for
5,000 people.

Planning the presentation is
the U.S. Capitol Historical
Association, a unique group of
history buffs founded in 1962
and headed by Rep. Fred Sch-

show no later than 1976, when
the 200th birthday of the nation
will be celebrated. Fund
raising has already begun and
seed money is in hand

No government money will be
sought for the project. The
Association has always been
self-supporting, from mem-
bership fees and from the sale
of nearly 3 million copies of a
book about the Capitol, '‘We, the
People.”

BELIEVERS ON THE BEACH—For more
than a decade before World War |, as many as 8,000
of the faithful gathered each summer on the coast
of Corpus Christi Bay for ten days of religious
revival and recreation.

In 1905, citizens of the Gulf coast city donated 13
acres along the beach to the Texas State Epworth
League of the Methodist Church to be used for an
annual encampment. To help house worshipers, the
church built the é6-room Epworth Inn and_many
commuicants built their own cottages. The
majority, however, preferred to camp and the
Epworth League rented them tents, cots and stools
at nominal cost.

The encampment began on a Thursday night with
a hymn sing and socializing, then settled into a
daily routine that included sermons, both morning
and evening, an hour devoted to the study of foreign
missions and aftérnoon conferences on a variety of
religious subjects. Free time was spent swimming
in the bay. Epworth-by-the-Sea closed ten days
later with a Sunday night service.

Some have been reporting red
spiders. When these attack
plints they cause the ap-
pearance of rust, turn plants a
rusty brown.

Needled plants are attacked
by the red spider or spider mite
and when they cause the plant
to be discolored then it is time to
spray consistently for their
destruction. Malathion is
recommended. :

On evergreens, a good thing
to do to eliminate the spider
mites is to take the water hose
and use a fine hard spray on the
evergreen, spray up and-down
and do this thoroughly. Every
evening is a good time to so
treat the needled evergreen.

Since this garden enemy
grows so quickly daily treat-
ment is necessary until they
have been eradicated. A tiny
web is woven by the spider
mites and these hatch every
day, therefore the constant need
is to treat daily to kill them

NOT ONLY PARENTS of the

girls and boys involved in youth

A few paid directors head
some of these groups, but all of
them rely chiefly, some of them
wholly, on volunteer adult
leaders.

Community-wide youth
groups with the largest
memberships are Campfire
Girls, Boy Scouts, 4H Clubs,
boys' baseball leagues and the
Little " Dribblers basketball
league.

PARENTS OF THE YOUNG
members are familiar with

& . calls for aid in the programs

and most of them respond with
more or less willingness to the
limit of their time or talents.
But there are never enough
adults to meet the needs.

This is true, the directors all
say, simply because there are
always more youngsters

» wanting to take part, than there

are adults able or willing to take
the leaders’ jobs :

Best helpers for any group
are not necessarily parents, and
many parents because of
business schedules or home
demands of smaller children
may not be able to assist. Any
person who Wkes to work with or
for young people at any age
from lower elementary gra
through high school, may find
an opportunity for service In
these organizations

“THERE ARE NEVER
enough volunteers to go
around,”” says Nita Lea,

executive director of Hereford
Campfire Girls and the only
paid worker in that program
“Girls enough to form new
groups are always waiting to
join as soon as adult leaders can
be found.”

Campfire Girls young and
older.

MRS. LEA SAYS SHE would
like to have a list available in
her office at the Campfire
Lodge, of county residents who
would give one or a series of
lessons to the girls on outdoor
skills such as campfire_cookery,
on homemaking skillsKlte table
setting or cookie baking, on
more advanced topics like
photography or archaeology
which Horizon Club members
pursue.

every game, Bunch repeats the
usual story of boys who would
like to play if only more men
would volunteer to coach teams.

Mothers of the players assist
by operating concession stands
at the games, sometimes ser-
ving as scorekeepers and even
announcers.

A NEWER ATHLETIC
program for younger boys, the
Little Dribblers, is sponsored by
Hereford Jaycees during
basketball season. As “in the
baseball leagues, coaches,
assistants and umpires are
necessary throughout the
season.

The Jaycee members give
their time for these jobs, but
there are not enough of them to
go around and they recruit help
from the players’ fathers and
other residents interested in
basketball. More help will
assure more teams for the
coming season, says Bill
Johnson, Jaycee president.

Wives of menibers who are
enrolled in the Jaycee-Ettes are
the _concession operators and
with players’ mothers assist in
other ways.

TWO MEMBERS OF THE
county Extension Service staff
head the 4H Club program
here, with local leaders and
helpers directing various ac
tivities of local clubs

Joyce Shipp and Robert
Devin, assistant Deaf Smith
County agenis, are responsible
for overall operation and
county-wide events, backed by
an adult leaders council and the
4-H members' council with
representatives from each club

As in the other youth groups,
their need is for club leaders
and persons who can give
programs on special topics. For
instance, Gerald Martin, a pilot
and flying enthusiast, has
conducted studies of aviation
which caught the interest of a

number of boys, Alex Petersen
has given time to coach public
speaking a number of years,
and many other residents have
helped in like manner.

New subjects for the coming
year, Mrs. Shipp says, dnclude
child care, photography and
flower arranging. Club leaders
will seek persons to give in-
struction in these fields and
would welcome qualified
volunteers, she added. Those
who will help may notify the
county agents' office
- Volunteers in Boy Scout and
Cub Scout work include men
and women, teenagers as well
as adults. Tom Pettigrew, local
Bdy Scout executive, says, ‘“We
constantly need both men and
women, not just Scout troop
leaders and Cub den mothers,
but committeemen to see that
activities are planned and
carried out."”

Troop leaders must be over 21
years of age and assistants over
18, and American citizens, but
those are the only
requirements, he adds.
Training courses are offered
and leaders éncouraged, but not
required, to take them. Older
Boy Scouts assist with the Cub
packs, formed of younger boys.
