Others, who
may not be able to reduce hours, are
forced to reduce their work force in
order to stay in business, the National
Chamber points out.

Workers likely to be receiving mini-
mum wage rates are very seldom a
family's main breadwinner, but are

higher -rate.

A lower wage for these workers
should be instituted, the National
Chamber feels, permitting” business to
hire more young workers, especially

Status of stamp

Now that the Price Commission has
washed its hands of any responsibility
for restricting Postal Service rate in-
creases, it is reasonable to predict
that those rates will continue their
climb, unless the Postal Commission
decides to intervene. .

It also is reasonable to predict that
as the Postal Service prices rise. it
will get more competition from private
deliverers and other forms of commu-

A grim race is on to achieve public
understanding” of the need for adopting
national energy goals that will give a
green light to intensified oil explora-
tion and development.

Their
first concern is with getting people to
realize the magnitude of the task of
providing adequate energy to keep
the country running.

Energy consumption is estimated to
almost double by 1985, yet the public’s
attitude toward the task of producing
and delivering increasing energy to
meet these requirements is still based
largely on complacency. One oil com-
pany executive calls for the ‘‘begin-
ning of an understanding’” and urged
prompt development of national ener-
gy goals. The prompt establishment of
such goals is imperative because of
lead time required to develop new en-
ergy sources.

Another executive of alarge
oil company indicates the need for
public understanding of today's petro-
leum industry problems with the ad-
monition that an acceleration of do-
mestic oil exploration is indispensable
if the US. is to forestall a further de-
cline in its “alarmingly low"” petro-
leum reserves amd avert excessive
dependence on foreign sources. He
emphasized, '‘Governmental policies
directed toward stimulating exploration
must be steadfastly and resolutely fol-
lowed.

The most famous haunted house * Texas
stands just across the street from the Capitol
at 1010 Colorado Avenue in Austin — the
Executive Mansion.

It was designed and built by
master builder, Abner Hugh Cook, 114 years
ago — 33 years before the completion of the
present Capitol — to properly house the gov-
ernors of Texas and their families, as befitting
their position.
