The question of boundary lines, should the propostion be ap-
prn\'ed. is still unresolved, school officials say.
“We feel it is premature to say anything on boundary lines
hecause we recognize a great deal of stury will have to go into it in
order to equalize our ethnic enrollment in not only the new school,

hut in all other &&hools,”

Hartman pointed out.

“Even when we do come up with boundary lines, there is no
guarantee that five or ten years from now, they will remain the

same.”’

The type of structure to be built also has not been determined at
this point lyecause, if the bond issue were to fail, the system would
he out large amounts of money for drawings that would be of no

use to it

However, school officials do have some ideas as to the structure
and one is to have it so it “‘would be flexible enough that it would fit

the need of a variety of programs and groups, today and in the
future.”

Administrators hope to incorporate the modern approach to
teaching into the building, but at the same time allow for some of
the standard approaches o teaching

The “what to do with Central” question probably would be
solved by razing the entire building except for the gymnasium and
cafeteria areas, which are the latest additions to the structure.
Administrators feel these portions of the campus could be utilized
in other areas where storage and space are needed in the school
system

The new structure, whén completed, would also have a portion of
it steel re-enforced so it could be used a a publu emergency shelter
in the event of a disaster

Of the $760 000 needed for Propostion No. 2, $30,000 has been set
aside for the purchase of 10.3 acres of land on the western portion
of the city, near the cemetary. The acreage would allow for
adequate playground facilities, parking and other space

The representative of the Office of Technical Assistance, after
Inoking at various locations throughout the city, agreed that that
lacation probably would be the best for the site of a new school. He
added he could see no problem with his office if that site were
purchased for the schbol

Q What was the thinking
behind locating a new school on
Bradly Sireet?

A With the purchase of
that property it was the thinking
that some of the children
presently going to Central
would go to the new school and
some -of the children going to
Northwest Elementary could go
there too. It also is within
walking distance for children
now going to Central dnd North-
west

Q Isn't the other location
better? (Referring to property
near La Plata Junior High that
is owned by the school district)

A. - The use of that property
would require the busing of
students from the Central

the spring months,” said Dr. Ed
Uvacek, livestock marketing
specialist for the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service,
Texas A&M University.

“The October 1 cattle on feed
report shows 11.8 million head
in the 23 major feeding states, a
10 per cent increase over last
year. At the same time the
number of cattle on feed in
Texas feedlot placements
during the same quarter were
23 per cent above last year,
noted the specialist.

Fed cattle marketings in the
October-December quarter of
this year are estimated at 6.6
million head, seven per cent

more than were marketed in the

last quarter of 1971. Expected
marketings from Texas lots are
estimated to be 30 per cent
greater in the October-
December quarter of this year.
Texas cattle feeding con-
tinues to grow in leaps and
bounds,” said the specialist.

Wise Use

Of

Pastures Vital

High-quality winter pastures
should be used to greatest
advantage, says Dr. Neal Pratt,
agronomist for the Texas
Agricultural Extension Service,
Texas A & M University

Winter pastures have been
relatively slow to become
started 'this fall, due to
inadequate rainfall during
September and early October
And short days, cool tem-
peratures and cloudy weather
which prevail during much of
December, January and
February will limit pasture
growth during the winter. Thus,
pasture management is critical

“The most efficient way to
use winter pastures is to limit
grazing. This means permitting
cattle to graze the high-quality
forage for the time needed to
meet their nutrient
requirements,”” points out
Pratt

Cows can be easily trained to
be removed from the pasture
after they obtain their nutrient
requirements. By keeping the
cattle from lying down, winter
pasture can provide up to twice
the grazing obtained when
cattle are permitted to stay on
the pasture continously during
the day and night.

“Cows with” calves can
usually obtain their protein
requirements when grazing
every third or fourth day or by
grazing one-and-a-half to two
hours each day. Grazing low-
quality forage in an adjoining
pasture or providing hay can be

14 Ib, almonds

Sift together 4 cups flour, 1
teaspoon cinnamon, ' leaspoon
cloves, 1 teaspoon nutmeg, "4
teaspoon all spice, & %
teaspoon salt

Cream '; lb. butter or
margarifié & 1 cup brown sugar
jn another container. Add 6
beaten egg yolks to this
creamed fat mixture

Next, mix a small amount of
the flour mixture with the
raisins & dates to keep them
from sticking together

Add flour mixture alternately
with 'z cup fruit juice or sweet
pickle syrup to the creamed fat
mixture. Add fruits and nuts,
and mix thoroughly. finally add
6 beaten egg white

This makes 11 pounds of

batter — which may be baked in

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Retflections Time

Good things have a way of turning
bad when carried to excess. Most of us
won’t have to think back any farther
than Thanksgiving dinner to find an
example of that.

And so it is with what is perhaps our
most remarkable characteristic as a
people, our typical dissatisfaction with
just about everything.

Dissatisfaction, in the. American
tradition, has not been synonymous
with either unhappiness or dislike.
That's what's remarkahle. Even
Americans who are well-off by any
standards and who, if asked, would
admit to being happy and content with
life, usually cannot resist the challenge
to try to improve on whatever happens
to occupy their attention at the
moment.

Consequently, our national history
has been marked by a drive to find a
better way to_make it, or a way to
make it better.

This drive seeks its outlet in creative
work, political campaigns, research
and invention, improvements in office,
plant and farm procedure, charitable
and volunteer activity, and just plain
tinkering

Jn its traditional form, it has
produced much to admire and little to
condemn. We probably do carry it to
excess in industry on occasion by
-producing products whose true novelty
or utility does not really justify their
economic cost.  And socially, we
sometimes behave like a warm-
hearted maiden aunt who comes for a
visit and immediately begins
“reorganizing’’ the home and .family
routine, unasked and unappreciated.

But at the same time, it scarcely
needs to be said that it is our chronic
inability tositstill which has given us a
standard of living and a way of life that
the ancients would not have believed
possible

Nevertheless, a few short years.ago
we seemed to be in danger of per-
verting this valuable national
characteristic into something ugly and
destructive. In some people, the
dissatisfaction turned to dislike, the
dislike to hate. The healthy desire to
improve was replaced by a deter-
mination to destroy and begin anew,
throwing out the baby with the bath
water. It was a dangerous fantasy,
sprung from immature minds of all
ages.

As the fruit of this new philosophy
ripened in urbam flames and campus
violence, Americans began to wonder

for the first time — if things really
would be better tomorrow than they

‘were today. We came perilously close

then to losing our faith in ourselvesand
with that, our faith in everything else
as well. It was the dark night of our
soul.

Now that is past. We have over
whelmingly re-elected a President who
proclaimed his belief in the fun-
damental goodness of the country. One
who pledged to seek new and more
effective solutions to our problems,
within the American tradition.

At the same time, we resoundingly
rejected a candidate who, though an
honorable and compassionate man,
symbolized for many the clique which
belittles our accomplishments,
despises our traditions, and impugns
our morals.

Actually, the election merely
reflected a change in conditions that
had already taken place. Gradually,
over the last two or three years, we
have clamed down, steadied ourselves,
put the brakes on extremist outbursts,
and regained our faith in the future. In
that sense, America has indeed "‘come
home.’" For which the world joins us in
giving thanks.

Belt-tightening is in order

After an election in which the vic-

. tor receives a landslide popular

vote, such as we have just wit-

nessed, the President usually pre-

sents an expansive domestic pro-
gram to Congress.

Examples that come readily to

*mind include the major electoral
victory of Franklin D. Roosevelt in
1932 that created the New Deal and
spawned the massive thrust of social
legislation that is all-too-visible to-
day.

The New Deal received additional
top spin after the landslide election
of 1964 that returned President Lyn--
don B. Johnson to office in his own
right. President Johnson, with the
assistance of the runaway 89th Con-
gress promptly flooded the nation

~wwith so called Great Society legisla-

tion.

It is evident that President Nixon,
who received a landslide vote of con-
fidente on Nov. 7, plans a different
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approach.

In an interview with Garnett D.
Horner, correspondent for the
Washington, D.C. Star-News, the
President said that he is not plan-
ning to support a tax increase. Nor
will he advocate massive new social
programs for the United States of
America.

‘““This country has enough in its
platé in the way of huge new spend-
ing programs, throwing dollars at
preblems. What we need is, basical-
ly, reform of existing institutions ...
Consequently, the next Administra-
tion will be one of reform, not just
adding more dollars,” he said.

The President has an accumulat-
ing body of evidence to support his
decision. The recent répart of the
Brookings Institution on the setting
of national~ priorities thoroughly
documented that the money thrown
at social problems has in many in-
stances exceeded the ability of the

"bureaucracy to cope with it, and, in
many cases, aggravated rather than
solved problems.

Even the most ardent advocates of
human rights concede that there is
enough legislation extant to cover all
of the . anticipated problems. How-
ever, there is not always a direct re-
‘lationship between laws and the
changes in human attitudes that will
be essential to correct ethnic or reli-
gious injustices.

In the four years that include the
current federal budget, the nation
will have accumulated a deficit of
nearly $100 billion. Fully 45 per cent
of the budget is being spent for hu-
man problems, and yet the problems
appear to worsen.

Assuredly the landslide vote for
President Nixon reflected public
disenchantment with the pell mell,
almost directionless course we have
been following, and with the abuses
that huge sums of money always
seem to attract. In no small measure

 the reason that many Americans

have lost faith in the ability of gov-
ernment to function is that the ex-
“cesses and indulgences of the past
decade have, in reality, made it im-
possible for the bureaucracy to be
effective. :

_ Progress in Washington is not nec-
essarily a legislative landslide after
a presidential landslide.

greatest growth and the highest
rate of growth in its smaller and
medium-sized towns and their
environs, rather than in its

largest cities.”

The Tennessee Valley region
includes the entire state of
Tennessee, about half of
Kentucky, the Northeast
quarter of Mississippi, most of
Western Notth Carolina, and
small parts of Virginia and
Georgia. The area is about
80,000 square miles, or more
than Vermont, New York, New
Jersey, Delaware Delaware
and Maryland combined

In the past decade, Chairman
Wagner testified, the population
of this 201-county region in
creased about 9 per cent. Butin
the 80 counties with cities in the
10,000-50,000 population range,
the increase was a whopping 34
per cent, compared with 14 per

Oliver Spriggs, Tenn., is a
case history. It is a Southern
Appalachian community,
population 3,405. When a
Townlift program was initiated
in 1967, Oliver Springs was in a
decline due to reduced mining

- activity and periodic floods.

With TVA help, the community
adopfed a comprehensive
redevelopment plan, iricluding
a flood control project, highway
improvements, a park, a
swimming poel, a waste water
system, and a public housing
project.

Funding came from seven
different sources, including a
$1.77 million channel and
$150,000 bridge, both completed
by TVA in 1970; a $1.6 million
public housing project by the
Department of Housing and
Urban Development, with 27
units occupied in 1970 and 48
more under construction this
year. Oliver Springs put up
$550,000 toward a waste water
collection system now being
built, plus $75,000 for the park
and $37,500 for the pool, mat-
ching US. grants for those
purposes. ‘

STATE OF GERIATRICS — More than a third of

the voters in eight Texas counties were age 64 or
older when they cast their ballots in November !

Hamilton County has the dubious distinction of
having the oldest residents in the state. Based on
1970 census figures, the median age in the county is
50.4 years. Bosque County’s residents, with a
median of 47.9 years, ranked second in age.

Central Texas is the favorite habitat of senior
citizens. The eight counties where a third of the
voters were age 64 or older are all in this section.
They are Bosque, Coleman, Delta, Hamilton, Kerr,
Llano, Mills and Throckmorton counties.

Paradoxically, it is the semi-tropical area along
the Mexican border that seems fo be attracting the
youngsters. . The University of Texas Bureau of
Business Research, which produced the study of
voting ages, says that Maverick County (Eagle
Pass) had a median age of only 19.9in 1970.

IT COULD ONLY HAPPEN HERE — Most of the
early aviators in Texas got their flight training
from a woman!

Katherine Stinson, who was the second woman in
history to get a pilot’s license, was the first toown a
flying school. At the age of 18, she opened her
school in San Antonio at what is still known today as
Stinson Field. 4

TRAVELING TEXAS — Ore of the state’s most
unusual churches stands on an unpaved road
between Cranfills Gap and Norse in Bosque County.

It is St. Olaf’s Kirke (‘’kirke’’ is Norwegian for
“ehurch®) and it hasn’t been used for worship
(except for special occasions) for 55 years!
However, the Norsemen in the area keep the
church in the same pristine condition that it was
when it was dedicated on May 30, 1886.

The piano is kept in tune, the organ is functional
and logs are stacked beside a huge stove. And at
least twice a year, residents in the area of the
county that still is known as “Little Norway"’
gather for services.

The old kirke was abandoned as a regular house
of worship in 1917 when a new St. Olaf’s was built in
Cranfills Gap.

DID YOU KNOW — That Texas may again
become one of the nation’s principal producers of
coal?

From 1885 until strong competition from oil and
gas limited its economic feasibility, coal was im-
portant to the Texas economy. Now, however, the
impending energy crisis again has focused at-
tention on the 3.5 billion tons of lignite "still
available in the state. Most of it can be obtained
with strip mining° and several new mines have
opened.

There are another 25 billion tons of lignite coal
deposits located at depths of more than 5,000 feet
below the ground, but experts haven’t figured out a
way to get it to the surface.

““The board selects the
director and -or directors for
the plays and schedules them,”
he says. ‘‘They are charged
with the responsibility of
publicizing the plays and then
the directors actually select the
cast. The board also rules on
the expenses that are incurred
in each production.”

“It's not a money-making
organization," says Aikin, ‘‘But
they do have to meet expenses.”

““Out greatest need right now
is a place where we can set up
our settings and leave them
there. Peter Fox says that you
need a minimum of 21 rehersals
for a non-professional cast
before putting on a production
and we need to have our setting
right there for all 21. It's just
not the same without them."

“It's a real need in the
community,” says Aikin of the
Community Players
organization. “It's needed first
as an outlet for talent; and
second, it gives the people of the
community an opportunity to
see live performances locally.”

The next Community Players
production will be another Neil
Simon play, Come Blow Your
Horn. Readings for parts will
hegin early in January,
according to Aikin, who stresses
that anyone in the community
may read, though he may not be
a Community Players member

Meredith Wilcox will direct
the production, scheduled to air
in February. Aikin said that
