The windstorm also

caused considerable damage to sugar beets and farm buildings.

Mile Ave. was toppled by the
wind, and it crashed down on
the station's cahopy and

gasoline pumps.
Three mobile homes on
Campbell street, in west

Hereford, were hit and an
unoccupied home was
demolished. One, owned by
Amando Torres, was saved by
volunteer firemen after it was
blown off its foundations.
Heavy damage still resulted to
the home, however.

The wind also caused major
damage at Farm Discount
Lumber, on the Dimmitt high-
way, where the entire roof on
the company’s lumber shed was
ripped off and deposited in a
field behind the firm.

Other damage in the area was
caused when a semi-trailer
truck was blwon into the office
trailer at Courtesy American

Motor company. Damage in
this instance was classified as
minor by Spain.

In addition to accidents and
heavy damage, the over-70
mile-per-hour winds caused
inconvenience to a number of
Hereford and area residents,
when dectric cables were hit by
tree limbs, or poles were
completely uprooted or broken
off power outages were of short
duration, however.

G.R. Smith, Deaf Smith Rural i
Electric Co-op’s line superin-
tendent, said that four poles
west of Milo Center were lost, as
well as four more northeast of
Hereford. He said that around
250 consumers were out of
power for about 20 minutes,
beginning at 10:30 Friday
morning.

Jake Webb, local South-
western public service
manager, said that damage to
intown lines was minor in
nature, mostly caused by falling
trees. Power lpsses were
scattered over the city, with
power off in some areas for as
long as 30 minutes. He added
that noen of the company's
major transmission lines were
involved.

Other damage throughout the

city ranged from falling fences
and television antennae to
"damage to- brick walls and
roofs. Reports of air-
conditioning units being
uprooted from their housetop
perches were also listed.

Reminders On Boat
Safety Are Listed

AUSTIN—Spring’'s balmy
weather drives millions of
Texans on a hasty exodus to
water.

But there is such a thing as
being to hasty, warns Texas
Parks and Wildlife Department
officials. Being in too much of a
hurry could bring disaster,
especially if you use a boat for
recreation.

For example, take a little
time while fueling. Avoid spills.

Extinguish cigarettes, cigars
and pipes. Alternate the ad-
dition of gas and oil, keeping the
gas nozzle grounded against the
tank.

Evaluate your load. For
balance, speed and safety, the
load should be distributed
evenly from bow to stern and
side to side—

The number of seats in a boat
does. not mean that the same
number of passengers can go
for a ride. The seats are there
to permit a variety of seating
arrangments for even
distribution of wefght.

Don’'t beat a hasty retreat
from the dock until you know
that all the required safety
equipment is on board and in
good working order. This
means a life preserver for each
person on board, a fire ex-
tinguisher, proper lights and a
horn or whistle.

It's also a good idea to have on
hand an anchor, fenders,

flashlight, some line, a gas can, .

a bilge pump, a first aid kit, a
paddle and a tool kit.

Take a little timé to consider
the safe operation of your boat.

Social
Security

Q. I've been receiving social
security benefits for the past
two years. I still don't know
what the retirement test is How
do the_ recent changes affect
me?

A. The retirement test means
simply the amount of earnings a
beneficiary can have and still
be entitled to all of his benefits

--In 1972 a beneficiary could earn

as much as $1680 and receive all
of his social security benefits. If
he earned more than $1680, he
lost some of his benefits
depending on how much over
the $1680 he earned. Beginning
with - 1973, this earnings
limitation was raised to $2M0.

This means that you can work
and earn $2100 a year and still
receive all of your benefits for
that year.

Q. [I've never been able to
understand the retirement test.

What is it all about?

A. Through 1972 the Social
Security Law considered that a
person was ‘retired’” if he
didn't have earnings from work
of more than $1680 per year. If
the beneficiary earned over
$1680, social security concluded
that he was only partially
retired and he had to give up $1
in benefits for each $1 of his
benefits for each $2 he earned
over the $1680 and up to $2880. If
he earned over $2880, then he
had to give up §1 in benefits for
each §1 he earned in excess of
$2880. Begipning with 1973,

however, the earrungshmnmu(m .

has been raised to $2100." If the
beneficiary - goes : over this
amount, he gives up $1 of his
benefits for each $2 he earns.
The one for one rule has been.
completely eliminated.

Who Wants Economy?

It's one thing to talk about
economizing and quite another thing to
actually do it.

President Nixon thought he got a
message last year from the American
people who agreed with his platform of
reducing federal spending. So he cut
down on his requests for government
programs only to find out that
Congress was more generous and
voted more money for these.

His solution has been to cut down on
spending programs anywdy, even
though Congres voted the money. This
may or may not be legal, and it ap-
pears that there is a showdown coming
between the President and an angry
Congress.

The position of Congress has been
upheld by federal courts in a couple of
trial cases where federal judges have
held that the executive branch does not
have the authority to.withhold funds
voted by Congress.

The first big test came when
President Nixon cut the funds off from
the Health, Education and Welfare
Department, announcing that he was
phasing out a great many of the Great
Society programs which he said have
failed.

The bulk of the programs designed
with good intentions to help reduce
poverty, have not done so. All they
have accomplished is to put a lot more
people on the government payroll and

" of course these are leading the chorus

of howls in protest to a cut in funds.

The chief of the HEW said there are
several things that stand in the way of
bringing - government spending under

control. One i§ the uncontrollable
natureof a fot of expenditures. Another
is the real difficulty in securing
agreement to the termination of any
kind of activity or program.

And every time a proposal is an-
nounced that will cut spending on any
government program -that program’s
supporters rise in protest and get their
Congressmen  to protest t00. The
result has wusually been that: nc
reduction in spending has taken place,

Government spending has gone up
and up for decades now and the
national debt keeps climbing. As
government spending has grown and
as the debt and .its interest payments
have grown so has the amount of
money extracted from Americans by
means of taxes.

The latest report indicates that taxes
on all levels now take 36 cents out of
every dollar from the average
American and no relief is in sight.

Thus far the President has had a
great deal of public support for his
spending reduction program. He has
also had some grudging cooperation
from Congress.

But the honeymoon is over, and it
appears that Congress, stung by
groups whose programs are affected,
are going o demand a showdown as to
who will say what the government
-Spends and how much.

- It appears that the course of more
and more spending will continue once
this slight detour~is sealed off.

| Limiting Taxing Power

Public resistance to taxation is not a
negligiblé force but neither is the

« clamor from interest groups for more

and more tax-financed public spen-
ding. :

Throughout most of this century, the
interest groups have been winning.
Government at all levels, which took
about 15 per cent of personal income in
1930 and some 32 per cent-in 1950, takes
a whopping 43 per cent today.

Whether or not there is some turning
point, or at least Teveling off point, to
be reached in this long-term trend can
only be guessed, but there are many
reasons why it would be prudent for the
nation to strike some long-term
balance soon between public and
private sector spending. If for no other
reason, the rising weight of the public
sector acts as a drag on the nation’s
productivity, and thus its progress
towards an ever higher standard of
living.

So it is a matter of no small interest
that Governor Ronald Reagan of
California has proposed an amend-
ment to the .California constitution
placing a permanent limit on the level
of state taxation. It would start at the
current level of 8.75 per cent of per-.
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sonal income and descend to 7.25 per
cent over 15 years. The state‘s budget
still would rise over ‘this period
because of rising incomes  and
population. f

It should not be surprising that the
Reagan proposal is under attack from
several quarters. There are charges

that such a limit would not make

adequate allowance for depressions or
natural disaster, that it will strait-
jacket future administrations and that
it represents a radical departure from
tradition. The last claim is the only one
that has much validity.

The Reagan proposal provides for an
emergency fund equal to 0.2 per cent of
the state’s personal income (some $220
million next fiscal year). And it allows
a tax increase above the limitation
upon approval of two-thirds of the
legislature and the governor, but
voters then have the opportgnity to
approve or disapprove the increase by
a simple majority vote at ‘the next
statewide election.

Nevertheless, the proposal is radical
in the sense that it acknowledges there
should be a limit to what percentage of
an individual’s income the government
canproperly claim. It is radical in that
it would forcé legislators to adopt
broad spending priorities, rather than
allow them to react to the demands of
special interest groups by raising
taxes. Above all, the proposal raises
radical question, which Governor
Reagan posed to legislators: ““Are we
auvtomatically destined to tax and
spend, spend and tax indefinitely until
the people have nothing left of their
eranings for themselves?’

This bold proposal, the handiwork of
an impressive academic and industry
brain trust, is sure to generate hostility
from those who still believe, in the face
of abundant evidence to the contrary,
that governments invariably make
better economic choices than do in-
dividuals collectively.

But as the tax berden continues to
increase, there is need for a tax policy
alternative to the present method of
collecting whatever the ftraffic will
bear. The Reagan proposal may not be
the final answer, but if it stimulates
widespread discussion about the limits
of public taxation and spending it will
have performed a valuable public
service,

Washington, D.C.— Postal
reform is only 21 months old but
already Congress is disen-
chanted with deteriorating
service at steeply increased

rates. Legislation to amend the
reform act in several respects is
pending in Congress with fair
chance of passage.

Every member of Congress is
being swamped with complaints
that mail delivery .is slower
than ever. Une Senator
reported he is receiving 100
complaints per day, many of
them delayed in reaching him.

Every legislator has his own list
of horror stories about poor
service. !

A second major cause of
complaints is the rates being
charged. Lettér mail that cost
three cents as recently as 1958 is

now eight cents and headed

higher. The first act of the U.S.

Postal Service was to raise
rates, with especially steep
increases on publications. This
forced publishers to raise prices
which in turn caused sub-
scribers to complain and often
to’ cancel.

Scores of House members,
including many who voted to
take the mail service out of
politics, are now anxious to
repeal the reform law and
restore the old department. -
That is not likely to happen
quite yet but the House comm-
mittee vote shows that amen-
ding the law is a distinct
possibility as early as this year.

.Many organizations which
backed the corporate plan are

- équally disillusioned and are
" busy lobbying to amiend the

reform act. The powerful
postal union, whose switch
to support of the reform was
vital to its enactment, are now
clamoring for Congressional
action to amend the statute,
They used to get -their pay
raises and improved benefits
from Congress. Now they have
to bargain with hard-nosed
postal administrators.

- These unions are a big part of
the problem. They exacted a 17
per cent pay hike as their price
for supporting the reform bill,
then negotiated another 16 per
cent raise in their first set-
tlement with the pew cor-
poration. Wages account for at
least 80 ‘per cent of the postal
dollar

Despite their progress on pay,
the mail workers are unhappy,
which is probably one cause of
poor mail service.

LEGENDS THAT LIVE—Because agolni

folklore says that the Cross upon which Jesus was
crucified was madé from the frim wood of the
dogwood, its bloo branches are used in

many Easter observances in Texas.

L:;end says that the gentle tree was distressed
because its wood was used to crucify Christ, and all
of the dogwoods wept as He labored up Calvary
beneath the burden of the Cross. Taking com-
passion on the tree, He said:

““Never again shall the dogwood be used for a
cross. Henceforth it shall be bent and twisted, and
its blossoms shall be in the form of a cross—two
long_petals and two short petals. In the center of
the outer edge of each petal, there will be nail
prints, brown with rust and stained with blood. And
in the center of the flower there shall be an image of
the crown of thorns and all who see it will
remember that it was upon a dogwood free that |
was crucified.”

It is falklore, of course. There are 40 species of
dogwood and some, like the California variety, still

« soar to 80 feet. In Texas, it racely grows higher

than 18 to 20 feet.

The legend makes a beautiful Easter story, but
the dogwood is popular in Christian religion ob-
servances for a more practical reason: In East
Texas, it is the clarion of spring, the first tree to
flower.

..FACTS_ TO FORGET—The dogwood, in-
cidentally, got its name in a curious way. In early
England, the bark of the tree was used to prepare
ointment to treat many dogs.

FOOTNOTE TO HISTORY—The last handset
weekly newspaper in Texas was the Newcastle
Register, published in Young County.

According to Barbara Ledbetter, Young County
historian, the paper was founded in 1908 by
Lawrence Miller. It changed hands several times
before Gaspard Q. Neal became its editor and
published. it for a half century.

The last handset copy, now a collector’s item,
was published March 3, 1966.

DETECTIVE STORY—The world’s largest and
besf collection of mystery fiction is housed in the
library of The University of Texas at Austin.

It began several years ago when Frederic
Dannay (who, with another authqr named Manfred
Lee, turned out many best-selling whodunits under
the pen name of Ellery Queen) gave his collection
of detective story first editions to the University,
These included both manuscripts and priceless

\ books by such masters of the mystery story as
‘\Edgar Allan Poe, A. Conan“Doyle, Mary Roberts
Rinehart, Dashiell Hammett and others.

Perhaps the largest addition to the -collection.
came on the death a few years ago of Erle Stanley
Gardner, creator of the famous fictional detective,
Perry Mason. Gardner not only left all of his
original manuscripts to the University, but also his
own huge library of detective fiction. Even the
study in which he wrote his best-selling novels has
been moved from his California ranch and put into
a room in the University’s Humanities Reésearch
Center.

ANYTHING GOES—In Midland’s Museum of .the
Southwest, one of the displays consists of nothing
but objects taken from the gizzards of chickens
processed by a local produce house.

The average American male
has approximately 950 square
centimeters of skin on his
hands, compared with about 830
square centimeters of skin
covering of the hand of the
average female. A woman's
skin is also much thinner. [ say
all of this to caution gardeners
to take protective measures for
their hands, and other exposed
areas of skin.

Gardening is damaging to
hands because soil is abrasive
to skin. It acts like sandpaper.
The finely etched lines and dark
cracks that are often observed
on our hands are the results of
the cutting and rubbing effect of
the good earth and its particles
on the skin. Handling of tools
etc. all add to friction and
abrasion of skin.

Other factors which we should
be aware of are, cultivating
with bare hands, weather,
water, fertilizers and
pesticides, pulling dandelions or
weeds (stains) and handling of
‘other garden debris—all are
conducive to damage to skin,
nails, and eyes,

Use gloves whenever
possible, cream hands well
before putting gloves on,
making sure that it is well
saturated under the nails, and
in cuticles. Be generous in
applying the protective cream.
When it becomes necessary to
remove gloves to do a special
chore relative to care of plants,
then wash hands carefully and
apply cream again, working it
well into the pores of the skin.

to sun, wind and plant polens
can cause extra aches and it-
ches, as well as red eyes. Keep
a good bottle of eye drops handy
and treat eyes often, especially
if wind js blowing.

A final warning—keep face
and hands clean, They can
become covered with per-
spiration and grime. After a
good warm bath, have a good
rubdown with a well recom-
mended hodv cream.

For the aches and sore back,
exercise, by walking, or other
exercises (stooping, bending,
etc.). Yes.it hurts, until you get
a bit limbered up, but after a hot
soaking bath, do the exercises
and they will limber up the
aching muscles, and will aid in
agood night’s rest. It works . . .

Take a survey of trees in
Hereford, and note them in their
new spring dress. .

They
help rid the air of other
pollutants such as particles of
metallic, lead, cadmium, xine,
and asbestos. And in our area

Remember to apply cream “when planted in groupings or

again generously before
retiring, and sleep in gloves if
possible—they help!

Another protective measure
is the use of a good body oil.
Rub oil carefully on extra

stubborn spots, where there-are -

plant stains, jagged nails or
cuticles. A regular application
of oil will aid in keeping down
rashes, chafing, chapping, and
will aid as a protection to the
manicure

Eyes take a beating during
the gardening season. A swish
of wind, dust in the eyes, or a
protruding branch strikes the
face and eyes.

Do not rub eyes with hands or
while gloved, as this will tend to
make itching and hurting
worse. Fatigue, plus exposure

hedges they aid in keeping out
trash and odors.

These facts have been proven
by research that trees nearest
highways have more lead and
other metallic dusts, ground
dusts,-etc.'on their leaves than
do trees farther away. Trees
are important agents in’
preventing the spread of these
and other roadway pollutants
over the countryside.

Some of the mentioned
pollutants are dangerous . to
human health, especially by
absorption. Many research
projects are underway or
contemplated. Some of the
findings are that there are trees
that are more tolerant of

various types of air pollution,
