School, Labor Day safety tips given

The Texas Department of Public
Safedty has issued its annual
reminder that the start of school can
mean an increase in traffic accidents
involving school buses and children.

“Most of these accidents,” said
Major Vernon Cawthon, regional
commander out of Lubbock, ‘‘are
caused by drivers who fail to follow
safe operating procedures as well as
laws pertaining to passing a stopped
school bus."

Most of the attention of Texas tax-
payers had been focused on the
educational reforms, and not much
has been written about the second
part of the big tax bill.

Remember that a 5-cent a gallon
increase in the motor fuel tax was
supposed to help the Texas Highway
Department bring our roads and
highways up to snuff. Things are not
always what they seem, according to
State Rep. Tom Craddi@® of Midland.
He says the whole thing was a
‘‘sham”’.

Craddick told a Lubbock
newspaper that ‘‘the average person
on the street has been duped.” And
State Rep. Jay Gibson of Odessa con-
curs. He says the highway funding
over the next three years will be a
“wash"’, or about the same as now.

The extra revenue from the fuel
tax increase goes into the general
fund, and the formula for dispensing
those funds to the highway depart-
ment has been changed—so that the
department will realize very little
additional money from the tax hike.
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Texas Department of Public Safety

State law requires drivers, on the
same roadway as a school bus that
has stopped to load or unload
children, to stop and remain stopped
until one of three things happen. The
driver should not move by until the
bus driver has signaled him to do so,
turned off the flashing red lights or
put the school vehicle into motion.

This law applies whether the per-
son is meeting the bus or following in
the same direction, Cawthon remind-
ed. It applies inside city limits as
well as in the country. Any violators
are subject to a fine up to $200.

Texas DPS officials also warn that
while Labor Day is the last holiday of
the summer for most, it may be the
last holiday ever for some. Because
of carelessness such as speeding,
drinking before or while driving and
not wearing seat belts, many will
lose their lives during the long holi-
day weekend.

“At least 52 lives (in the state)
were lost last year, and 56 percent of
those were in one vehicle accidents,”
Cawthon reported. ‘‘Almost always,
these one vehicle accidents are caus-
ed by the drinking driver or by
speeding or a combination of both of
these.”

Cawthon said 3,823 persons were
killed in traffic accidents in Texas
last year, with 97.8 percent of the vic-
tims not wearing any type of
restraining device. “'If people would
only use their seat belts, at least 25
percent of these deaths and possibly
as much as 80 percent of the injuries
could be prevented.”

The drinking driver accounts for 55
percent of all fatal accidents in the

United States, Cawthon pointed out.
“If motorists would slow down and
not drink and drive, more people
would enjoy the Labor Day
weekend.”

DPS headquarters in Austin has
estimated as many as 54 deaths will
result from traffic accidents during
the coming weekend. Director Jim
Adams said the estimate is based
upon previous holiday experience.

“Obviously, we would be pleased
to have no fatal accidents during this
78-hour holiday,” Adams said, *‘but
our statistics show that is not pro-
bable. We know that some drivers
will insist upon driving while intox-
icated, others will deliberately ex-
ceed the speed limits and still others
will drive in a careless or reckless
manner. Unfortunately, fatal ac-
cidents can be expected.

“DWI and speeding are always the
biggest contributing factors to our
traffic deaths,” Adams continued,
“but the failure to use seat belts is
another reason we have so many
fatalities. If more drivers would
simply stay sober, drive within the
speed limits and wear seat belts,
fatalities would decline still
further.”

Motor vehicle accident deaths are
down 2 percent nationwide, accor-
ding to DPS statistics. ‘“While the
decline in fatalities is not as

substanital as we'd like to see,”
Adams commented, ‘‘we do feel that
seat belt use is increasing and may
be a factor in this decrease. It is an
obvious lifesaving device that is
available in the vast majority of our
vehicles.”

Sergio Cerda of 705 Second St. died
at approximately 5:56 a.m. today
when his bicycle was struck by a
semi-truck on W. Highway 60.

According to O.K. Neal, Deaf
Smith County coroner, Cerda was
pronounced dead at the scene. He
was 27 years old.

The accident marked the second
fatal one in slightly more than two
weeks involving a bicycle rider and
truck. On Aug. 15, local resident
Greg Black, 30, was killed southeast
of Hereford while riding his bike
through the intersection of Austin
and Progressive roads.

According to Neal, who also serves
as county justice of the peace, Cerda
was on his way to work when the ac-
cident occurred. The young man was
reportedly about 100 yards from
where he would have turned off for
his place of business, Cavines Pack-
ing Company Inc., located about one
mile west of Hereford on the state
road.

Cerda apparently veered from the
right side of the road into the first
lane, where a westbound semi-truck
was approaching going the same
direction. Driving the vehicle was
Plainview resident David Carl Day,
who was on his way to Friona, the
coroner understood.

Neal said Day was apparently not
seriously injured despite having
been bumped around a bit in his
truck.

Road conditions were dry at the
time of the accident, Neal reported.
It was still dark at that hour,
however, which may have con-
tributed to the mishap. It is thought
Cerda had reflectors, though no
lights, on his 10-speed bicycle.

According to information supplied
by Gililland-Watson Funeral Home,
Cerda was born in Raymondsville on
Oct. 7, 1966. He was married July 28,
1976 to Olga Reta in Las Cruces,
N.M. They moved to Hereford five
years ago from Raymondsville.

Cerda is survived by his wife, four
daughters (Candy, Caryn, Cendy and
Crystal), one son (Sergio Jr.), three
brothers and three sisters. Services
are pending with Gililland-Watson,
an agency spokesman said at 10:45
this morning.

In light of the two recent tragedies,
Corporal Sammy Sanchez offered
some suggestions for bicycle riders
“They've got to follow rules kind of
like pedestrians,” he said. '‘They
have to look both ways and so forth.”

Sanchez also stressed rules for
bicyclists are the same as those for
drivers. “People often don't realize
that,” he said.

Children are frequently seen doing
dangerous things on their bikes, the
corporal claimed. ““A lot of kids are
out there popping wheelies and so
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forth,'" he said. ‘‘That's very
dangerous.” '

Laws specifically prohibit having
two or more people on a bike design-
ed for just one occupant, Sanchez
pointed out. Also, riders must pro-
ceed in single file, not side-by-side as
they tend to do when in pairs or
groups.

Al cyclists, the policeman said,
ghould have reflectors on the front,
rear and wheels of their machines.
Bright clothing, reflective tape and
lights are strongly suggested for
those traveling in dim or no light.

“The more reflection they put on
their bikes and clothing,” Sanchez
emphasized, ‘‘the better you can see
them.”

Sanchez produced a police hand-
book which has a rule saying, " A per-
son operating a bicycle upon a road-
way at less than the speed of the
other traffic on the roadway at that
time shall ride as near as practicable
to the right curb or edge of the road-
way."

Three exceptions are listed for that
rule, the first when the rider is pass-
ing another vehicle going the same
direction. He may also leave the ex-
treme right side should he be prepar-
ing to turn left or a hazard on the
road's right side prompts a move to
the left

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Shuttle finally departs

CAPE CANAVERAL, Fla. (AP)
America’'s new shuttle Discovery
finally soared into orbit today on its
thrice-delayed maiden flight, carry-
ing three communications satellites
and a six-member crew that includes
NASA's second woman astronaut
and its first paying passenger.

After three frustrating
postponements in two months and a
last-minute wait to get two airplanes
out of the way, Discovery lifted off
into blue, cloudless skies on a mis-
sion critical to rebuilding the con-
fidence of customers in the shuttle’s
commercial reliability.

Nine minutes after the fiery depar-
ture at 8:42 a.m., Mission Control in
Houston reported the liftoff was
perfect and Discovery was in

184 miles high and streaking ar:g?d/

the globe at 17,400 mph.

Also aboard is a drug factory that
will manufacture a hormone whose
identity has been kept a secret but
which is said to be of potential
benefit to millions.

“I know it's been kind of rough,
turning this thing around ... and get-
ting it ready to go again,” com-
mander Henry Hartsfield, 50, told
the control center shortly before
launch. “We're ready to go and we
thank you for it.”

The flight combines two missions
into one as NASA struggles to get
back on schedule and packs 24 tons of
cargo, the heaviest yet for a shuttle.

Discovery's inaugural, the 12th
shuttle flight, began almost seven
minutes late because two private air-
craft had penetrated the Kennedy
Space Center airspace. One had to be
chased away by a government plane.

With tens of thousands of spec-
tators watching from the Kennedy
Space Center and nearby beaches
and highways, the blastoff
culminated a countdown that was in-
terrupted for 24 hours Tuesday night.

That halt was required because of
an electronic malfunction that
theoretically could have prevented
the booster rockets and fuel tank
from dropping off after they ex-
hausted their fuel.

But a hastily redesigned computer
program worked perfectly, and the
twin boosters peeled away two
minutes seven seconds into the flight
to splash down in the Atlantic for
retrieval.

Hartsfield, who flew on a shuttle
two years ago, is joined by five first-
time space fliers. They are pilot
Michael Coats, 38; mission
specialists Judy Resnik, 35,
America’s second woman astronaut;
Steve Hawley, 32; and Richard
Mullane, 38, and payload specialist
Charles Walker, an industry

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Texas gets $50 million

AUSTIN (AP) — The estate of billionaire Howard Hughes will pay
Texas $50 million in an agreement that settles what one official call-
ed probably the most complicated probate case in history.

The agreement, signed Wednesday by Texas, California and
Hughes estate officials, ended eight years of legal maneuvering over
inheritance taxes that began on April 5, 1976, when Hughes died
aboard a private jet that was en route from Acapulco to Houston.

Texas will get $50 million cash. California will get between $119
million and $150 million in cash and land.

California officials said the federal government's share would be
between $150 million and $180 million, but William R. Lummis, a
cousin of Hughes and a Las Vegas, Nev., attorney representing the
estate, estimated the federal tax at about $100 million.

““The Howard Hughes estate case probably has been the most
publicized and complicated probate case in this country’s history,”
Texas Attorney General Jim Mattox said.

Valley clinic's records seized

MCALLEN, Texas (AP) — Investigators from the state attorney
general's office have seized financial and patient records and
medical machines from a Rio Grande Valley clinic run by a man
who began as a foot masseur and ‘‘branched out’’ into offering cures
for cancer, officials said.

The items were seized Wednesday following the issuance of a tem-
porary restraining order by State District Judge John Dominguez
halting operation of the Reflexology Pain Control Center of McAllen,
owned by J.D. Stroud.

A hearing has been set for Sept. 7 on a request for a temporary in-
junction filed by the state attorney general's Consumer Protection
Division against Stroud.

A civil lawsuit filed by the state charges Stroud and three of his
employees with violating the state’s Deceptive Trade Practices Act,
Dangerous Drugs Act and Medical Practices Act.

The state is seeking civil penalties of up to $10,000 from the clinic
as well as asking restitution for former patients.

Dead pilot ‘one of best'

JEFFERSON, Texas (AP) — A relative of the pilot who died in the
fiery crash of a B-1 bomber said he was ‘‘one of the top test pilots in
the entire world.”

T.D. “Doug” Benefield, 55, of Jefferson, was killed Wednesday
when an unarmed B-1 bomber prototype he was piloting crashed and
burned on'a low-altitude test flight over the Mojave Desert, the Air
Force said.

Two other crew members were injured in the crash, officials said.

He was “one of the top test pilots in the entire world,” said
Benefield's sister-in-law, Suzanne, late Wednesday.

“‘He tested the Concorde for France. He had an extremely im-
pressive background and was a test pilot for many, many years."

Benefield was the chief test pilot for Rockwell International’s B-1
program. Wednesday's crash was the first involving a B-1 bomber,
said Air Force Col. Alan Sabsevsitz.

Benefield, a retired Air Force colonel, graduated from Jefferson
High School and Texas A&M University, Mrs. Benefield said. He had
moved from Texas to Lancaster, Calif.

Air Forces examines B-1 crash

EDWARDS AIR FORCE BASE, Calif. (AP) — The first crash of a
B-1 bomber, which killed the manufacturer’s chief test pilot and in-
jured two crewmen, will have little or no impact on the future of the
controversial aircraft, proponents and critics say.

Air Force investigators converging on this desert base to study
Wednesday's fiery crash of the $200 million prototype said it could be
months before they determine the cause and why there were
casualties when the three-man crew escaped in a parachute-
equipped capsule.

The B-1A, one of four prototypes, crashed on sagebrush- and
greasewood-dotted federal land about 10 miles northeast of the Mo-
jave Desert base and 75 miles northeast of Los Angeles while on a
low-speed, low-altitude test flight.

It came just six days before Rockwell International Corp., the
prime contractor for the B-1, was to unveil the first production model
of the B-1B, which is to be the bulwark of America's nuclear bomber
force.

O'Connor sticks to court work

WASHINGTON (AP) — When Geraldine Ferraro was selected as
the Democratic vice presidential nominee, President Reagan
pointed to Supreme Court Justice Sandra Day O’Connor to show that
Republicans were not lagging in advancing feminism.

But Mrs. O’Connor, apparently seeking to keep the high court out
of partisan politics, is quietly resisting efforts to project her into the
spotlight.

She has politely but firmly turned down efforts by Republican
leaders to use her prominence as a symbol of the advancement of
women in the party.

Mrs. O’Connor declined an invitation to attend a ‘‘Salute to
Republican Women" luncheon at the GOP National Convention in
Dallas last week, said Kathy Hunter, a spokeswoman for the Na-
tional Federation of Republican Women. The federation sponsored
the lunch, at which Nancy Reagan was the chief hostess.

Ms. Hunter said Mrs. O'Connor told the luncheon planners she
“can't attend political functions because of her position” on the
court.

Ms. Hunter said the GOP group did not think the invitation was out
of order.

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Pilots given asylum in Iraq

BAGHDAD, Iraq (AP) — One of Iran’s U.S.-made jetfighters land-
ed at an Iragi airport today and its two pilots requested and were
granted political asylum, an Iraqgi military spokesman announced.

Meanwhile, Iraq's ruling Revolutionary Command Council issued
a statement saying it had released an unspecified number of Iranian
POWSs to mark a Moslem feast, and inviting more Iranians to defect.

The military spokesman’s communique, carried by Iraq’s state
media, identified the plane as an F-4 Phantom jetfighter. The state-
ment did not specify the air base at which the Iranian plane landed.

It was believed to be the first Iranian jetfighter to defect to Iraq
during the war. Earlier this year, two Iranian air force pilots
defected to Saudi Arabia on a mission to attack a Kuwaiti oil tanker

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Montana fires feared

to stay out of control

HELENA, Mont. (AP) — Wind-
borne flames that have scorched
160,000 acres of forest and prairie
leaped battle lines toward more
homes, disappointing firefighters as
air support and reinforcements from
seven states joined the war against
fire today.

Residents of the 15-home El
Dorado Heights subdivision near
Helena were told to evacuate
Wednesday after winds shifted the
22,400-acre North Hill fire toward
their neighborhood.

““We're not catching up with it now.
If we get a break in the winds, we
hope to,” said Paul May, spokesman
for the Department of State Lands.

Authorities classified 18 Montana
fires as ‘“‘major.”” Becausé of the
number of state and federal agencies
involved, there have been no firm
figures on the total number of fires
still burning. Most of them started
last weekend or early this week,
presumably by lightning.

The fires have destroyed more
than 30 homes and routed more than
500 people.

The 5,000 firefighters on the lines
Wednesday were supported by 42 air
tankers and 21 helicopters spraying
fire retardant chemicals, said Dick
Guth, a Forest Service spokesman.

Desegregation svit

But efforts to control the
75,000-acre Hawk Creek fire that
destroyed 30 houses in three hours in
the Roundup area Monday were to no
avail as gusts carried across fire
lines.

Firefighters did make progress at
containing a 13,000-acre blaze in
north-central Montana and smaller
fires elsewhere.

“It's been a disappointing day so
far,” said another spokesman, Don
Kendall. ‘“‘We didn’t accomplish
what we wanted today, but we're
rapidly building our resources.

“‘We're in good shape as fﬂl: as

resources, and we have adequate
manpower,” he said. ‘‘Weather is
still the deciding factor.”

Kendall said one mobile home was
destroyed Wednesday and that air
tankers dropped retardant
chemicals near ranch buildings
threatened by the Hawk Creek fire.

May said the fire's perimeter
covered an area roughly 30 miles
long and eight miles wide. Winds
shifted and pushed the fire south to
within about eight miles of a housing
subdivison near the town of Shepherd
north of Billings.

But the good news, he said, was
that the fire had moved out of the
Bull Mountains onto the prairie.

Settlement reached

HOUSTON (AP) — The city's
school board and attorneys for two
minority groups reached an out-of-
court agreement early today aimed
at settling a 28-year-old desegrega-
tion lawsuit.

The only obstacle remaining is for-
mal approval from U.S. District
Judge Robert O'Conor and the
Justice Department, which lawyers
for the Houston Independent School
District predicted could take
“several weeks."

The settlement capped four tense,
emotionally-charged days of negotia-
tions between the school district, the
National Association for the Ad-
vancement of Colored People and the
Mexican-American Legal Defense
and Education Fund.

“This is the highlight of my 10
years in Houston,” said Superinten-
dent Billy Reagan. ‘‘I think the
children in the district are the great
winners tonight.”

The school board voted 50 Wednes-
day to offer an out-of-court settle-
ment similar to an earlier proposal

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Arrests cause probe

DALLAS (AP) — An Arab-
American organization says it plans
to investigate the arrest of nine Mid-
dle East nationals in connection with
alleged terrorist plots against the
Republican National Convention.

Joe Chamy, vice president of the
Dallas area chapter of the National
Association of Arab Americans,
complained Wednesday that the men
were arrested simply because of
their nationality and ‘‘guilt by
association.”

Federal and local law enforcement
authorities confirmed this week that
the nine men arrested on immigra-
tion charges were believed to be plot-
ting some kind of attack. Officials
said they were never able to substan-
tiate that the men never intended to
threaten convention security, even
after given them lie detector tests.

“There's an effort now being made
by the Arab-American Antis

‘Discrimination Committee to look in-

to this situation,” Chamy told the
Dallas Morning News. ‘““We want to
find out exactly what has brought

this whole scenario about and make
a full study of it.

“These are people who were ar-
bitrarily isolated in this case,” he
said. -

Chamy said the nine — including
four Iranians, four Jordanians and
one Syrian — were held for about 10
days before being released. The nine
include eight students in their 20s
and the father of three of the men,
the News reported. They were initial-
ly held without bond in Lew Sterret
Justice Center.

All were out of jail by last Friday
on reduced bonds, according to
Wallace Heitman, the attorney for
five of the men.

Heitman said he knew of no ter-
rorist plot against the Convention
Center and that his clients were not
involved in any of the Iranian student
protests during the GOP gathering.

Ronald Chandler, district director
of the Immigration and Naturaliza-
tion Service in Dallas, said the nine
men were detained for various im-
migration violations.

Adjust recipes

DEAR POLLY — Do you or any of
our readers have recipes for using
Lney? Recently, my husband bought
a stand of bees. Now we have t
quarts of honey and I'd like to be able
to use it as a natural sweetener.
Thanks for your help. — JANE

DEAR JANE — You don't need
special recipes to use your honey.
Simply substitute honey for white
sugar and other sweeteners in your
recipes.

Since honey has nearly twice the
sweetening power of white sugar,
start with half the measure called for
in the recipe (for example, if the
recipe calls for one cup sugar, try
one-half cup honey). Increase the hon-
ey slightly if you find this is not sweet
enough. Honey can be used in most
baked goods, beverages, desserts and
other sweetened foods. It does have
its own special flavor, however, so be
prepared for a different — although
delicious! — flaver result.

One note of caution: Never feed
honey to infants. Some honey contains
a type of botulism spore that is harm-
less to older children and adults, but
can cause severe illness in bables.
Keep the honey for the older children
and grown-ups! — POLLY

DEAR POLLY — Years ago, we
used -to put an egg into leftover
mashed potatoes, add a little bit of
flour and baking powder, put it into a

cast-iron skillet, put it in the

oven, and bake it. This was good with

eggs, bacon, sausage or ham for
breakfast. — S.K.

DEAR POLLY — Here's my meth-

od for fast and easy white sauce: Put
two tablespoons cornstarch in a pan.
Stir in two cups cold milk, making
sure all the cornstarch is dissolved.
Add four tablespoons margarine or
butter, salt and pepper. Place over
medium heat, stirring constantly
until thickened. Cheese can be melted
into this mixture if a cheese sauce is
desired. — MILLIE

DEAR POLLY — To cut extra-
fresh soft bread in thin slices, dip the
knife in boiling water before slicing.
Shake off the extra drops of water
before slicing, to prevent Soggy
bread. — P.H.S.

DEAR POLLY — I no longer rely
on the per-pound price when selecting
the least expensive cut in the meat
case. Instead, I figure out the price
per serving. For example, I can serve
my family of four a single meal with
a whole three-pound chicken, but I
can get away with a single pound of
boneless chicken breasts to feed
them, especially if I serve the breasts
with a sauce or stir-fried with vegeta-
bles.

Recently, my store had whole
chickens for 69 cents per pound and
boneless breasts as a special for
$1.89. With a whole chicken going for
more than $2, the more “expensive”
breasts were clearly the better buy
for my family! — JANET

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'Adam Smith's Money World' premieres

NEW YORK (AP) — Once there
was a connection between missing
anchovies and the price of grain, and
Adam Smith knew about it.

Smith not the 18th century
British economist, but George J.W.
Goodman, the American writer who

" borrowed the name in 1966 — pro-
bably didn't discover the relation-
ship, and certainly wasn't the only
one aware of it. But it does illustrate
the way he thinks.

Smith described the
unlikely circumstances involving
Peruvian fishermen, European cat-
tlemen, American grain dedlers and
the Russians in ‘‘Paper Money," the
most recent of his three best-sellers

Now, he’s taking his unique brand
of journalism to television in a week-
ly series called ‘“Adam Smith's
Money World,” and, he says, it's not
easy.

“It's hard, because you have to
convert what is abstract information
into something that is visual,”” Smith
said.

The weekly, half-hour series
premieres Sunday night on many
public television stations.

Goodman, a Harvard graduate,
wrote a novel instead of a Ph.D.
thesis that was published as ‘‘The
Bubble Makers." He worked on Wall

Street, first as a magazine editor,

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then as a securities analyst and fund
manager, and continued to write fic-
tion.

He took his pseudonym — and we’ll

“Adam Smith’s Money World” is
his first up-to-the-neck involvement
in TV, and he says the objective of
the show will be to keep the focus as
current as possible.

“I used a phrase m Supermoney
that’s quite old now,"” he said, referr-
ing to the book he wrote in 1972, "It
came from the days when the British
owned almost everything, including
Moscow Power & Light. They would
get these reports from all over the
world on the weekend, and ask
themselves, ‘What do we do Monday
morning?’

“I want the show to have that feel-
ing,”” he said. ‘‘We will try to give the
people information to start the new
week.

Detroit could have big impact

NEW YORK (AP) — It isn't quite
true that as autos go so go the rest of
the big union-management negotia-
tions, but what happens in Detroit
this month could have a big impact
on them.

It could also have a sizeable im-
pact on the general economy over the
next few years, as unions seek to
regain during prosperity what they
lost during the recession.

Closely watching the auto talks are
more than 1.5 million union workers
in basic industries whose
agreements run out over the next two
years. Among them: 300,000 truckers
in March and 130,000 electrical
machinery workers next June.

Many of the industries and
workers who will be negotiating new
contracts have their own problems,
from imports to the future of unions

themselves. But all share a common
concern too, best expressed in a
question:

Will bargaining and agreements
revert to the pre-recession style,
when unions demanded and in-
dustries acquiesced in settlements so
large they often turned out to be in-
flationary?

Even before the recession, con-
sidered the worst in more than three
decades and by some measures the
deepest since the Great Depression
of the 1930s, many industry officials
complained loudly about the size of
union demands.

They talked, and then they signed,
and among the signers were officials
of the autormotive industry, confident
that they could pass on higher costs
to the public. The public rebelled.
The economy rebelled too.

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The public rebelled by purchasing
smaller cars, a rising number of
them imported. The economy rebell-
ed with inflation; many of the union-
management deals erased produc-
tivity gains, the best defense against
rising prices.

Both management and unions got
the message.

Management, especially in the
automotive industry, was finally
pushed into cutting overhead. The ef-
ficiency experts sought savings with
an intensity that industry hadn’t seen
since the years immediately after
World War I1.

By no means was the inefficiency
all blue collar. White-collar staffs
were cut by the thousands, along

with announcements that the cuts
were permanent rather than tem-
porary expedients.. Robots and other
creatures of automation and modern
electronics were introduced into
assembly lines.

Leader
calls for

debate

LOUISVILLE, Ky. (AP) — A
leader in the Southern Baptist con-
servative movement has called for a
debate on biblical interpretations
raised by a seminary president.

Dr. Paige Patterson, of Dallas, one
of the two main organizers of the in-
errancy movement within the
Southern Baptist Convention, issued
the debate challenge in response to a
“holy war” declared against the
movement.

Dr. Roy Lee Honeycutt, president
of the Southern Baptist Theological
Seminary here, said Tuesday he call-
¢d a “‘holy war’’ because of ‘‘my con-
viction that unholy forces are at
work in our midst — forces which, if
left unchecked, will destroy the
essential qualities of both our con-
vention and this seminary.”

He said fundamentalists were
destroying the denomination’s
heritage.

Patterson, president of the
Criswell Institute of Biblical Studies
and associate pastor of First Baptist
Church in Dallas, asked for the
debate after hearing Honeycutt's
charges.

“I would love to meet him at a
neutral site in a public debate to
discuss these questions, with the
secular press present,” Patterson
said.

Honeycutt said he won't debate but
proposed a conference at which the
two groups would present their posi-
tions in scholarly papers.

Honeycutt, in his third year as
president, said Tuesday during at the
seminary’s 125th convocation, that
the fundalmentalists are ‘‘seeking to
hijack the Southern Baptist Conven-
tion."”

The Louisville seminary, the oldest
Southern Baptist institution, has
been a target of fundamentalists,
who declared in 1979 that they would
take over the convention's presiden-
cy and its institutions in 10 years.

His address, he said afterward,
was the first effort to replace the
Rev. Charles Stanley, a fundamen-
talist elected in June, with a
moderate president at the next con-
vention in Dallas.

TLAXCALA, Mexico (AP)
— Gold religious objects and
paintings valued at $160,000
were stolen Tuesday from the
San Hipolito Chimalpa
chureh, authorities said.

MEXICO CITY (AP) -
The National Rural Credit
Bank has received $78 million
from 27 national banks to
complement operating pro-
grams for farm and livestock
promotion, the Finance
Ministry announced.

According to the terms of
the agreement, repayment
will be made in a lump sum in
August 1985, but the bank can

make repayments ahead of
schedule.

Interest will be applied in
accordance with the average
percentage cost rate, to be
determined on the basis on
monthly estimates by the na-
tional Bank of Mexico, plus a
margin of 5 percentage points
with quarterly revisions on
unpaid balances.

MEXICO CITY (AP) — No
“spectacular news’ is ex-
pected to come out of Presi-
dent Miguel de la Madrid's
state-of-the-union message
this year, the newspaper Ex-
celsior reported Wednesday.

It quoted a source in the
presidential office as saying
the report Saturday would be
‘‘not  triumphant or
philosophical’’ and would em-
phasize that the country ‘*has
not become paralyzed, but
proceeds forward.”

Excelsior said the speech
has been completed and will
take about two-and-a-half
hours to deliver.

The state-of-the-union
message is presented each
year in Mexico on Sept. 1.
Two years ago, then-
President Jose Lopez Portillo
announced the nationaliza-
tion of the domestic private
banking system in his speech.

Rep. Phil Gramm

SAN ANTONIO, Texas
(AP) ~— Democratic U.S.
Senate candidate Lloyd Dog-
gett says his opponent, U.S.
Rep. Phil Gramm, should
seek the removal of a stale
Republican  Party official
who criticized efforts to
register Hispanics to vote.

Doggett called a news con-
ference Wednesday to
challenge Gramm to seek the
dismissal of state Republican
Party vice chairman Diana
Denman.

Doggett issued a news
release and played a
videotape of Ms. Denman,
both quoting her as saying the
Southwest Voter Registration
Education Project is *‘looking

. for people they can control.”

The project, which works to
register Hispanics to vole,
registers “‘people in the left-
wing areas of the churches
that are not going for the bet-
terment of their own people,”
she said.

““We (Republicans) are
registering the right kind of
people who go out to work and
support the [future of this
country,” she said.

Doggett termed Ms. Den-
man's statement “a slap in
the face'’ of Mexican
Americans ‘“and of every
Texan committed to voter
registration.”

He said Gramm, who
represents Texas' 6th District
in Congress, apparently
tolerates such statements.

He said Gramm had been
asked about the statements
during a news conference in

Austin Tuesday, but he did
not express disagreement
with them

Gramm, R-College Station,
was contacted in Washington
but did not respond directly to
Doggett's challenge

“l for one, want te see
everyone turn out and vote so
that the November election
will reflect thé will of the peo-
ple of Texas,"" he said.

'] see no evidence to lead
me to believe that Walter
Mondale and Lloyd Doggett
are interested in a broad-
based turnout. They have
given up on winning the
hearts and minds of the peo
ple and have based their cam-
paigns on appealing almost
exclusively to the special in
terest groups.”

Doggett said Ms. Denman s
statement “has no place n
American politics. Ms. Den
man was speaking as an ol
ficial of the Republican Party
in Texas — not as a private
citizen. Had such a statement
been made by a person in
high office in the Democratic
Party, [ would have
repudiated and disavowed it
totally and committed myself
to an attempt to remove that
person from such a leader
ship position

Doggett called on Gramm
to “‘repudiate and disavow
Ms. Denman’s comments.”

And he urged Gramm Lo
“use all of his personal and
political influence to remove
Ms. Denman from her posi
tion.”

Insurers ask for
comp rate hikes

AUSTIN (AP) — An official
of the Texas Association of
Business says employers can-
not afford a record-breaking
25 percent increase In
premiums for companies
writing workers’ compensa-
tion insurance in Texas.

The increase, which would
add $450 million a year to
Texas employer premiums,
has met stiff opposition from
the TAB and other major
trade associations

“We simply cannot afford
that additional tariff,’
Gerald Dorsey, TAB vice
president and general
counsel, said Wednesday
“Workers' comp premiums
in Texas last year totaled
$1.75 billion which must
ultimately be passed on to
Texas consumers.

“Now the Insurers are
seeking another $500,000 a
year on top of the $4.7 billion
in taxes levied by the
Legislature last month. The
