Concerning the
amnesty issue, Mann points out
that Jesus broke some laws, but
He accepted the punishment.
We have the feeling that alot
of people won't agree on giving
aid to North Vietnam. Most
of us have a difficult time loving
our neighbors,, much less
showing love to our enemies.
As we grow older, we become
prouder and prouder of our
talented and successful an-
cestors, and often wish they had
worked even harder so that we
could feel more important and
more [inancially secure!

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Taxes Are Raised On Cattle

The fax increase txpochd from the passage of

Co. .

the $1.319 million school bond issue in December
went into effect last week, but many townspeople
and residents of the lchool distrid will not see the
increase. -

The reason: the school system has elected to
raise the taxes on cattle and nothing else.

The action taken will raise the value of calves to
$75 and yearlings 10 $100. This is an increase of $25
in each.

The move will mean about a 22 cent-per head
increse and, according to the latest figures, will
generate about $90,000 in local taxes to be used to
help retire the bonds voted on in December.

Tax assessor-collector O.L. Click said Thursday
there are some 410,000 head of cattle in the school
district, the largest ever reported. The tax in-
creases will mean about $4.5 million in valuvation
“which would mean about $90,000 in increases in

tax money.”

”We,are not picking on any one group, but we
are trying to equalize property value throughout
the school district,’”” he said. He pointed out that
most homes and other properties in the district
are valuved at what a person could get for it if it
were sold.

““This is not the case with cattle. This $75 for
calves is still pretty low. You can’t even look at an
animal for that price, hardly.”

The increase will mean calves will be taxed at
68 cents per head and yearlings at 90 cents per
head. ;

This still is considerably lower than in some
areas, Click said, pointing out that in Stratford
calves are valued at $150 and yearlings at $175.

““The school system needs money for these
bonds and for the state-wide increase in salaries
for employes. And, cattle is the lowest valued
property on 6ur tax roll according to actual cost so
we elected to go this way with the increases,”

Click said.

The tax rate will remain the same for 1973 as in
1972, which was $2.

School officials say if they had not gone with
increasing the value of cattle, they would have
had to upped the percentage to 50 to get enough
money for local maintenance.

In determining the taxes on cattle, the school
system takes 45 per cent of the value ($100 now on
yearlings) and gets approximately $45. Using
the $2 per $100 valuation, taxes on a yearling
comes to 90 cents per head.

The placing of value on property is under the
duties of the tax assessor and the board of
equalization. The board of equalization, which is
comprised of three members, makes the final
decision as to whether to lower or raise values.

The members of the board are elected for one
year terms, but the new members for this year

have not been named.

Some unhappy
tenants in the Washington area got hit
with big rent increases almost before
the ink was dry on Phase I11. | suspect
that similar developments have oc-
curred elsewhere.

Predictably—and understandable—
the increases have generated demands
that Phase |l-type controls be reap-
plied to rents.

What would happen if rent controls
were reinstated? To see that, it's
necessary to look at things from the
point of view of a landlord, which is
difficult for most of us, since there are
a lot more tenants than landlords.
Nevertheless, let's give it a fry.

The landlord started as a man with
some money to invest. Naturally, he
wanted to invest it where he could get
the best return—we’re all like that.
After considering the possibilities open
to him— and the risks involved in
each— he decided to put his money info
an apartment buliding. He based his
decision on the return other landlords
wer e getting on similar investments at

" the time.

So the landlord used his own money,
and probably some borrowed from the
bank, to create new apartments.

Now, what happens when rent
controls are applied? Inevitably, the
landlord will begin to make less money
compared to other—uncontrolléd
investment opportunities. This
situation leads to problems even more
serious than rent increases.

First, no new apartments would be
built. The investors who might have
built them would be deterred by the

limited rate of return under controls.
The halt in apartment construction

-

would soon IoSd to a shortage of

apartment units, since our population
is still expanding. People who needed
new housing would then either have to
get on a waiting list for an apartment,
or find the means to buy a house. But
the price of houses would increase,
because there would be more demand
for them. (As if it wasn’t increasing
fast enough already.)

What about the people already in an
apartment? The services they receive
would decline. The landlord would
know that they couldn’t find another
place to go, and cutting expenses would
be his only remaining hope for making
any money.

What of the landlord himself? His
apartment building would be worth
less on the market than it would have
been before controls, because potential
buyers would not be attracted by the
low rate of return. In effect, then, the
government, by imposing rent con-
trols, would have taken some of the
landlord’s money without com-
pensation,

Why didn‘t these awfui effects show
up in Phase 11? Fortunately, it didn’t
last long enough. But they would have.
That was a big reason for ending Phase
I1.

Paradoxically, high rents have
exactly the reverse effect from this
gallery of horrors. If landlords can get

a good return, more apartments will be

built. When there are more apart-
ments than tenants, rents stay down.
While there is a very sound economic
argument against’ rent controls, |
cannot help thinking that some of the
precipitate rent increases at the end of
Phase |11 were just plain stupid. They
risk- rekindling the “inflationary
psychology’’ which was, itself, feeding
inflation before the freeze in August
1971. They create pressure for new
controls. They also create a tem-
porary hardship for the tenants af-
fected. A graduval phasing-in of
necessary increases would make more
sense in the longrun, all around.

Sounds like the scenario of a
nightmare, doesn’t it? Actually, these
are just some of the things that the
“New York Times'’ gloomily expects
to happen if the protectionist Burke-
Harke bill ever becomes law.
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Disaster

In an editorial, the “Times’’ declares
‘that passage of the bill “would pile
extra costs on American consumers,
reduce competition, worsen inflation,
damage United States export in-
dustries by drastic slashes in import
levels, hamper foreign investment and

world economoic development, and

almost certainly provoke a trade war."”

The ‘Long Beach (Calif.) In-
dependent Press-Telegram’’ chimes in
with a critical view from the West
Coast. It warns editorially: “The
Burke-Hartke bill would not only be
catastrophic for foreign industry, it
would. be seriously damaging to
American employment. It would hurt
American consumers, who would have
to pay higher prices for a more limited

range of goods.”

Hobart Rowen, business-financial
columnist in the ‘“Washington Post,”
writes that the Burke-Hartke bill”.... is
probably the worst piece of protec-
tionist legislation to come before
Congress since the dark days of the
1930s.”’

He adds that the bills quota controls
“would do irreparable damage to
all consumers. Even more important,
it would be a new step toward an in-
ward-looking world that someday
might spell the difference between
war and peace.”

" And from mid-America the ''Denver
Post” sounds this note: ‘‘Profec-
tionism, after all, flows two ways, and
resort to it in Washington will only lead
to similar actions in the capitals of
Japan and Evrope.”

The Burke-Hartlke bill. was rein
troduced in the 93rd Congress.

When Henry Kissinger gets back from his trip to
Hanoi, Peking, and whereever else he’s going on
his_current missions he may think he‘s through
traveling for awhile but he may not be.

There are 14,883 American cities which, ac-
cording fo an article | read in a newspaper last
night, may have to be visited if we’re going to have
peace in our time in the U.S.

According to the article, the U.S. Conference of

- Mayors and the National League of Cities,
representing practically all the cities of the nation,
14,883, are as mad as the farmer who found his
subsidy check eliminated, or as mad as the
airlines would be if their’s was dropped.

It seems that the cities, rubbing their hands in
delight over the big revenue sharing checks they‘re
getting from Washington to spend as they please,
have now found out that shortly after the checks
arrived, the national budget came out cutting off
Federal aid in a lot of other areas, so that in the
final adding-up they have less money than before.

Now it's one thing to have farmers mad at you,
they're only about 8 per cent of the population and
it's sometimes too wet to get to the polls anyway,
but you get 14,000 cities mad at you and it's going to
take all the ingenuity Mr. Kissiner has to negotiate
a peace settlement with them.

The fact the cities haven’t been able fo make it
on their own is beside the point. They’re there and
something has to be done about it. .

Plays It Safe
Odds being long against a
Democratic victory in lowa in
1972, the party had trouble
finding a candidate to oppose
Miller. The logical choice was
Rep. John D. Culver, a 40-year-
old former legislative assistant
to Senator Edward Kennedy
who Td served' four terms in
the House. Culver could have
had the Senate nomination by
simply saying “‘yes."

Although Culver had been
prepearing to make the Senate
race for many months, at
almost the last minute he
decided to play it safe and run
again for reelection to the
House. Incidentally, he won but
ironically his relatively obscure
assistant, Dick Clark, accepted
the Senate nomination and was
elected. :

Clark was a 43-year-old ex-
professor who had worked for
Culver for seven years. He had
never held office. He was
stationed in Culver's district ~
office back home, for the dual
purpose of organizing Culver’s
Senate campaign, and then
ruming for the House seat that
Culver would vacate.

When Culver pulled out of the
Senate race, Clark began
gettihg calls suggesting -he run
himself. He knew his party was
desperate to find a candidate
but” at first he thought it
preposterous that it should be
himself. Upon reflection, he
decided he had nothing to lose
and became a candidate,
privately estimating the
chances against his winning at
Wtol . f

“‘Less than one-half of one per
cent of the voters knew who I
was,” he told an interviewer, "I
had to do something to get my
name known,' To achieve

recognition, he went on the °

road for four months, visiting
Democratic leaders in every
community, and calling on
every newspaper and broad-
casting station in lowa.

In May, a newspaper poll
showed Miller leading Clark 57-
20 The situation was
desperate, Then a fellow
politician suggested statewide
walk-and-listen tour, a
technique successfully em-
ployed by others, including
Senator Lawton Chiles (D.

DOWN MEMORY LANE—If was 45 years ago
that the President of the United States invited a
Texas horned foad fo visit him in the White House.

The toad was named Old Rip and ned a
kind of immortality by supposedly surviving for
more than 31 years while sealed in the cornerstone
of the Eastland County Courthouse. His owner, a
child named Will Wood, put him there when the
courthouse was dedicated on July 29, 1897.
Dignitaries on hand for the occasion personally
sealed the frog in the stone.

In 1927, workers began demolishing the Eastland
courthouse. On February 18, 1928, Will Wood was
there fo see the cornerstone removed. When it was
opened by county officials while 1,5000 citizens
watched, Old Rip sat there blinking.

The fact that the frog apparently survived more
than 11,000 days without food, water, air or light
made him an overnight celebrity. President
Coolidge insisted that Will Wood bring Old Rip fo
the White House for a visit. En rovte to
Washington, 40,000 people turned out in St. Louis

toglimpse him.
h':,'l"’:amve'l. ﬂowxer proved foo much for old Rip
and he lived only 11 months after he was freed from
his prison. When he died on January 19, 1929, his
body was embalmed and placed inside a glass case
in the Eastland courthouse, Hundreds of
visitors still visit his “‘grave.”

WHAT'S IN A NAME?—Normangee, which
sits on the line of both Leon and Madison Counties,
was christened by its founder, Norman G. Kittrell.
He simply gave it his first name and middle initial.

Dental Program To Aid Welfare Rei:ipients

Children in Texas who seldem
have an opportunity to receive
treatment from a dentist will
benefit in 1973 from a new
Medicaid program of the Texas
State Department of Health and
Texas Department of Public
Welfare.

Welfare families with
children will be eligible for the
dental program when it begins
early this year.

The State Health Department
will administer the program.
Initially, the program will be
for children under the age of six
years—approximately 100,000
children in Texas. Beginning on
July 1, the program will be
expanded to cover all welfare

children up to age 21—more
than 300,000 children.

The program has dual goals.
In addition to the dental
program, Medicaid Title XIX
funds also will be used to
provide a medical screening
and treatment program. The
medical screening services will
be highlighted in next week's
Accent on Health,

The two segments of the
program—medical and dental—
will share centralized ad-
ministrative, data processing
and fiscal facilities. However,
operation of medical and dental
programs will be under
separate directors.

Dental Health in Austin. It has
been described by the Division
staff “as  ‘‘a tremendous
challenge and a meaningful
opportunity to provide for the
needs of many children who
have been disadvantaged for so
long a time."

Limited portions of this target
population have received
services in programs of local
public health dental clinics, and
others undoubtedly have been
seen by dentists who volun-
teered their services.

Dentists under the new
program are selected on a
volunteer basis. Any Texas
licensed dentist who wishes to
participate may do so by
completing a brief application
with the Division of Dental
Health and filing a fee schedule
with his dental association.

Once an application is ac-
cepted, the dentist's name will
be provided to the local and
county offices of the Depart-
ment of Public Welfare.
Welfare social service staff
workers, called caseworkers,
will determine the eligibility of
consumers for services under
this program and enter names

on a section of a dental invoice.

Once a child is found eligible,
a dental appointment can be
arranged. In consultation with
a caseworker, the family
designates its present dentist or
chooses a dentist from a list of
those participating.

Once the choice is made, the
caseworker arranges for an
appointment and then follows
through so both the consumer
and the dental invoice get to the
dentist. The voucher serves as
a treatment record as well as a
payment voucher.

The dentists treat the patients
in the same way that he treats
his private patients. His ser-
vices most likely will include an
oral examination, diagnosis
(including radiogriphs as
needed)and whatever
corrective or preventive
treatment is indicated up to a
specified ceiling amount.

Should more extensive
treatment be needed beyond
this maximum, a toll free call
can be made while the patient is
in the dental chair for instant
authorization to continue.

As the initial treatment is
made, the dentist fills in the
dental invoice which has sec-
tions for oral examination

The dental invoice is audited
in the central control office on
its receipt and processed for
payment of the normal fee-for-
service based on private
practice charges.

In five high-consumer
population counties, a special
pilot project is planned to
determine the feasibility and
effectiveness of using specially-
trained dental Community
Service Aides in the program.

‘These aides would assist in the

welfare and consumer areas.
However, they could go beyond
this to provide basic oral health
maintenance instructions to
families in their homes.
Dental- advisory and peer
review committees will review
and monitor the dental program

with an eye toward bettering
the services to provide the best
possible dental care for the less
fortunate children of the state.

My prime motive for growing
potted plants is not entirely
aesthetic, or that they are
company for me but rather for
the idea that lives are depen-
dent upon them. We should all
be thankful for plants, green
trees, and shrubs.

The miraculous process of
photosynthesis is at the heart of
the food production chain. It is
the process whereby the energy
of the sun is combined with
water from the soil and carbon
dioxide from the air in
chlorophyll to produce sugar—
the basic food

Sugar may change forms
many times within a plant or
within the animals which
subsequently ingest it. Fats,
-starches, and proteins are built
from the sugar molecule,

We, therefore, get our food as
steak, milk, apples, spinach or
hundreds of other forms and
packages- but let us always
remember... and remember
with thanks that it all began in a
green leaf

From the same process
mentioned above relative to
photosynthesis, comes another
vital element for man's
existence— it is oxygen. After
millions of years of life on this
planet with enormous quantities
of oxygen being burned up by
animals, there is still vast
amounts of it in the air we
breahte and live on. Where does
it come from? Green Plants

Th planning your garden and
the further development of your
landscape design, plan to
continue to grow and plant
foliage plants, trees, shrubs and
vegetable for your enjoyment,
to enhance . environment,

provide therapy, calm- and
relaxation.

But don’'t forget to look
beyond these charms, or ever
fail to be gateful for the
greater significance of green
plants. Our very lives depend
on them.

Some have said to me, “Well [
think we will practically cover
our yards with cement or
asphalt. It is too much trouble
and expense to have lawns,
trees, vegetables, cut flowers,
and shrubs."

My reply is, “Yes it is ex-
pensive, and trouble, but what
would we do if everyone had the
same idea. How would we
breathe and what kind of world

would we have?” Think on
these things.
.YES AND NO: If you have

spring flowering bulbs which

you have not planted, go ahead

and plant them, The soil is
moist, pliable and not frozen, so

be sure and plant your bulbs.
In so doing you can save your

‘bulbs and perhaps they will

flower for you. Several years
ago I failed to get the bulbs
planted on schedule and they
were planted in late January.
The tulips bloomed while the
roses were blooming Both
were beautiful in the garden
and combined they made very
nice arrangements,

NO—Do not remove the glass
jar that you have over the rose
cuttings, even though they have
started growth. In removing
the jar you will break the seal
made in the soil by the jar
placement. Freezing tem-
perature will kill the plants if
exposed.

Later when the danger of
frost and freezing is past and
the sunshine is warm the jar
can be removed gradually and
replaced at night. When sun
becomes hot on the jar, cover

with a board or other object to
ND the young |eaves from
burning.

Keep the soil around the plant
moist but not wet. Remember
that the removing of the
from over the plant is a gradual
process; leave it off for a short
time at first then gradually
increase the time as weather
warms and plant becomes well
established and has set a
growth pattern.

NO—Do not start pruning any
plants now. In so doing new
growth will be put on and
freezing temperature can kill it
back, and also harm can be
done to the plant. Also do not
side feed plants now with fer-
tilizer; the same thing can
happen as above mentioned.
Also a light dressing can be’
placed on lawns which have
been throughly cleaned of old
grass and other foreign items,

However I would caution that
gardening processes should
wait, even though we do have
some days when the outdoors
really invites us to come out.

DO—Clean up around the iris.

Aphids find a good place for
winter housing down in the
heart of the plants. After
cleaning away all of the dead
and broken leaves a strong
spray from the garden hose will
help to dislodge many of the
unwanted insects.

If you prefer, the clean-up
process can be followed by
spraying with malathion.
However malathion applied at
this time will only be effective
on those aphids that are moving
about.

DO—-Examine any
eunonymous you have, Scale
insects are moving about and
some of them can be gotten rid
of. If scale is found, spray with
a dormany spray. This should

bednacbefu‘ebudlbtwuupon
and new leaves start growing.

The dormant oil spray places
a smothering coat over insects
that are on the palants, trees

JiF~and shrubs. “The dormant spréy -

is also good preventive for
mealy bugs, mites and others
which hibernate for the winter,

The dormant spray should be
applied on a windless, sunny
morning when temperature is
between 40 and 60 degrees. Use
a very fine mist spray and do
not overdo the strength of the
preparation.

The most common spray is
dormant oil, mixable with
water, there are other active
ingredients also. Consult
garden shop personnel relative

to kind and content. Read
directions carefully, also
recommendations.

Douglas fir and other needle
evergreens should not be
sprayed, but fruit and shade
trees, also roses can be
benefitted by such a spray.
Vera Deason states in her
column, that if roses are
sprayed with dormant spray it
will save much of the spraying
in spring and-summer.

Drifting of the spray can be
harmful to barberry and other
plants, so be sure that it is a still
windless day when the dormant
spray is applied. Read
carefully the directions on
container. Do not leave for
children or pets to find and
handle.
