XIT History Moving

Escarbada Gets Moved -- Piece By Piece

The Escarbada ranch house, an historic monument of
early life in Deaf Smith County, is in the process of being
moved to the Texas Tech campus to become a part of the
Ranch Headguarters Museum, !

The ranch house, builtin the late 1880’s, is being moved
under the supervision of Texas Tech Museum officials,
University of Texas archeologists, and the Colonial Stone and
Brick Co. of Lubbock. The contract is expected to be fulfilled
by September, 1974.

THE ESCARBADA ranch house, located on the Joe
Reinauer, Sr. farm, 3 miles west of Hereford on Harrison
Highway, was once the headquarters of this area for the
1,060,000-acre XIT Ranch. Left unattended for many years,
the rustic ranch house slowly began to decay and bgcame the
prey of souvenir hunters.

Fritz Willingham, owner and manager of the Colonial
Stone and Brick Co., said the house was being movéd to the
Tech campus because within 15-20 years, the house would be
a pile of rubble.

movers have undertaken the task of disassembling and
moving the building to Lubbock.

The crew of stone movers camp in front of the ranch
house during the week and return to Lubbock each weekend,
Willingham said. {

When he was asked what the main problems of moving
such a structure were, Willingham replied, “‘No one could
pick out any particular problem, except that it is slow and
tedious work." ‘

EACH BRICK, stone and salvagable piece of lumber is
marked so it can be replaced in exactly the same place.

Willingham said the house was originally constructed of
dirt mortar and stone, and that the dirt mortar would be
replaced with another material. He added that this would not
be visible when the building was rebuilt in Lubbock.

Will Robinson, head of the Tech museum, and a team of
archologists from the University of Texas tag each piece of
the house, take photographs and draw blueprints to insure
proper reconstruction.

THE GROUND floor of the house will be replaced with
wood which will duplicate the original floor in dimension and

Herd Makes Mud Of Sandies

Whitefaces Stop Amarillo 21-2 For Fifth Win

Amarillo High had ‘their misty-rain
weather conditions but the Hereford
Whitefaces added the lightning Friday
night to topple the Sandies 21-2 and
remain the only undefeated, untied
AAAA team in the Wesl Texas area.

The game was final non-
conference battle for both teams and
both have open weeks before beginning
district action. Hereford's win Friday
night, coupled with Snyder's 35-0 loss to
Lamesa and Odessa Permian's 21-8
defeat at the hands of Midland, left the

Herd as the only AAAA team in the
northwest partion of Texas with an un-
marred season record.

The game sent both teams into mid-
season with the Herd riding a 50 record
while the once strong rated Sandies sit at
1-31.

Amarillo dominated the first quarter
statistics but Hereford's James Harris
and brothers Dave and Doug Charest
drove the Faces through the final three
periods on the mudslicked field for the
decisive win.

High was stopped at the line
twice before quarterback Franklin
Higgins reached into his bag of tricks.

Warns Bike Riders Of Responsibilities

“In the past month we've had three
wrecks involving bicycles and in each
incident the bicyclist has been at fault,”
Judge JD. Neill, Hereford municipal
judge said, ;

“Luckily, there has been no serious
injuries in any of the accidents, but we've
got to do something to inform all bike
riders about their responsibilities."

Judge Neill said that local law en-
forcement agencies have been receiving
complaints about kids on bicycles.

“The biggest complaint has been

__about bicyclists riding in groups, two-or
three abreast, whereas the law states
that they must ride in single file,” Judge
Neill said.

“We've had several complaints about
kids weaving from one side of the street
to the other. Also, several concerned
persons have called about kids riding at
night without any lights or reflectors, and
the law clearly states that lights and
reflectors are required for night riding.

ACCORDING TO new bicycle laws
and city ordinances, bicycle riders are
now under the same traffic laws as
motorists.

“Up to now, we haven't been h

forcing these laws for bike riders,”
stated Judge Neill, “but I have instructed
the chief of police to tell all his officers to
start enforcing them."

City police officers have the authority
to ticke anyone caught in violation of
bicyde laws. Anyone under 17 years of
age who is caught in violation and
ticketed must appear before Judge Neill
with one parent and pay a-fine, which
may be from $1 to $200, depending on the
violation and number of offenses. If over
17, the person may appear alone before
the judge.

NEW BICYCLE laws listed in the
Texas Drivers Handbook, revised in
February of this year are: :

1. A person riding a bicycle shall not

ride other than upon or astride a per-
manent and regular seat.

2. No bicycle shall be used to carry
more persons at one time than the
number for which it is designed or
equipped.

3. No person riding a bicycle shall
attach the same or himself to any
streetcar or vehicle upon a roadway.

4. Every person riding a bicycle upon
a roadway shall ride as near to the right
side of the roadway as practicable,
exercising due care when passing a
standing vehicle or one proceeding in the

direction.

5 Persons riding bicycles upon a
roadway shall not ride more than two
abreast except on paths or parts of
roadways set aside for the exclusive use
of bicycles, 4

6. Where a usable path for bicycles
has been provided adjacent to a road-
way, bicycle riders shall use such paths
and shall not use.the roadway.

7. No persons operating a bicycle
shall carry any package, bundle or ar-
ticle which prevents the driver from
keeping at least one hand upon the
hardlebars.

8. Every bicycle in use at nighttime
shall be equipped with the following:

a. A lamp on the front which shall
emit a white light visible at a
distance of at least 500 feet to the
front.

b. A red reflector on the rear of a
type approved by the Department
of Public Safety which shall be
visible from all distances up to 300
feet. A red light on the rear visible
from a distance of 500 feet in ad-
dl-t::lloudmmyllube

9. Every bicyde shall be equipped
with a brake which will enable the
operator to make the braked wheels skid
on dry, level, clean pavement.

PERTAINING to numbers five and
six, Judge Neill explained that there are
no bicycle paths in Hereford, except for
the ones located in Veterans Park.

In addition to the bicycle laws listed in
the drivers handbook, Judge Neill
pointed out another important law
pertaining to bike riders.

One law states that no person shall
drive any vehicle in any race, speed
competition or contest, drag race or
acceleration contest, test of physical
endurance, exhibition of speed or ac-
celeration, or for the purpose of making a
speed record, and no person shall in any

“manner participate in any such race,

competition, or contest, test or
exhibition.

“This includes bicycles,” Judge Neill
said.

ANOTHER LAW states that every
person riding a bicycle upon a roadway
shall be granted all of the rights and shall
be subject to all of the duties applicable
to the driver of a vehicle,

The Bicycle Instutute of America,
Inc., list 11 bicycle safety tips, some
overlapping with state and city or-
dinances, which if followed could make

_ the difference between life and death.

1. Obey all . applicable traffic
regulations, signs, signals and markings.

2. Observe all local ordinances
pertaining to bicycle operation.

3. Keep right, drive with traffic, not
against it. Ride single file.

4. Watch out for drain grates, soft
shoulders and other road surface
hazards.

5. Watch out for car doors opening, or
for cars pulling out into traffic.

6. Don't carry passengers or
packages that interfere with vision or
control,

7. Never hitcha ride on a truck or
other vehicle.

8. Be extremely careful at all in-
tersections, particularly when making a
left turn. °

9. Protect yourself at night with the
required reflectors and lights.

10. Drive a safe bike. Have it inspected
to insure good mechanical condition.

11. Drive your bike defensively ; watch
out for the other guy.

=4 Red Cross -- ‘Helping People’

“People helping people” is the theme of
the American Red Cross organization, but
before the Red Cross can help others, they
must have your help.

One of the many local agencies that
depends on financing entirely by the United
Way, the Deaf Smith County Red Cross
Chapter has set its minimum budget for the
next fiscal year at $10,006. The United Way
has agreed that they will meet this budget
with an even $10,000, if this year’s goal is
reached.

“Oh, we can make do without that $6, I just
hope that the United Way fund reaches its
goal this year so that we can remain in
operation,” Genevieve Miller, County Red

Cross executive said. -

CHARTERED by the government in 1817
during World War I, the American Red Cross
was formed to help military families, mainly
in the form of communications.

. “With the end of our participation in Viet

However, we still have a lot of service men in
Germany and Okinawa."

The communications service with military
families invol ves notifying the servicemen in
case of family sickness or death and other
family crisis.

“WE'VE HAD cases where the head of the
family has gotten ill and it is time to get the
crops harvested. In such cases, ‘the military
officials will grant special leave to ser-
vicemen to come home and help out. This is
where we come in to verify the family crisis
for the military,” Mrs. Miller explained.

The American Red Cross also gives loans
and grants if the serviceman is in need of
money to get home.

“Last year, we handled 240 com-
munications and 42 cases involving financial
help,” Mrs. Miller said.

APPROXIMATELY 43.90 per cent of the
local red cross chapter's budget must be
given to the national organization for ex-
penses abroad.

and the natianal organization must bear the
expense on the other end, contacting the
serviceman wherever he may be,” Mrs.
Miller explained.

The local red cross chapter also helps out
in time of disasters.

“When we had the tornado here a couple of
years ago,”’ Mrs. Miller related, “‘we set up
stations where we provided coffee and sand-
wiches and we also received calls from out-of-
town relatives wanting to know if their kin
here were all right.”

IN THE CASE of a family losing all their
belongings in a fire or other disaster, the Red
Cross aids with food, housing and clothing.

“We help the anes that cannot afford to
rebuild. We provide food, housing and
clothing and money so that they may start all
over. All of this is free — nothing has to be

Two running plays resulted in only two
yards and backup quarterback Mike
Crim tried a little ‘‘blood-and-guts”
football on a third and 8 situation from
the 4 yard line.

Crim took the snap and stepped back
into his own end zone looking for a
receiver, However, the Sandies knocked
the ball loose and Herdsman Lynn
Lauderback covered the ball in the end
zone giving the Sandies a two-point
safety, but saving an Amarillo touch-
down. ;

Crim then punted from the Herd's 20
and the Sandies tried three plays in vain
from their own 28 before the final gun
sounded.

HEREFORD threatened to score one
other time in the middle of the final

quarter when they moved down to the
Amarillo three.

The short drive had started when
Amarillo, facing 4th and 14 situation
from their own 20, centered a punt snap
over the head of punter Garland Jones. A
host of Herd linesmen downed the punter
at the 20 to set up what looked another
Hereford score.

With Crim calling the signals,
Hereford moved to the Amarillo 9, but
then lost back to the 20 on a missed pit-
chout to High. Crim then nailed Dave
Charest for 17 yards to put Hereford at
the doorstep on the Amarillo 1-yard-line.
However, the Sandies held their ground
and took over the ball on downs two plays
later.

The Herd now takes a week off to
prepare to meet the Lubbock Monterey
Plainsmen in Hereford Oct. 19, which
also is the Herd's homecoming.

Many Veterans Unaware

End Is Near For GI Bill Aid

A large number of veterans
now have a period of less than
one year to use their
educational assistance benefits
which are provided by the
Veterans Administration
through the GI Bill

Unfortunately, many of these
veterans are unaware that they
are nearing the end of their
eligibility period to use the GI
Bill to com plete their education
This announcement was made
today by Benny Womble,
Veterans County Service Of-
ficer for Deal Smith County.

Veterans who were
discharged or released from
military service at any time
between February 1, 1955, and
June 1, 1966, have a period of
.eight years to use their GI Bill
entitlement, and such period
commenced on June 1, 1966, the
date Public Law 89-358 went into
effect. This means that all
veterans who got out of service
prior to June 1, 1966, will lose
their entitlement on May 31,
1974

Veterans who have been
discharged or released from
service since June 1, 1966, have
a period of eight years from
their release to use their G1 Bill
entitlement to go to school
There is a possibility that
Congress may extend the
deadline beyond the present
eightyear limit, although such
action cannot be predicted with
any certainty at this time

Veterans who were
discharged or released from
service under other than
dishonorable conditions
following 181 days or more
service, are entitled to one and
one-half months of training for
each month of service, with a

~maximum of 36 months of

training for any one veteran.

Once perfected, the sterile
insect technique of suppres-
sion and control could pro-
vide an effective alternative
to chemicals for combatting
the pink bollworm as well as
other destructive plant pests.

"Ranch Home Is Chosen
Beauty Spot Of Month

A SHADY AND grassy oasis
on a bare caliche slope north of
Dawn is the Residential Beauty
Spot for September, designated
by the beautifucation com-
mittee of Deaf Smith Chamber
of Commerce Women's
Division

Homes in the city are usually
picked for this designation, but
an exception was made for this
unusual place

It is the home of the HD
Fowler family, and is pic:
turesquely located on ground
that slants down to Palo Duro
Creek. There are native trees on
thecreek, but the higher ground
is all grassland,

Mr. and Mrs. Fowler moved
to the place when they married
25 years ago, built the house on
the bare hillside and began
work on the grounds. It was
necessary to haul dirt in for
most of the planting, Mrs.
Fowler says.

FIRST OBJECTIVE in
making an attractive yard was
tree planting for windbreaks.
They set Chinese elms for quick
growth, and these are now

towering trees in rows on the
west side

Through the years they have
planted other, slower-growing
trees which will replace the
elms when the shorter lives of
the elms are over. Many are
apricot, peach, plum and pecan
trees which the Fowlers have
grown from seed.

There are also numerous
evergreens of various species
which are even more effective
than the deciduous trees in
breaking the force of the Plains
winds on the exposed slope.

PINE, SPRUCE, fir and
others have been brought back
from Colorado mountains on the
Fowlers' trips, and red cedars
came from the Texas Forestry
Service.

Some of the trees were set in
haphazard fashion, Mrs. Fowler
says, before an overall play was
developed, but all together they
make beautiful spots of shade
and sunshine, viewed with the
shrubs, vines and flowering
plants.

Native grass has been
watered and cultivated to make
a green carpet in thé fenced
front yard and also in an in-
formal garden behind the house

where a rock pool and fountaim,
add to the scene. The rocks are

trips

THIS YARD, with its bar-
becue grill and outdoor tables,
rises higher than the fenced
yard, and still higher up the
slope is a well and swimming

The Fowlers have two sons
who still live at home.

One of the most telling criticisms of
the way Congress manages the
national finances is that single
agency within that august has the
responsibility for examining the fotal
picture and aligning income with
outgo.

Each Congressional committee is
concerned only with the share of the
pie going to the various interests within
its jurisdiction. Not surprisingly, that
situation tends to make for larger and
larger pies, even when there aren’t
enough apples to fill them.

A similar lack of overview with
respect to government regulation of
business is threatening to destroy the
small businessman, wipe out jobs and
aggravate inflation,

NEW federal regulatory agencies
have proliferated in recent years.
Among them are the Occupational
Safety and Health Administration, the
National Highway Traffic Safety
Administration, the Environmental
Protection Administration. And the
brand new Consumer Product Safety
Commission.

Then there are the "‘old” regulatory

-+ agencies: The Departments of Com-

merce and Labor, the Internal
Revenue Service, the Social Security
Administration, the FDA, the FPC, the
FTC, the ICC, the FAA, the CAB, the
SEC, the AEC, the FCC, and ETC,,
ETC.. ETC. ;.

AND ON the congressional drawing
boards there are plans for new
agencies or new regulations dealing
with~ tonsumer protection, pension

be met with its share of ‘’So-what's?,”
but for those who like the taste of
freedom, it will be a time to pay tribute
to one of the most important guardians
of free expression.

A newspaper's talents and
responsibilities are many: It is a
community soapbox, companion and
entertainer on lonely evenings, bearer
of both good and bad news on the local
and infernational scenes, advertiser of
needed goods and services and a
governmental watchdog. Everyday the
thunder of the nation’s presses may be
heard throughout the land as a free
people let their voices be heard.

So it has been for 200 years. Can any
other country make the same claim?
I he answer, of course, is “’No,”’ for an-
alert, articulate press is the dictator’s
nightmare. It is our salvation.

Perhaps the editors and their staff
may be forgiven if they brag a little
during their own special week. The
newspaper you hold in your hand is

part of a vast, independent information -

network that is a main pillar in the
temple of human freedom as we know
it in the United States.

® §

plans, unemployment insurance and
workmen’s compensation, fo name a
few.

Each of these agencies produces
hundreds of rules and regulations. And
most of the regulations require a lot of
work on the part of the regulatee. Most
businesses — even small businesses —
fall within the jurisdiction of “several
agencies. *

It is often difficult to quarrel with
the stated objectives of these federal
guardians. Who can be against safe
working conditions? Safe products?
Secure pensions?

But the problem is, no one is looking
at the total impact of all this red tape
on the businessman.

A company with 50 or 60 employees
now has tofill out at least 75 or 80 forms
a year, for the federal government
alone. In many cases, it is much, much
worse. For example, fo apply for FDA
approval, of a new drug, one phar-
maceutical company recently sub-
mitted 64 volumes of data, making a
stack 102 feet high. _

NOR IS the problem limited to
filling out the forms. First, the
beleaguered businessman must learn
which forms to fill out. The Associated
General Contractors concluded that for
a contractor to be fully informed of his
responsibilities under the Occupational
Safety and Health Act, he would need a
pile of documents over 17 feet high,
costing more than $6,000.

This growing burden of red tape is
becoming a serious social problem in
itself, for two reasons.

FIRST, IT adds to the cost of doing
business without helping to increase
the production of goods and services.
That's a classic formula for
aggravating inflation. Senator Thomas
Mcintyre (D-N.H.) puts the present
cost of processing federal red tape at
$18 billion a year for the businessman
and another $18 billion for the govern-
ment.

Second, and perhaps even more
ominous, is the detrimental effect on
the small businessman. Some are
going out of business, rather than try to
cope. Others are reducing the number
of their employees in an effort to
lighten the paperwork load. And many
are simply ignoring some of the forms
and regulations they should be
worrying about. Consequently, it is
becoming increasingly easy for the
regulators to find excuses for
harassing any small businessman who
displeases them.

Can’t help wondering if thse results
are really what the various self-
appointed crusaders for the “public
interest’’ wanted, or even anticipated.
Or are they, oo, guilty of not stepping
back to examine the total, cumulative
effect of all they have wrought?

Dr. Munsell says heredity
plays a definite role in the in-
cidence of chronic arthritis.
