Peter Rodino could walk down the main
street of any U.S. city or town at high noon
and never be recognized, unless he was .in
Newark, N.J., or Washington, D.C., the two
cities where he has spent practically all his
life.

If the name of Rodino is slightly more
familiar than his face, it has become so in the
very recent past since he became the key man
in two vital Constitutional questions, the
confirmation of Rep. Gerald Ford as the first
Vice President ever put in office by Congress,
and the possible impeachment of President
Nixon.

Rodino is a Democrat from Newark who
ha's served in Congress for a quarter century.
Through the seniority system, he became
Chairman of the House Judiciary Committee
this year, only a few months before the Ford
and Nixon problems confronted his com-
mittee. From relative obscurity for one so
long in Congress, instant fame now seems
inesca pable.

The son of an Italian immigrant, Rep.
Rodino is 64, He worked his way through law
school, earning his degree when 28. He opened
a law office in Newark, then served in the
Army in Europe in Wcrld War I, earning an
overseas “’""m"’“ln the war, he
retumed to his law office, ran for Congress
and lost in 1946, then ran again and won in

1948. He has been reelected a dozen times.

He is a commuter Congressman whose
family remains in Newark. Rodino lives in an
apartment in Washington and makes a 400-

mile round trip to Newark each weekend.
Throughout his government career, he has
continued his private law practice in Newark.

REP. RODINO'S district in Newark used
to be heavily Italian so it was natural that he
should interest himself in the problems of the
foreignbarn. He bécame Chairman of the
House Immigration Subcommittee. He had a
major hand in legislation which abolished the

‘national origins quota system for im-
migration, which discriminated against
Italians and others from Southern Europe.

When the Monday holiday law was passed

a few years ago, it was Rodino who led the
successful fight to make Columbus Day a
national holiday. Some states refuse to ob-
serve it but you can be sure it is celebrated in
Newark.

However, Rodino’s district has been
changed and the majority of his constituents
are now black. A year ago his three opponents
in the Democratic primary were all black,
and they totaled 43 per cent of the vote. To his
black constituents, Rodino can point to his
solid civil rights record. The Judiciary
Committee originated much of the civil rights
laws passed during the 1960's.

Rodino has a salidly liberal voting record.
Last year's ratings of Americans for Con-
stitutional Action, an organization of con-
servatives, gave Rodino a zero for his voting
performance during the second session of the
92nd Congress. For an eight-year period, he
was rated as having voted right on con-
servative-iberal issues only 7 per cent of the
time.

It used to be that the House Judiciary
Committee, traditionaly composed entirely of
lawyers, was regarded as relatively non-
partisan. Not so any more, \

CHAIRMAN Rodino is new in his job and
still feeling his way. Partisan wrangling has
marked the beginning of the impeachment
inquiry. There have been only three votes and
all three were straight partydine votes, 21
Democrats outvoting 17 Republicans. All
votes concerned granting subpoena powers to
the Chairman.

When Rodino decided he needed an extra
$1,000,000 to beef up the committee staff, he
neglected to consult the committee minority
Republicans forced a full debate and a record
vote an approval of the funds, and a recom-
mittal motion failed by only a 227-190 margin.

Chairman Rodino has promised a
“tharough, fair job"" in the impeachment
probe. That will be diffi at best, Some
Demeocrats on the pa are long since
committed to impeachment. One even wears
an “Impeach Nixon" button. Whatever
happens, Peter Rodino will be in the national
spotlight as never before.

Smith County families that had /
incomes of $7,000in 1966 and are
now eaming 35 percent more,
approximately $9 450, have
fallen some $310 behind in
purchasing power.

Local families that were at
the $10,000 level seven years ago
and are now making $13,500 by
virtue of salary increases since
then, have lost considerably in
the process. Their personal
taxes went up $950 and their loss
due to inflation, $3,016, or $3,966
in all. They fell $466 behind as a
result.

The report states that ‘“the
loss in purchasing power in-
creases as higher salaries give
bath inflation and progressive
income tax rates more dollars
to chew on."”

Dairy Products Institute of
Texas President H. Lee
Richards, of Hygeia Dairy
Company in Harlingen and
Corpus Christi, said, "It is
perhaps too soon to tell to what
extent the consumer will be

00 spectacular, laying there
pext to your steak at dinner
tonight, this vegetable in reality
is the number one vegetable
crop in West Texas. More im-
portant, the potato is a multi-
million dollar business for the
High Plains economy.

In an effort aimed at
producing a potato variety for

' West Texas which is profitable

to the grower and of good
quality for the consumer, the
Texas Agricultural Experiment
Station here has initiated a new
potato breeding program.

The work, which could take
up to 10 years, is headed by Dr
Creighton Miller, plant breeder .
The research will focus on the
development of a variety
specifically designed to per-
form under the trying West
Texas environmental con-
ditions.

“Potato varieties grown in
West Texas are selected and
developed for production in
other states,"” said Miller. “Tt is
only by chance that they per-
form well here.

“Because potato production is
susceptible to fluctuating
market conditions and adverse
weather, it is a risky business,”
the researcher declared.

“What we hope to do in our
program is to develop a high
yielding, early maturing
variety which would enable the
grower to make a good crop
each year and provide the
consumer with a product of high
quality."

According to the TAES potato
breeder, the potatoes marketed
in West Texas are primarily for
fresh market consumption
during July and early August
when potatoes are in short
sfpply from the other
production areas of the nation.

‘“Development of an earlier
.maturing variety,'' he added,
“would insure an ample supply
of Texas potatoes during this
period when prices are at a
premium.”

Dr. Miller explained that new
potato varieties result from

#

crossing desirable parents.
Seed obtained from those
crosses, referred to as “‘true”
seed, is born on the potato plant
and resembles a small tomato.
This seed is then extracted and
planted in the greenhouse the
following year. Each of the
seedling plants produce small
potatoes one fourth to one inch
in diameter.

The small plants are then
harvested and planted in the
field. The field-planted
seedlings, known as seedling
clones, are dug and the superior
clones are selected.

““This past year,” he reports,
“we selected 89 promising
clones out of 5,000 field planted
seedlings. These will be tested
extensively to determine their
potentiality as new varieties.

“We hope to expand our
program in 1974 by increasing
the seedlings grown for
selection to over 10,000,” he
added.

According to Miller, all the
seed potatoes planted in the
West Texas area are
in northern latitude states
where disease is less prevalent.
Seed potatoes, he added, are
similar to those found in
grocery markets, except that
they must be certified disease
free and genetically pure.

Because of the stringent
requirements for certification
of seed potatoes, the Ex-
periment Station program is
being conducted in cooperation
with other variety breeding
programs, primarily with Dr.
Robert Johansen of North
Dakota State University. This
cooperative effort enhances the
success of the program and
provides for a means of testing
the newly selected clones in the
northern latitude areas where
the seed must be produced,
Miller explained. :

“The consumer and the
producer deserves the best
quality vegetable at the best
price, and the producerdeserves
a reasonable return on his in-
vestment,” concludes Miller.
“The best way to satisfy both
parties is the development of a
superior  potato  variety
designed for the High Plains
environmental conditions.”

adivity, oil and gas drilling
activities and public tran-
sporation, effective today.

energy shortage remains a
critical, long-term problem.

Studied As Fertilizer

Throught recorded history the
use of animal waste has made
an important contribution to
domestic agriculture. Within
the last few decades com-
mercial inorganic fertilizers
have came into prominence as
source of plant nutrients.
Without doubt commercial
fertilizer will retain this
_position but since their price is
increasing and inadequate
supplies are in prospect it is
time to take a new look at
feedlot waste as a source of
plant food.

The USDA Southwestern
Great Plains Research Centér
at Bushland has been studying
the. effects of feedsot waste
since 1968, Their chemical
analyses of material from 2
feedlots show that on an
average 10 tons of manure
contains 268 lbs. nitrogen, 244

lbs. P205 and 360 lbs. K20,
These values are much higher
than those previously reported
for bamyard manures. The
material varied in nitrogen
contents with extremes being
26 and 32 lbs. N in 10 tons.

Their research indicates that
about half of the nitrogen
present in 10 tons of manure, or
some 120 Ibs. of nitrogen, is
available to the first sorghum
crop. Sixty 1lbs. of the
remaining nitrogen will be
available the second year and 30
Ibs. nitrogen will be available
the third year.

The rate at which phosphorus
becomes available for plant use
appears to be similar to that of
nitrogen. Potassium ‘in the
material is readily available. In
consideration of lesser crop
removal and the slower
mobility’ of phosphorus and
potassium when compared with

 nitrogen, it is highly probable

that application rates sufficient

M to supply adequate nitrogen will

be more than adequate to
supply these elements even on

P soils known to be deficient.

Ten to 15 tons applied anytime
after harvest and just ahead of
cultivation is  generally
adequate for high yields of
irrigated sorghum or corn,
Additional commercial fer-
tilizer isnot likelyto be needed.

Thus realized net
farm income was only $847.4
million, 19 per cent less than in
1971. But a boost in farm in-
ventories put the total net farm
income at 28 per cent above that
of 1971, or about $1.4 billion.

After The Deer Is Killed

Once the deer is down and
field dressed, what must the
hunter do to get his venison
ready for the oven, legally?

First, he must attach the
proper tag from ths hunting
license to the deer. |

If the hunter has bagged an
antlerless deer then he is also
required to attach an antlerless
deer premit or special tag that
he receives from the landowner
to the foreleg of the deer.

Then it can be transported
directly to the hunter’s home or
to a commercial plant.

If the verrison is to be shared,
a legible note signed by the
person who killed the deer must
be attached to each portion
given to other persons. The note
must also list the address of the
one who killed the deer, date of
kill, hunting license number and
name of ranch and . county
where killed.

This signed document must
remain with the carcass or any
portion of it until the deer is
finally processed and delivered

the deer.

Purpcse of these regulations,
according to the Parks and
Wildlife Department, is to in-
sure that all legally taken deer
can be indentified by game
wardens and still permit a
person to properly care for the
meat thereby insuring some
fine steaks, roasts, chili and

Donot remove the head of any
deer until the carcass has been
processed and delivered to its
final destination. But you may
skin the deer if you wish and
remain within the law.

The final destination is
defined as a person’s home or a
commercial processing facility

where the deer is finally
processed.

It is lawful for a hunter to
process a deer in camp as long
as he keeps the proper tag from
his hunting license, the proper
antlerless permit or antlerless
tag with the processed meat
until such meat is delivered to a
commercial locker plant or the

Industries has been in existence
for about five years, Andrews
said, and the new plant in
Hereford is a result of the
growth of the New Mexico of-
fice.

Andrews stressed that the
new textile plant was not af-
filiated with Dolly Textiles,
which was located at the same
site as Tucumcari Industries.

“We also have a factory outlet
at our plant which offers
clothing at factory prices,”” he
said.

Andrews said he, his wife
Jeanie, and their two children
came to Hereford a few weeks

Farmers Stewing Over Diesel Fuel Crisis

Texas farmers have been
having serious problems getting
necessary diesel fuel to harvest
cotton, pick citrus and combine

. grain sorghum due to “‘mass
confusion” over federal fuel
allocation regulations.

After several reversals by
federal officials, some dealers
were still slow to make sales
because they feared
prosecution if they acted under
informal agreements passed
along to them. Agriculture
Commissioner John White
joined Gov. Dolph Briscoe in
demanding ‘‘immediate
positive action” at the federal
level.

Rep. Jon Newton of Beeville
announced at a national energy
crisis meeting in Boston a top
federal Departmaqt of or
official had assu him the
problem will be worked out in 10
days to two weeks (from last
weekend). Newton said he was
informed that users will be able
to draw their allocations when
they need the fuel rather than
on a monthby-month basis.

The hitch has been that
allocations were based on the
amount of fuel used in

November, 1972—a low usage
month for Texas.

NEW GROUP

A new group is seeking to
improve cooperation between
state and federal law. en-
forcement officials in Texas.

Atty. Gen. John L. Hill and
US. Attorney William 8.
Sessions of San Antonio are co-
chairmen of the ‘‘Federal-State
Law Enforcement Coordinating
Committee "

The organization is described
as an outgrowth of discussion
over a several months' period
bet ween Sessions and Hill,

Some of the state's top
prosecutors of both state and
federal jurisdictions, Federal

‘Bureau of Investigation agents

and Department of Public
Safety officials met privately in
Hill's office last week to for-
malize the organization.

“We made a little bit of
history,” Hill said of the
meeting. ‘It's the first time
there has ever been such a
gathering of law enforcement-
policy making people in this
state. It is only a first step, of
course, but the lines of com-
munication are open, and we all
have alot to gain, if we exert the
effort to make it work."

Hill and Sessions expressed
optimism about prospects for
success. They said state and
federal law enforcement of-
ficials have a strong mutual
desire to work more closely
together and deal more openly
with each other.

The two attorneys predicted
state and federal law en-
forcement officials, and the
public, will gain from better
coordination of policies,
operational efforts and in-
telligence resources.

They indicated the committee
will meet three or four times a
year to discuss problems and
topics of mutual interest.
MEDICAID
ECONOMIES SOUGHT

The State Welfare Board last
week discussed a proposal to
screen hospital admissions of
Texans under the Medicaid

program in an effort to
eliminate needless medical
outlays.

Texas Medical Foundation
proposed a review to determine
whether patients can receive
equal, but less expensive, care
in other institutions. The ad-
mission review would be un-
dertaken within 24 hours after a
patient enters a hospital under
Medicaid.

A PHONE CALL from Ozetta
Wilhelm reminded me that
there is interest in edible
soybeans. Oriental people have
used soybeans for high protein
for more than 5,000 years.
Soybeans are high in protein,
almost half as much as in lean
meat.

This is the only known
vegetable protein of the same
characteristics as animal
protein, This protein is similar
to egg white and casein in milk
and should be cooked slowly at a
low temperature; the longer
they are cooked at boiling point,
the harder they will be.

Soybeans are almost free
from starch — this being a
difference from dried beans and
peas. Soybean flour and meal
are used in special diets in
which no starch is wanted.
Vitamins A, B, C (if sprouted),
and probably others. As
soybeans contain little starch,
they will never feel very soft.

DRY SOYBEANS are
prepared, cooked and served in
practically the same way as
other beans except with some
varieties require longer soaking
and cooking. They should be
soaked overnight. If soybeans
are to be baked, the texture is
improved by preliminary
bailing for about an hour.

In badling beans, pick over
and wash dry beans and cover
with cold water. Let soak
overnight, then cook slowly for
two or three hours, or until

Creating A Shortage _ Talk Of Texas—

Amid all the other problems that seem to beset
this country right now, perhaps none is more
pressing than the energy crisis. We are going into
the cold weather of winter time with a great deal of
uncertainty about whether or not we will have
enough fuel to heat our homes and businesses.

We are also facing the grim prospect of gasoline
rationing.

All of a sudden, our land of plenty has turned to
one of wartime shortages.

And as is natural, a lot of folks are heaping the
blame on President Richard M. Nixon and calling
upori him.to do something. His critics say that if he
had any ability, he would have kept us from getting
in his mess. There are whisperings that he has sold
out to the big oil companies to help create an ar-
titicial shortage of fuel.

Well, the American people won't buy that. The
blame for our energy crisis has to be placed
squarely in the lap of Congres.

Weak Congressmen have been scared by ecology
pressure groups o the extent that laws have been
passed and regulations put in force which aim at
cleaning up the environment at any cost.

We may have a cleaner environment’ but we
might freeze fo death while enjoying it.

This administration has to share some of the
blame , of course. It has bureaucrats that enforce
stupid regulations just like they did in the Johnson,
Kennedy, Eisenhower, Truman and Roosevelt
administrations.

The energy shortage was created by degrees.
Here is.the recipe for creating the energy shortage:

1. Natural Gas--Set a ceiling price on natural gas
so low that it discourages exploration and in-

creases use. Keep the price down by law in order to

make consumers happy. This' will guarantee a
shortage because supply will not keep up with
demand.

2. Coal--Ban the use of coal with sulphur content
and this will sharply restrict the supply. Restrict
strip mining because it damages the appearance of
the countryside. Impose drastic new safety rules
which will substantially cut- output. Freeze prices
so0 no one can offset cost increases by higher selling
prices. This will keep people from using coal.

3. Atomic power:- Delay construction by years

‘by-stailing on how 1o license atomic power plants.
Delay Bperation at full power after construction.
Delay start of new plants by environmentalist
suits. !

4. Oil--With natural gas, coal and atomic power
all severely restricted . this leaves only oil. First,
increase consumption by automobiles by requiring
controls on engines that make them eat more
gasoline. Then ban the use of oil containing sulphur
and this will shut down some refineries. Eliminate
new refinery sites because of danger fo en-
vironment. Block the use of the Alaska pipeline for
the same reason. Stop the search for offshore oil
because of danger to fish. Bring suit against all
major oil companies, charging them with dragging
their feet and fixing prices.

All of these things have been done and are being

done, with results guaranteed fo bring on a shor-
tage of energy.

A lot of people hdive to share the blame for the
crisis we now find ourselves in and it appears that
mismanagement in our _is  not
restricted to a few but must be shared by many.

THE PASSING PARADE —
General Albert Sidney Johnston, a
Civil War hero who had served as
secretary of war of the Republic of
Texas, had one dying wish. He asked
to be buried in the State Cemetery in
Austin,

It took five years and an act of the
Legislature to make the wish come
true.

General Johnston was killed in
1862 at the battle of Shiloh. The
Confederate Army, aware of his last
request, shipped his body to Texas.
It reached New.Orleans, however,
just as that city was being captured
by the Union forces.

The capture of New Orleans
caused all’ communications with
Texas to be severed and shipment of
the body was halted there. The
Union commander of the city or-
dered it entombed temporarily in St.
Louis Cemetery No. .1 and it
remained buried in New Orleans for
the next five years.

In 1866, the Texas Legislature
appropriated $2,000 for the transfer
of Gen. Johnston’s body to Austin. It
arrived shortly after New Year's
Day in 1867 and was reburied in the
State Cemetery in an unmarked
grave.

Finally, in 1901, the Legislature
appropriated funds for a monument.
Elisabet Ney, the Austin sculptress,
was commissioned to execute a
statue of Gen. Johnston. Today it has
come to be recognized as one of her
best works of art.

FOOTNOTE TO HISTORY — In
1860, a third of the population of
Texas was not allowed to own
property, marry or even attend the
church of the choice. They were in
bondage to their fellow citizens.

According fo the 1860 census, 30
per cent of the state’s population
was in slavery. They were owned by
another third of the citizenry. The
same census showed that 30 per cent
of the population owned at least one
slave. Harrison County, in East
Texas, had a slave population of 58
per cent, highest in the state.

Slaves had almost no civil rights
except for the right of trial by jury.
They couldn’t even negotiate the
sale of their labor fo anybody except
the citizen who owned them.

WORDS TOLIVE BY — The late
J. Frank Dobie delighted in in-
troducing students to his course,
“Life and Literature of the South.
west,”” at The University of Texas
with these words: :

““There are only three classes of
people in Texas.

“They are either Texians,
Texans, or people who just live in
Texas.

““Texians are the old rock.
Texans, a term which came into use
after the War Between the States,
are those out of the old rock. The
people who live in Texas are those
who are wearing the old rock away.

““Which are you?"’

DOWN MEMORY LANE —
Remember when Texas had a high-
way called ““The King of Trails”?

Lewis B. Walker of Gonzales,
who frequently contributes bifs of
unique history fo ““Falk of Texas,’’

recalls hiking along the old road

between Austin and San Marcos and
Austin and Georgetown before
World War |,

The road, which may have been
the first nationally-marked highway.
in the U.S., ran from Laredo to
Winnepeg, Canada. It was started
about 1912 by motorists who, lacking
both road maps and direction signs,
decided to create a national highway
that would be identified with stan-
dard markings. The insignia for the
“King of Trails’’ was a sign with the
initials ‘‘K-T” painted on a large
board and affixed to telephone or:
telegraph poles that paralleled the
inevitable railroad.

There is still a K-T Garage in San
Antonio, Mr. Walker reports—the
last known trace of the old road left
in Texas. .

Colored Stars

This is a good time of year
to turn your attention to the
colored star. They are few
in the heavens, and it takes
careful attention to pick them
out, but you can do it if you
pick a bright night and go
about the job with determi-
nation.

A reddish star which might
be seen is Mira, or the Won-
derful Star, which is found
in the constellation Cetus.
Cetus is inthe southern part
of the sky. Mira becomes
very bright for about ten
days, about this time of year,
is reddish in color and much
larger than the sun.

Inthe northeast, the bright
vellowish star Capella is
easy to observe, and lies in
the small Constellation of
the Charioteer. The Chario-
teer is in the northern edge
of the Milky Way. Near it,

_towards the east, is the or-

ange-red star Aldebaran,
which is inthe constellation
Taurus.

You will note that Capella
and Aldebaran are the only
brilliant stars high up in the
whole “eastern half of the
heavens at about nine
o'clock at this time of year,
I'wo other bright stars near
the North Star are Vega and
Deneb.

If you have any delusions
of grandeur, when you view
Capella, remember that you
are seeing it as it was forty-
seven years ago. It takes
that long for its light to reach
carth.

TAG! YOU'REIT!

DEAR HELOISE:

If you are like me, you hate to
throw away those beautiful
greeting cards you receive.
From now on, take my advice
and save them, They can be
used in so many ways.

My sister's favorite way is
making fancy name tags for gift
packages.

Center the best of the picture
you want to use from the card.
Cut out the picture in any shape
or size, large or small. For the
name tag, they are usually
about 244-inch square,
Appropriate pictures (sweet
little angels, a cute bunny, a
pretty flower or a jolly Santa)
can be cut from the cards.

Using two colors of con-
struction paper that blend with
colors in the picture, cut the
first color the same shape and
just a little larger than the
picture, The same protedure is
done with the second color, with
this third piece being even a
little larger. These are all cut

front. On the back side, the
ribbon is crossed and comes
back out to the front in the
opposite holes.

Cutting the ends of the ribbon
on a slant makes a pretty flat
bow which holds the three
pieces together. That pretty
gold or silver cord could be used
to make ties if you didn't have
any ribbon.
