GILMER, Texas (AP) — In
the last few years as people
seem to have become giore
appreciative of the past, their *
nostalgic interest in continen-
tal foods, gardening, ecology
and crafts has -sparked a
revival in the growth and use”
of herbs, ‘ :

Although herbs have been
around as long as mankind
many people are unaware of
their many uses, says Dan
Wilson of Gilmer, who with
other members of his family,
runs an herb farm.

Wilson, who holds a
master’s degree in
agriculture from Stephen F.
Austin State University and
teaches part time at Tyler
Junior College's Ornamental
Hordculture Department,
serves as production super-
visor of The Wilson Brothers
Farm, located just off Texas
271, 9'2 miles north of the
Gilmer city limits.

Begun in January 1984, the
farm now produces more
than 20- varieties of  herbs,
which are sold both retail and
wholesale. _

The other farm owners in-—
clude Wilsop’s mother, Anne
Lindsay, a Spring Hill Junior
High counselor who also is
president of the Texas Herb
Growers Association; his
grandmother, Annie Avery,
whose husband, John, s¢rved
as superintendent of the
Gilmer ISD in the 1940s; his
brother Tim; and his wife,
Cornelia.

.~-Each member adds a
special area of expertise te
the famijly venture, Wilson
said. ‘His mother's primary
interest is in the use of herbs,
while his grandmother has an
almost magical touch when it
comes to propagating plants.
Tim and Cornelia, both of
whom also have other jobs,
are the jacks-of-all-trades on
the farm. ‘ -
“When we first started, we
started with every kind of
nerb you ever saw and some
more,” Wilson said.
“*However, some herbs
wouldn’t sell — there’s not a
big demand for catnip,” he
said. So the group cut their in-
ventory back to-inclidé only
herbs used in cooking, herbs
used to make potpourri and
sachets, medicinal herbs and

*a few more that transcend all

categories.

*“This first year has been an
experimental phase,”” Wilson
said. “We've been to a few
craft shows for exposure but
we have not started an adver-
tising campaign. Next year
we'll be advertising for peo-
ple to come out here. f

Over the winter the family
is discussing several plans
for the springtime. These
plans include a pick-your-own
operation, which will include
a variety of fruits and
vegetables in ‘addition to the
herbs, and garden tours on
how to grow and use herbs,

Toxic waste believed to be
added hazard on pitted road

MOSS BLUFF, Texas (AP)

For more than a decade,
four-wheel-drive vehicles and
high-top rubber boots have
been a necessity for residents
along Frontier Park Road in
lLiberty County

But now there is the threat
of an additional hazard — tox-
ic contamination from oily
sludge that was sprayed on
the road 15 years ago to
reduce .dust. Tests. have
shown llml is contaminated
with “hazardous wastes, of-
ficials say

In addition, Texas Depart-
ment of Water Resources of-
ficials say industrial wastes
have been dumped in pils
near the road
{ “I've spent $200 advertisiitg
in the lasi year, trying to rent
my four-bedroom frame
house,” said William Cornell,
59. “But when | have to take
people down there on my
tractor to see it, they're not
interested.” i

Residents say ambulances
have refused to venture ovet
the deeply rutted tracks that
mark the road Four-wheel-
drive. and rubber
boots are standard equip-
ment for the three families
who still hive there

‘We're still trying to deter-
mine if there's an immediate
threat,” TDWR spokesman
Tim Walternik said. “We
don't’ have enough data to
know everything that may be
out there and how concen-
trated it is.”’

The Environmental Protec-
tion Agency has approved
spending $650,000 from its
