“Truancy. and no parent par

Some of the reasons given that
children are kept out of school by parents
are that they do not have money for a
babysitter and they keep an older child at
home to take care of the smaller ones
while parents go to a doctor or other
errands. Another one is that some need to
be with parents to interpret

“ONE REASON that parents need to
see that the children are kept in school is
that they are leaving themselves open for
legal enforcement ' said Abalos

The main duty that Abalos has is to

work with all agencies, parents and
schools in the interest of each child

“We are interested in your children
and that is why we want you to pul your
child into school. We have the resources
and personnel and we want to help
students get in school and stay in
schod " added Abalos

Another problem Abalos faces is the
fact that parents are not becoming n
valved in school activities He feels this
would be a great help to the parents and
students alike

T do not know of any other district
that offers as rnany opportunities for the
students arriving in our district as we
offer "' explained Abalos

The less obvious
threat of home child-hazards
and inadequate safety training
somehow escapes them.
| Your awareness and concern
can greatly reduce the
probability of your child having
a fatal or crippling accident. It
will help you to know where and
when these accidents are likey
to occur.

The kitchen is the most
dangerous room in the house,
accarding to the National Safety
Council.

Principal danger points are
the stove, beneath the sink, low
cabinets and closets.

Cooking utensils should never
have their handles toward the
front of the stove where they are
within the reach of tip{oeing
youngsters, says the Health
Department.
Bleach, lye, ammonia,
detergents, ant poisons, and any
iquestionable substances should
be locked up or kept on very
high shelves inaccessible to
toddlers. Keeping such sub-
stances locked up may be in-
convenient, but it is the only
sure way to protect children.
Kitchen drawers should not
contain loose knives, ice picks,
or scissors. Electric appliances
ould be unplugged and
overed when not in" use —
preferably stored out of sight.
Plastic outlet covers - are
available which will keep
curious youngsters from ex-

Another potential death trap
is the bathroom. Only harmless
bathroom needs should be kept
in the medicine chest, low
cabinets or low drawers. Lethal
items, such as manicuring and
shaving equipment, and
dangerous medicines, including
aspirin, should be placed in a
locked cabinet out of the sight
and reach of children.

In other rooms of the house,
open electric outlets should be
covered, frayed extension cords
should be mended or replaced,
cigarette lighters and matches
put away, guns and ammunition
placed under lock and key, and
broken toys thrown away.

The family garage, which
often doubles as a storeroom
and catchall, may contain
kerosene, antifreeze, saws and
hammers, lawn mowers, and
other miscellany that can burn,
cut, or poison inquisitive tots.
Tools and sharp implements as
well as flammable products
should have a special storage
place which can be padlocked.

Your yard may contain
hazards too. Lily or fish ponds
should be filled in or covered
until children are old enough to
recognize their potential
danger. Swimming pools should
be fenced in, and their gates
locked. Garden tools should not
be left lying around, and poison
sprays should be used with
exireme care.

The child hazards mentioned
are by no means exclusive, Only
you can look through your own
house and decide what is a
hazard and what is not. Don't
wait until it’s too late.

-this year” Only oats, soybeans, and peanut acreages are
expected to be under 1973 levels, the Texas Crop and
Livestock Reporting Service notes.

Cotton acres in Texas will be up 500,000 acres this
year from last year. Grain sorghum acres in the state will be
up 100,000 acres this year. Wheat acreage is up 1,000,000
acres this year compared to 1973,

Some interesting figures are revealed in the location
of those extra cotton and grain sorghum acres. Of the
500,000 acre cotton increase in Texas this year, only
13,000 acres will be planted in the eastern-part of the state.
The remainder-487,000 acres-will be planted in the
western half including the High Plains.

Grain sorghum acres this y@dt will decrease in the
western part of the state from last year. In 1973, a total of _
4 542,000 acres of sorghum was planted in the western part
of the state. This year, there will be 212,000 fewer acres of

 grain sorghum in that part of Texas.

For the eastern part of the state- from the
Blacklands on east - sorghum acres are expected to total
3,880,000, This is an increase of 322,000 acres from the
1973 plantings in the eastern section of Texas

Wheat acres will be up 1,000,000 from 1973
throughout the state, yet the crop will be about half that of
1973 because of the drouth in west Texas and the Amarillo
area. All sections of Texas report increasas in wheat acres
this year compared to 1973.

Soybean acreage in Texas is down 50,000 acres
compared to 1973; oat acreage is down 200,000 acres from
last year; peanut acres this year will be 5,000 acres fewer
thdn in 1973,
