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New Signals Explained

Hereford drivers might be a bit
confused and even scared to enter two
Highway 385 intersections now controlled
by one of the most sophisticated traffic
signals in existence.

The signals, installed by the city
withinthepmmthmbothofthe
same mechanical operation. However it is
not the easiest method of operation to
figure out.

THE CONFUSION surrounding these
signals, located where 385 intersects Park
Ave. and Highway 60, indirectly caused a
recent accident, which fortunately
amounted to only a “‘fender-bender."

But it might lead one to think, "“What
might had the accident resulted in had
the vehicles in question been going
faster?'* Well, at least the question has
not yet had to be answered.

With the attention aroused by the
accident, concern has been expressed in
the exact operation of the signals. And
with a clear understanding - of their

He explained that the Hereford
slgnmwortoulywlsunmmﬂn
sensor located just before the wide white
stripe seen as cars approach the
intersections. ‘'Drivers must stop before
these stripes for the lights to appear,’’ he
said.
