The only other subject discussed by the
trustees was a student nursing program
condycted in conjuncion with West Texas
State University. Bill Phillips, assistant
superintendent, said the students come
to Hereford to observe school nursing
practices and the district provides the
facilities.

THE “TRUSTEES DECIDED on the
replacement Wednesday following inter-

views with Dr. Holder last weekend
according to David Hutchins, trustee.
The mation to accept Holder on a
three-year contract was made by trustee
Jim Arney and seconded by Hutchins.
All trustees present cast affirmative
votes. Clark Andrews, trustee,
confirmed he too was in favor of the
selection through a proxy vote delivered
by Jim Conkwright, board president.
The board has been conducting called
sessions to review applications and
interview prospects since the announced
tesignation of Hartman in June. He went
to the Grapevine School District, located
northwest of Dallas near the Dallas Ft
Worth Regional Airport. He had served
as superintendent for the last six years.

The other dead were a Japanese, an
Israeli and a fourth man believed to have
been a Spaniard,

The pilot of the Israeli plane said he
was told the attack was made by four
terrorists, but accounts of the information
given police by the two captured
Palestinians indicated they acted alone.

The two men said they smuggled their
guns and hand garnades through the
Rome airport, which has been the scene
of numerous hijackings and terrorist
attacks. The newspaper Hurriyet said
their plan to hijack the El Al jetliner
which was waiting to load passengers,
was foiled when police began searching
the luggage of transit passengers.

As the two terrorists approached the
end of the line before boarding a bus to
the plane, they opened their bags, hurled
a grenade into the line-up passengers and
began spraying the room with
submachine guns, police said.

The four died when the grenade blast
ripped across the exit gate, breiking
windows and causing panic among the
crowd,

The terrorists took a Turkish
policewoman hostage and exchanged
shots with airport security police that
rushed to the lounge and kept them from
reaching the jetliner on the runway about
100 yards from the terminal.

The two Palestinians surrendered after
an hour-long standoff and negotiations
with Istanbul Gov. Namik Kemal Séntruk
and other officials.

Police said the dead Japanese was a
teen-ager with a gun in his shirt, leading
them to believe he was one of the
terrorists. But a Japanese travel agency
said the man was a 40-year-old travel
agent accompaning 10 Japanese tourists
who escaped unhurt. The Japanese
Foreign Office said his name was Yutaka

Hirano.

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Parents Of Slain Glrl Believe
‘Kids Push Too Far’ With Drugs

SAN ANTONIO (AP)- The
parents of pretty 18-year-old
Lorraine Guerra say their
daughter's brutal slaying was
the result of *'bad companions'’’
and the drug scene at a local
hlgh school.

“We lost her to drugs,”
Yolanda Guerra said in an
interview this week. *‘She got
away from us. We tried
different angles and different
locations, but none of it was any
use. And now she's dead.”

Miss Guerra's .battered,
seminude and mutilated body
was found last Saturday in a
teenage lovers’ haunt on the
city's far north side.

An 18-year-old man was
charged with murder in the case
and was placed in the Bexar

County jail.
Mrs. Guerra said her
daughter “‘ran around with a

bunch of sick kids, hopped up
and half-crazed most of the
time, and one of them finally
killed her."

Two years ago, ‘‘Lorri"
Guerra was an officer in the
Judson High School pep squad
and a runnerup for homecoming
queen.

"*She was a precious child and
a great joy to us. Then suddenly
she got in with the wrong crowd.
They were buying dope at a
business place’’ near the high
school, Mrs. Guerra recounted.

“From then on, my littlegirl
ceaséd to be an angel. She tried
marijuana, LSD, all kinds of
pills and became a heavy
drinker, too.-She began
traveling with boys of the wrong

type.

**And when my husband and |
tried to intervene, slow her
down she would get snippy and
threaten to leave home, saying,
‘No one can tell me what to do
any more.’

‘‘Believe me, it was one
problem after another with Lorri
after she started on drugs,”’ the
mother said.

The family moved to another

area, in a mobile home park, but
almost at once Lorri took up with
a new crowd '‘who, if anything,
were worse than her old
sidekicks on the other end of

town,"’ Mrs. Guerra said.

“They had more money to
throw around, for one thing. |
could see bad trouble coming
but there was nothing 1 could
do.

*Lorri wasn't listening at all.
| kept trying to reach her and so
did my husband,"” the mother
said.

The husband, Kelly Air Force
Base Worker Oscar Guerra, 38,
was just as blunt in denouncing
the local teen-age drug scene.

Sniper Kills 2, Wounds 7

WICHITA, Kan. (AP)- An

-minute hail of sniper bullets
from the top floor of a Holiday
Inn raked shoppers and workers
in Wichita’s downtown area,
killing two persons and
wounded seven.

The gunfire on Wednesday
from the top of the tallest
building in Kansas ended when
five police officers fired a valley
of shots through a wall,
wounding a 19-year-old man
armed with two rifles.

The man, identified as
Michael Soles of San Springs,
Okla., was under guard at a
hospital. He was reported in fair
condition with leg wounds.
Charges were expected to be
filed today.

Victims of what witnesses
said was apparently. random
firing from the 26th floor of the
Holiday Inn Plaza included
workmen and office workers,
shoppers, teen-agers waiting to
buy tickets to a rock concert and
a news photographer who had
rushed to the scene.

Dead were Joe Goulart, 56, a
free-lance photographer killed
when a bullet smashed through
ihe windshield of his car less
than a block from the hotel; and
Elmer w. Hersley, 57, a glass
company worker, who died after

he was struck in the back by a
bullet as he stood on the roof of
an adjoining building.

One of the seven persons
wounded was in critical
condition and two were listed as
in serious condition.

Soles was described by
relatives in Oklahoma as a
“deeply religious boy'’ who had
no history of trouble, A welder
by trade, he had gone to Wichita
several months ago seeking
work, they said.

Friends and neighbors in
Wichita described Soles as
friendly and personable, a
chunky, red-haired young man
who helped one man fix his car
and was a babysitter for the
children fo the minister with
whom he was staying. The
minister, the Rev. Timothy
Hutton, would not talk with
reporters.

Scores of police converged on
the Holiday Inn within minutes
of the first shooting report at
2:54 p.m, Wednesday. Shots
were already raining down on
the street as police opened fire.
Bullets spattered buildings aud
streets during a light drizzle.

“t must have heard 30 or 35

shots,'’ said Dan Bachmann, an
attorney in a neighboring
building. ““Then | saw him

the gunman throw down what
appeared to be two rifles. The
next thing 1 saw up there was
two or three police officers.”’

Among the seven wounded
was Mark Falen, 23 a bank
loan officer, who was in critical
condition with a neck wound he
received while walking to his
office.

In serious condition were
Arnold Merritt, 51, another
glass worker who was hit in the
chest and knee, and Denise
Guseman, 16, of Derby, Kan.,
who was hit in the neck.

Penny Guseman, 17, sister of
Denise, was treated ‘and
released after receiving superfi-
cial wounds on her right arm
and left leg. Also released were
Janice Goodwin, 14, Chris Hoy,
24, and Larry Ade, 25, of
Augusta, Kan.

WASHINGTON (AP)- FBI
Director Clarence M. Kelley
said Wednesday that many
bureau employes fear they will
be indicted or disciplined for
their role in FBI wrongdoing.

“Right now, there are many
people whose morale has been
seriously affected by virtue of
the possibility of either
di{ciplinlry or prosecutive
action,” Kelley told a news
conference.

However, he declined to make
any predictions about whether
two major Justice Department
investigations would actually
end in criminal charges against
FBI personnel.

The department is investigat-
ing FBI burglaries against
political activities during the
past five years and the case is
scheduled to go to a federal
grand jury in New York later
this month. That proceeding
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could lead to criminal charges
that FBI agents or officials
violated the civil rights of
Americans.

The other department inves-
tigation involves alleged finan-
cial improprieties in the
bureau’s purchasing operations
and in the management of
insurance and recreation funds.
The evidence already has forced
Kelley to fire the FBI's second-
ranking official, Nicholas P.
Callahan.

Kelley said some agents,
patticularly those who actually
carried out the burglaries, ‘‘may
not be charged” in criminal
indictments because they were
following orders from their
bosses.

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Buckley Reserves Option

KANSAS CITY (AP)- Sen.
James L. Buckley of New York is
reserving the optlon of a
third-man candi-
dacy, leaving Republican Na-
tional Convention strategists for
President Ford and Ronald
Reagan to argue over which side
would suffer if he ran.

GOP platform draftsmen
worked through a sweltering

Reagan's manager said he
wasn’t looking for platform
trouble, but was ready for
contests on the convention floor
if necessary.

The close race was- reflected
in a platform subcommittee vote
on the Panama Canal issue. By
an 8 to 8 tie vote, a foreign
policy panel rejected an attempt
by Reagan backers to require
that the United States maintain
sovereignty over the canal.

Instead, by a 9 to 7 vote
today, it adopted language
accepted by the Ford admini-
stration which said U.S.
negotiators should not give up
any territory rights needed to
protect U.S. security.

The Reagan campaign also
readied its forces for a Saturday
drive to undo a Ford- backed
rule binding delegates from 20
states to vote in accordance with
the outcome of presidential
primary elections.

And, on a hundred-degree
day Wednesday, the Buckley”
maneuver - turned up the
poltical temperature.

A Ford lieutenant tried to talk
Buckley into renouncing presi-
dential candidacy. Richard
Rosenbaum, the New York
GOP chairman, did so with a
less-than- subtle suggestion
that Buckley might suffer
political damage at home, where
he is running for re-election to
the Senate.

John P. Sears, the Reagan
manager, -said that the
challenger had not tried to
encourage or dissaude any
potential rivgl entry into the
race for “nomination. He
disclaimed any involvement in
the Buckley move.

Nonetheless, it appeared to
mesh with a Reagan convention
strategy built around maneu-
vers designed to keep the Ford
organization off balance.

Furthermore, the fact that the

elected as a Conservative party
candidate, led to speculation
that Reagan forces were
somehow involved. Buckley said
he had been urged to consider
candidacy by Republicans
aligned with both Reagan and
Ford, but he would not identify
them.

““ am not a stalking horse,’
he told a New York news
conference. ‘‘My only purpose
would be a deadlock the
convention on the first ballot
and thus give all the delegates a
chance to later vote the way they
want to.

‘] am concerned because
many delegates feel they are
locked in by the rules and must
vote for one canditlate even
though they prefer the other,”
Buckley said.

That would fit neatly with the
Reagan effort to block the rule
binding delegates from the
primary states.

Naval Academy Loses
Money On Stock Market

WASHINGTON (AP)- Rep.
Les Aspin, D-Wis., wants the
Naval Academy Athletic Asso-
ciation to end one of its
activities: playing the stock
market.

The association, which runs
the —academy's —intercollegiate
sports program, - has lost
$336,449 since 1973 on its

* investments, Aspin said.

He said he agrees the
Annapolis athletic fund should
be invested to earn interest, but
it should be put into
‘‘guaranteed government secur-
ities’’ rather than the stock
market.

The association gets its funds
from an annual $25 fee paid by
each of the 4,400 midshipmen
and from profits at football
games and other athletic events.

The association’s president,
retired Capt. J.0. Coppedge,
whom Aspin asked for details on
the fund, acknowledged that the
losses occurred in the $2.5
million portfolio.

But Coppedge said that the
stocks ‘‘represent about-13-per
cent of the total portfolio,
which is made up of about 53
per cent bonds and 47 per cent
in conservative long-term stocks
held over a period of years."

The portfolio is managed by a
major trust company, Coppedge
said, and showed profits in
securities transactions in 1971,
1972 and 1973.

Aspin disclosed last month
that the Air Force Academy
Athletic Association has lost
$549,000 on the stock and bond
market since 1970.

Second Mars
Ship To Land

PASADENA, Calif. (AP)
The second Viking probe has
begun its hunt for a safe place to
touch down in a region of Mars
that appears more hazardous,
but more interesting, than
Viking 1's landing place.

From its orbit around Mars,
Viking 2's cameras are
searching for a smooth site in
the planet’s northern latitudes.
Scientists hope the gnvironment
there might be more suitable for
the existence of Martian life
forms.

Ninty-six photogrnphs were
taken Wednesday, but they
were mainly for calibrating and
focusing the twin cameras.

Viking 2 is in an orbit that will
bring it over different-spots each
day for photo-taking. This way
it will be able to look at the three
widely separated search areas
during August.

A heat-sensing instrument is
also being used in the site
search because the roughness of
terrain can be reckoned from a
pattern of temperature changes
on the surface.

Some of the potential landing
areas have been photographed.
Generally they appeared crate-
red and cracked, and even the
smoother locations have protru-
sions that one scientist called
“‘measles."

None of the potential landing
areas for Viking 2 look as safe as
the Viking 1 landing area. After
the Viking 1 landetr had safely
touched down, the area was
found to be strewn with
boulders that could have
wrecked the craft.

+ Meanwhile, researchers at
Viking mission headquarters
here reported Wednesday en
some photos taken by Viking 1's
mother ship, still in orbit about
the planet. They said the photos
are considered the first clear
evidence of Martian ground fog,
" Dr. William Baum said the
photos showed that water held

NowAffect All Stock In Texas

All livestock shipped out of
Texas must now meet federal
inspection and certification
requirements, the U.5, Depart-
ment of Agriculture (USDA) has
announced.

These intensified regulations
are the result of action by
USDA's Animal and Plant
Health Inspection Service
(APHIS) designating the entire
state of Texas as an area of
recurring screwworm infesta-
tions. Prior to this announce-
ment, only the 29 southern
counties of the state were so
designated.

APHIS officials said the
change will mean that all
livestock, including cattle,
sheep, swine, goats, horses,
mules and burros shipped from
Texas must be inspected by
state or federal animal health
officials or accredited veterina-
rians and be certified free of
screwworms before shipment.
Animals found to be infested
with the parasite will be treated,
and the entire shipment of
livestock will be sprayed or
dipped with a USDA- approved
insecticide.

In addition, all animals
shipped from Texas into
southereastern states are requi-

" red to be dipped or sprayed
even if found to be screwworm
Afree. These special require-
ments have been Initiated in
order to prevent the spread of
screwworms into the Southeast,
an area which has been free of
the parasite for over 15 years.

Previously, cattle shipped in
interstate channels from Texas
counties not designated as areas
of recurring screwworm infesta-
tions were not required to be
inspected and treated for the
parasite before shipment. Many
of these cattle had wounds or
disease conditions which could
harbor screwworms. When
moved- without restrictions,
these cattle could be the means
by which screwworms were
spread to uninfested states.

Texas has been placed under
stricter federal regulation as the
result of an increase in the
number of laboratory confirmed
screwworm cases in the state in
recent months. These cases
threaten to facilitate the spread
of this parasite of all
warmblooded animals.

So far this year, over one-half
of the 254 counties in Texas
have reported screwworm
cases. Even a greater number of

cases are expected during the

WASHINGTON (AP)- A
limited study of what happened
on the commodities futures
markets immediately after the
Crop Reporting Board announ-
ced crop production and stocks
reports the last three years
shows prices going up more
often than down.

Changes in corn and wheat
prices following forecasts and
grain-stocks reports were char-
ted in the current *‘Agricultural
Situation'’ a magazine put out
by the Agriculturg Depart-
ment's CRB.

The prices in the commodities
markets were checked a day and
then a week after 13
corn-production forecasts were
issued, beginning in the volatile
summer of 1973.

‘A day later, prices were
higher eight times, by 5 to K]
cents a bushel, and lower five
times, by 2 to 15 cents a bushel.
A week later, corn futures
price were up in six cases, down
in six and unchanged in August
1973 after an initial 15- cent
jump.

Price shifts ranged from 4 to
25 cents on the up days, 3 to 19
cents on the down days.

Soil Fertility Research To Be Featured

HALFWAY— Nearly 100
million dollars get buried
beneath the soil of the Texas
High Plains each year. The
money is in the form of
fertilizer, some 650,000 tons of
nitrogen, phosphorus, and
occasionally a touch of potash.

Soil research scientists will

Cabbage

Making sauerkraut may be
the answer for home gardeners
with more cabbage than the
family can eat fresh.

Sauerkraut is an economical
source of Vitamin C and adds a
zesty taste to family meals, Mrs.
Sally Coble, a foods and
nutrition specialist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, The Texas A&M
University System, says.

Select firm, sound heads of
cabbage. About one pound of
cabbage fills one pint of kraut.

Remove the outside green
and dirty leaves. Wash well. If
worms are present, soak in four
tablespoons salt per gallon
of water for 30 minutes. Quarter
the head then shred the cabbage
finely.

Put five pounds eabbage and
two ounces (three and one-half
tablespoons) of salt into a large
pan and mix with the hands.
Pack gently into the crock with a
potato masher. Repeat until
crock is nearly full. Cover with a
cloth, plate and weight. During
the curing process, kraut
requires daily attention. Re-
move scum as its forms and
wash and scald the cloth often to
keep it free from scum and
mold. Fermentation will be
complete in 10-12 days, she
said.

As soon as kraut is thoroughly
cured, pack into sterilized jars,
adding enough of the Kraut
juice, or a weak brine made by
dissolving two tablespoons salt
to a quart of water, to fill jars to
within one half inch of top. Put
on cap, screw band'firmly tight.
Process in boiling water bath 15
minutes.

If you'd rather use
an insecticide, cholordane is
your best bet.

Here are some more things
that ants don't like, cleaning
powder, bone meal, black
pepper and white vinegar. Ants
can not only cause discomfort to
the gardener, but they are also
very destructive,

are falling victim to one of the
smallest creatures on earth.

Over the last three years
several glant sequoia trees in
Sequoia National Park, Calif.,
have fallen after standing two or
three thousand years.

Ants burrowing into the trees
have been blamed as the cause.
They can also harm fruit trees or
other vegetation which secretes
a sweet fluid. My beautiful
summer pears have been
harmed by them, If there is the
smallest break in the skin, ants
will find it and burrow their way
to the heart of the fuit. They are
also bad on the crabapples.

This month_is the time to
check all the trees and look for
damage of borers, As trees are
very succeptible to borers, also
they cause a lot of damage to

1 lost a
very pretty ash tree last year.
When the damaged..area is
found, treat it at once with a
well recommended insecticide.

Another garden enemy Wwe
should check on now is the web
worm. Look for the webs
on trees and when the first one
is found start spraying with
Sevin (both dust or liquid).
Alathion and diazion are good as
follow ups. Often it takes more
than one application of any
treatment, to do a complete kill.

In the very early stages of
web-worms often a fast hard
spraying of water will give good
results. The later suggestion is
very good for evergreens, be

_sure that it is a fast-hard stream

and start at the top of the plant
or tree and (evergreens) spray
well, completely around the
plant, Some of these
evergreens; euonymous;
wood, and needled evergreens
should be placed on your
dormant spraying list,

During hot dry weather all
evergreens should be -well
sprayed with a full hard stream
of water, to clean foliage and to
aid in controlling insects. Red
spiders are an enemy of the
evergreen.

When gathering out flowers,
check for insect damage. This
last week 1 found that many of
the annuals in bloom are
infested with tiny spiders
almost too small for the human
eye.

Cutting insects are damaging
foliage of the roses. When they
attract a plant, they can be
redibly spotted because. they.

leave the leaves well perforated. |

In some instances the leaves
will be scalloped in a very pretty
pattern, this is a condition we do
not want to find on choice
plants.

Roses are coming into their
full flowering time. To promote
this, use a well selected foliage
feeding spray. Use spray
generously and besure that the
roots receive some of the liquid
treatment. This will stimulate
the roots, as well as the foliage.
1 wouwld suggest that an
insecticide be added to the
foliage spray.
