Textbook
Problem

Caused

AUSTIN (AP) - The legislature wanted
high schoolers taught about the benefits
of ‘‘free enterprise,”’ but textbook
publishers seem to be hung up on its
defects, says Norma Gabler.

*‘Students receive indoctrination with
the weakness of the free economy in
practically every subject. This course is
supposed to correct the distorted"student
conceptions,”’ Mrs. Gabler told the
15-member State Textbook Committee on
Monday.

The committee will hold hearings today
through Friday. Protesters who have a
place on the agenda include representa-
tives of thé women’s movement and the
Daughters of the American Revolution.

Some $32.1 million in contracts are at
stake for textbooks in subjects ranging
#rom world history to journalism.

Mrs. Gabler, a Longview resident, and
her husband, Mel, have been protesting
books for more than 10 years.

In Monday's testimony, she singled out
Allyn & Bacon's **Choices and Decisions:
Economics and Society’” and a
three-book set published by American
Book Co.: "-Econoiuic Life in Modern
America;"’ Government and Society in
Urban American;’’ and ‘‘Political and
Economic Life in Planetary Society."

She said ‘‘Economic Life in Modern
America''.contains material that **further
strengthens the concept that the
government should intervene in the
economy.’’

**Political and Economic Life in
Planetary Society'' places too much

stress on other economic systems, she
said, adding: ‘‘It is our understanding
that the course on free enterprise should
describe our own system, not that of
other countries."

The approved tax rate
allows a reserve of at least $79,200 in the
local, maintenance fund (used for
operating expenses) and about $477,050
for the interest and bonded debt fund, the
minimum recommended to pay off
existing debts.

The State Minimum Foundation
Program formulas to compute state aid to
the local district this year causes
Hereford to receive $225,825 less than
last year. It results in a net loss to the
district of $205,400-in total local sources.
Other factors contributing to a higher
budget are higher personnel salaries, loss
of federal funds for seven local jobs,
inflation of materials, and higher utility
costs.

THE BUDGET SHOWS that local
salaries went up by $158,800 based on a
total instructional salary increase of
$120,000. This resulted primarily from
routine increases for teachers,

The utilities cost is expected to run the
district about $218,500 next year, $41,500
above last year. ‘] estimaté about a 20
per cent increase in those costs,”” Phillips
said, “*surely there is a legal limit on how
much they increase.”

Although Nemtsanov made
no public comment himself, two
lawyers who acted for him said
in a statement Tuesday that
he had expressed concern in
recent days about the grand-
mother who brought him up,
and "‘accordingly wanted him to
return.”’

The officials, along with an
interpreter and Toronto resident
John Flemifg- with whom the
youth was staying while in
Canada- then went to the coffee
shop of a downtown hotel with
Nemtsanov to meet with Soviet
officials.

After talking for 15 minutes,
he left with the officials from the
Soviet consulate in Montreal.

2nd Sleeping Sickness

Case Found in Houston

HOUSTON (AP)- The second
confirmed case of St. Louis
encephalitis SLE has been
reported in Harris County.

Dr. Albert G. Randall,
director of the City Health
Department, said Tuesday that
laboratory tests revealed that a
47-year-old man was suffering
from the disease, commonly
called sleeping-sickness.

The man is listed in critical
condition in a Houston hospital.
The disease is transmitted to
humans by the bite of Culex
mosquitoes, which have been
reported in various sections of
Harris County in past weeks.

One other person suffering
from SLE and arfother individual
suspected of having the disease
have recovered and been
released from area hospitals.

A year ago 32 cases of SLE
were reported with two deaths.
There also were 28 suspected
cases, including five deaths.

Randall said citizens must
help to eliminate mosquito
breeding places by removing old
tires, rain barrels and cans.

The health .official also
advised person; to limit their
night activities as much as
possible because the Culex
mosquitoes strike only during
the night hours.

Be Sure To Check Hidden Costs

It's the time of the year when
a prospective house buyer may
lose perspective when a rose-
covered cottage is encountered,
Determined to have it even if
the belt must be tightened, a
couple may forget to estimate
those hidden costs.

One couple claims to be

starving to keep up with the
high cost of maintenance” of
their new home. Somehow they
didn't figure beyond mortgage
and utility payments.

A new home owner may need
to rethink turning on an air
condi machine or filling
the pool, if there is
one, and more and more houses
have such luxuries.

The
cost of rejuvenating the front of
that house has been estimated
at $500, a large sum for the
widow who owns it.

~Septic tanks must be
cleaned every so ofter, depend-
ing on the size of the tank, the
family, and such appliances as
dishwasher and washing ma-
chines. An owner may not have
had a tank serviced in many
years, and it may be the first
expense encountered by new
owners. The servicing of it, if it

Death Toll Climbs
Higher In Philippines

MANILA, The Philippines
(AP)- The official toll of dead
and missing in the earthquakes
and tidal waves in the southern
Philippines soared to more
than 5,300 today, with nearly
30,000 reported homeless.

The National Disaster Coor-
dinating Center NDCC said
3,103 deaths had been confir-
med and there were at least
2,282 missing, 688 injured and
28,716 homeless following

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Puerto Rican Rebel
Still Serving Sentence

MARION, 1ll. (AP)-That his
pame is unfamiliar is a measure
of the years he has been
imprisoned. Once he was among
the most infamous men in
America.

Some say the time has come
to free Rafael Cancel Miranda.
But he will have freedom on no
one’s terms but his.

It was March 1, 1954. On the
floor of the U. S. House of
Representatives, idle congres-
smen lounged through a vote on
a Mexican labor bill. Above
them, Miranda guided three
fellow Puerto Rican nativhitlists
into the visitors gallery.

As the nays were called they
rose together, drew automatic
pistols and fired perhaps a score
of shots,

**‘My country must be freed,”’
one of them yelled. 1 want
freedom for ny country."” Mrs.
Lolita Lebron, a 30-year-old
dark-eyed, dard-haired beauty,
blazed away at the ceiling and
waved a Puerto Rican flag.

A 23-year-old revolutionary,
Miranda pointed his .38 into the
well .of the chamber and
emptied its eight-shot clip at
random, Stooping behind a
chair to reload, he was subdued
by spectators.

‘‘Puerto Rican assasins shoot
up congress,’”’ the headlines
shouted. ''Five solons Wound-
ed." It was the work of four
fanatics, the papers said.

Two trials and 22 years later,
the fiery young nationalists are
now at the edge of contempla-
tive middle age. 'And they are
still in prison.

Convicted, as were the rest,
of charges ranging from assault
to consiracy to overthrow the
government by force - and
violence, Miranda, now 45, has
served nearly a third of his
81-year sentence., Mrs. Lebron
is about halfway through a
56-year term. :

At the first trial the judge said
the shootings were '‘so heinous,
so infamous, so daring and so
atrocious as to shock the
conscience of the nation...dasta-
rdly, wicked and ruthless."

“I'm not guilty of nothing
‘more than defending my
people,’’ Miranda says today. It
was his first news interview
since sentencing.

Some believe time enough
$as passed-the Puerto Rican
delegate to Congress, the
Cuban ambassador to the
United Nations, the Puerto
Rican General Assembly, terror-
ists who last year bombed an
historic New York tavern, the
governor of Puerto Rico, a
citizeps committee, and one of
the victims.

Through all the congressmen
survived their wounds, just two
are alive today: Kenneth A.
Roberts of Alabama and George
H. Fallon of Maryland, both
Democrats.

Roberts, now a Washington
lawyer, limps from the damage
a bullet did to his leg. 'l think
it's time to look at the record,”
he says. “‘As far as I'm
concerned | would have no
objections to their parole. 1 just
feel that they have been there a
long time--in light of other
sentences that is a long time."’

A. spokesman for the Puerto
Rican delegate says: ‘‘The
situation is that they are long
overdue for parole.”

But Fallon, now retired in
Baltimore, says: ‘‘At the time |
thought the judge's sentence
was very fair to them, and I still
think it was. | think justice is

Miranda thinks nbt.

And he waits at the U. S.
Federal penitentiary near Mar-
ion, Mll.-not for parole, but for
vindication. .

Miranda was born to a
regional nationalist leader at
Mayaguez, P. R., in 1930. He
was attracted to the nationalist
cause early. As a school boy he
was expelled from class for
refusing to pledge allegiance to
the American flag. As a student
leader, he later helped organize
a strike aimed at making native
Spanish the language of Puerto
Rican schools. At age 18, as he
walked to high school in San
Juan, FBI agents arrested him
for refusing conscription by the
Army. Jailed for more than two
years, he was freed only to be
rearrested a short time later on
the same charge.

In 1950 his father and several
relatives were imprisoned for
participation in a nationalist
revolt. A liranda made his way to
New York in 1952 with no love of
America’s government and the
idea of organizing for the
independence moyement. He
became a shoe decorator.

The the question of Puerto
Rico rose in the United Nations.
America said that most Puerto
Ricans did not want independe-
nce. To Miranda's mind it was
an unconscionable lie, Some-
thing had to be done to balance

American propaganda. ''At that
moment we were internationally
humiliated, and the only way we
can bring attention in a
international way to the Puerto
Rican cause was to do
something like this the
shootings.”' he said. ‘‘The real
intention was just to go there
and give our life, expose our

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Rehired Police
Take Back Detroit

DETROIT (AP) - Detriot is
rehiring 450 laid-off policemen
two weeks early and imposing a
curfew on persons under 18 to
prevent recurrence of what the
police chief called a “‘small scale
riot'' on the downtown streets
after a rock concert.

“We're ;oinf to take the city
back-beginning tonight,”’
Deputy Mayor Wiliam Beckham
Jr. declared Monday in
announcing the measures.

He and Police Chief Philip
Tannian said police simply
lacked the resources to cope
with the disturbance, which
started ;Wwhen several hundred
youths attacked a crowd Sunday
night at the city's Cobo Hall. It
ended in widespread robberies
and assaults, including one
rape, on the downtown streets.
Forty-seven persons were arres-
ted. ‘

““It was an outright, flagrant
challenge to our security and to
pélice authority to meet it. It
won’t happen again,”’ Beckham
said.

The 450 police officers- laid
off because of the city's
financial crisis - were to have

been rehired Sept. 1 with
federal funds and would have
returned to regular precinct
work. Instead, police officials
said most will be deployed in
special crime-fighting units.

Beckham said the early recall
would cause a temporary budget
deficit of $432,000 that might
require cuts elsewhere to
balance. He did not specify
what cuts might be made.

Same Breakup Rate

WASHINGTON (AP)-. Coup-
les who conceive a child before
they wed do not haye a
significantly higher breakup
rate than those who wait until
after the marriage ceremony to
start a family, a government
report shows.

The report said that 81.6 per
cent of women in the last half of
the 1960s who married after
becoming pregnant still were
with their husbands at the time
of the 1970 census, compared to
85.5 per cent of women who
were not pregnant when they
wed.

“When | was growing up,
girls were urged to keep their
bodies pure and those who
represented themselves as the
moral arbitors of society
enforced this feeling,’’ said
Henry Smith of the Census
Bureau.

**Here the statistics seem to
suggest that a girl who becomes
pregnant before marriage and
marries the father seems to
make out as well as the girl who
kept her body pure,’’ he said.

The figures were contained in
the Census Bureau’s first report
on premarital childbirth.

The report shows also that
52.6 per cent of first children
born to black mothers in 1969
were illegitimate, compared to
10.L.per cent of first babies born
to white mothers.

The survey also shows that
illegitimate first babies increa-
sed in recent years among
blacks but remained nearly
stable among whites.

Among 18 per cent of black
women between the ages of 15
to 50 reported having their first
*child out of wedlock. Of black
women 25 to 30 years old, 38.2
per cent reported illegitimate
first births.

Among white women in the 45
to 50 age group, 5.7 per cent
reported having their first child
while single. The figure was 6.4
per cent for white women of the
younger 25-to-30-year-old gen-
eration,

Demographers, sociologists
and social psychologists say that
economic, social and cultural
differences, and the availability
of birth control methods
explains differences in premari-
tal child conception among
races,

Mrs. Joy Dryfoos of a Planned
Parenthood’s : research group,

‘the Alan Guttmacher Institute in
New York, said that illegitimacy
rates will drop as birth control
becomes more widespread.

““The conventional wisdom is
that the black culture is more
accepting of illegitimacy than
the white culture,” she said. “'I
would also suggest that the
