Hailstorm Gives Sorghum Savage Beating

Mother Nature unleashed a fall hailstorm
on Deaf Smith County Sunday evening,
wreaking havoc on milo crops in the Sims,
Milo Center and Dawii communities, and

leaving as much as half of the milo crop
scattered on the ground in some
localities. Corn suffered less damage.
The lettuce crop, which was providing
surprisingly profitable for local growers

this year, came under the fury of the
storm too, and one off the cuff estimate
listed damage to that crop alone at
$300,000.

An incoming cold front spawned the

turbulent weather Sunday as the storm
moved in from the northwest, Menacing,
lightning-filled clouds covered the
northwestern horizon by shortly after 8

County Considers Communications

Deaf Smith County commissioners
heard a presentation on mobile
communications equipment and heard a
request for use of both Bull Barns at their
regular session Monday morning.

A REPRESENTATIVE of A-1 Com-
munications in Amarillo appeared to
explain the basic equipment needed fora
radio system which would serve all of the
county's precincts.

Commissioners were told that, using a
tower which the county already has on
hand, a system consisting of three mobile
radio units and a 100 watt repeater would
cost approximately $6000.

The commissioners discussed the
possiblity of locatng the reporter

in the Simms community,
which would be a central location
allowing the base station to service all
portions of the county.

The turbulent atmospheric conditions
released their full fury as they moved
southeastward across the county.

RALPH BATENHORST, an employe of
Brorman Brothers farm, located two
miles north and four miles east of the
Simms community reported that the
storm struck in that area between 8:30
and 9 p.m.

“It hailed for almost 30 minutes, and
most of the hailstones ranged from
marble to golfball size,’’ Batenhorst said.
*“The ground was red with grain knocked
from the heads of grain sorghum plants.
We'll have a grain loss of at least 30 per
cent,"" he added.

He indicated that the hairl apparently
fell in & 1% mile wide strip from eight
miles north of Simms past Milo Center
and into the Dawn community.

A total of 1.50 inches of rain
accompanied the storm in the Simms
area, although the moisture quickly
tapered off east of that location.

JAU DON MCCATHERN, who farms
seven miles east of Milo Center indicated
that as much as 40-50 per cent of the milo
crop was scattered on the ground on
some portions of his farm, and that the
recently sown wheat crop was also hurt,
although it might recover. Aninch of rain
fell with the hailstones.

“'We had less than five minutes of hail,
but it fell real hard. The stones were
marble to golfball sized. The hail didn't
break any of the milo stalks over, but the
grain was already ripening and the
hailstones just knocked the grain from the
heads. There's no way to pick it up, and
about all we'll be able to harvest now is
whatever is left in the grain heads,”
McCathern commented.

Reports of heavy damage were also
received from the vicinity of the Carl
Frische farm, three miles north of Dawn.

Mrs. J.E. McCabe told The Brand
Tuesday morning that the vicious storm
had shredded most of the vegetation on
her husband's farm east of Dawn.

She indicated that the storm struck in
that locality around 10 or 10:30 Sunday
evening, and the marble sized hailstones
shredded trees and tomato plants, broke
four windows on the north side of the

TRC To Write
New Rules
For Gas Rates

AUSTIN (AP) The railroad
commission directed its staff Monday to
draft proposed changes in rules for
determining natural gas production rates
in Texas.

The proposed rules would require the
commission to develop a system to trace
the movement of gas from individual
wells to the consumer

Hearings would be held on individual
complaints to assure non-discriminatory
treatment of producers by gas
purchasers.

An advisory committee had previously
recommended that both producers’
forecasts and gatherers' nominations be
used in setting a gas allowable for a field.

Only the producers’ forecasts are now
used in setting gas allowables.

A public hearing will be held before
any changes in the rules are adopted, the
commission said.

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Garbage Research to Cost
Taxpayers $282 Million

WASHINGTON (AP) - Before
you throw those egg shells,
coffee grounds and orange peels
in the trash can, stop and think
about this:

The House of Representatives
is willing to spend $285.5
million for a national effort to
find something useful that can
be made from garbage like that.

The House has passed a bill
that would supply the money for
research aimed at finding ways
to use wastes that now burden
most municiapl governments.
The bill now needs Senate
approval,

Most Americans haven't
given much thought to trash,
except to notice if it hasn't been
picked up. And the
garbageman has just been some
guy who runs over your trash
can twice a week.

Still, a very few people
already have found a variety of
highly useful, althought not
alway esthetic, uses for their
garbage.

For instance, in Richmond,
Va., houses were made from
recycled trash several years
ago, but potential homebuyers
were somewhat wary about
living in something made of
compressed things somebody
else had thrown away: And
newspapers not long ago told of
a man who built a house out of
his collection of beer bottles.

Rep. Fred Rooney, D-Pa.,
who managed the garbage bill
in the House, said one goal
would be finding ways to use
garbage as a source of fuel after
proper processing and reat-
ment. g
Consider this: The Federal

Energy Administration said
Monday the nation's depen-
dence on foreign oil is still
increasing, with imports in the
first six months of the year up
by 16.7 per cent.

Some energy experts say
Americans produce in garbage
each year a potential enetgy
source equivalent to 290 million
barrels of low sulphur fuel oil or
5 per cent of the current
domestic oil consumption. And
they say total municipal refuse
collection could generate 6 per
cent of the nation’s total annual
electric production.

But with $282.5 million at
stake there should be lots of
other classy suggestions about
what to do with all those empty
milk cartons, gum wrappers and
cigarette butts that litter the
homestead.

For instance:

-How about a new automobile
made from gnawed chicken
bones that runs on a gas made
from carrot tops, potato eyes
and radish roots.

-Or fake eyelashes made from
all that spinach you have to
scrape off the kids' plates.

-Maybe cement made from
coffee grounds, stale bread
crumbs and fruit pits. America
could have an interstate
highway system that smells like
a prune danish.

-Or how about wearing the
latest in double-knit suits woven
from last night's spaghetti
dinner.

McCarthy Wins
Ballot Battle

WASHINGTON (AP)- Texans
who don't like the choice of
President Gerald Ford or
Democratic nominee Jimmy
Carter apparently -will have a
third name to consider on the
presidential ballot- former U.S.
Sen. Eugene McCarthy.

U.S. Supreme Court Justice
Lewis F. Powell ordered
Monday that Texas Secretary of
State Mark White place
McCarthy’s name on the balllot
in Texas as an independent
candidate for president. i

McCarthy has asked Powell
Friday to stay an order of the 5th
U.S. Circuit Court of Appeals in
New Orleans, which had upheld
a three-judge federal court
panel at Austin in denying him a
place on the Texis ballot. this
year,

Both the Texas panel and the
Sth circuit had agreed with the
former Minnesota senator's
challenge of an Texas election
code provision that forbids

independent candidates for
president. But the j said

there was not enough time to
get on the ballot by petition this
year,

Powell said Monday he
,conferred with other justices
and obtained agreement by a
majority of them to grant
McCarthy's application for the
stay order. Powell said he will
issue an opinion later explaining
his reasoning.

Fort Worth lawyer Don
Gladden, who has represented
McCarthy in his efforts to get on
the ballot in Texas, said the
decision renews his faith in the
American justice system.

“The ruling thrills me to
death. 1 am elated,” Gladden
said. "It is pleasing that the
issue can be, and has been,
settled in less than one month.
We have gone to the U.S.
Supreme Court twice and to the
Sth Circuit Court once in a
matter of about three weeks. |
think that is a perfect example
.of the American legal system at
its finest.’' .

Patty Lives In Comfort

PLEASANTON, Calif. (AP) -
At first glance, Patricia Hearst's
new home seems to be a modern
college campus, with casually
dressed young men and women
lounging on patios, sunbathing
on lawns or reading on
dormitory steps.

But surrounding it is a tall
wire mesh fence, designed to
make sure that the forgers, air
pirates, drug smugglers and
bank robbers don't leave the
relaxed surroundings before
their graduation date.

The U.S. Bureau of Prisons on
Monday assigned the newspa-
per heiress to the two-year-old
Federal Youth Correction Cen-
ter at Pleasanton to serve her
seven-year bank robbery sen-
tence. She becomes eligible for
parole in 16 months.

Prison spokesman Bill Meko
says that after a sort of
freshman orientation, Miss
Hearst will be given a private,
air conditioned room in one of
the four dormitories. Each room
is equipped with a bed, desk,
dresser and toilet. She can
decorate any way she wishes
and is responsible for keeping it
clean.

Panthers Enjoying New

PITTSBURGH (AP) - Tony
Dorsett remembers leaner years
when the University of
Pittsburgh football team would
get especially aroused to meet a
highly ranked foe.

**Now the shoe is on the other
foot,”" Dorsett said Monday
after Pitt jumped from third to
second behind Michigan in The
Associated Press college foot-
ball poll. .

**A few years ago, Pitt had no
ranking and no respect,”’ added
Dorsett, wo has 4,540 career

yayds rushing going into
Saturday's game at Duke.
“l remember how it was

always easy to get mentally
fired up when we played teams
like Notre Dame, Southern Cal
and Oklahoma. f
“Now other teams feel the
same way about us. Beating
Pitt can make their season, and

they all come after us. Our
being No. 2 will just make them
try harder."”

Dorsett was a senior at nearby
Hopewell High School in 1972
when Pitt labored through a
1-10 season.

Ihe Panthers of Coach
Johnny Majors are 3-0 this year
after victories over Notre Dame,
Georgia Tech and Temple.

Unranked Temple led 7:6 at
halftime Saturday before Dor-
sett keyed a second-half surge
that rallied Pitt to 21-7 triumph.
And the feeling at Pitt was that
the Panthers might slip a bit in
the rankings.

However, previously second-
ranked Ohio State was beaten
by Missouri, and Pitt was voted
into the second spot the
highest the Panthers have been
since 1963, .

Pitt hasn't won a national title

since it went 9-0-1 under Coach
Jock Sutherland in 1937.

‘| don't believe our players
are getting too excited right
now,'’ said Majors.

Ohio State suffered a 22-21
upset defeat to Missouri on
Saturday and a demotion from
second place to eighth in the
weekly balloting.  Unbeaten
Oklahoma, the defending two-
time national champions, recei-
ved three first-place votes - one
more than Pittsburgh - and held
third with 912 points after held
Florida State 24-9.

UCLA was 40 points further
back in fourth after stomping
Air Force 40-9, then Nebraska
rounded out the top five on the
strength of a 64-10 rout of Texas
Christian.

Dodgers’ Alston
Calling It Quits

LOS ANGELES (AP)- After 23
consecutive ‘one-year contracts
to manage the Dodgers,
Walter Alston has stepped
down, saying, '‘There comes a
time when you need to take a
little rest.”’

The 64-year-old Alston,
known as the ‘‘Quiet Man"
from Darrtown, Ohio, made his
decision Monday. After a round
of golf, he told Los Angeles
Dodgers management and it
was announced at a later
afternoon news conference at a
during which Alston said he
would remain with the National
League club in a front office
capacity. a—t

““Baseball has been good to
me,"" he said. ‘‘But there comes
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a time when you get enough of
everything. This has been quite
a day. It's the first time | ever
got three birdies playing golf
in one day and I'm retiring."
Thus ends one of baseball’s
greatest chapters, one which
started in 1954 in Brooklyn at
the end of Jackie Robinson's
career, continued to the team’s
first world title in 1955, through
the opening of the West to
baseball in the late 1950s and
then thirough the years of glory
with Sandy Koufax and a
succession of teams that rarely
scored yet won championships.
No successor was named
immediately, but Walter 0'Mal-
ley, chairman of the Board of
the Dodgers, said his son Peter,
General Manager Al Campanis
and Alston would sit dowrl soon
and decide on who will become
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the next Dodgers’ field boss.

*“What do they say? The thrill
of victory and the agony of
defeat? I've had my share of
those,"" said Alston. "‘Announ-
cing it now gives Peter a chance
to find someone else.”

Peter O'Malley serves as club
president.

Almost to a man, the
Dodgers’ players said it was a
sad day.

“I'm disappointed,”’ said Don
Sutton. ‘‘I've played for the man
for 11 years and he's been
honest every minute of it. There
are so many opportunities to be
up and down in this game, but
he's stayed on an even keel, and
that imparts consistency to the
ball club."”
