Vegetable Harvest Beginning
On Brighter Note This Year

Deaf Smith County's 1977 vegetable
harvest should be in full swing by late
next week, and at least one local packing
shed started packing locally
onions for shipment Monday morning

WORK IS BEGINNING in the county's
fields on a much brighter note in 1977, as

the onion market is alreadv higher
than the peak price of 1976, when local

grown

growers were hard-pressed to give their
aromatic crop away.

Wes Fisher of Dick Barrett Produce
here reported that his shed began
packing onions Monday and the local
potato and onion harvest is expected to

kick off on a large scale July 5.

“The price of ohions is just fair with
slow movement at this moment,”’ said
Fisher. ‘'The market is already better

than last year though, because the onions
are already selling for $4.50 to $5 per 50
pound bag and last year they only
brought $2.50 to $2.75,"" he added.

Most of the early onions will be
shipped to points in the northeast and
southeast.

FISHER POINTED out that no onions
will be going west, as the California crop
is "‘running heavy."

Viking variety red potatoes will be
among the first to move locally, and
Fisher reports that the market should be

fair as the spud harvest gets underway
next week.

“The rains haven't caused us any
problem, other than slowing things up a
little thus far, and there seems to be
plenty of labor available to handle the
work in the fields, so the harvest should
kick off fairly smoothly,'' Fisher
commented.

He added the ''big push’’ in the
vegetable harvest should come by June
12, with a great volume of Deaf Smith
County vegetables moving to market by
that time.

Counting Corn May Have Helped Transition
B.F. Cain

Counting a row of vegetables as a
farmer is quite different than counting
and keeping county records, but Deaf
Smith County Clerk B.F. Cain made such
a transition 17 years ago. Cain farmed for
15 years in Deaf Smith County before
he was elected county clerk in 1960

““When (former county clerk) Ralph
Smith died in 1960, some friends asked
me if | would run for the vacant office,”
Cain said of his start as a county official.
““It has not been a difficult change and
I've thoroughly enjoyed this job. It's a
good place to work."’

Born in a small Oklahoma community,
Cain moved to Shamrock in 1928 at the
age of 12. He graduated from Shamrock
High School, spent two years at West
Texas State College, and studied a year at
Texas A&M University. Cain married
then moved back to Shamrock in 1938,
where he stayed until World War I1.

Cain spent the early 1940’s in the U.S.
navy as a radio man, first class. He was
stationed in Florida, ldaho, and in South
America. Cain left the service in late 1945
and came back to the Panhandle to farm.

Deaf Smith County was Cain's
destination after the war; he bought a

farm seven miles west of Hereford and
raised assorted vegetables, wheat, and
milo. He was an active area farmer until
1960, when the county clerk position
became vacant

As county clerk, Cain's office keeps
birth records, marriage and death
records, warranty deeds and trusts
concerning realty, contracts and financial
records, criminal records for the county
courts, civil records for county courts,
and county probate records. The clerk’s
office issues marriage licenses and
hunting and fishing licenses and keeps
records of all county cattle brands.

Cain stays involved in various Hereford
organizations and plays golf on
weekends. He is permanent financial
secretary for the Hereford Lion’s Club, a
board member of the First Christian
Church, a member of the American
Legion and a Mason.

Cain and his wife, Morgan, have two
children raised in Hereford. Frank Cain is
a lawyer with a law firm in F¢ Woeth and
Phillip Cain is a doctor with the Scott &
White Clinic in Temple. Mrs. Cain is
secretary at the First Christian Church.

““Hereford is a good place to raise a
family, it's been good to our family,”
Cain said.

Justice William J. Brennan wrote the
court's majority opinion, joined by
Justices Potter Stewart, Thurgood
Marshall and John Paul Stevens.

Justices Byron R. White, Lewis F.
Powell and Harry A. Blackmun joined
most parts of the decision

Chief Justice Warren E. Burger and
Justice William H. Rehnquist dissented.

Among the almost 900 reels of tape
covered by the court's decision are the
now famous J0 tapes which helped force
Nixon from office in disgrace in the wake
of the Watergate scandals. The 30 tapes
were used at the Watergate cover-up trial
of Nixon's closest aides,

Nixon estimates that of the 42 million
pages of documents held by the
government - at the White House and the
National Records Center in Suitland, Md.
. he personally wrote or reviewed some
200,000 pages

The tapes now will remain with the
government until archivists sift through
them to determine which can be released

But even though the May
figure was less than half the
record monthly deficit of $2.6
bilion in April, the nation's
over-all trade deficit for the first
five months of 1977 was still at a

record of nearly $9.8 billion.
The deficit also marked the
12th consecutive month in which
imports exceeded exports.
The improvement in the May
trade report resulted from a 4
per cent increase in exports to a
1977 high of nearly $10.4 billion,
while imports declined 8 per
cent to just over $11.6 billion.
The Commerce Department
said the drop in imports was due

million drop in coffee from
abroad.

The total cost of oil imports in
May was $3.1 billion, the lowest
monthly total this year.

The reduction in the trade
deficit was certain to the
welcome news to the Carter
administration, since the rising
level of trade deficits had
become a major potential
trouble spot in the nation's
economic outlook.

A trade deficit means more
dollars are leaving the country
to pay for foreign goods than the
United States is earning from
sale of its goods abroad.

the total value of imports of
$17.8 billion so far this year
represents a 3$5.5 billion
increase over the value of
imports during the same five
months of 1976,

On the export side, the
Commerce Department said
there were increases in foreign
sales of machinery and
transportation equipment,
crude materials, chemicals,
beverages, tobacco and manu-
factured goods.

Total exports in the first five
months of the year were valued
at $49.8 billion, while imports
were at a record level of $59.6
billion.

If the January-May pace of
imports continues for the entire
year, total imports would be
$143 billion for the 12-month
period, a 19 per cent increase
over 1976.

WASHINGTON (AP)- The
Food and Drug Admininstration
is considering a complete ban on
the sale of saccharin.

FDA Commissioner Donald
Kennedy told a House subcom-
mittee all sales of the artificial
sweetener because of a new
Canadian study which shows a
high incidence of bladder cancer
among males to use
saccharin.

He said the FDA is extending
until Aug. 31 the comment
period on the original proposal
to ban the use of saccharin in
soft drinks and foods but allow
the artificial sweetner to be sold
to the public over the counter.

“Our purpose in extending
the comment period should not
be misinterpreted as a weaken-
ing of our decision to remove
saccharine from the food
supply,’’ said Kennedy.

““‘Our only purpose is to
examine, in the light of
important new findings, whet-
her saccharin should remain
available for any purpose,’’ he
said.

He said he is convinced that

this delay will not significantly
increase the risk of cancer for
those individuals who still
believe they must consume
saccharin.

“*That risk, while increasingly
well-documented, appears to be
attributable to prolonged con-
sumption of saccharin and to be
dose-related,” Kennedy.

“During the additional two
months required to permit
public comment and scientific
evaluation of the new studies,
the risk to any saccharin user
should not increase measura-
bly,” he said.

Kennedy said a final decision
on a saccharin ban could be
reached about Oct. 1. He added
that such a ban, if approved,
could go into effect this winter
or early spring.

Kennedy said his ‘new
concern is based on the
Canadian study, which shows
“‘there is an estimated 60 per
cent increase in the risk of
bladder cancer associated with
the use of artificial sweetners in
males."’

Jail Fire Suspect
Had Arson Record

COLUMBIA, Tenn. (AP) - A
youth who admitted setting a
jail fire that killed 42 persons
had twice been taken into
custody -in  Wisconsin in
connection with arson of threat

of arson, authorities said
Monday.
Andrew Zinmer, 16, was

taken to a Nashville hospital in
critical condition Sunday after a
fire in his foam-rubber padded
cell at the Maury County Jail
unleased toxic fumes that killed
34 inmates and eight visitors.

Maury County Dist. Atty.
Gen. Robert H. Gay said he
planned to charge Zinmer with
arson and would ask to have him
tried as an adult.

Roy Martinson, police chief in
Superior, Wis., said authorities
had first picked up Zinmer
on Feb. 28, 1975 in connection
with a fire at the Board of Tggde
Building. Martinson said Zin-
mer did not admit setting the
fire and was referred to a
guidance clinic in Superior after
the incident.

Martinson said the [ast
contact police had with the
youth was on June 17, 1976, in
connection with a threat of
arson. At that time he was taken

to a home for problem children,
the chief said.

Attempts .to rescue the
victims of Sunday's fire were
hampered when a deputy sheriff
carrying keys to the jail's 12
cells collided with fleeing
visitors. He dropped the keys on
the floor and was unable to find
them for about 12 minutes,
officials said.

One husband and wife, who
both were prisoners, died in the
fire along with his visiting
parents and sister. In another
family tragedy, a prisoner and
five relatives died.

**All the victims had got down
on the floor as far as they could,
laying down to get some air...""
one official said. *'It seemed like
most of the victims were
lifeless,"” when reached.

Zinmer's mother, Addie L.
Zinmer described her son in a
telephone interview from her
Superior home as ‘‘an emotion-
ally disturbed boy."

Authorities in Waukesha,
Wis., said records show Zinmer
was reported missing from Lad
Lake Inc., a residential
treatment center in Dousman,
Wis., for emotionally disturbed
teenagers.,
