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Story Charges Yarbrough Murder Plot Recorded

HOUSTON (AP)- Dist. Atty. Carol Vance of Harris Counts
saying he has heard tape recordings in which Texas Supreme
Court Justice Donald B Yarbrough allegedly plotted the
murder of a former business associate, has called for
Yarbrogh's removal from the bench

"'l feel the people of the state of Texas should know what
type of person sits on the State Supreme Court bench
said at a news conference Wednesday. 1 think action should
be taken by the proper authorities to remové him from the
bench at the earliest possible time

The Houston Post. in copyrighted stories last Saturday and
Sunday quoted John William Rothkopf, 58, as saving
Yarbrough plotted to have Victoria banker Bill Kemp. a
former business associate, killed to keep him from testifying
before the grand jury. The Post also quoted Rothkopf as
saying Yarbrough participated in a forgery of an automobile
title

Vance confirmed that Rothkopf had a special body
microphone taped to him during six meetings with Yarbrough
from May 12 until June 10

Yarbrough was not available for comment on Vance's
statement but earlier had labeled the accusations **a complete
and utter fantasy. ™’ )

Vance said his investigation began May 2 after a special

crimes bureau investigator, Kenneth K. Rodgers, found
Rothkopf and arrested him on pending theft charges.

The district attorney said the charges, since dropped.
stemmed from a 1975 gold coin deal involving Yarbrough

Vance said copies of the tapes, which consist of about three
and a half hours of conversations, have been turned over to
the State Bar of Texas, which seeks Yarbrough's disbarment
in an 84-count civil suit.

he Post quoted Rothkopf as saying he cooperated with the
distnict attorney's office because he felt Yarbrough would
continue to put blame on him for numerous alleged misdeeds.

"I thought | could live my life without hurting anybody,”
the newspaper quoted Yarbrough as saying in the tapes but
told Rothkopf that Kemp '“deserves to die.”

The Post said the tapes show Yarbrough sought vengeance
against others besides Kemp, who offered a Harris County
grand jury testimony in connection with an allegedly forged

$200,000 letter of credit on Commercial Bank of Victoria,
which Yarbrough once controlled.

Maintain Status

VIENNA, Austria (AP)-The
Organization of Petroleum
Exporting Countries announced
Wednesday that nine of its 13
members agreed to abandon

. plans for a 5 per cent oil price

hike July 1 in an effort to end a

rift within the powerful oil

cartel. .

Of the other four members,
Saudi Arabia and the United
Arab Emirates had rejected the
increase all along while Libya
and Iraq apparently were
holding out for the boost.

The decision to abandon the
July 1 increase has been
rumored for weeks. American
oil Jindustry experts have said
such a move would mean only a
slight savings at U.S. gas
pumps. An increase of a dollar
in the price of a barrel of crude
translates into about 24 cents
at American pumps.

The cartel split last December
when 11 members decided on a
15 per cent price hike for 1977 in
two stages, 10 per cent on Jan. 1
and 5 per cent more July 1. But
Saudi Arabia and the UAR,
which together account for
one-third of all OPEC exports,
opted instead for a one-shot 5
per cent boost.

The division created what
became known as a ‘“‘two-tier-
ed” pricingy system, with the
majority of members charging
$12.70 a barrel.

A brief statement from
Secretary-General Ali M. Jaidah
said the decision to forgo the
July 1 increase was taken “‘in
the interest of wunity and
solidarity of OPEC."”

“The following countries of
the organization-Algeria, Ecua-

dor, Cabon, Indonesia, Iran,
Kuwait, Nigeria, Qutar and
Venezuela-have resolved to
forgo the application of the
additional 5 per cent increase in
the price of oil as of July 1,
1977,"" the statement said.

Oil sources said that the nine
members agreed to forgo the
July increase after receiving a
written promise from Saudi
Arabia, the world’'s largest
exporter, and the UAR to bring
their prices in line with the other
exporters.

Such a compromise was
advocated by Venezuelan Presi-
Carlos Andres Perez
during a recen¥ a recent Mideast
tour. The anouncement of the
decision to abandon the July 1
hike came as Perez began an
official visit to the United
States, a major importer of
Venezuelan oil.

Responsible radiologists who
are able to study these reports
objectively and evaluate them in
perspective are frequently,
quite properly, resentful of the
news media tendency to
synopsize research with a
hit-and-run sentence or two
which add up to ‘‘medical X-ray
is dangerous.”’

They know that too much of
almost anything is dangerous.

They know that how much is
too much X-ray has not been
established.

They know that this diagnos-
tic and treatment tool must be
handled with respect.

And that it must be used
when it is ‘‘the lesser of
evils''--a calculated risk accept-
ed in exchange for a known
benefit.

Now having said that, let's
examine the newest research
and recommendations relating
to X-ray.

At long last, albeit reluctant-
ly, the National Cancer Institute
has decided it is not a good idea
for women routinely to receive
X-ray examination for breast
cancer.

Expecially, the NCI now says,
women under 50 should not
casually subject themselves to
these examinations. X-radiation
is cumulative. That means it
"“builds up" in the human body
over the years, with each
additional exposure adding to
the odds--that X-ray examinat-
ion for cancer might itself cause
cancer.

So now the NCI decides that,
for younger women expecially,
the risks outweigh the benefits.

The next will be challenged
but deserves to be considered.

Diagnosticians, with a treme-
ndous investment in X-ray,

might be inclined to overuse it..

to pay for it.

Six percent of all health care
expenditures in the United
States are for diagnostic X-ray
examinations--and that number
has been increasing 8 percent
per year. :

The American Medical Assn.,
which must also consider the
radiologists, has been reluctagt
to take an official position.

However, the June issue of
the AMA Journal included a
report that diagnostic X-rays
performed on pregnant women
can cause genetic damage to
their babies and increase the
risk of certain childhood
diseases--including leukemia.

These Roswell Park scientists
say that even “‘low doses' of
radiation can cause genetic
damage to the offspring.

" And they are pretty definite
about it, using such dogmatic
phrases as ‘‘clear prima facie

evidence'' and ‘‘a 50-fold
increase in the risk of
leukemia."’

And this article says, ‘‘These
findings refute a dogma that is
often cited by radiologists who
claim that diagnostic radiation is
harmless."'

It is not harmless.

The overuse of X-ray can be
blamed largely on the malpract-
ice lawsuit threat. Now,
however, with these new public
warnings, the physician who
recommends X-ray may be

Phones Parents

SARASOTA, Fla. (AP)- Char-
lotte Grosse's parents waited for
a telephone call and word today
that the man who dragged the
15-year-old girl from a tent at a
remote campsite had kept his
pledge to free her.

Clad only in underclothes and
a Mickey Mouse T-shirt, the
slightly- built girl was dragged
by the hair by a heavy-set man
at dawn Wednesday as her
sister and a friend looked on in
horror.

Her sister ran from the tent
screaming, ‘‘Charlotte’s been
stolen!"

Charlotte called her parents
at home in nearby Nakomis late
Wednesday, saying she was all
right and that her abductor
promised to set her free, said
Sarasota County Sheriff Jim
Hardcastle,

""He is going to get rid of her
at a telephone booth," said
Hardcastle, adding that Richard
Grosse was positive the caller
was his daughter.

Charlotte told her father that
she was in Bradenton, about 30
miles north of Oscar Scherer
State Park whee she had gone
on a Girl Scout camping trip.

The girl told her father the
abductor “‘just wanted to get rid
of her,"" said Cpl. Ray Pilon,

The abductor apparently
listened as Charlotte made her

call but she and her father were
able to work out a hasty code,
the sheriff said.

"“Through her saying ‘yes’ and
‘no’ her father found out it was
an old blue car'' that the
abductor was driving, Hard-
castle said.

Charlotte told her father the
abductor was wearing sneakers
and blue jeans and had a
mustache, the sheriff said

Prints of sneaker- clad foot
were found at the rear of the
tent where Charlotte had been
sleeping with her sister,
Eleanor, - 14 and Virginia
Wallace, 15.

Their bright red tent was one
of four clustered in a clearing in
the park. The sisters had been
part of a group of 44 scouts at
the park for a day camp. Eight
scouts and two adults stayed the
night at the camp.

Deputies said they knew of no
motive for the abduction, but
Hardcastle said the 'odds are
pretty good' that Charlott's
abduction was sparked by the
incident earlier this month at a
campsite in Lucust Grove, Okla.
Three Girls Scouts were beaten
and sexually assaulted at the
camp. Authorities have charged
33-year-old prison escapee Gene
Leroy Hart in the June 13
slayings and are still searching
for him.

Charcoal Cooking Tips Offered in Series

NOTE TO EDITOR: This is
the fi~st of a three-part series on
outdoor cooking. The series will
detall preparation and control of
fire, cooking meats, and cooking
vegetables.

COLLEGE STATION— Char-
coal fire is ready for outdoor
cooking once it is a rosy bed of
coals covered with grey ash--but
if flames are still visible, the fire
is not ready.

Achieving the good bed of
coals for meal preparation
depends on several basic steps,
says Marilyn Haggard, a foods
and nutrition specialist with the
Texas Agricultural Extension
Service, The Texas A&M
University System.

PREPARING T0 ‘FIRE’

Start the fire 30-60 minutes
ahead of time so flames can die
down and the coals turn gray,

To begin, stack briguettes in a
pyramid, suvak lightly with
charcoal lighter fluid, let stand
one &minute, and then light.
Never use fuel oil, kerosene or
gasoline to start a fire- as they

f

are highly flammable, and the
smoke leaves an oily taste on the
food.

ADD DASH OF HICKORY

Hickory chips add a disting-
tive flavor to charcoaled meats
so if they are in the outdoor
cooking plan, prepare them
early by overnight soaking in
water.

After the fire is lit, drain the
chips and place a
mound of them in the fire
center- a handful is sufficient.

Long-term cooking of larger

_meat cuts may require addition-

small .

al chips later.

To" keep the fire burning,
protect it from drafts that might
cause overhcthng and “‘hot
spots.”’

If more charcoal is needed.
place new pieces at the fire edge
and move them into the center
once grey ash covers them. For
quick extra heat, simply knock
the accumulation of ash from
the burning charcoal.

To control flames produced by
fat drippings onto hot coals,
keep a spray bottle of water
handy-or a bit of baking soda.

MEMPHIS — National Cottua
Council President Jack G. Stone
praised the Council on Wage
and Price Stability (CWPS) for
its constructive alternatives
regarding a proposed new
cotton dust standard

The President’s inflation-
fighting agency, in a report
recently filed with the Occupa-
tional Safety and Health
Administration, cited the cost
impact. of the proposed
industrywide standard. It said a
more cost-  effective yet
protective approach would be to
establish different dust levels
for the industry's various
processing stages

“"The Cotton Council has long
maintained that a single
industrywide standard is totally
unreasonable since cotton dust
varies considerably in composi-
tion and toxicity from one
processing stage to another,”
Stone said.

The California producer said
he was pleased that
recognized the inflationary
impact of OSHA's proposal, and
recommended approaches
which “‘might more closely
follow the instruction and intent
of the OSHA act.”

Stone commented, “OSHA
seems to think anyone suggest:
ing consideration of costs is
putting money over human
health and safety. This is not
true, of course. No one would
deny that worker safety must
have prime consideration, but
workers should be afforded
protection in the most cost-
effective way.”'

He also noted that CWPS
calls for more  emphasis on
identifying the unknown agent
that causes byssinosis, and
describes the disease as being
“imperfectly associated’’ with
cotton dust.

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Toxic Fumes

Even In Pillows

WASHINGTON (AP) - Like
the 42 persons who died Sunday
in a Tennessee jail, millions of
Americans face the threat of
death from noxious fumes given
off by any number of household
items that burn casily.

Put a match to the cushy
throw pillows that decorate your

sofa and the smoke could
quickly kill you.
Ignite any of the home

furnishings made of foam
plastic or the insulation in your
house or the decorative beams
in your living room and the
same thing might happen.

Or your mattress. In Sunday’s
fire, burning mattress padding
made of polyurethane foam
produced the fumes that quickly
filled the Maury County jail in
Columbia, Tenn.

Items made of polyurethan
and polyvinyl chloride are the
most dangerous. So much so
that the federal government is
now studying what happens to
the two plastics when they burn.

The danger from the fumes is
the subject of studies being
conducted by the National Fire
Prevention and Control Admini-
stration.

Polyurethane is best known as
the soft, foamy filling in pillows
and some mattresses. Polyvinyl
chloride is harder, often used as
a flexible covering.

Dr. merritt Birky of the fire
prevention administration said
these plastics are used
extensively in upholstered

furniture, carpet padding and
the interiors of automobiles and
airplanes.

These plastics are also widely
used in home insulation and
furnishings, said Henry Spies,
an assistant professor with the+
small Homes Council of the

Most residential building
codes ignore this danger, Spies
added.

Unprotected polyurethane is
being used less for insualtion
now, but is still used as padding
in chairs, sofas and mattresses
and in decorative items such as
simulted wood beams.

“It's a very good, comfortable
foam but very dangerous if you
sct the thing on fire,"" Spies
said,

When polyurethane burns,
hydrogen cvanide is given off
Polyvinyl chloride fires can
result in another dangerous gas,
hydrogen chloride.

gases such as hydrogen
cyanide, it takes a very small
amount to be lethal,” said Dr.

Spies said urethane was used
in spray form to insulate metal
buildings, but flames were
found to spread with fantastic
speed once a fire was ignited,
'] remember a chicken house
in Southern [linois that went
from an electric spark to a total

loss in two. minutes flat,”” he

As  substitutes to the

potentially dangerous materials,
Spies recommended rubber
foam for padding and fiberglass
or rock wool for insualtion,
“Synthetics are nice, clean,
casy and cheap and nobody is
worried about a fire in their
house.'' he said. *‘It only
happens to somebody else. ™
