Eligibility rule
called 'trauma’

AUSTIN (AP) — Unhappy
parents, coaches and school ad-
ministrators say the new no pass, no
play eligibility rule is a “‘trauma’’ in
the state's concerted efforts to im-
prove and reformn Texas’ public
schools.

“There needs to be some room for
stubbing - your toe,” Jerry Com-
alander, San Antonio coach
representing the Texas High School
Coaches Association, told the Senate
Education Committee on Wednes-
day.

“This extracurricular rule has
caused more controversy in my
district than anything that ever hap-
pened, more than a tax bill,” said
Sen. Bob Glasgow, D-Stephenville,
author of one bill to trim the suspen-
sion period for those who do not pass
all courses from six weeks to one
week.

Glasgow's measure and similar
bills by Sens. John Sharp,
D-Victoria, and Bill Sarpalius,
D-Canyon, were sent to a subcom-
mittee for further testimony and
study.

Critics of the eligibility rule got a
quick answer from almost half of the
members of the State Board of
Education.

Chairman Jon Brumley, Fort
Worth, and six other members of the
new appointive board appeared
before the Senate Nominations Com-
mittee and were quickly approved.
All seven said they favored keeping
the six-weeks suspension.

The controversial rule comes
before the board for a third and final
vote on Saturday.

Also sent to a subcommittee were
other bills by Sarpalius and Sen. Bill

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Farm credit bill vetoed

WASHINGTON (AP) — President
Reagan’s veto of an emergency farm
credit bill brought angry reaction
from farm-state members of Con-
gress, but they conceded the action
sharply diminishes chances of fur-
ther help for farmers needing loans
before spring planting.

Sen. Johin Melcher, D-Mont,, com-
pared the veto to ‘“‘dropping the first
bomb on Pearl Harbor. From then on
it's war, and no prisoners taken,”

“It's going to be a long two years if
the president continues to be this in-
flexible,”” said Senate Minority
Leader Robert Byrd, D-W.Va., echo-
ing the bitter partisan tone that has
dominated debate on the farm credit
issue in recent weeks.

Reagan signed the veto Wednes-
day, sending the legislation back to

- Congress where it appeared likely to

die. House Speaker Thomas P.
O’Neill Jr. said be had no plans to try
to override the veto, saying “I don't
See any sense in it"" because the

Republican-controlled Senate likely

would block any such move.

Reagan said Congress had acted
irresponsibly in passing the legisla-
tion, which he estimated would add
$2.5 billion to the deficit over the next
geveral years. He vowed to ‘‘veto
again and again until spending is
brought under control.”

Some in Congress were talking

about opening new talks with the
White House in an effort to resurrect
some compromise form of the credit
legislation, but the administration
and the Senate GOP leadership ap-
peared to slam the door.

“The veto will stick,” said
presidential spokesman Larry
Speakes. 'If Congress wants to talk,
let's talk about deficit reduction, not
budget busting.”

Firemen testify in trial

Hereford Fire Marshall Jay Spain
was the first to testify Wednesday as
an arson trial began in 222nd District
Court.

Pete Casias Jr., 28, is being tried
by a five-woman, seven man jury on
charges that he set fire to the 205
Lawton home occupied by he and his
family.

Casias was hospitalized as a result
of the July 8, 1984 blaze, after ap-
parently being overcome by smoke
and dragged from the front porch of
the residence by neighbors.

Assistant District Attorney Rox-
anne Davis, in her opening remarks
to the jury, said the prosecution in-
tended to show that “‘a man got mad,
started throwing things around,
knocked over furniture, poured flam-
mable liquid around and set the
house on fire."”

Deaf Smith County Sheriff's Depu-
ty Jim Whitlow, who was employed
as a Hereford Police Officer the
night of the fire, testified that he was
summoned to the house that evening
on a family disturbance call. He said
he arrived just as two men were pull-
ing Casias off the front porch and in-
to the yard of the house next door.

Whitlow said he walked into the
house after the fire was extinguish-
ed, and that it was in “‘tota] turmoil”’,
with broken dishes littering the floor
and the refrigerator overturned. He
said he did not believe the displaced
objects were a result of the fire

Nuclear doctrine unchanged

WASHINGTON (AP) — The Pen-
tagon says its doctrine governing the
use of nuclear weapons hasn’t chang-
ed, despite the charge of a senator
who says he thinks a “much less
stable’ policy is being adopted.

It sounds to me like we're moving
toward a launch-under-attack
policy,” Sen. Sam Nunn, D-Ga., told
Gen. Bennie  Davis, chief of the
Strategic Command, during a
hearing Wefinesday.

Davis,
branhch thal. controls the intercon-
tinental missiles and long-range
bombers in America’s nuclear
arsenal, was testifying before the
Senate Armed Services strategic
nuclear subcommittee.

Nunn noted that critics of the MX
missile, which President Reagan is
pushing Congress to approve, say it
will force the United States to a
“launch-on-warning’’ policy because
the weapon will be houséd in silos the
Pentagon admits are vulnerable to a
Soviet first strike.

$3.75 million judgment awarded

AMARILLO, Texas (AP) — Dr. Vadam Diwan and the Coon
Memﬂalﬂolpluldmumluvabemmwpaymorem
$3,750,000 to the parents and estate of a 6-year-old girl who died from
an apparent overdose of dextrose in 1980.

Jim Brown, attorney for the girl’s parents, Bill and Jan Patterson,
called the verdict the largest ever in Texas in a suit alleging
wrongful death of a child.

A Potter County jury deliberated for 15 hours over two days before
returning the cash judgment Tuesday night in 59th state district
court.

The jury concluded that Diwan was 70 percent liable and the
hospital 30 percent liable for the death of Marlo Patterson, who was
admitted to the hospital on Oct. 24, 1980, complaining of a stomach
ache.

She underwent surgery for removal of her appendix and then was
rushed to Amarillo’s Northwest Texas Hospital, 75 miles away,
where she died the next day, after her parents agreed to allow life-
support systems to be removed.

The first grader’s parents alleged that Diwan allowed their
daughter to receive an excessive dose of dextrose solution and then
tried to cover his mistake.

Diwan’s attorney, Richard Stokes III, said the doctor was not at
the hospital when the dextrose was administered. The physician
relied upon nurses to follow his orders, Stokes said.

The $3,756,353 cash verdict included $250,000 to the child’s estate,
$1 million to her father, $1 million to her mother, $1.5 million in ex-
emplary damages, $3,000 in hospital expenses, and $3,353 in funeral
expenses.

Police unsure of motive

NEW BRAUNFELS, Texas (AP) — David Port admitted shortly
after he was arrested last June 8 that he killed Houston mail carrier
Debora Sue Schatz, but he said he did not know why he did so, a
police officer has testified.

“I asked him ‘why did you kill her,’ " Houston police officer Irma
Sauceda said in testimony Wednesday.

‘““He said ‘I don’t know. I didn't even know her,’ "' Ms. Sauceda
said.

The testimony came during a pretrial hearing on a defense motion
to throw ofit all oral and written confessions Port gave police.

The 18-year-old is accused of gunning down Ms. Schatz, 23, when
she delivered mail in the affluent HousSton neighborhood where the
Ports live. '

The case drew heavy publicity when Port’s father and stepmother
refused to testify against him before a grand jury.

Bernard and Odette Port were jailed on contempt-of-court charges
for their refusal, while their son remained free on $20,000 bond. The
Ports, who have been released, have not appeared in court since jury
selection began Feb. 25. ' i

A nine-man, three-woman jury was seated late Tuesday and se-
questered early Wednesday.

However, they were not in the courtroom for Wednesday's
testimony. Judge I.D. McMaster is expected to rule on the defense
motion to dismiss the confessions before trial testimony begins.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Almost 28
percent of the nation’s personal
wealth is held by 2.8 percent of the
adult population — a concentration

. of money that declined only slightly

between 1976 and 1982, when the
number of millionaires more than
doubled.
New statistics compiled by the In-
ternal Revenue Service estimate
the richest Americans have a
worth — assets minus debts — of
re than $2.4 trillion. The number
of wealthy women is increasing
much faster than the number of rich
men; the typical rich woman has

more than her male counterpart, and
real estate is the favorite asset of the
rich, followed closely by corporate
stock.

““The top wealthholder in 1982 was
apt to be a male under 50 years of age
with new worth between $250,000 and
$500,000,"” the IRS said in a report
based on estate-tax returns filed in
1983. ‘“More than one-half of his
wealth was held as real estate and
corporate stock, with real estate sur-
passing corporate stock as the most
prominent asset in the top
wealthholder's portfolio.”

USFL, NFL heads move
to different sides

WASHINGTON (AP) — The com-
missioners of the two professional
football leagues lined up on different
sides of the ball in testimony on bills
that would give leagues the power to
regulate franchise moves.

Harry Usher, rookie commissioner
of the United States Football League,
told the Senate Judiciary Committee
on Wednesday that he opposes all
proposed legislation that would grant
professional sports leagues power to
limit franchises from heading to new
cities.

Usher spoke out against any
change that might “further the
monopoly of the NFL" and said the
root problem of professional football
is the scarcity of teams.

At present the NFL has 28 teams,
the USFL has 14.

But National Football League
Commissioner Pete Rozelle said he
remains in favor of a bill proposed by
Sen. Dennis DeConcini, D-Ariz., that
would grant leagues such control
over franchise movement under an
exemption to federal antitrust law.

The DeConcini measure would pro-
vide the antitrust exemption to pro-
fessional basketball and soccer, as
well as football.

However, Rozelle, said a bill pro-
posed by Sén. Arlen Specter, R-Pa.,
dealing only with football, had ‘‘too
many conditions that must be met.”

Usher, who opposes both bills, said
of the Specter proposal, ‘‘Unless Con-
gress acts to cure the underlying pro-
blem, this proposed bill will not only
fail to achieve its objective, but it
will actually aggravate the root pro-
blem by granting the NFL additional
power to control franchise moves."

The Specter bill would prohibit a
football team that has played at least
SIX years in a city from relocating
unless there is a breach in the
stadium lease, or the team is losing
money.

Two other bills under study in the
House and Senate also would limit
sports franchise movement.

owners to oversee his financial pro-
blems.

DENTON, Texas (AP) — Many
people can picture the clothes they'd
like to wear, the colors and cuts that
would most flatter them. Kay Butler
and Jan Dalbey can do more than
conceive their ideal clothes — they
can create them.

The two senior design majors at
Texas Woman's University recently
achieved national recognition in the
Make It Yourself with Wool contest
with garments they designed, wove
and sewed for themselves.

The handwoven category was
reinstated in the ke It Yourself
with Wool contest this year, after a
32-year absence. The contest is spon-
sored at local, state and national
levels by American Sheep Producers
Council Inc. and the Women's Aux-
iliary National Wool Growers
Association, Ms. Butler and Ms.
Dalbey each were awarded a Na-
tional Certificate of Merit in the con-
test.

The TWU designers” individual
styles are reflected in their winning
outfits. Ms. Butler spun part of the

yarn and dyed the fabric for her wool
skirt and vest, woven with a raised
windowpane pattern. She also dyed a
silk blouse to match the teal outfit,
which she models with matching
hose and shoes.

Ms. Dalbey wove her nubby-
textured coat in a variety of earth-
tone colors. Fox and mink tails ac-
cent the collar and shoulders. She
wears the coat over dark brown wool
slacks and a top she also designed, or
she can turn the coat around so that

the large buttons are in back, and

wear it as a dress.

Like all students in TWU's depart-
ment of fashion and textiles, they br-
ing their designs through every
stage, making initial drawings,
transferring them to muslin, and
then making patterns. Coming up
with a design,, however, rarely
follows an organized sequence, the
women said.

“I might see the whole design, or I
might see it in parts and then strug-
gle and struggle to get the rest,” Ms.
Butler said. ‘‘The last one I did, I
knew exactly what the bottom should

I become emotionally attached to
most of my stuff,” Ms. Butler said.
““I think the reason is that I do a lot of
handwork on my garments, and
when a piece has 2,000 to 3,000 hours
of work in it, when you put that much
work and time into a garment, you
form an emotional attachment.

Ms. Butler’s goals after graduation
include turning unique, handcrafted
designs into a business of her own.
Ms. Dalbey said she probably would
continue working in the design and
art department of Prophecy, a
manufacturer of women’s sport-
swear, where she is working through
TWU’s cooperative education pro-
gram.

And what do aspiring young
designers usually wear to class at
TWU? “Anything that hits my
fancy,” said Ms. Dalbey.

Texans seeking return of flag

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Amid the turmoil of current
U.S.-Mexico relations, a
modest request flutters like
the flag over the Alamo must
have during a raging battle
149 years ago today .

Two Lone Star patriots
have asked Congress to seek
the return from Mexico of the
only Texas flag flown over
the Alamo still known to ex-
ist. The flag is in storage in
the Chapultepec Museum in
Mexico City. It has been in
Mexico since it was cut down
during the climactic battle on
March 6, 1836 g

A rugged band of soldiers
held the small San Antonio
mission for 13 days_against
the huge Mexican army
before thousands of Mexican
soldiers overran the Alamo,
All of the Alamo defenders
were Kkilled, including com-
mander William Barret
Travis, Jim Bowie and Davy
Crockett,

The heroic tale has been
celebrated in book, song and
motion picture

In a letter addressed to
“the people of Texas and all
Americans in the world,”
Travis wrote on Feb. 24, 1836,

that Mexican President Santa
Anna, commanding the ar-
my, had demanded sur-
render.

“I have answered the de-
mand with a cannon shot,”
Travis wrote, “and our flag
still waves proudly from the
walls. I shall never surrender
or retreat.”

“I don’t want this to sound
too corny,” said Corpus
Christi oilman Claude
D'Unger, “but there's a cer-
tain patriotism when you stop
and think 183 people laid their
lives on the line, and it's just
kind of meaningful to be able
to return their flag to them.”

D'Unger, 39, and his
neighbor, Navy aviator Clay
Umbach, 29, came up with
the idea after sitting around
one day arguing about the
Battle of the Alamo

“Clay’s a hellacious Texas
historian,” D'Unger said.
“I'm more of an agitator

“We decided to go after the
flag and try to have it in the
Alamo by the Sesquicenten-
nial (Texas’ 150th
birthday),” D'Unger said

“It's a historically signifi-
cant artifact, in that it's the
only remaining flag that flew

over the Alamo,” said Um-
bach. He said they would set-
tle for a loan of the flag for
the Sesquicentennial
festivities.

The two contacted their
congressman, Solomon Ortiz,
D-Corpus Christi, who im-
mediately agreed to carry the
banner, so to speak. They are
also seeking the support of
the congressional delegations
from 18 states which were
represented at the Alamo.

So far, 75 congressmen
have indicated support for
the action, said Ortiz' press
secretary, Susan Clark.

Ms. Clark said Ortiz asked
U.S. Ambassador to Mexico
John Gavin to participate and
Gavin has contacted
Mexico's Museum of An-
thropology and Mexican
diplomats here. All now await
Mexico's answer.

There were likely several
flags that flew at the Alamo.
The only one known to still ex-
ist belonged to the ‘‘New
Orleans Greys,” Louisiana
soldiers who fought in Texas’'
war for independence. Nine-
teen of the Greys were believ-
ed to have died at the Alamo

lllegal alien questioned
about smugglers deaths

DALLAS (AP) — Two men
killed near Dallas may have
been working for a group
descended from Los Tejas
one of the largest and most
violent alien-smuggling rings
in Mexico, authorities said.

Benjamin Trevino, 34, an il-
legal Mexican immigrant
from Monterrey, was jailed
without bond after capital
murder charges were filed
against him in connection
with the slayings of two
“coyotes,”” or smugglers,
whose bodies were
discovered near Dallas last
month, authorities said.

Also being investigated was
the death of a third man
believed to be an illegal alien

‘who may have witressed the

killings, said Capt. Terry
Baker of the Dallas County
Sheriff's Department.

The two suspected smug-
glers were found shot in the
head in southern Dallas Coun-
ty on Feb. 21 beside In-
terstate 45. Ore of them had
more than $600 in his pocket
and the other more than $800,

Baker said one man was
identified as Ivan Ortiz, 26, a
Puerto Rican who was living
in Pasadena near Houston.
Identities of the others, in-
cluding the alien whose body
was found Feb. 22 two miles
away, had not been establish-
ed.

Agents of the US. Im-
migration and Naturalization
Service apprehended Trevino
on Friday at a boarding home
in Dallas. Sheriff’s in-
vestigators arrested him
Monday night and he took
them to an abandoned car
believed to have been used to
bring aliens into this country
from Mexico, Bakers said.

Baker said Trevino booked
passage from Nuevo Laredo,
Mexico, to Houston and arriv-
ed in Dallas Feb. 20 with five
other undocumented im-
migrants — called pollos, or
“chickens’” — who pay to be
transported into the United
States.

‘‘We feel that they were on
the way back to Houston ber-
cause he couM not come up
with the money,” Baker said.

The victims were shot with
a small caliber pistol. No
weapon had been recovered,
Baker said.

Formal charges of capital
murder were filed Tuesday
against Trevino in the death
of the unidentified man, of-
ficials said. Additional
charges were being prepared
in connection with the death
of Ortiz, authorities added

Daniel Solis, Trevino's at-
torney, said his client would
probably plead innocent on
grounds that he killed in self
defense.

In its heyday before 1982,
Los Tejas had 80 employees
in the United States and Mex-
ico and was making up to $12
million from smuggling im-
migrants into this country
and stolen cars into Mexico,
said Bernie Hobson, an assis-
tant U.S. attorney in Houston.

“They’re the most brutal,
efficient and violent of any
group that I know of,” Hob-
son said.

In July 1982 ring members
executed four Salvadorans
and two Mexicans near

Houston, Hobson said.
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cut down during the final bat-
tle and taken back to Mexico
as proof of American involve-
ment in the Texas’ war for in-
dependence.

In 1950, the United States
returned to Mexico 69 flags
captured during the war over
the annexation of Texas.
There was discussion of an
exchange for the Alamo flag
at the time, but officials
decided a trade would make
the gestures ring hollow.

In 1965, the Texas
Legislature wanted to try
again to retrieve the flag, but*
then-Gov. John Connally said
the state had no authority to
negotiate with a foreign coun-
try.

Later the same year, U.S.
Sen. John Tower introduced a
resolution asking the State
Department to seek the

return of the flag, but nothing
came of it.

There have also been "ad
hoc attempts by individuals
to trade relics for the flag,
Umbach said.

Umbach said the new cam-
paign for the flag started
before recent tensions bet-
ween the United States and
Mexico over drug law en-
forcement, but that he and
D'Unger are still optimistic
theé flag will return to the
Alamo, now a museum in
modern, downtown San An-
tonio.

Umbach 'said he and
D'Unger are not looking for
personal gain.

“I just thought this would
be something I'd sure admire
were | to walk inside the
Alamo and see it hanging on
the wall,"" he said.

The Public Utility Com
mission reminds Texans that
federal law provides for tax
credits for eligible home
energy conservation im-
provements. These credits
are scheduled to expire at the
end of this year unless Con-
gress acts to extend them.
So, if you have been con-
sidering improvements to
your home as a way of gain-
ing control of your utility
bills, this is the year to com-
plete the job.

Under current law,
homeowners may claim 15
percent of the first $2,000
spent on improving the
energy efficiency of existing
homes, with a maximum
credit of $300. New homes
are not eligible for the
credits. The law applies on-
ly to improvements on
homes built prior to April
20, 1977

Though you may own or
rent the residence, im-
provements must be to the
taxpayer's “‘principal
residence’’ (a rent house or
vacation cottage would not
qualify).

Energy conservation im-
provements that qualify for
tax credits include insula-
tion, storm doors and storm
windows, caulking,
weatherstripping, and cer-
tain devices such -as
automatic set-backs on ther-
mostats, meters fot measur-
Ing energy consumption, and
furnace ignition systems that
replace pilot lights

Items that do not qualify
for the tax credits include
siding for the outside of the
home, heat pumps, wood-
burning stoves, and ceiling
fans.

To qualify for the tax
credits, energy-conserving
items must be new; they
must be expected to last at
least three years; and they
must meet certain perfor-

mance and quality standards
set by the federal
government. 3

Tax credits also are
available for expenditures

for certain renewable energy
devices solar, wind-
powered, or geothermal --
that are installed on the tax-
payer’s principal residence.
You may claim 40 percent of
the first $10,000 spent on
such devices. The full
$10,000 in expenditures may
be spread out over several
years, but to qualify for the
1984 tax returns, the work
must have been completed

during 1984

Improvements - which
qualify under this section of
the law include

*solar equipment for
heating and cooling the
home or for providing hot
water or electricity for use
within the home;

*wind energy equipment
for generating electricity for
use within the home; and

*geotiermal  energy
equipment.

Qualifying expenditures
include labor costs, installa-
tion, and equipment, but do
not include structural com-
ponents of the dwelling. You
may claim the credit more
than one year if you expand
an existing system or pur-
chase more than one system,
but the maximum cumulative
credit is $400 on any one
residence

To qualify for the tax
cred’ s, the equipment must
be r.w, and must be ex-
pected to remain in operation
for at least five years

If you have been planning
to make energy conservation
improvements to your home
and you want to take advan-
tage of the tax credits, you
should arrange to have the

work  completed by
December 31, 1985.

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Ancient profession experiences revival

PARIS (AP) — The ancient profes-
sion of public scribe, which had
withered since the introduction of
universal education a century ago, is
making a comeback. ;

In 1978, there were three public
scribes working in France. Today,
there are more than 150 “‘ecrivains
publics,” and new ones are opening
offices every week.

Public scribes not only write let-
ters for people who can’t. They also
prepare job resumes, edit
manuscripts and memoires and help
people cope with the government
bureaucracy. Some even write
poetry on demand. '

More than 100 of the professional
ghostwriters have banded together
to form the Academy of Public
Scribes, dedicated to promoting the
profession and promulgating a code
of ethics.

“Now, everybody knows how to
write, but not necessarily how to
write a letter,’ said Myriam Chatet,
a former personnel manager who for

.the past four years has worked as a

public scribe in Paris’ 10th District

“Life has become more and more
complicated and people need help,”
explained Parisian Jacques
Claustres, who styles himself a
“counsellor in correspondence’ and
also writes poetry on demand.

The public scribe was born in
France in the Middle Ages at the
same time the middle class emerg-
ed. The profession flourished in pro-
sperous times and receded in hard
times.

In the late 1970s, Francois Boisson,
a job counsellor in the northeastern
French city of Nancy who was
moonlighting as a public scribe,
decided to find out how many
counterparts he had. He found two
others.

In 1980 he founded the Academy of
Public Scribes; 30 turned up at the

new organization’s first congress.
The Academy now numbers slightly
more than 100. There are perhaps
another 50 in the country who are not
members.

Some scribes keep busy writing the
traditional love letter.

Evelyne Ramelet, who until
recently operated a small public
scribe office in downtown Perpignan,
a city near the border with Spain,
said she wrote many love letters.
And Claustres said he, too, handles a
large number of affairs of the heart.

“There is an enormous number of
lonely people in this country,” said
Claustres, a man in his 60s with a
salt-and-pepper mustache.

Claustres, who specializes in
writing acrostic poetry, interviews
clients to get to know their feelings.
He often spends more time on
writing the poem than he is paid to
do. In the end, the clients sign the
poems he has helped create.

He called poetry ‘‘a reflex of the
mind and heart that comes from the
self. It's like a tear. It comes from
you without any education on your
part. It is a question of heart and
soul.

“] was always a poet. When you

‘create, you have a need to be read.
Like a good musician likes to be
heard, or a novelist wants to be
read.”

In the meantime, the public scribe
phenomenon is growing. Similar
academies have been created recent-
ly in Switzerland and Belgium. And
the next target, according to
Boisson, is Canada. .

“And why not America?’’ he ask-
ed.
