0il Co. Settles
Salt Water Suits

Seven farmers in the West Jud
oil field, about 7 miles SW of
Rochester, Haskell County, set-
tled their law suits with the Al-
vin Hope ©Oil Company of San
Antonio on Friday, July 29th, be-
fore Judge Ben C.. Chapman of
39th Dist. Court, Haskell Coun-
ty, Texas.

The suits were filed in October,
1964 by P. M. Helton, B. J. Hel-
ton, W. L. Nanny, M. C. Webb
Estate, Allen Bell and R. C.
Speck, O. G. Lewis and Chester
Blackstone, who operate irriga-
tion farms near the Stonewall
County line, alleging that defen-
dant Alvin Hope permitted salt
water to escape from his leases
and damaged their farms.

L. A. Jones, who also filed

against Hope for salt water dam-
age to his farm did not settle
his case, and it is still pending
before the Court.
The defendant paid the plain-
tiffs the sum of $30,500.00 and
agreed to clean up and eliminate
the salt water leakage, by in-
stalling steel tanks on each lease
where B. S. and salt water is
drained from the oil tanks, and
to abandon the use of the burn
pits and salt water disposal pits;
the defendant also agreed to op-
erate the salt water injection
well in a manner to prevent
leakage of salt water.

The attorneys for the farmers
and landowners were Jimmy P.
Horany and Jack Banner of Arch-
er City and Wichita Falls; at-
torneys for defendant Hope were
Ed King and Jack Sayles of Abi-

Seven Of State Amendments
Being Prinfed In Local Paper

Haskell County Voters will
join with other states voters this
fall in the General Election, No-
vember 8, in accepting or reject-
ing 16 proposed amendments to
the state’s constitution. Seven
of these proposed amendments
will be published in the Roches-
ter Reporter all four weeks in
August.

Rev. Stevenson
Dies In Calif.

Penalty points now are being
assessed motorists for accidents
and major violations . . . includ-
ing speeding.

® One penalty point will
mean a 15 percent hike, two
points 35 percent, three points 60
percent and four or more points
90 percent.

® Major  violations — like
driving while intoxicated, negli-
gent homicide, hit and run or
felony driving offenses — will
cost drivers three points.

® Two points will be assessed
for driving while a license is
suspended or for violations re-
sulting in suspension.

® One point will be charged
for \accidents where there is in-
jury or ' death —~ er property
damage over $50 — and for
speeding. Speeding points are not
counted until -after one or two
“free convictions” in the preced-
ing year or three years.

After 1969, penalties will be
based on driving records over a
36-month period.

Twelve exceptions to the
“point” rule are listed, however,
and one of them includes acci-
dents in which the driver is not
at fault.

Unlike the old retroactive,
statewide plan of 1960-62 which
created so much controversy, the
durrent plan is based on exper-
ience in 26 separate rating terri-
tories and considers no offenses
prior to August 1.

New Licenses
Consigned To
Various Agents

Austin — New hunting and
fishing licenses will be mailed to
licenses dealers in all 254 coun-
ties of Texas at a new record
early date, it was announced by
the Texas Parks and Wildlife
Department.

The licenses are not good un-
til September 1, beginning of the
new fiscal year, according to a
Department spokesman.

Also, the old licenses will be
necessary for sportsmen to have

on their person through August|§

Sl

The licenses will be distributed
through approximately 2,500
dealers, mainly stores featuring
hunting and fishing equipment,
as well as many bait stores.

The Department said the
“sportsmen’s credentials” will be
in the hands of the agents well
in advance of the new fiscal
year to preclude any necessity
for hunters and fishermen having
to line fup.

Individual fishing licenses cost
$2.15 for both residents and non-
residents. Resident hunting li-
censes cost $3.15.

Non-resident hunting licenses
cost $25. A special $5 Five-day
non-resident license entitles the
holder to hunt migratory birds,
for five consecutive days, main-
ly waterfowl and doves.

This license is popular, the De-
partment notes, with visitors pa-

tronizing the Rio Grande Valley
white-winged dove harvest in
early September and with duck
and goose hunters who come
from distant mid-west areas in
late November and December.

There are many resident and
fishing exemptions as described
in the Department’s official hunt-
ing and fishing guide but basi-
cally persons 17 years of age and
under 65 must have the regular
state licenses.

HOUSE JOINT RESOLU-

TION NO. 13 proposing an

Amendment to Sections 2 and

4 of Article VI of the Con-

stitution of the State of Tex-

as so as to repeal the pro-
vision making payment of the
poll tax a requirement for
voting and so as to authorize
the Legislature to provide for
the registration of all voters.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 2 of
Article VI of the Constitution
of the State of Texas be
amended, effective February
1, 1968, by deleting the fol-
lowing language:

“and provided further, that
any voter who is subject to
pay a poll tax under the laws
of the State of Texas shall
have paid said tax before of-
fering to vote at any election
in this State and hold a re-
ceipt showing that said poll
tax was paid before the first
day of February next preced-
ing such election. Or if said
voter shall have lost or mis-
placed said tax receipt, he or
she, as the case may be, shall
be entitled to vote upon mak-
| ing affidavit before any of-
ficer authorized to administer
oaths that such tax receipt
has been lost. Such affidavit
shall be in writing and left
with the judge of the election.
The husband may pay the poll
tax of his wife and receive
the receipt therefor. In like
manner, the wife may pay the
poll tax of her husband and
receive the receipt therefor.”
and by substituting therefor
the following language:

“provided, however, that be-
fore offering to vote at an
election a voter shall have
registered annually, but such
requirement for registration
shall not be considered a
qualification of an elector
within the meaning of the
term ‘qualified elector’ - as
used in any other Article of
this Constitution<in respect to
any matter except qualifica-
tion and eligibility to vote at
an election. Any legislation
enacted in anticipation of the
adoption of this Amendment
shall not be invalid because
of its anticipatory nature.”

The text of this Section, as

Sec. 2. That Section 4 of
Article VI of the Constitution
of the State of Texas be
amended by changing the
word “may” to ‘“shall” in the
last clause thereof and by de-
leting the words “in all cities
containing a population of ten
thousand inhabitants or
more.”

The text of this Section, as
so amended, is shown below,
with the deleted language
marked through by a broken
line and with the new lan-
guage underscored:

“Section 4. In all elections
by the people, the vote shall
be by ballot, and the Legisla-
ture shall provide for the
numbering of tickets and
make such other regulations
as may be necessary to detect
and punish fraud and preserve
the purity of the ballot box;

other Amendment.

Sec. 4. The foregoing Con-
stitutional Amendment shall
be submitted to a vote of the
qualified electors of the state
at an election to be held on
the first Tuesday after the
first Monday in November,
1966, at which election * all
ballots shall have printed
thereon the following:

Amendment is adopted, the
proclamation of the Governor

LEGISLATURE OF THE

STATE OF TEXAS:

Section 1. That Section 6,
Article XVI, Constitution of
the State of Texas, be amend-
ed to read as follows:

“Section 6. (a) No appro-
priation for private or indi-
vidual purposes shall be made,
unless authorized by this Con-
stitution. A regular state-
ment, under oath, and an ac-
count of the receipts and ex-
penditures of all public mon-
ey shall be published annual-
ly, in such manner as shall
be prescribed by law.

“(b) State agencies charged

crippled, or otherwise physic-
ally or mentally handicapped
in becoming gainfully employ-
ed, in rehabilitating and re-

“The state agencies may de-
posit money accepted under
this subsection either in the
state treasury or in other se-
cure depositories.

of The University of Texas is
hereby authorized to issue
negotiable bonds and notes
not to exceed a total amount
of two-thirds (2/3) of twenty
per cent (20%) of the value
of the Permanent University
Fund exclusive of real estate
at the time of any issuance
thereof; provided, however, no
building or other permanent
improvement shall be acquir-
ed or constructed hereunder for
use by any institution of The
University of Texas System,
except at and for the use of
the general academic institu-
tions of said System, namely,
The-Main University and Texas
Western College, without the
prior approval of the Legisla-
ture or of such agency as may
be authorized by the Legisla-
ture to grant such approval.
Any bonds or notes issued
hereunder shall be payable
solely out of the income from
the Permanent University
Fund. Bonds or notes so
issued shall mature serially
or otherwise not more than
thirty (30) years from their
respective dates.

“The Texas A & M Univer-
sity System and®all of the in-
stitutions constituting such
System as hereinabove enum-
erated, and The University of
Texas System, and all of the
institutions constituting such
System as hereinabove enum-
erated, shall not receive any
General Revenue funds for
the acquiring or constructing
of buildings or other perma-
nent improvements, except in
case of fire, flood, storm, or

an appropriation in an amount
sufficient to replace the un-
insured loss so incurred may
be made by the Legislature
out of General Revenue funds.

“Said Boards are severally
authorized to pledge the
whole or any part of the re-
spective interests of Texas
A & M University and of The
University of Texas in the in-
come from the Permanent
University Fund, as such in-
terests are now apportioned
by Chapter 42 of the Acts of
the Regular Session of the
42nd Legislature of the State
of Texas, for the purpose of
securing the payment of the
principal and interest of such
bonds or notes.. The Perma-
nent University Fund may be
invested in such honds or
notes.

“All bonds or notes issued
pursuant hereto shall be ap-
proved by the Attorney Gen-
eral of Texas and when so
approved shall be incontest-
able. This Amendment shall |
be self-enacting ° provided,
however, that nothing herein
shall be construed as impair-
ing any obligation heretofore
created by the issuance of any
outstanding notes or bonds
under this Section by the re-
spective Boards prior to the
adoption of this Amendment
but any such outstanding
notes or bonds shall be paid
in full, both principal and in-
terest, in accordance with the
terms of such contracts.”

Sec. 2. The foregoing Con-
stitutional Amendment shall
be submitted to a vote of the
qualified electors of this state
at an election to be held on
the first Tuesday after the
first  Monday in November,
1966, at which election all bal-
lots shall have printed on
them the following:

“FOR the . Constitutional
Amendment withdrawing
Arlington  State  College
from participation in the
Permanent University
Fund.”
“AGAINST the
tional Amendment with-
drawing Arlington State
College from participation
in the Permanent Univer-
sity Fund.”

Sec. 3. The Governor of the
State of Texas shall issue the
necessary proclamation for
the election and this Amend-
ment shall be published in the
