Gas Tax Claims Must Be
Filed By September 30th

This is to remind farmers
or ranchers that they must
file by September 30th, 1964,
for refund on gasoline used
on the farm. Form 2240, U. S.
Treasury Department, 1964,
is to be fused in making this
request. Farmers or ranchers
can get these from their near-
est Internal Revenue Office.

The term “farming pur-
poses” is defined as follows:

commodity, including the rais-
ing, shearing, feeding, caring
for, training, and management
of livestock, bees, mpoultry,
anc fur-bHearing animals and
wildlife, on a farm of which
he is the owner, tenant, or op-
erator; except that if such
use is by any person other
than the owner, tenant, or op-
erator of such farm, then . . .
the owner, tenant, or cperator
cf the farm on which gasoline

. 1s used shall be treated as
the tuser and wultimate pur-
chaszer of such gasoline .

“(B) by the owner, tenant,
or cperator of a farm, in
handling, drying, packing,
grading, or storing any agri-
cultural or horticultural com-
modity in its unmanufactured
state; but only if such owner,
tenant, or operator produced
rora thon pona-holf o of the
commodity which he so treat-
¢u uuring the period wita re-
spect to which claim is filed;

“(C) by the owner, tenant,
or operator of a farm, in con-
nection with —

“(i) the planting, cultivat-
ing, caring for, or cutting of
trees, or

“(ii) the preparation (oth-
er than milling) of trees for

market, incidental to farming
cperations; or

“(D) by the owner, tenant,
cr operator of a farm, in con-
nection with the , operation,
management, conservation,
‘mprovement, or maintenance
cif such farm and its tools and
eguipment.”

The federal rate of tax on
gasoline is at the rate of
four cents per gallon. This
claim should be filed with
the U. S. District Director of
Internal Revenue in your lo-
cality. This claim will be al-
lowed only if filed on or be-
fore September 30, 1964. Only
one claim a year may be fil-
ed.

You mlst have records, if

requested by the District Di-
rector, in order to be able to
support the amount of refund
claimed by you. ;

In planning programs for
