Everything that is wrong with 
this country is wrong in the 
same proportions in the homes. 
Our parents don’t seem to care 
what their children read, watch 
or do; they have become con- 
scientious objectors to their 

^role as head of the family. 
Scouts, Little League, 4-H pro­
jects, or simply to catch a ball 
or read a story, their reply is 
always the same, “ We don’t 
have time.’’ These are the same 
people who will later ask, “ What 
did I do wrong?’’ completely 
baffled.

When there are two parents 
in each home, when the parents 
love their children more than 
themselves, when the children 
are made to respect their par­
ents, when the children are ex­
pected to prove their abilities, 
when laws are changed to pro­
tect the guileless Instead of the 
crafty, when the Supreme Court 
is un-hypnotized, when the 
American people get off their 
flabby, apathetic carcasses and 
shout “ No more’’ THEN will we 
begin to see the America where 
freedom walks in the dark un­
afraid.

PUBLISHER’S NOTE: I agree 
that we people who live in these 
United States should concen­
trate on being more like our 
forefathers who fought proudly 
for their rights and be proud 
enough to fight literally if nec­
essary to protect what we have 
materially. And revive our 
spiritual attitudes to be “ doers 
of the Word and not hearers’’ 
only.

Cowboys, Indians, 
horses, wagons, and western 
characters are in authentic set­
tings. People marvel at the per­
fect acostics, stereo sound and 
dramatic lighting in the amphi­

theatre with a 600 foot canyon 
wall for a backdrop in this 
spectacular setting for the 
stars.

The amphitheatre was built 
as a memorial by the people 
of the Panhandle in cooperation 
with the State of Texas. The 
drama was listed in the top 
twenty travel attractions over 
the United States by the Na­
tional Association of Travel 
Organizations for the years 
1966 and 1967. It has also been 
honored by the “ Freedoms 
Foundation” at Valley Forge 
and is being recommended to 
over-seas visitors by the pub­
lication, “ Festivals USA” , a 
publication of the United States 
Travel Service.
