Prepare for Sledge Trip.

On SBeptomber 15" the tull work of trans-
ferring supplies to Cape Columbla was
Innugurated. Marvin with . Oood-
sall and Borup and the Eakimos, took 18
sledge loads of supplies to Cape Belknap
and on the ITth the same party starig)
wih lorda to Forger bay. -

The work of hunting and transporting
supplies was prosecuted continuously by
the members of the party and the EBaki-
mos until November § when the sup-
pliva for the apring sledge trip had® been
removed from winter quarters and de-
posited at various places from Cape Co-
lan to Cape Columbia.

The latter part of September the move-
ment of the lce subjected the ship to a
pressure which listed It to port some
eight or ten degrees, and It 4id not re
cover till ths following spring.

On Octaber 1 1 went on & hunt with twe
Enkimos scross the fleld and Puss bay
and the' peninsula, made the circult of
Clemants Markham Inlet, and returned
to the ship In seven days with 15 muak
oxen, & bear and a deer.

Make Ready for Dash.

The first M hours &t the pole wers
apent In taking observations, In golng
soma *ten miles beyond our camp ahd
mome elght miles to the right of It; in
taking photographs, planting my fags,
depositing my records, studying the hori-
son with my telescope for porsible land,
and searching for a practicable place te
make & sounding,

Plan for Return Trip.

Ten hours afier our Armival the clouds
clonred before a light breexe from our
left and from that time until eur depar-
ture in the afternocom of . April 7 the
‘wedlher was cloudiess and flawlisss

The minimum temperature during the
2 hours was X below, the maximum I8

® had reached the goal, but Lhe re-
furn was still before us. It was essential
that we reach the land before the next
spring tids, and we must straln every
werve to do this

I had a brief talk with my men, From
now on It was to be a big travel, lttle
slesp and a hustle svery minute.

We would try, 1 told them, to double
march on the return—that s, (0 star
and cover one of our northward
marchen, make tea and eat our luncheon
in the igloos, then cover another march,
eal and sleep a few hours, and repeat
this dally

Speed Nearly Doubled.

As & matter of fact we ™ méarly did
thin, covering regularly on our returs
Journey five outward marches In three
return marches.

Just as long a8 we could hold)the
trall we could double our speed. and
we need waste no time fn bulldin<g
naw igloos avery day. so that the time
we guined on the return lessensd the
chances of & gale destroying Lhe track

Just above the eighiy-seventh paral-
lel was a region some Nfty miles wide
which caused me conslderabile uneani-
ness. Twelve hours of strong easterly,
westerly, or nertherly wind would
make this reglon an open sen.

In the afternoon of the Tth we start-
ed on our return, having doubles fed
the dogs, repaired the nlediges for the
Inst time wnd disearded all our spare
clothing to lighten thy loads

Tries to Sound Sea.

Fivs miles from "the pole & narrow
crack Alled with recenl lee. through
which we were able to work & hole
™ h a plckax, ennbled me to make =
sounding. All my wire, | (00 fathoms,
was senl down, bul thersa was no bot-
tam, .

In pulling up tiie wire parted & fow
fathome from the surfuce and lead and
wire wenit to thp bottom. O wenl reel
and handle, lightening the sledges wtill
further. We had no more use for them
now

Threes marches brought us back to
the Igloos whera the captuin, turned
back. The last march wus in the wild
aweep of & northerly gale, with drifi-
Ing snow and the loe recking under as
we dashed over It

Not Delayed by Leads.

Douth of where Marvin had turned
back we came Lo where his party had
built several igioos while delayed by
apen leads  Btill further scuth we
found where the captain had besn held
up by sa open lead and obliged o
camp ;

Fortulintely the movement of theas
leadn waa slmply open and shul. and it
took conslderable water motion to fault
the trall seriously

Whils the caplaln. Marvin, and as |
found .ater, Horup, had been delpyed
by ope. lesnds, we ssemed to Lear u
charm and with no single lead were we
duinyed more than a couple of hours
Bometimes the lce was fast and ftirm
enouxgh (0 CArryY us mcross, scimvlimes
& shert detour, sometimes & brief halt
for the lead 10 close, somelimes an Im-
provised ferry on aAn lce cake, kepl the
trall without diMoulty down to Lthe
tenth outward march

Lose Bartiett's Trall.

Igiooa thers disappenred completaly
snd Lthe enlire reglon was unrecognig-
able. Where on Lhe culward journey
had besn narrow crecka, there were
now broad leads, one of them over five
miles In widih, caught over wilh young
ioe.

Hers again fortunas favored
noe pronoinced movement of The les
Baving taken place since the capiain
pasasd. we had e trall to follow, We
ploked up the old Arall again north of
the sevanih igloos, follewed It beyond
the Bftk, ard at the big lead loat i
Anally.

From here we f(ollowed Lthe captaln's
trall and on April 313 eur sledges

Long Sleep Welcome,

Columbia, [t was slpap, wleep, then turn
over and sleep again. Wa alept glorious-

night more of blinding headacha

Cold water to & parched throat is noth-
Ing compared with sleep to a numbed,
fatigued briain and body,

Two days wa spent here In sleaping and
Arying our clothes Then for the ahlp,
Our dogn, ke ourselves, had not been
hungry when we arrived, but simply lfe-
lese with fatigus. They were different
animals now, and ths better ones among
them swept on with tightly ewrled talls
and wplifiad heads and their hind lege
treading the manow with plstonlike regu-
larity.

Marvin's Fate Learned.

We reachied Hecla In one march and
the Roosevell In another, When we
got to the Mossavall | was staggered by
the news of the fatal mishap te Marvin
He had slther been less onutious or less
forfunate than the rest of us, and his
death emphusized the risk te which we
all had basn subjected, for thers was nol
ane of us but had been In the siedge at
same time during the journay.

The big lead, cheated of Its prey thres
yoaars before, had at last gained (tsa hue
man victim.

The reat can be told quiokly. McMillan
and Borup had started for the Green-
land coast to deposit caches for me. Be-
fore I arrived a fAying Eskimo courier
from mes overiook them wilh instructions
that the caches were no longer nesded
and they were to concentrale thelr sher-
wies on the ideal observations, ste., at
Cape Morris K. Jesup and north frem

Roocsevalt BStarts Baclk.

Thess instructlons wers sarried sut and
after their return in the latter part of
May McMillan made somae further Udal
observations at other points. The sup-
plies remaining &t _the various eaches
were brought In and om July W the
Roosevell left Its winter quarters and
was driven out Into the channel back of
Cupe Nion,

It fought Its way south In the center
of the channel and passed Cape Babine
on August &, or 3 days sarller than in
190# and 8§ days sarlier than the British

The culmina of long experience, &
thorough knowledge of the conditions of
the problem gained In the last sxpedition
~thess, togsther with & naw type of
slodge which reduced the work of both
doge and driver, mnd & bew Lype of camp
cooler which mdded to ‘the comfort and
Increased hours of wsileep of the
membars of the party, combined to make
the present expedition an agresabls Im-
provement upan the lust In respect to the
rapldity and effectivencss of Its work and
the leansned dlscomfort and straim upos
the members of the party.

His Capable Alds.
