A landscape already soak-
ed with rains which had put 
the total rainfall for the year 
much higher than average, 
was inundated with a 
downpour that lasted several 
hours and caused flooding 
over a wide area April 25 and 
26. 

While Rising Star escaped 
the heavier amounts of 16 
and 17 inches falling on 
Brownwood, Comanche and 
De Leon, the more than six 
inches measured here caus-
ed flooding in several 
residences and at the nurs-
ing home. Numerous fences 
were downed by the rush of 
the waters and a number of 
country roads were washed 
out. Some cattle were unac-
counted for. 

Much damage was caused 
to the pavement on bridges 
on highways that serve Ris-
ing Star, particularly to the 
east. State Highway Depart-
ment personnel alerted Ris-
ing Star that U.S. Highway 
183 to the south and U.S. 
Highway 36 to the east were 
closed because of flood-
waters and bridge damage. 

Volunteers began during 
the night of Wednesday, 
April 25, to flag traffic and 
warn motorists and truckers 
of the closed roads. Various 
volunteers worked through 

the night and throughout 
much of the day Thursday 
until word was finally given 
that 36E was open to traffic. 

Last Wednesday morning 
the soil around Rising Star 
was topped up with .2 to .6 
inch of moisture, with the 
heavier amounts reported 
west of town. As evening 
began, so did the rainfall 
that led to flooding. The rain 
continued through the night 
and stopped about 9 a.m. 
Thursday, after many six-
inch gauges had overflowed. 
Larger guages held 6.75 in-
ches of water, but the 
amounts varied according to 
location. 

Rainfall was heavier to the 
south and east of Rising 
Star. One farmer in the 
Williams area estimated 8 
inches of rain, and a farmer 
near Sidney reported more 
than 11 inches while to the 
north of Rising Star one 
gauge caught less than 5 in-
ches. 

Flooding occurred at 
Highway 183 and Mayfield 
Street in the south part of 
town. Floodwaters crept into 
the nursing home, to the 
west of 183 on S. Miller, and 
patients in the south wing 
were moved to dry areas. 
Some homes to the east of 
Rising Star were also flood-

Eastland would get 
more state funding by the 
restructuring - at least under 
the bulls I've seen. 

QUESTION 7: No, money 
is not the only answer - but it 
is part of it. It has been frus-
trating in the past to have new 
programs mandated - but 
mandated without state funds. 
I hope this new plan would 
provide the funds. 

In commenting on the situ-
ation in Austin, Watkins said: 
"I know the folks down there 
have a difficult job. I doubt if 
there areenough votes to over-
ride the Governor's veto -
something else will have to 
be worked out.

• As of May 1, 1990, the 
Texas Supreme Court will 
comply with their judgement 
in Edgewood vs. Kirby and 
shut off State funding toTexas 
Public Schools. The State 
Legislature have been in spe-
cial sessions since February 
28th in an attempt to restruc-
ture the school financing, but 
both sessions have failed to 
produce a bill that was satis-
factory to both Legislators and 
the Governor. In the latest 
attempt, a sales tax increase, 
Governor Clements vowed to 
veto the bill on Monday, April 
30th and at this time the 2/3 
vote of both I louse and Sen-
ate to override said veto had 
not been reached. 

So how will this "State 
Shut-Off Of Funds" affect 
Eastland County schools? In 
speaking with the three super-
intendents, the following 
questions were asked of each 
and their individual replys 
follow.

Where Is Education Money Coming From? 
The AWE state office has 

received many calls from 
panicked teachers who are 
concerned that they will not 
be paid if the May 1 deadline 
is not met and an injunction is 
placed on the comptroller 
prohibiting him from issuing 
checks to school districts af-
ter April 28. Some teacher 
associations arc encouraging 
teachers to walk out or strike. 
After a conference with the 
House Spealcer G ib Lewis and 
other leaders, we believe that 
there will be a bill passed 
along with a small increase in 
the sales tax to support the 
increased cost to the state. 
• As a backup measure, there 

has been a bill introduced by 
Rep. Harvey Hildcrbran (R-
Uvalde) that would allow the 
comptroller, when he issues 
checks to school districts on 
April 28, to write lump sum 
for school personnel. 

Near its end the letter had 
this note: 

If nothing comes to pass 
and if there is no resolution of 
these conflickts and if schools 
are closed at this time next 
month, TSTA is prepared to 
call for massive, massive 
action all across this state. 

We will call on the active 
and retired teachers, support 
staff, school administrators, 
school board members, par-
ents and students to come to 
Austin May 5 to letGovernor 
Clements know that we don't 
intend to stand by and take 
this. We are suggesting that 
all forces and segments of the 
population start now to make 
plans to descend on Austin 
and the Governor's Mansion 
in the largest demonstration 
of public outrage since the 
fall of the Alamo to Santa 
Anna.

"Then we will make the 
bestof whatever comes outof 
it. Somehow I don't think 
anything bad will come from 
this, although there may he 
some changes.

complicated." 
"I believe the state funding 

formula was already 'equal', 
in the sense that it hinged on 
daily average attendance (in 
October)," he said. 

"The 'inequality' came 
from local funding and var-
ied tax bases," he added. 

"Do we take money from 
the rich and give it to the 
poor?" he asked. "I don't 
know the answer. The only 
way I can see how the state 
could carry this out is for the 
state to require local Districts 
to have certain tax rates - and 
then the state make up the 
difference for some. 

"Solutions to this seem 
almost impossible," Kinser 
concluded. "This situation 
may be more of a monster 
than we realized. 

"But I'm hoping that out of 
all this will come something 
better - something that will 
help educate children that arc 
not really in the system right 
now." 

Gary Upchurch, Eastland 
High School Principal, shares 
Kinser's hopes and optimism.

Another Cisco Teacher, 
Gene Kinser, has been a local 
President of the TSTA. He 
has also served as President 
of TSTA District 4, which 
includes ten counties. 

Kinser says he's so busy 
teaching in the classroom 
right now that he hasn't had 
time to study all the aspects 
of the Supreme Court ruling 
on school equalization. 

"Things do seem to be in a 
deadlock in Austin," he re-
marked. "As is usually the 
case, the Legislature is never 
prompt - there will be debat-
ing to the end.

Early this week I compiled 

an article about the Texas 
Supreme Court ruling on the 
Edgewood Vs. Kirby case, in 
which the Court stated that 
the school finance system of 
Texas was unconstitutional 
and not equitable. The Court 
gave the Legislature until May 
1, 1990 to design "an effi-
cient system." 

Since the type of system 
the Court mandates would 
require a great deal more 
money, the Legislature has 
been embroiled in discussions 
on where to get the funds. 
There are strong differences 
of opinion between Gover-
nor Bill Clements and sup-
porters and some other Leg-
islators. 

At Press time this weekend 
there is still a deadlock in 
Austin, with the Governor 
declaring he will veto any 
measure calling for more 
taxes or more than $300,000 
in new state spending this 
year. The Governor makes it 
plain that he considers a pro-
posed one-half cent raise in 
the state sales tax in the same 
category as other tax raises. 

The Texas State Teacher's 
Association has announced 
that if the matter is not re-
solved with what they con-
sider adequate funding their 
group will hold a rally in 
Austin on May 5, demanding 
that enough money be appro-
priated_ 

My last overview of the 
decisions pending in Austin 
did not deal much with what 
Eastland County teachers 
think of the Court's decision 
and the funding situation. A 
number of the local teachers 
belong to the Texas State 
Teacher's Association, oth-
etto the Texas Association 
of Professional Educators, 
and others to smaller organi-
zations or no organized group 
at all. 

A random sampling of local 
teacher's opinions revealed 
why some had not formed 
strong ideas on the funding 
crisis. I was told several times: 

"A lot of news releases and 
material from Austin are so 
dull that I go through about 
two chapters and get tired of 
it. It is confusing - I really 
don't know what to think of 
it!" 

Several, however, shared 
opinions on the subject, each 
saying they were giving per-
sonal opinions only. 

Bobbie Thompson, Presi-
dent of the RangerTexas State 
Teacher's Association, said 
this group has not held a 
meeting to formulate an offi-
cial statement. 

"But personally I don't like 
the idea of the Governor 
deciding ahead of time how 
much funding will be made 

the Supreme Court avoided 
having to decide whether or 
not education is a fundamen-
tal right subject to strict pro-
tection under the Texas 
Constitution Judge Clark's 
decision at the trial court level 
held that the school finance 
system also violates the equal 
rights and due process of law 
guaranteed by the Bill or 
Rights. 

Since that ruling one spe-
cial session of the State Leg-
islature was unable to agree 
on how to finance the imme-
diate millions and projected 
billions needed to satisfy the 
Court that equalized standards 
are being met. The second 
special session is now meet-
ing in Austin. Gov. Clements 
stated Tuesday that he did not 
believe there would be an 
agreement during this session. 
The Gov. has vowed to veto 
any bill requiring more than 
$300 million in new state 
funds to citizens of the state. 

There arc numerous opin-
ions on the situation, and few 
arc in agreement. A task Force 
on Public Education, ap-
pointed by Li Gov. Bill 
Hobby, Speaker of the House 
Gob Lewis and the Governor 
has proposed a $4.3 plan-of-
action. Under the plan, fund-
ing for the next year would 
rise by $234 million, in addi-
tion to the $450 million the 
Legislature has set aside in 
equalization aid for this bien-
nium. 

This plan is opposed by 
Organized teacher's groups 
‘nd others, who consider it 
"inadequate."

During the past two weeks 
the Texas State Teachers 
Association, which represents 
some 95,(XX) school employ-
ees, has been swamped with 
calls from concerned mem-
bers about growing rumors 
that Texas schools might be 
forced to close-either be-
cause of a court-ordered 
freeze on state funds or the 
failure of the state's lawmak-
ers to adopt a school finance 
plan the Governor will sign 
mid the Supreme Court will 
accept. 

The plainti Its arc asking the 
courts to freeze all school 
t uniting by May 3, an act that 
%you'd close most, if not all, 
schools, esp cia llypoorones. 

The plaintiffs in the law-
suit of "Edgewood vs. I< irby" 
are on a collision course with 
a recalcitrant governor with 
obviously small concern for 
high quality education in 

Texas. 
Further, the Governor's 

proposals to raise revenue by 
raiding other educational 
funds is preposterous. It is 
unconscionable to even con-
sider cutting the state's con- 

tributions to employee retire-
ment funds. Employees are 
sick and tired of having their 
pensions raided every few 
years to save the state a needed 
tax increase. More than a third 
($164 million) of the $450 
million in cuts recommended 
yesterday by the Governor 
would come out of retirement 
funds that rightfully belong 
to the educational employees 
already. 

Other cuts being consid-
ered arc equally ridiculous. It 
is suicidal to our future econ-
omy to eliminate the already 
scheduled three percent pay 
raise earmarked for univer-
sity salaries or raises for 
community college faculty. 
And it is downright stupid to 
cut funds from remedial edu-
cation and at-risk programs 
to "equalize" funding for poor 
school districts. 

Three special points are set 
forth by the TSTA. They 
include: 

1. The need to change the 
way we're "doing business" 
in the schools was under-
scored again this week by the 
discouraging report of the 
National Assessment of Edu-
cation Progress. Texas isn't 
singled out by that report, but 
we all know we're not ex-
empt from the indictment, 
either. 

2. The salaries of teachers 
and other school employees 
must be raised. To duck the 
salary issue in the context of 
equalizing school funding is 
to duck one of the essential 
elements of finance reform. 

3. The school employee 
health insurance crisis has 
reached the state at which it 
can not be detached from the 
compensation equation. The 
Legislaturemustat least begin 
to address the desperate need 
for health insurance benefits 

Arguing that the majority 
of the state's teachers favor 
keeping the career ladder, 
Glossbrenner, chairperson of 
the House Public Education 
Committee, said, "ATPE 
members at their convention 
recently voted overwhelm-
ingly not to abolish the career 
ladder and put that money 
into teacher salaries." 

The House voted 74 to 68 
to table an amendment spon-
sored by Rep. dick Water-
field (R-Canadian) that would 
have killed the career ladder. 
Waterfield proposed putting 
the state's current $270 mil-
lion career ladder contribu-
tion toward overall teacher 
salaries. 

ATPE members obviously 
are reacting to suite office 
pleas to "contact your legis-
lators," because the House 
also reversed itself on several 
other issues, indicating that 
they are hearing from ATPE 
members. House members 
approved a finance mec ha-
nism that will add 450 mil-
lion new dollars into the Stys-
tem in 1990-91 and will raise 
the suite's contribution to the 
system by SI.8 billion in five 
years.
