Thc Eastland County Com-
missioners held a Public 

Hearing on the 1990-91 

County Budget during their 

lengthy meetings Monday. 
The only persons appearing 

for the hearing were repre-

sentatives from the Texas 
Dcpartmcntof Public Health. 

They requested S10,128 from 

the County for a year's rent, 
utilities and janitorial serv-

ices at the office in Eastland. 
Dr. James Zorctic of Dis-

trict 5 headquarters in Arling-
ton said that the Department 
was spending approximately 

S158,000 annually on serv-
ices to Eastland County, with 
much of it going into the 

Womcns, Infants and Chil-
dren (W.I.C.K.) program 

administrcd here. 
Ile said there were around 

200 births a year in Eastland 

County, and the infant mor-
tality rate was higher here than 
the state average. The infant 

formulas and other food sup-

plied by the agency were 

badly needed in the arca, he 

indicated. 
"We feel we do a good job 

in this county and would like 
to improve on it," Zorctic 

stated. 
The Commissioners ques-

tioned the monthly rent of 
$525 for an office building 
here. Dr. Zoretie said the 

agency placed bids for a loca-
tion and this was the best offer 
they got. Members of the 

Court said they would study 
the budget request and decide 

on it. 
The Court did not have final 

figures on the proposed 
budget, but it was expected to 

total around S3 million for 
the next fiscal year.

Firefighters were alerted to

jected 9-1-1 system. The cost 
for this work will be $24,808, 

and this will not include the 
addressing of homes. 

The Commissioners ap-
proved a request to join with 

the City of Eastland in apply-
ing fora $350,000 grant to re-
pair Eastland Lake Dam. This 

is the second year this grant 
has been applied for. 

Commissioner Billy Bacon 
reported that the Jail pres-
ently had 14 county prisoners 
(four of them parole viola-
tors) and 4 state prisoners. 
Everything was going well at 
the jail, Bacon said.

FINLAND - The unex- 
pected weight lass experienced 
by members of a test group 
has puzzled medical research-
ers at a leading Finnish uni-
versity.

Fre-
quent rains during the spray 
season may result in the de-
velopment of new leaves.

better for control of mesquite 
with foliar applied herbicides 
than they were in 1989. Ac-
cording to research conducted 
several years ago by the Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Sta-
tion, control of mesquite in 
1990 should be average to 
slightly above average. 
However, soil moisture is 
only one of the factors that 
influences the degree of 
mesquite control achieved 
with foliar applied herbicides. 

,To obtain optimum control 
select one or a mixture of the 
herbicides effective on mes-
quite, and time herbicide 
application when mesquite 
foliage is ready for spraying, 
soil temperature is optimum, 
and plants are not severely 
moisture stressed. Optimum 
control of mesquite can be 
obtained with careful plan-
ning. 

Proper timing of herbicide 
application is critical if good 
control is expected. Mesquite 
leaves should be fully ex-
tended and should have turned 
from light green to dark green 
in color before herbicide is 
applied. Usually this occurs 
about forty days after bud 
break. When the leaves have 
matured, the plants begin to 
restore carbohydrate reserves. 
Research reported by Texas 
Tech University showed that 
food reserves are utilized 
during the period of pod elon-
gation.

Trash Burning Is Still 
The Number One Problem 

Host Families Sought For 
International School Students

It seemed like a pretty day 
to burn the leaves around the 
house. After all, this elderly 
Texas resident had done it for 
over 50 years every fall and 
nothing had ever happened 
before. 

After piling the leaves 
around the yard, each pile was 
set to a flame. Within a few 
minutes the entire yard 
seemed to be on fire as the 
wind quickly pushed the 
flame forward. The dry fall 
leaves and grass easily ig-
nited. In the blink of an eye, 
this nightmare was quickly 
becoming a reality The flames 
leaped toward the house as 
the grass flashed under the 
porch. In the next bteath, the 
house was on fire. A neigh-
bor called the fire department. 
Within 10 minutes they were 
on the scene, but it was too 
late. the house was gone -
leaving no hope and no home 
for this elderly resident. 

What seemed to be a simple 
and harmless thing quickly 
turned into a traumatic expe-
rience. All across Texas, this 
same story is told many times 
each year as inexperienced, 
elderly and careless people 
burn trash. 

Fire departments in both 
rural and urban areas run on 
an estimated 36,000 such fires 
each year. Almost 60 percent 
of all rural runs arc for brushy 
fires. At least 50 percent of 
those arc started by trash fires. 

A fire this year near Lin-
vingston began as a result of 
a brush pile that was left 
unattended. The person set-
ting the fire said she thought 
it was out. 

Most people don't under-
stand the effects of wind and 
relative humidity. These fac-
tors arc critical any time of 
the year when grass, leaves 
and brush arc dry such as 
summer or winter. 

During these periods, fire 
can spread quickly in the 

presence of high wind. 
For example, a day with a 

steady fifteen mile per hour 
wind is 5 times more likely to 
produce a wildfire than a day 
with a 5 mile per hour wind. 
The reason is simple. Wind 
supplies oxygen, and oxygen 

L 

makes fire burn faster. 
Another critical factor is 

the relative humidity. Any-
time the relative humidity is 
below 35 percent, don't set 
any fires. This means the grass 
and brush is extremely dry 
and sometimes can ignite like 
gasoline. 

Nobody has to be a weather 
expert. All folks need to do is 
watch the weather forecast. If 
the weatherman say the winds 
will be over 10 miles per hour 
and the relative humidity will 
drop to or below 35 percent, 
forget burning. 

Now , if the threat of loos-
ing a home or property is not 
enough to make everyone be 
careful, there are laws. If you 
allow a fire to escape from 
your property to that of an-
other, you can be sued for 
damages. Not only that, if 
some one is hurt as a result of 
the fire, the consequences can 
be worse. Any law enforce-
ment officer can enforce these 
laws. 

Being careful and smart is 
the best way to protect your-
self form sure disaster. Sim-
ply avoid dry, windy days for 
burning and don't leave a fire 
unattended until it is com-
pletely out. If you have to 
leave, make arrangements to 
wet down the pile and be sure 
you have 5 to 10 feet of bare 
soil exposed all the way 
around. 

You can protect your home 
and property from a careless 
neighbor. After all, who can 
tell what a good neighbor 
might do some beautiful 
windy Spring day. 

Keep roofs free of debris. 
Leaves, pine straw, moss and 
twigs that collect on the roof 
and in gutters can invite dis-
aster. Safely dispose of stove, 
fire place, and grill ashes. First 

place them in a metal bucket, 
soak with water, and then bury 
them in mineral soil. Never 
store flammable materials like 
firewood or lumber under or 
near your home. Keep it at 
least 100 feet away from the 
house, but never uphill be-
cause burning material will 
roll down hill. Faucets should 
be located on each side of 
your home and near any out- 

buildings. Install them, too, 
in areas of the yard where fire 
hazards exist, or where wild-
fire could enter your yard. 
Have a coiled hose attached 
to faucets on opposite sides 
of your home. Hand tools such 
as rakes, shovels, and axes 
should be readily available 
along with a ladder that will 
reach your roof. 

As for your yard, protect 
your home from wildfire by 
paying particular attention to 
trees and brush within 100 
feet of your house. You should 
rid trees of moss, abandoned 
nests, dead limbs and other 
flammable material. Always 
remove limbs within 15-20 
feet of the ground or that 
extend over your roof, This is 
particularly true for limbs 
directly above or within 15 
feet of a chimney. 

Your yard should act as a 
firebreak. If you have a grass 
lawn that is dormant in win-
ter, mow it closely after all 
growth has stopped and bag 
the cuttings. Be sure to rake 
all leaves or needles that are 
within 30 feet of a structure 
and be sure to plant shrubs 
that are not highly flammable. 
Seale popular landscaping 
shrubs are explosive. So, ask 
your nurseryman to recom-
mend something other than 
cedars, pines or yaupon. 

Reducing and eliminating 
the debris burning problem in 
Texas certainly starts at hOme. 
Each property owner must 
take the responsibility to 
protect his own property as 
well as being careful when 
using fire.

United States will develop 
breast cancer sometime dur-
ing her lifetime. Every year 
over 37,000 women die as a 
result of breast cancer.

from breast cancer could be 
drastically reduced if women 
would have mammograms 
done before a problem ex-
ists." By using modern state 
of the art x-ray equipment 
breast cancers can be found 
when they are about the size 
of a grain of rice and well 
before the cancer can be felt. 
A woman who is diagnosed 
with breast cancer at this early 
stage has a 90%-97% survival 
rate.
