Do you have any additional information on thyroid 
tablets causing breast cancer? - C.R. 

A recent communique from the American Thyroid 
Association has stated that results so far are 
inconclusive. The association recommends: "Patients 
who are taking thyroid hormones for well-established 
indications continue to take their medication. In 
addition, the association recognizes the need for and 
urges strong support for carefully designed and 
controlled studies of a possible relationship between the 
thyroid and cancer of the breast in humans." 

Is it true that the odds are 2 to 1 in favor of a baby 
girl if the mother has been taking the pill? - P.T. 

A recent report indicates that this is not true. The 
study involved over 6.000 births. All the mothers had 
been on the birth control pill. Results? 3,045 girls and 
3,064 boys. The pill hasn't conquered the laws of 
probability. 

Are generic drugs as good as brand names? - C.A. 
Many well meaning government and consumer 

advocates say they are the same. Are they? A 
prestigious pharmaceutical journal tells of a midwest 
state university which tested 20 generic drugs listed as 
"recommended" by the California Department of 
Health Care Services. The test found that 18 of the 20 
generic drugs were subpotent! Efforts to "save sick 
people money" are likely to cost lives, or destroy basic 
health, because many generic drugs do not accomplish

HOW TO SUCCEED WITH NOTCHED COLLAR 
Emanual Ungaro has created a stunner in the 

illustrated Vogue Paris Original. An unusual feature is 
the wide, elongated lapel of the unlined jacket. 
The inside corner of a notched collar, whatever its 

shape, must be precise or the effect will be ruined. In 
addition, the collar should sit comfortably at the back 
of the neck and curve gently at the roll line. 
Here are some pointers: Staystitch neck edges on 

seamline of back, tront and facings. Clip almost to the 
staystitching every half inch. Just snip into the seam 
allowance with the point of a pair of sharp scissors. 
After pinning, basting and stitching undercollar to 

garment neck edge, trim both seams to one-fourth inch. 
Press seam open. Trim inner point of the undercollar. 
Pin. baste and stitch upper collar to the neck edge of 
the facing. This time don't trim seam allowances, 
just press over a tailor's ham. Clip 
into corner of upper collar. 

With right sides facing, pin upper 
and lower collars along neck seam-
line, matching center collar seam 
and symbols. Baste together just 
above the seamline. 
Pin and baste outer edges. Ma-

chine stitch collar, being sure to 
start and stop exactly at the 
symbol, which indicates joining 
of collar and lapel. Raise needle, 
break thread and leave an end for 
tying. 

Place needle on other side of seam 
allowance. Stitch to the point of 
the lapel, pivot and stitch to 
hemline. Before trimming seams, 
turn collar and lapel to see if the 
juncture will be sharp and flat. 
If there's a pucker, you may have taken one or two 
stitches too many on the collar or lapel side, or not far 
enough. Make simple adjustments. 
If the stitches match in length, but the inside corner 

still doesn't lie flat, then the stitching line of the lapel 
may be just a bit above or below the exact seamline. 
Remove the machine stitching to the lapel corner and 
redo this section. 
When inside corner is flat, trim and grade seams. 

Press seams open; then, in direction they will be 
turned. After turning collar right side out, press 
finished edges.

YOGURT FACTS 
Yogurt sales are boom-

ing. We ate more than 
200,000 tons last year. 
Soft frozen yogurt, with 
half the calories of ice 
cream, is the latest, and 
some beauty-conscious or 
health conscious women 
are using yogurt for a face 
mask. What are the facts 
about this food product? 

The ancients called it 
the food of the gods. The 
Turks are supposed to 
have named it, and over 
the centuries it has been 
touted as a cure for in-
somnia. Some say it adds 
years to life, improves 
sexual vigor and restores 
hair. None of these claims 
has been proved. 

Yogurt is basically milk 
fermented by bacterial 
action. During this time, 
organisms act on lactose 
(the sugar in milk) to yield 
a gentle acid which pro-
duces the tart taste. Yo-
gurt is more digestible 
than milk; the organisms 
in it are similar to those in 
the digestive tract, so the 
digestive process begins, 
so to speak, before you 
eat. For people who can-
not digest the sugar in 
milk, yogurt is a good 
alternative; but if you are 
truly allergic to milk, stay 
away from yogurt. 

Some doctors prescribe 
yogurt for patients on 
antibiotics - the drugs 
destroy bacteria in the 
intestinal tract and the 
yogurt replaces them. 

Like its cousin milk, 
yogurt is a nutritionally 
close-to-perfect food, con-
taining vitamins A and D 
and a generous supply of 
protein. A cup can supply 
about 40 percent of the 
calcium, 20 percent of 
vitamin B12, 30 percent of 
the protein, and 35 per-
cent of the phosphorus -
or about what you would 
get in a glass of skimmed 
milk. 

An 8-ounce serving of 
plain, low-fat yogurt con-
tains up to 150 calories 
and 17 grams of carbo-
hydrate. Add fruit and it 
shoots up to about 250 
calories and 42 grams of 
carbohydrate.

A Georgia man wrote 

to ask me the facts on far-
mer's cheese. He said he 
likes cheese very much 
but has to "watch his in-
take due to calories and 
cholesterol." He also 
wanted to know how to 
find out variations in 
calories and cholesterol 
among the different 
brands. The answer: a 
half cup of farmer's 
cheese has 85 calories and 
less than a trace of satura-
ted or unsaturated fatty 
acids. It is a healthful food 
for people watching calor-
ies and cholesterol. It's al-
so high in protein at 17 
grams per half cup, and 
has a good calcium count 
190 milligrams per half 
cup). As to variations in 
brands, the best to obtain 
this information is to write 
to the manufacturers 
and request this informa-
tion. There are commer-
cially sold paperbacks 
which offer calorie counts 
according to brands, but 
since dairy products are 
locally distributed, all 
brands are not included.

A New York woman 
sent me a letter request-
ing the lowest calorie 
red wines and cham-
pagne. Imported Bor-
deaux Rouge and St. 
Emilion red wines have 
84 calories per four-ounce 
wine glass making them 
the very lowest in calories 
of the red wines. Domes-
tic Chianti and Claret 
have a bit more, 86 calor- 

ies for four ounces. Those 
are both great calorie 
counts for wines and a 
glass of one of them at 
dinner certainly won't 
hurt anyone's diet. As for 
champagnes, the very 
lowest is Cordon Rouge 
Brut at 88 calories per 
four ounces. The second 
lowest is a domestic Lejon 
champagne at 94 calories 
per wine glassful.

A California teenager 
wrote to ask me how often 
she should weigh herself 
while she is on a diet. 
On or off a diet, everyone 
who is concerned about 
their weight should make 
it a habit of weighing 
themselves 	regularly. 
When you're not dieting, 
regular weigh-ins can 
show you those extra 
pounds that might be 
creeping up on you with-
out your noticing them. 
When you're on a diet, 
using the bathroom scale 
at regular intervals can 
help to encourage you by 
indicating that your calor-
ie-consciousness is paying 
off in a lower body weight. 
For adults, a once-a-week 
weigh-in (on the same day 
each week if possible) 
is best. For the young 
lady who wrote to me and 
other teenagers, checking 
the scale twice a week is 
apt to prove more encour-
aging while dieting 
because younger people 
are more active and tend 
to shed pounds more 
rapidly.

In the midst of 
these splendid buildings 
there stood a plain 
structure, humble and 
modest in comparison with

few church groups are so 
dogmatic about form and 
order and some pet doc-
trine that they have missed 
the Spirit's presence and 
leadership in the Body of 
Christ. 

It is so easy to emphasize 
certain dogmas and fail to 
be consistant in in-
terpretation of God's Word. 

We hear some say, "No 
instrumentul music in the 
'church building." Proof 
text given is, "singing and 
making melody in your 
hearts to the Lord ( Eph. 
5:190. This is declared to be 
spiritual worship to the 
Lord. 

The same people build 
large, beautiful church 
buildings. In the same book 
(Ephesians 2:19- 22 and I 
Corinthians 3:9, "ye are 
God's building") God 
declares the spiritual 
nature of the Church, the 
Body of Christ. The New 
Testament example is that 
of the Church meeting in 
homes, and on hillsides, by 
lakes, etc. Using the same 
principle, to be consistant, 
how dare any group build a 
building to meet in. It is not 
New Testament, and where 
is the command to use TV, 
radio or even a blackboard. 
It's ridiculous, isn't it! 

God does not forbid the 
building of buildings to 
meet in, or the use of any 
instrument or tool we can 
use to glorify Him. (I Cor. 
10:31) 

What about the name we 
bear? Read the New 
Testament list of the titles 
used of the Church : The 
Body of Christ, The 
Church, the Churches, 
Church (Assembly) of God, 
Churches of the saints, 
Churches...which are in 
Christ, Church of the 
Living God, Churches of 
Christ (used once) Chur-
ches of the Gentiles. Even 
geographical areas and 
cities became part of the 
name as Church of 
Ephesus, Sardis, etc. 

Please note- it is clear 
that not all of these 
churches were united in 
practice and doctrine but 
they were one in the 
sharing of the new life in 
Christ. 

Where is the command to 
use only one of the above 
names as the only correct 
one? There is none. Anyone 
who would have the 
audacity to declare their 
little group right because of 
a name used and practices 
which boarder on saving 

soon be here, and so-time is 
swiftly pass ing on. We're 
also made to know that the 
return of the Lord is 
drawing closer with the 
passing of every hour. The 
signs of the times points to 
the soon-coming of our 
Lord. Mathew 24-32-33; 
"Now learn the parable 
from the fig tree;When its 
branch is tender and 
putteth forth leaves, ye 
know that summer is nigh; 
So likewise 	when ye 
shall see all these things, 
know that it is near, even at 
the doors." Earlier His 
Desciples had asked Him 
"What will be the signs of 
your coming and of the end 
of the world?" (Mat: 24•3) 
and Jesus began to 
expound to them all the 
things that would happen, 
concluding with the parable 
of the fig vine. These signs 
can be found in Mathew 24. 
He gave many signs! 
Earthquakes, famines, 
wars, Nationa revolution, 
religious apostasy, 
pestilences, death, 
betrayed• hatred and many 
more, all of which is 
already behind us and still 
around us. However one of 
the greates of the signs He 
predicted 	is 	often 
overlooked. He speaks of 
the Jewish people being in 
the land of Palestine as a 
nation at the time of His 
return. 
Perhaps this is the most 

important sign! The 
rstoration of the Jews to the 
land in the rebirth of Israel. 
Even the figure of Speech 
"fig tree" has been a 
historian symbol of Nationl 
Israel. When the Jewish 
people, after nearly 2,000 
years of exile, under 
relentless 	persecution, 
became a nation again on 
May 14-1948, the "fig 
tree" put forth its first 
leaves. Jesus said this 
would indicate that He was 
at the door. ready to return. 
Then He said "Truly I say 
to you, this generation will 
not pass till all these things 
be fulfilled." 	What 
generation? Obivously, in 
context, the generation that 
would see the signs. Chief 
of them (the signs) the 
rebirth of Israel. A 
generation in the bible is 
something like 40 years. If 
this be a correct deduction 
then somewhere within 
forty years of 1948, this 
could happen and all these 
things could take place. 
Many bible Scholars who 
have 	studied 	Bible 
prophecy all their lines 
believe this is so. Let us 
also remember that Jesus 
promised to "shorten" the 
time. Tho no one knows the 
exact hour. Jesus said." 
When ye see all these 
things begin to come to 
pass. know that it is 
near-Even at the Door. 
Friends Jesus may come 
today, are you ready? We 
want to help people get 
rearb . If-we can help you in 
An way. please feel free 
to tall. Day or night.

The second basis of 

division has seen salvation 
as stemming largely from 
meritorious works, on the 

ab,one hand, or by the 
abscence of any human 
effort at all, on the other 
side. Most agree that 
salvation is the result of 
God's grace, demonstrated 
in the death of Jesus on the 
cross, and through the 
merit of the blood shed 
there. For most, the 
problem comes with the 
means of appropiating 
God's pardon. In reality. 
the Scriptures make it clear 
that forgiveness of sins can 
only come as the result of a 
combination of God's 
actions (giving of his Son. 
death of Jesus. grace and 
patience) PLUS a response 
on the part of the sinner. 
The latter consists of: I) 
Faith (an acceptance of the 
Gospel declartions), 2) 
Repentance (a change of 
affections and life), and 3) 
Immersion in water (a 
symbolic unior with Jesus 
death, 	burial 	and 
ressurrection-Romans 	6 
:3ff). 	The 	sermons 
preached in Acts and the 
demands made on sinners 
there, plus the testimony of 
such passages as Mark 
16:15-16; Titus 3:4-7; 
Hebrews 10: 19-25 and 
others, make this clear. 
Thus, the action of God is 
never unilateral and the 
response of man is never 
mcritorius; it is "fatih 
working through love" 
(Galations 5:6). 
The third area of division 

centers in matters relating 
to the future. Here the 
controversy is largely over 
the Kingdom of God: its 
nature and place in time. 
Passages like Isaih II. much 
of Daniel. Revelation. and 
others, arc given literal 
interpretations (contrary to 

• the rules of prophetic 
language interpretation) 
and reserved for some 
glorious global theocracy of 
the future. An examination 
of these passages will 
reveal, however, that 
instead of referring to some 
idealistic and total reign of 
righteousness on the earth 
in the future, God is 
speaking essentially of that 
which would, and does, 
mark the Gospel Age. Paul. 
and others, very obviously 
knew that the Kingdom of 
God had come in the first 
century (Colossians 1:13: 
Romans 14:17; etc.). 
To solve the problem of 

division among believers, 
there must he an humble. 
sincere return to the plain 
declarations 	of 	the 
Scriptures. 	Human 
opinions and traditions 
must be laid aside in favor 
of God's way. 	In this 
manner alone can we ever 
hope to fulfill the prayer of 
Jesus (John 17:20-21) and 
the instructions of Paul I 
Corinthians 1:10).

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A.L. (Dusty Rhodes will 
announce on Tuesday, Aug. 
16, that he will become a 
Democratic candidate for 
the U.S. House of 
Representatives in the 17th 
District. 

The Abilene attorney and 
businessman will hold a 
series of news conferences 
throughout the district on 
Tuesday to discuss his 
campaign plans. 

The planned Rhodes 
announcement follows one 
week after Rep. Omar 
Burleson said Aug. 9 that 
he does not plan to run 
again. Rhodes, however, 
had made public since 
early June his intention to 

	

seek 	Burleson's 
congressional seat. 

"I have decided to make 
public my intentions to run 
at this time," Rhodes said, 
"because I am eager to get 
in touch with friends 
throughout the district to 
seek their advice and 
support." 

"I have been prohibited 
by federal election law 
from being as active as I 
want to be," Rhodes ex-
plained. "By making this 
formal announcement, and 
by filing with the Federal 
Election Commission, I will 
be able to communicate 
with many hundreds of 
people that I've not yet 
been able to see." 

In recent weeks Rhodes 
has visited 19 of the 33 
counties of the 17th 
District. 

"I have found tremen-
dousencouragement 
wherever I have gone," he 
said. "Support is strong in 
every county," Rhodes 
declared. "And people of 
all walks of life have urged 
me to run." He said his 
support has come from 
businessmen, farmers and 
ranchers, teachers, young 
people, county and precinct 
chairman, and huhdreds of 
ordinary citizens. 

	

A 	45- year- old 	trial 
lawyer, Rhodes has 
practiced in virtually all 
the county. state and 
federal courts in the 17th 
District over the last 17 
years. _ 

"In my practice, I have
