Rate Controversy to Courts

Hearings on temporary injunc- |
tions sought by the Kizer Tel-l
ephone Company against the
City Councils of Rising Star and
Cross Plains are scheduled in
91st and 42nd District Courts
Thursday and Friday rnings.

The plaintiff company Gaeks to
prevent the two municipalities
from enforcing a 1958 telephone
rate structure and to allow in-
creases in charges until an ex-
isting controversy is settled.

Hearing on the petition for an
injunction the Rising Star Coun-
cil is set for 10 a. m. Thursday
before Judge Frank Sparks in
91st District Court at Eastland.':

Papers in the suit were filed
on Mayor W. G. Reed and four
members of the City Council —
E. N. Marsh, Bryan Milner, W.

K
E. Cooper and Judd Morrow—
Monday. Elgie Crisp, the other
council member was served with
the notice last week.

The council met Monday night

and voted, three to two, to con-
test the petition and to employ
the legal firm of Jackson and
Jackson of Baird and Abilene,
to represent the City.

July 24-30 Named
Farm Safery Week

County Judge Scott Bailey has
officially proclaimed July 24 to
30 as Farm Safety Week in East-
land County, according to Jack
Cozart, president of the County
Farm Bureau which is coordina-
ling activities for a special farm
safety campaign.

President Johnson and Gov,
Connally have previously desig-
nated.that week on national and
state levels as a period to call
attention to worthwhile safety
practices that can reduce disab-
ling injuries and deaths.

The county farm leader said
that the accidental death rate
for farm residents has increased
since 1961. “Your efforts are
vital if this trend is to be re-

versed, and needless suffering
and losses substantially reduc-
ed,” said Mr. Cozart. He empha-
sized that farming remains one
of the most hazardous occupa-
tions in America today.

In his official proclamation,
County Judge Bailey said, “All
the citiens of Eastland County
are deeply concerned about the
safety and well-being of farm
families from whom Wwe receive
our abundance of food and other
essential agricultural commeodi-
ties.

Browsing With Bev

Mushrooms, once used mainly
in gourmet cooking, are bom:cg
used for a wide variety of pur-
poses. Mushrooms can be broil-
ed, sauteed, simmered, marinated
and serve in raw salads. They
complement meat, poultry, fish,

in iron,

Fresh mushrooms should feel
dry and firm. Small brown spots
on the crown mean the mush-
room is ripe, not spoiled. The size
of a mushroom is not related to
its age and does not have any
particular effect in quality or
taste,

If not used immediately, mush-
rooms should be refrigerated in
a shallow tray covered by a soft,
moist towl. Moisten the towl each
day to keep the mushrooms fresh-
When ready to use, run cold
water over the mushrooms and
wipe dry with a paper towel. Do
not soak them. If you like, snip
off the stem but do not peel the
crowns. Much of a musroom’s
nourishment and flavor is in
the peel.

Never cook mushrooms more
than ten minutes or they loose
their natural moisture, Canned
mushrooms may be used in place
of where raw mushrooms are
specified. Crowns are best suit-
ed for garnishing meats. Buttons
slices and bits and pieces are
best for sauces, gravies soups,
omelets and casseroles. Frozen
mushrooms tequire little thaw-
ing and can be use in place of
fresh ones. Dehydrated mush-
rooms are often used in soups.
Never pick wild mushrooms
to eat. Some are mildly poison-
ous and only someone profession-
ally trained ¢an determine these
poisonous species.

“The decision of the contest
judges shall be finial.”

Even then, if judges tamper

with the rules or use other
trickery to foil a winner, the
law will still uphold his claim
to whatever he has legitimately

won.

On the other hand you cannot
insist on a piize if you your-
self have not lived up to the
rules. For example.

A car dealer offered a valu-
able gift certificate as first
prize in a drawing. But accord-
ing to the rules of the contest
ticket stubs had to be deposited
