COASTAL HAY 
PRODUCTION  

Dr. George Alston, 
Agronomist with the 
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service at Stephen-
ville shared some inter-
esting information Tues-
day evening at an Exten-
sion sponsored Hay Qual-
ity meeting. Dr. Alston 
relayed that in recent 
fertility studies using 
nitrogen fertilizer in one 
lump sum, instead of the 
commonly used three 
applications (Spring, af-
ter first cutting, after 
second cutting), coastal 
production has responded 
very favorable. 

Alston states that "not 
only do producers realize 
an economic gain in re-
duction 6fapplication cost, 
they should benefit from 
the early season moisture 
availability for acthation 
of the nitrogen". 

Many times after the 
first cutting rainfall be-
comes short. With an early 
season application of a 
large amount of nitrogen 
the fertilizer is in the 
ground working for a 
quick regrowth. 

Alston cautions produc-
ers not to try this proce-
dure with Liquid N be-
cause of a burn and set 
back of the growth. 
"Ammonia Nitrate is pre- 

ferred for this procedure 
over Urea as well" states 
the agronomist. Urea 
tends to activate with wet 
soils and turns to gas 
before it incorporates. 

However a good  rain 
after fertilizing is just 
what the doctor ordered, 
but who can count on that.

THERE ARE those who wouldn't 
drive out of their way to Visit any-
thing that had to do with Thomas 
Jefferson, because of : their views 
of him. His Monticello (little 
Mountain) outside of Charlottesville

VA, was a treasured stop for us, 
recognizing that this magnificent 
home of his own design, was his refuge 
from the pressures of public services, 
which included Governor of Virginia, 
Minister to the French court, 
Secretary of State; Vice President 
and ultimately the third President 
of the United States. 

We'd read and heard much about 
the home, but were surprised to learn 
that he in .  fact did not .inventthd 
Many ingehious 'devices of convenience' 
for which it is famous, but had copied 
them from other sources. Restotation 
continues, and a major new, but con-
forming to the original, roof was 
being installed when we were there. 
In 1769, at age 26, Jefferson began 
the plans and construction of his 
beloved mountain top estate, and 
MOnticello portrays the interests 
and individuality of its. creator. 
The house displays many original 
family furnishings and the orchard, 
vineyard, and gardens reveal his 
horticultural interests and talents. 

Here again, a lot of re-creation 
from archaeological finds, ancient 
records, etc., particularly in 
Mulberry Row, the slave quarters 
at the plantation. Though he called 
slavery an "abominable crime," 
Jefferson was a slaveholder all of 
his life. He inherited 20 slaves 
from his father and 135 more from 
his father-in-law who had been active 
in the slave trade, a'practice which 
was not prohibited until 1778 by 
an act drafted by Jefferson himself. 
He reportedly held a paternalistic 
view of his human property, and 
refused to sell slaves until economic 
difficulties forced him to sell a 
number during his lifetime, and his 

library was sold (to raise cash) 
to the federal government to form 
the nucleus of the Library of 
Congress. Other rooms include the 
formal parlor, dining and tea rooms, 
guest bedrooms, and the second and 
third floors (untoured) contain 
nursery and five small bedrooms. 

An important part of the mansion 
are 	the 	dependencies 	(kichen, 
servants' rooms, smokehouse, dairy, 
stables, carriage bays, ice house, 
rooms for tools, weaving, nailmaking, 
carpentry 'and. other services for 
the operation of the house and farm. 
These were all joined cleverly at 
a lower elevation than the house, 
concealed in the hillside out of 
view, and roofed with terraces from 
the main house 

The 5,000 acre 'plantation with 
four adjacent farms, was inherited 
by Jefferson at age 14, and was 
largely self-sufficient. He switched 
from tobacco to wheat cash crops and 
developed modern farming techniques, 
and. the manicured grounds became a 
living laboratory, but due to many 
circumstances, the farms rarely showed 
monetary profit. Sound familiar? 

death left the remainder unprotected. 
Usually' living far beyond his means, 
he died deeply in debt; and his black 
community and property was sold at 
auction and dispersed. 

Operated by a foundation, you 
buy your tickets at,  the bottom of 
the hill (expect to' get Jefferson-
faced $2. bills in change); bused 
up to the house; and join a guided 
tour of some 20 at a time. From 
a terrace you can see Charlottesville 
and the University of Virginiq that 
he founded and made the "hobby" of 
his old• age and beyond it the Blue 
Ridge Mountains. Entrance hall is 
a virtual museum with fossil bones; 
buffalo head, elk antlers, and a 
seven-day clock which indicates day 
and hour. In this house, Jefferson 
enjoyed the "ineffable pleasures" 
of family society with his beloved 
wife Martha, daughters Martha and 
Mary and 12 grandchildren. 

The five rooms on the south 
end of the first floor - -- bedroom, 
cabinet, library, south piazza and 
sitting room--comprised his private 
domain where visitors and even family 
were seldom admitted. His 7,000 volume

Eastland County Com-
missioners Monday ap-
proved a proposal to turn 
the old County Jail into a 
Museum. 

The proposal was from 
H.V. O'Brien, Eastland 
County Newspapers pub-
lisher and Editor of the 
Eastland Telegram. It 
was presented to the 
Court by Pct. 4 Commis-
sioner Reggie Pittman, 
who oversees the jail. 

"Turning the old jail into 
a County Historical Mu-
seum, through coopera-
tion with citizens and 
groups locally, and to seek 
grants for development. 
This naturally would link 
to the Cisco Santa Claus 
Bank Robbery, the 
Conrad Hilton Museum, 
to the Roaring Ranger 
Museum, and points of 
interest in Gorman, Car-
bon and Rising Star. The 
idea being that each en-
tity would help direct its 
visitors to other points in 
the county, with free ex-
change of literature and 
brochures, so that visitors 
who 'drop in' could be 
lured to stay longer and 
visit other sites, as we 
make them easy to visit." 

Pittman said that he  

agreed with this proposal, 
and thought it would be a 
good thing for the whole 
county. 

Pct. 1 Commissioners 
stated their approval, 
saying that tourism was a 
bigindustry in Texas now, 
and Eastland County 
should save historical 
sites and try to bring as 
many visitors here as 
possible. 

County Judge Scott 
Bailey asked if anyone in 
the audience wished to 
state an opinion on the 
proposal. 

Ed Allcorn, Manager of 
the Majestic Theatre, and 
Roy Lee Smith, President 
of the Eastland County 
Historical Society, spoke 
in favor of the idea. 

Allcorn said that a 
Museum in theJail would 
add interest to the his-
torical area around the 
Majestic and its Annex on 
the north. 

Roy Lee Smith said that 
the Museum was an ex-
cellent idea, but it would 
take a lot of work. 

It will need participa-
tion from all the county, 
and a term contract would 
also be needed on the 
building," Smith said. 

He turned to Sheriff 
Ronnie White and asked 
if the old jail was being 
used for storage, and 
White said it was. But the 
Sheriff added that a stor-
age building could proba-
bly be put on the outside. 
White also said that he 
could clean the old jail up 
with inmate labor. 

Roy Lee Smith told the 
Court it would take a lot 
of planning to set up a 
Museum properly, in 
which points of historical 
interest were left intact. 
There would also need to 
be volunteers to keep the 
Museum open, he re-
minded the Court. 

After voting their ap-
proval on a Museum, the 
Commissioners requested 
that Roy Smith head the 
work. He was asked to 
first appoint a Committee 
to study the possibilities 
of the project. 

On other business, the 
Commissioners voted to 
make an application to 
participate in the Na-
tional Flood Insurance 
Program, and take steps 
to comply with all regula-
tions. 

Pct. 1 Comm. Richard 
Robinson said that if the  

county is accepted, claims 
filed by Lake Leon flood 
victims will be reconsid-
ered by the Federal Emer-
gency Management 
Agency. 

James Greer of Lake 
Leon told the Court again 
about the many homes 
that were damaged by 
high water in late Decem-
ber and early January, 
and how emergency aid 
claims were denied be-
cause the county did not 
participate in the flood 
insurance program. 

Comm. Robinson said 
that if the county is ac-
cepted into the Flood In-
surance Program "Every 
area of the County will 
have a different rate, 
depending on the likeli-
hood of being flooded." 

He added that all devel-
opment would probably 
have to stop around Lake 
Leon, with strict enforce-
ment on buildings below 
the 1385 ft. mark. 

The Commissioners 
said it might be arranged 
for the Lake Patrolman to 
issue or deny permits. 

On another agenda 
item, Sheriff Ronnie 
White told the Commis-
sioners that he doesn't 
have the extra manpower 
to enforce a county park-
ing ordinance around the 
Courthouse. 

Richard Robinson said 
he would discuss the 
matter with Eastland City 
Manager Paul Catoe to see 
if the City's parking en-
forcer can also patrol in-
side the Square. 

The Commissioners 
also heard from Wes 
Heald (Brownwood) and 
Bryan Neaves (Eastland) 
of the Texas Department 
of Public Transportation. 

Heald said that fund-
ing should be available 
this summer to add five or

Sheriff Ronnie White 
also had some news on 
the jail, and it was good. 
On Thursday, April 23, 
the State Jail Inspector 
make his visit, and the 
facility was approved.
