After hearing four com-
plaints against Mayor Henry 
Burk at the Rising Star City 
Council meeting Tuesday, 
Councilmen Charles Barnes, 
Billy Harmon, James Cook, 
and Randy Goldston unani-
mously found him guilty of 
three it was reported. 

Electing to remove Burk 
from office, the Councilmen 
discussed but took no action 
on calling an election to fill 
the office of mayor. 

Differences between the 
council and mayor have re-
ceived widespread publicity 
following a physical confron-
tation at City Hall between 
Burk and Barnes. Both men 
filed charges but a Grand Jury 
refused to indict either. Burk 
also filed a civil suit against 
Barnes, which included a 
temporary restraining order to 
keep Barnes away from City 
Hall. The suit is set to be heard 
by a district judge Friday at 
1:30 in'Eastland. 

The City Council's action 

across Texas and nationwide 
are the crippled children's 
hospital and burn institute in 
Texas supported by the Shrin-
ers, a part of the same organi-
zation.

So many of the cookies we 
so love this time of year are 
based 	on 	butter 
cookies...probably because 
they keep so well and taste so 
good. These whimsical Santa-
Face cookies from the Ameri-
can Dairy Association test 
kitchens are short, tender, light 
and delicate and will keep for 
up to two weeks stored at room 
temperature in an airtight 
container. 

The butter cookie experts 
at ADA recommend using 
quarter pound sticks or pound 
pieces of butter, never 
whipped butter, when mak-
ing these or any other butters 
cookies. Use butter that is firm 
but not too hard. Cut cold 
butter into small pieces and it 
will quickly whip to the 
creamy state. If you're over 
zealous in the beating or if the 
butter is too soft, you'll need 
to add extra flour and that 
renders the cookies less ten-
der. 

To firm up dough that is to 
be rolled out so it won't stick 
to the rolling pin or surface, 
chill it in the refrigerator for 
one to two hours. Or, chill it in 
the freezer for 20 to 40 min-
utes. 

Work with a third of the 
dough at a time, wrapping 
what if left in plastic wrap and 
returning it to the refrigerator 
so it stays firm. Roll the dough 
on a lightly floured surface 
such as a pastry cloth or 
countertop. Using a floured 
rolling pin, work from the 
center to the edges. Cut the 
dough into shapes, using 
cookie cutters dusted with 
flour to prevent sticking. Or 
cut out shapes with a sharp 
knife using a cardboard pat-
tern. Reroll scraps left from 
the cutouts to cut more cook-
ies. Though this can toughen 
dough, rerolling on a surface  

dusted with a mixture of equal 
parts flour and powered sugar 
will toughen it less than re-
rolling on flour alone. 
• With so many things to do 

during the holidays, few of us 
have the inclination for tedi-
ous decorations, but the jovial 
Santa's coutenance is decep-
tively easy with currants for 
his eyes and a cinnamon candy 
for his nose. Color his cap and 
mouth using red food color-
ing diluted with water to de-
sired shade and a small paint 
brush. His wispy beard is 
equally simple. Before bak-
ing, place a small amount of 
the dough in the cavity of a 
garlic press. Squeeze the 
handles together, forcing the 
dough through the holes. Use 
a knife to break off the strands 
and apply to Santa's face.

Yield: 24 

1  cup (2 sticks) butter 
1/2 cup granulated sugar 

1/2 cup firmly packed 
brown sugar 

2 tablespoons milk 
1 teaspoon vanilla extract 
21/2 cups all-purpose flour 
Currants 
Red cinnamon candies  

Food Colorings 
Miniature marshallows 
Decorator's frosting 
Cream butter until fluffy. 

Gradually beat in sugars until 
light and fluffy. Mix in milk 
and vanilla. Mix in flour. Chill 
dough 1 to 2 hours for ease in 
handling. Preheat oven to 375 
F. Work with about one-third 
of dough at a time, leaving 
remainder in refiigerator. Roll 
on lightly floured surface to 
1/4-inch thickness. Cut into 
Santa Faces using floured 
cookie cutter. Place on unbut-
tcred cookie sheets. Make face 
using currants for eyes, a cin-
namon candy fora nose. Paint 
cap and mouth using red food 
coloring diluted with water to 
desired shade. Paint eyebrows 
using brown food coloring or 
cocoa powder and water 
mixture. To make curly beard, 
press small pieces of dough 
through a garlic press. Place 
on cookie to form a beard. 
Bake 10 to 12 minutes, or 
until cookies are just golden. 
Cool pan 1 minute. Remove 
from pan and cool completely 
on wire racks. Place 3 or 4 
miniature marshmallows at 
end of the hat for tassel; se-
cure with small amount of 
decorators frosting. Store at 
room temperature in airtight 
metal container up to two 
weeks.
