The natural aging proc-
ess can disguise the symp-
toms of skin cancer in the 
elderly. A dermatologist 
at Baylor College ofMedi-
cine in Houston says what 
appears as a liver spot 
may actually be the start 
of skin cancer. 

"As people age, they are 
increasingly at risk for 
skin cancer," said Dr. 
Leonard H. Goldberg, an 
associate professor of 
dermatology at Baylor. 
"Some people ignore a 
mole or a sore that has 
grown in size over months 
and even years and as-
sume it is not serious and 
will go away on its own." 

Skin cancer first ap-
pears as a small reddish 
or brown ulcer, pimple or 
mole commonly found on 
the face, neck, hands or 
soles. In advanced stages, 
the cancer can spread 
through the bloodstream 
to the kidney, liver, bones 
and lymph glands, caus-
ing severe illness and even 
death. 

Of the three forms of 
skin cancer, basal cell 
carcinoma, squamous cell 
carcinoma and malignant 
melanoma, the latter 
ranks as the most life-
threatening. All three are 
associated with long-term 
sun exposure. 

Malignant melanoma 
may appear spontane-
ously or form in existing 
moles containing mela-
nocytes, pigment-produc-
ing cells that give color to 
the skin. An estimated 
25,000 cases of malignant 
melanoma are diagnosed 
each year resulting in 
8,000 deaths. 

Elderly people with pale 
skin, freckles and blonde 
or red hair who have been 
exposed to intense sun-
light for many years are 
particularly vulnerable to 
skin cancer. 

"People with a history 
of outdoor recreational 
activity run the greatest 
risk of developing skin 
cancer," Goldberg said. 
"While participating in 
water sports like fishing 
or boating, they have 
exposed their skin to the 
sun's harsh rays. Adding

the reflection from the 
water results in a double 
dose of sunlight." 

Nearly all skin cancers 
diagnosed early can be 
successfully treated, 
Goldberg said. The five-
year melanoma, survival 
rate is 100 percent, which 
is attributed to early de-
tection. For advanced 
melanoma, the rate falls 
to 50 percent. Changes or 
new growths should be 
examined by a physician 
who may surgically re-
move the cancer and per-
form a biopsy. 

Goldberg says the eld-
erly can do their part in 
decreasing their risk of 
developing skin cancer. 

"Wear long-sleeved 
shirts, hats and sunscreen 
lotion while outdoors," he 
said. "Avoid the sun be-
tween 10 a.m. and 4 p.m. 
when the sun's rays are 
most damaging." 

He recommends un-
dressing in front of a 
mirror monthly and look-
ing for a change in the 
size, shape or color of 
moles, blemishes orbirth-
marks, or a waxy-looking 
lump or a sore that has 
not healed or crusts or 
bleeds. 

In some cases, the eld-
erly are unable to look at 
their entire body because 
of impaired vision. Gold-
berg suggests that a fam-
ily member perform a 
careful examination. 

He advises the elderly 
to use common sense 
when exposing the skin 
the sunlight. 

"Even though older 
people do not feel the need 
to get out in the sun as 
much as young people, 
there are many senior 
adults who still enjoy the 
great outdoors," Goldberg 
said. "Take the necessary 
precautions and see a 
physician if you are sus-
picious about anew or pre-
existing mole or sore."

Ron Bailey of the 
Eastland Soil Conserva-
tion Service made intro-
ductions.

Coordinator from Dublin, 
Eastland County Judge 
Scott Bailey, and County 
Comm., of Pct. 1 Richard 
Robinson. 

Ron Bailey asked for 
upuggestions on the best 

person to fill the position 
left vacant by the death of 
Don Shepard of Cisco. 
Regret was expressed at 
the loss of Shepard, who 
had devoted a lot of time 
to Resource and Develop-
ment work. 

The names of several 
individuals were submit-
ted. A selection will be 
made from this group, and 
the name presented to the 
next Executive Council 
meeting. 

Bailey said he would

The Social Security 
Administration (SSA) has 
a new way of evaluating 
disabilities in children, 
according to Glyn Ham- 
mons, Social Security 
manager in Abilene. The 
new process is expected to 
provide a more equitable 
assessment of disabilities 
in children. 

Children with disabili-
ties whose families have 
limited income and re-
sources may qualify for 
monthly Supplemental 
Security Income (SSI) 
benefits. In most States, 
eligible children also re-
ceive Medicaid, which can 
help pay their medical 
expenses. 

"The new rules are a 
result of the Supreme 
Court decision in Sullivan 
n Zebley in February 
1990," Hammons said. 
"The Supreme Court 
found that SSA's prior 
regulations used a nar-
rower test for evaluating 
the disabilities of children 
than for adult workers. 
Children were deter-
mined to be disabled 
strictly through listed 
medical criteria. How-
ever, when evaluating 
adults, Social Security 

(some with children) can 
learn skills. Some ofthese 
people find it hard to fit 
into the schedule of a 
typical High School. 

Ernest Moravec dis-
cussed the possibility of 
obtaining a grant to set 
up a school of this type. 
Some government fund-
ing is available. 

Ron Bailey referred to 
a report on Alternate 
Schools made by John 
Nevill at a meeting last 
Nov. 29. Nevill had vis-
ited a number of these 
schools, and thought that 
San Marcos had one that 
would fit Eastland 
County's needs. 

Several committee 
members said they 
thought the county would 
want a school that "was 
not just a discipline prob-
lem situation." 

Richard Robinson 
agreed. "You don't force 
kids to go to this (kind of 
school)," he said. 

The matter was tabled 
until School Superinten-
dents and College repre-
sentatives could be pres-
ent and exchange ideas 

on alternate schools. 
The next meeting for 

the Eastland County 
RC&D Committee was set 
for Thursday, Sept. 12, 
10 a.m., back at the 
Chamber of Commerce 
Conference 	Room, 
Eastland. Leaders said 
they hoped a number of 
people would be present.

"A 'no' vote on Proposi-
tion 1 and 'yes' on the 
other two proposals in the 
School District elections 
will serve to lower taxes," 
one official said. 

Any type of personal 
property taxes is de- 
scribed as a "nightmare" 
to assess, render and col-
lect. The cost of such an 
undertaking would be 
high, and it would be time 
consuming. 

Probably some of the 
first items to be taxed 
under Personal Property 
taxation would be cars, 
boats, etc. The way the 
proposals read, the State 
would actually have the 
right to tax much more 
than that. 

But consider cars - if 
you own two automobiles 
at about $10,000 each, 
and the tax valuation was 
.80 cents per $100, your 
extra tax bill could run 
around $160 annually on 
just these items. 

The County Education 
District was established 
recently by Senate Bill 
351. The propositions on 
the School Districts bal-
lot come from Senate 
Joint Resolution No. 42. 

The new District is a 
consolidation of local 
school districts within its 
boundaries, and is sup-
posed to exist for the lim-
ited purpose of collecting 
and distribute a portion 
of the school taxes. Its 
power comes from the 
State, although local 
people have been named 
to serve on the Board. 

A number of people 
have stated that they do 
not understand this situ-
ation or the various propo-
sitions on the State and 
School ballots. It is ur-
gent that all be informed 
as much as possible on 
these very important elec-
tions. 

On the proposed Con-
stitutional Amendments 
(State Election) you may 
cast an Absentee Ballot 
from July 22 through 
August 6 in the Office of 
the County Clerk, First 
Floor of the Courthouse, 
Eastland.

Some of the most bril-
liant minds in the coun-
try assure me we will be 
able to eradicate fire ants, 
right after we teach pigs 
to fly and coyotes to tend 
sheep. There's an old 
saying that applies to 
man agingfire ants,'We're 
not as far along as we'd 
like to be, but we're a 
heckuva lot better offth an 
where we've been.' 

'We're we've been' em-
phasized the application 
of some potent pesticides 
that initially knocked the 
socks off the pest. Unfor-
tunately, the chemicals 
did even greater damage 
to other forms of wildlife, 
many of them actually 
helped speed up the 
spread of the fire ant. Not 
only that, but the pesti-
cides continued to persist 
in the environment, with 
residues showing up in 
animal tissues years af-
ter the chemicals had been 
applied. the ensuing 
nightmare found us with 
fire ants still stinging 
everything in sight and 
the pesticides threatening 
whatever was left. 

We've learned from 
those mistakes. Bait prod-
ucts now available for use 
on areas with high popu-
lation densities are defi-
nitely less toxic, safer and 
more effective than any 
other control technique 
currently available. In 
areas where the growth-
regulator fenoxycarb can 
be applied, a single spring-
time application is usu-
ally the only treatment 
neededfor the entire year. 
But the fact remains we 
need additional resources 
to come up with the only 
feasible long-term solu-
tion to this problem, a 
combination of natural, 
biological control agents, 
including bacteria, vi-
ruses, fungi and other 
disease pathogens, para-
sites and maybe even 
predators, that will even-
tually put this pest back 
in balance with nature. 

The more we learn, the 
more it's clear there is no 
silver bullet that's going 
to do the job. Research 
currently underway on 
the unique system ants 
use to communicate with 
each other, accomplished 
through what scientists 
call pheromones, holds 
some promise. Once an 
area is heavily infested 
with fire ants, other spe- 
cies are usually driven 
out, reducing the likeli- 
hood any native, benefi-
cial ants might pick up 
the baits. Nevertheless, 
native ants would be sure

Efforts to isolate the 
various natural patho-
gens and parasites keep-
ingthe fir ants in check in 
South America may be a 
more difficult undertak-
ing. Scientists from the 
U.S. Department of Agri-
culture have confirmed 
what many of us have 
suspected, we have a 
high er population density 
of imported fire ants in 
Texas than exists in the 
pest's native habitats in 
Brazil and Argentina. 
Initially, that was attrib-
uted to the viruses, fungi, 
other diseases and para-
sites thought to be keep-
ing South American fire 
ants under control. There 
is now evidence that a 
more plausible explana-
tion is there are many 
more species of native 
ants in South America, 
competing effectively with 
the fire ants and limiting 
their spread. 

Very few people would 
consider importing more 
ants into this country to 
be a viable solution to the 
fire ant problem. How-
ever, if each individual 

pathogen or parasite took 
out just 5 percent of the 
population, we may be 
able to stack enough of 
them together to make a 
difference. 

While we continue to 
support research efforts, 
there are some ways you 
can keep the pest out of 
specifically targeted loca-
tions.

TIME ALREADY 

It's that time of the year 
again when pecan trees 
begin to rain honey-dew 
on everything under 
them. Based on the num- 
ber of telephone calls some 
people are already covered 
in honey-dew. 

Honey-dew is the by-
product of the yellow 
aphid feeding on the pe-
can tree leaves. Generally 
the yellow aphid will 
make it's appearance 
every year. When large 
numbers of these pest 
build up a large amount 
of honey-dew will be the 
result. 

The yellow aphid feeds 
on the pecan leaf by suck-
ing the fluid from the 
leaves. A heavy popula-
tion can affect the pecan 
tree and reduce pecan 
yield.

A general recommenda-
tion is to control yellow 
aphids when an average 
of 20 aphids per compound 
leaf is found or when ex-
cessive honey-dew is pro-
duced and aphid popula-
tion persist. There are 
other facts that you the 
homeowner should con-
sider before you apply any 
control measures. 

When you apply any 
insecticide to control the 
yellow aphid you will also 
eliminate most of your 
beneficial insects such as 
the ladybird beetle and 
lacewing. The beneficial 
insects take longer to 
build up their population 
than the yellow aphid. 
Most often once you make 
an insecticide application 
to control the yellow aphid 
the population will build 
back up. 

This means you will 
probably have to make 
repeated insecticide appli-
cations because there will 
not be enough beneficials 
to control the yellow 

aphid. Even under natu-
ral conditions the benefi-
cial insects often do not 
keep the yellow aphid 
populations under con-
trol. 

There are several insec-
ticides available to con-
trol the yellow aphid in 

pecans. These include 
Diazinon and Malathion. 
Which ever product you 
select make sure you read 
and follow the label in-
struction s.
