2:24. The word translated 
"cleave" in this passage 
literally means to "join 
oneself to, join, cling to." Its 
history traces back to a word 
meaning glue and this 
signifies to "glue together, 
cement, fasten together." It 
implies a union nothing can 
dissolve. 

The union of husband and 
wife in marriage is stronger 
than any other human bond. 
It is stronger than that of 
parent and child and is the 
symbol of the union between 
Christ and his church (Eph. 
5:23). This bond is true love! 

Some people get married 
simply because of sexual 
desire. This has been the on-
ly motive underlying the 
urgency of marriage for 
many males especially. 
Sometimes a woman will 
marry just to escape a cruel 
father or to achieve financial 
security. After marriage, 
some selfish and insecure 
men "use" their wives for 
purely personal gratification 
only to be resisted by wives 
who insist on their "rights."

COLLEGE STATION--
Acreage now enrolled in the 
government's Conservation 
Reserve Program has pass-
ed the halfway point in 
reaching the targeted 45 
million acres nationwide. 

With the most recent 
signup period of July 20-31, 
farmers have committed 
almost 23 million acres of 
highly erodible cropland to 
the program. 

Nationally, almost 5.3 
million acres were accpeted 
into CRP during the July 
signup, with an average bid 
price of $47.90 per acre. 
Texas farmers had 529,760 
acres accepted at an 
average bid price of $39.97 
per acre. 

CRP was part of the 1985 
farm bill and went into effect 
in early 1986 as a five-year 
effort to reduce crop produc-
tion on highly erodible land, 
explains Dr. Bill Harris, 
soils specialist with the 
Texas Agricultural Exten-
sion Service, The Texas 
A&M University System. 
Land accepted into CRP 
must be kept out of produc-
tion for at least 10 years and

must be planted to grass or 
trees according to an ap-
proved soil conservation 
plan. The government 
shares in the cost of 
establishing the permanent 
cover. 

A total of 11,803 Texas 
farmers now have 2,782,531 
acres of cropland enrolled in 
CRP, notes Harris. These 
contracts amount to more 
than $109,500,000 per year in 
rental payments. 

The next CRP signup 
period will be February 1-19, 
when farmers or landowners 
will once again have an op-
portunity to submit bids for 
land declared eligible by the 
Soil Conservation Service 
and the Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conserva-
tion Service. 

CRP regulations restrict 
the amount of cropland in an 
individual county that may 
be bid into the program to 25 
percent of the total acreage, 
harris points out.

The Amendment prohibits a 
young man who is required 
to register from being ap-
pointed to a position in an ex-
ecutive agency of the federal 
government unless he has 
registered. The intent of the

But fire ?ut 
of context can be a major 
enemy. Here are ways to 
keep it friendly: 

• Keep your house and 
buildings free of trash, ac-
cumulations of newspapers 
and old clothing, and other 
unneeded burnables that 
could feed fire. 

• Keep electrical wiring, 
tools and appliances in good 
working order. 

• Never smoke in bed nor 
when you are drowsy. Don't 
smoke in places containing 
burnables such as straw, 
fuel, trash and chemicals. 
Make sure your match and 
smoke are "out" when 
discarding. 

• Install and use a wood-
burning stove as directed in 
the instruction manual or 
other publication on the sub-
ject. Keep chimneys and 
flues clean to avoid creosote 
buildup. 

• Read and follow instruc-
tions with portable electric 
or kerosene heaters. Place 
them away from com-
bustibles and where they 
won't be tipped over. Have 
ample ventilation with 
kerosene heaters. 

• Store flammable liquids 
in well-marked safety con-
tainers. 

• Install smoke detectors 
and fire extinguishers. Test 
detectors regularly and 
change batteries as directed. 

• If you live on a farm, 
have an ample water supply 
for fire fighting.
