Neither suggests just how an 

edict of the International Court 
should and could be enforced. 
Seemingly, Mr. Dutsch sug-
gests that the United States 
should enter into such an ar-
rangement under articles of 
the United Nations and that 
it not be a forthright treaty 
which requires ratification of 
the Senate of the United States. 

The International Court off 
Justice located at The Hague 
Holland, has a long and varied 
history. The first conferences 
on how to adjudicate disputes 
peacefully were held in an 
effort to lay foundations for 
a concept for international 
tribunals to achieve the ideal 
of permanent peace. 

THE SAME IDEAS were 
brought to the United Nations 
n its inception in San Fran-

cisco in 1945. *Allis was when 
the United States decided it 
should subscribe, under the 
limitations of the Connally 
Amendment, to the perin)a-
nent International Court of 
Justice, aoopted in 19i.,2 by 
the Assembly of the League 
of Nations.

WASHINGTON, D. C.—
WRITING IN THE AMERI-
CAN BAR JOURNAL, hoer- 
hard P. Deutsch of New Or-
leans says thVit the InIter-
national Court of Justices 
should be authorized to ad-
judicate international disputes 
without reservations on the 
part of nations belonging to 
it. In addition to the United 
States most members of the 
United Nations and members 
the World Court reserve cer-
tain powers to themselves. The 
Connally Amendment protects 
the sovereignty of the United 
States by providing that we, 
ourselves, shall decide whether 
an issue is purely internation-
al or whether it is a domes-
tic matter. 

Mr. DEUTSCH SUGGESTS 
THAT THE 15 judges be ap-
pointed for life and that they 
become citizens of toe United 
Nations, thereby surrendering 
their nationality. This sup-
posedly gives them complete 
obiectvely and no partiality 
toward any nation. The fact 
remains that in many decis-
ions rendered uy the Court, 
the dissenting opinion came 
from the Judge of the Nation 
against which the decisiotn 
was rendered. The mere fact 
that the member of the Coun-
try had citizenship in no par-
ticuar nation supposedly 
cloaks him in immunity to 

resentatives, stand between 
the decisions of the Court and 
the people of the sovereign 
nation.

AS EVERY LAWYER 
KNOWS, every statute placed 
on the books must provide 
a penalty for its violation, or 
it 	without effect.

THE LAWYER'S ROLE 

There was a time when 
the method of trying lawsuits 
was so technical and strange 
to the average layman that 
the lawyer was considered a 
behind-the-scene 	rnanipula- 
tor. 

Now, since the public has 
come to know more about 
trial procedure, this erroneous 
concepton largely has been 
corrected. The attorney is 
pictured for what he really 
is—a hard working fellow who 
presents a case in a manner 
designed to fully and legiti-
rnatelv protect ;his client's in-
terests. 

The lawyer's duty starts 
with his first contact with 
his client. When advised of 
the controversy, he usually 
questions his llient thorough-
ly to determine all of the facts 
involved. His nrst duty is to 
objectively evaluate tne facts 
involved. He immediately ad-
vises his client to tell every-
thing. Facts and circumstan-
ces which may seem trivial to 
the client can be of great 
value to the lawyer in the trial 
of the cause. 

The attorney then fits the 
law to the facts involved, and 
determines the theory under 
which lawsuit or controver-
sy must be approached. It is 
surprising to the layman to 
learn that no two cases are 
alike; and, that nearly always 
it is necessary for a lawyer 
to "hit the books" to find a 
case or decision which governs 
the particular principle invol-
ved. This is sometimes a long 
and arduous task depending, 
of course, upon the intricacies 
of the factual and legal sit-
uation. 

Quite frequently the lawyer 
will find it necessary to taxe 
-4-aternents of opposing part-
ies or of witnesses to deter-
mine what facts thy know 
that will confront him later 
in the trial. He also broiled-
irately starts planning his 
strategy and determining the 
main points, factual and legal 
upon which he will rely.

Far-Fetched? 
Those who insist upon so-called "property rights" in the 

current civil rights agitation have been accused of advancing a 
false issue. 

But the truth is that very few human rights are not actually 
property rights—very few indeed are not expressed or realized 
in the ways we hold and manage—  property. There are several 
kinds of property — real, personal and intangible. 

The very center of the Communist faith is fixed upon the 
issue of private property. About that issue—the question of 
how property, capital, shall be held and administered—revolves 
the whole religion of the Communist world. And you can very 

well discover how the individual fares with respect to human 
rights in such an atmosphere of hostility to private ownership. 

To say, then, that those who would raise a warning voice 
against the violation of personal property rights—the right to 

otVn and Manage a laiSitlele; the Yight to make choices about 

its operation, even to the point of serving personal prejudices—

to say that these are raising a false issue is simply untrue. It 
disregards what is fundamental to the very liberties and rights 
which those now seeking to abridge personal ownership and 
private responsibility in the name of civil and social rights, 

have set as a goal. 

The very genius of the free enterprise system as it has 

been developed and insured within the framework of our sod-
ty, is its capacity to respond creatively to economic and social 
needs and inequities. A service one individual or unit may re.:  

fuse to provide will, if demanded and needed,be amply and prof-
itably provided by another. It will so respond if it is allowed to 
function freely, restrained only by piose controls necessary to 
prevent the stifling effects of monopoly. (What the socialistic 
management of the economy actually means is the creation 
_a vast and cumbersome monopoly with all the deadening effects 
of that uncreative condition.) 

In the arguments for the public accommodations section of 
the civil rights legislation now under consideration by Congress 
there is a suggestion that should make even the poorest benefici-
ary wary of its doctrine. It is proposed that Congress set an arbi-
trary "Mason and Dixon" line of annual gross business dividing 
those firms which would come under its mandates from those 
which would not. 

But if Conugress can set a line it can also draw no line at 
all. It can make all such firms subject to a legislative enforce-
/tient of economic righteousness. 

And if a business firm why not an individual? An individual 

who offers a service of keeping lawns or repairing the plumbing 
or fixing the television set — could he not be forced by the same 
doctrine to provide a service to anyone who demands it on the 
basis of his civil "rights"? 

Far-fetched? William Borah argued that the nation would 

never set income tax rates which would take more than a modest 
percentage of a citizen's income. 

Once a principle is established it is easy to extend its appli-

cation. And once a liberty is surrendered it is never regained.

The 
lawyer presents his client's 
case to the jury through ex-
amination of witnesses and 
the introduction of other ev-
idence. Based on this evidence 
the jury decides what are 
the facts of the case and ren-
ders its verdict in accordance, 
with their findings.

He listed the use of 25 per-
cent Co-Ral or .5 percent Korlan 
as sprays for control of live-
stock pests. 

Schaefer futrther suggested 
that all livestock be checked as 
least once each week and more 
often, if practical, for screw-
worm signs. 

He emphasized the need for 
even better reporting of all wornt 
cases and the importance of 
taking wont samples from every 
infested wound. Be extra ob-
servant of all new livestock 
brought onto the farm or ranch, 
Schaefer said.

—because of an endless var-
let- of human failings. 

The National Safety Coun-
cil defines accident statistics 
as a "single human tragedy 
multiplied to the point of in-
difference." The uefinition is 
an apt one, since accidents 
have become commonplace in 
the pattern of modern ife. 

Children and older people 
are most suceptible. Current 
national statistics show that 
15,000 children are killed and 
16,500,000 are injured each 
year. Persons 65 years old and 
over compose nine percent of 
the population; yet this age 
group experiences 74 percent 
of all fatal falls and 28 per, 
cent of all deaths from fire 
and explosion. 

There is !no reason to be-
lieve the pattern of fatal home 
accidents this year will vary 
greatly from the 1962 pattern 
when 1384 Texans met un-
timely deaths thusly: 

Fires and explosions killed 
423; falls from different levels 
killed 310; 180 died of falls 
from the same level, 83 died 
from accidental shooting; 79 
suffocated; o4 were poisoned 
by solids or liquids; 43 were 
poisoned by gases or vapors; 
18 were burned to death by 
hot substances and 194 died 
from accidents of an unspec-
ified nature. 

These figures can only be 
altered by massive demon-
strations of public caution and 
stimulated by catefulv organ-
home safety in which the whole 
community is involved. 

AUSTIN—The old man had 
been high on a ladder, prun-
ing a pecan tree. Suddenly, he 
was lying helpless on the 
ground, vulenerable to the lad-
der as it crashed dawn on his 
head. 

He's still hospitalized. The 
price he paid for his back 
yard tree - pruning venture 
both heels crushed, a broken 
vertebra, and a deep gash 
in his head. What prompted 
him to undertake so diffi-
cult a task when he was so 
obviously ill-equipped to han-
dle it? 

There is no firm answer to 
the question. The incident is 
just one of thousands which 
kill and maim and cripple 
people throughout Texas and 
the rest of the nation each 
year. Accidents, as of this 
moment, stand as the fourth 
leading cause of death among 
all age groups in Texas and 

,the United States as a whole. 
Even more grim is the fact 

that of the 5655 accidental 
deaths of all types registered 
in Texas last year, one-fourth 
occurred in the most cherished 
of all places—the victim's 
home. 

Thru studies into the nature 
of accidents show that very 
few happen by pure chance. 
They occur because a stair-
way was Improperly lighted—
because an electrical circuit 
was overloaded—because a 
threshhold strip wasn't tack-
ed down tight—because the 
rung of a ladder was loose—
because an insecticide was 
carelessly 	stored — because
