Current higher prices for 
crude oil and natural gas 
produced in Eastland County 
point to a significant jump in 
1974 income for county land and 
royalty owners who last year 
received $217,744 as their share 
of the county's output, accor-
ding to a study by Texas 
Mid-Continent Oil and Gas 
Association. 

"With the average price of 
Texas crude oil now at about 
$6.70 a barrel, compared with 
the 1973 average of 53.84 a 
barrel, and with some newly 
discovered natural gas selling 
intrastate for more than SI per 
thousand cubic feet. the outlook 
for the economy of producing 
communities is encouraging if 
prices hold up", according to 
Sherman Hunt, Dallas, Asso-
ciation president. 

"Should price rollback -
schemes and other tax-and-
control proposals now underway 
in Congress be successful, 
current economic gains will 

-evaporate", Hunt said. 
The Association's study -

shows that crude oil and natural 
gas produced last year in 
Eastland County was valued at 
$1.7 million, ranking the county 
156th in the state. Crude oil 
production of 269,866 barrels 

was valued at $1 million and 3.7 
billion cubic feet of natural gas 
at $705,667. 

Statewide, crude oil prices for 
1974 are estimated to be some 
74 percent higher than 1973. 
This expectation has stimulated 
a revival of drilling in Texas, 
with well completions the first 
five months of 1974, at 4,013, a 
19 percent jump over the same 
1973 period. 

From the county's 1973 
output. the State of Texas 
collected $47,669 in oil produc-
tion taxes and $52,925 from 
natural gas. 

Also adding to the dollar flow 
in the county last year were 
these factors: 

--Drilling activities, on which 
'producers spent $757,331 in 
drilling 39 wells, $384,675 of 
which was lost in 25 dry holes. 
Successful completions amoun-
ted to six oil wells and eight gas 
wells. 

--Payrolls, which amounted to 
$1.1 million paid to 165 
workers, according to Texas 
Employment Commission fig-
ures. 

--Operation of other oil and 
gas facilities, including four 
natural gasoline processing 
plants with 50.3 million cubic 
feet per day capacity.

It met a practical need 
in the discipline of her time but 
its nature offered her a moment 
of retreat to herself in which sh ,  
could express in spirit at  Ir 
what she thought and felt in her 
heart. It is in the reflection of 
that spirit that the real meaning 
of her 'art' exists. for certainly 
as an artistic form the quilt d ,  
not offer the technical latitudes 
to be found in painting and the 
plastic arts. 

One can think of her in what 
we now regard as the poverty of 
her place, gathering inspiration 
from the intimate simplicities of 
her environment-•from the • 
rough. tissuey petals of holly-
hocks along a graying fence, the 
quick, bright gestures of car-
dinals in the lilacs, a flash of 
lightning above the blowing 
corn, the aureate massiveness 
of goldenrod in a summer's 
crowding farewell--then sitting 
at her quilting frame in a far 
and lonely land to say in 
devotion to her needle that the 
content of her life was mean-
ingful and good. 

One can think of her as 
creating something far greater 
than the sum of its parts, an 
individuality to enter into the 
wholeness of yet greater crea-
tions. And that would be 
something more, perhaps, than 
do so many of the inheritors of 
her art who receive such 
bewildering amounts of infor-
mation and comment from the 
TV and printed page but can 
draw no conclusions therefrom 
except to complain of institu-
tions wherein they have squan-
dered Tomorrow upon Today.

'Boat' designs. have completely 
revolutionized the quilting tra-
dition. Large over-all quilt 
patterns such as 'Around the 
World' and 'Indian Blanket' go 
completely against the tradi-
tional 'set block' norm of this 
particular discipline." 

The effect, of course, is to 
remove quilting from a frontier 
art--from which it was already 
removed in time--into one 
interpretative of the more 
sophisticated present. 

These "block designs and 
quilting patterns" had hitherto 
remained constant in the 
quilting craft tradition, Ham 
explains. The "patterns" of 
stitching by which the quilt top 
and the lining are sewed 
together with a layer of carded 
cotton between are relatively 
few. Basically, he explains, they 
are known as "shells". "light-
ning". "machine" or "Tack-
ing" and "applique". "Shell" 
and "lightning". are free-hand 
stitches and are among the 
oldest forms. 

The dominant formula for the 
quilt top--the more artistically 
expressive part of the creation 
which was sewn of almost any 
available cloth material, old or 
new, and scrap or discarded 
garments. or even "Bull Dur-
ham" tobacco sacks cleaned 
and dyed--is a block pattern. Its 
geometric design afford a 
number of variations. Ham lists 
the basic "Nine Patch". the 
"Holland Windmill". and the 
"Neely Patch", and more 
imaginative concepts such as 
"Dove at the Window", • 
"Wheel of Fortune", "Double-
S", "X-Patch", and the highly 
personalized "Friendship 
Block, sewed with the signa-
tures of friends and relatives. 
He also mentions a sturdy brick 
design. 

Women of a more inventive 
turn or a willingness to endure a 
greater tedium for the artistic 
result obtained, developed such 
extravagant patterns as the 
multi-colored "Fan", the -
"Butterfly", and a "Flower" 
block for the friendship design. 

"Whatever your view," con-
cludes young Ham. "the craft of 
quilting fits into about any new 
theory or notion about folklore, 
tradition, time depth". etc. 

B.A. BUTLER 
Those of us who recognize art 

forms as an imitation of life in 
an attempt to express its 
meaning should have little 
difficulty persuading ourselves 
that quilting is one of the more 
significant of these forms. 

True enough, as practiced in 
the cabin homes of the frontier 
it was severely limited both as 
to imagination and means. It 
leans more to the practical and 
at best may be considered as a 
type of folklore. 

But if artistic values are to be 
critically judged in relation to a 
time and an environment then 
quilting certainly deserves to be 
included among those activities 
most expressive of the spirit 
and mores of the settlement 
period of this country. It falls 
within an artistic assessment of 
the character of the frontier 
housewife, affording a subjec-
tive peep into a mind compelled 
to a solace of fatalism in 
sustaining a faith as profound 
as it was simple. In this respect 
there is an undoubted harmony 
of form and content. 

Technically speaking. there 
was very little room in the 
frontier milieu for creative 
expression. Jim Ham, a nephew 
of Mrs. Lela Ham of Rising 
Star. makes this clear in an 
interesting article on quilting 
researched in his mother's side 
of the family and submitted in a 
course at the University of 
Texas. Young Ham. who was 
only twenty-one when he wrote 
it, has done a remarkable bit of 
in depth study. utilizing the 
knowledge and experience of 
his maternal grandmother. a 
Mrs. James. who lives at 
Valera, near Temple. 

But he could also and 
possibly did benefit from the 
'know-how' of his Rising Star 
aunt, who is herself an 
accomplished quitter and only 
last week completed a quilt with 
a 'Cinderella' design in appli• 
que furnished her by a woman 
in Louisiana. 

Only recently, says young 
Ham, the 'mass media'. parti-
cularly the women's magazines 
have begun "rapidly changing 
quilting formulas." New block

LET US WORSHIP 
It is an interesting and 

helpful process to trace a single 
word through the Scriptures. 
The word "worship" appears 
again and again the the Bible, 

▪ both in the Old and the New 
Testament. It is not by chance 
that this word appears so 
frequently. 

With an unerring instinct, the 
scripture writers recognize the 
deepest needs of the human 
soul, not only that of faith in 
God and trust in His promises. 
but the need to worship Him in 
reverence and humility, as well 
as in thanks giving and joy. 
They knew what every religious 
person knows; that if man is 
made in the image of God. if 
there is in his being the breath 
of divinity, then that part of him 
must also be satisfied. His spirit 
as well as his body must be fed 
and nourished. 

It is reported of Jesus that 
"He went to the synagogue. as 
His custom was, on the Sabbath 
Day" (Luke 4:16). If He needed 
the worship experience, how 
much more do we? 

Church worship is indispen-
sable! It offers us the matchless 
opportunity to open our eyes 
and behold, beyond the things 
that are seen and temporal, the 
things that are unseen and 
eternal. Only in the light of this 
vision will we come to know the 
true meaning and the glory of 

• life. The Church's first duty is 
• to maintain the living spiritual 

fellowship of all who worship in 
the name of Christ. Our highest 

God's plan for UNITY among 
believers, which he directs for 
all believers, is built around the 
core of: ONE BODY (the 
church), ONE SPIRIT (The Holy 
Spirit). ONE HOPE (redemp-
tion). ONE LORD (Jesus - 

Christ). ONE FAITH (the 
teaching of Jesus and his 
apostles). ONE BAPTISM (in 
water, "unto the remission of 
sins".) ONE GOD AND FA-
THER OF ALL (Supremacy of 
God and brotherhood of men), 
and ONE ORGANIZATION (or 
structure). "for the perfecting 
ministering...building up of the 
body of Christ.." (Ephesians 
4:1-16). In the beginning days 
of Christianity. Jesus appointed 
special individuals; firstly, the 
apostles, then prophets, to 
transmit and share his teach-
ings (John 14:26; 15:26; 16:13ff) 
When this was complete and 
confirmed (Hebrews 2:3-4; cf. 1 
Corinthians 13:8-12), or when 
the New Testament was fully 
put into written form, these 
temporary aspects ceased. 

That which remained would 
appear to the casual observer to 
be extremely minimal, or even 
insufficient. There was no 
central organization. no tightly 
knit hierarchy. but only a very 
loose federation of local congre-
gations, bound together solely 
by a common faith. They 
conducted their internal and 
external affairs under the 
direction of the Scriptures, 
primarily those of the New 
Testament since these reflected 
Jesus' teaching, but without 
consulting any other body or 
individual, except a few cases 
where an apostle, or a group of 
apostles, were called upon for 
direction (Acts 15; 1 Corinthians 
7:1: 1 Thessalonians 4:13ff). 

In the perfecting..minis-
tering..building up of the body 
of Christ" (Ephesians 4:12), or 
teaching, aspect of the church's 
work, God provided for, in 
addition to the preliminary and 
temporary work of the aspostles 
and prophets, "evangelists.--
pastors...teachers" (Ephesians 
4:11). The "evangelists" as the 
word suggests, were essentially 
preachers of the Word, often 
travelling from place to place (1 
Timothy 4:1-2), but also served 
to set congregations "in order" 
(Titus 1:5; 1 Timothy 5:22) as 
well as to impart teaching 
designed to keep the congrega-
tion pure doctrinally and other-
wise (I and 2 Timothy, Titus). 

The third group named, the 
"teachers", were simply those 
who were given special respon-
sibilities relating to the streng-
thening of the members in 
specific areas (Titus 2:3-5; 1 
Timothy 2:2; Acts 13:1; 1 
Corinthians 12:28). Here it was 
simply a matter of those more 
experienced and more know-
ledgeable in the Word of God 
and Christian maturity being 
charged with the responsibility 
of communicating this to others. 

We have reserved the second 
group, the "pastors" for last, 
because of the enlarged role 
which the New Testament and 
the apostles give to these men, 
and they are exclusively mascu-
line, as we shall see, God 
willing, in next week's article, 
in them there is a union of the 
teaching function and authority. 

Because no one can grow in 
the Christian faith, or even be a 
child of God in the first place. 
without being familiar with the 
Scriptures, we invite you to join 
us in detailed Bible study: in the 
Bible classes on Sunday at 9:30 
a.m. and on Wednesday at 7 
p.m.. as well as in the 
Assemblies on Sunday at 10:30 
a.m. and 6 p.m.

DALLAS—Owners of certain 
trucks, truck-tractors and buses 
(hat use the public highways are 
liable for federal highway use 
tax and IRS has announced that 
notices of possible delinquency 
have been mailed to about 5,000 
Texas truck and bus owners. 

The tax applies to trucks 
weighing 13,000 pounds or 
more, truck-tractors of 5,000 
pounds or more, and buses that 
use the public highways. Bus 
tax is figured on gross wieght 
starting at 26.000 pounds. For 
trucks, the amount of tax 
depends on the number of axles 
and weight of the vehicles. 

The nation's tax collectors 
matched their highway use tax 
records with state truck regis-
tration records to come up with 
the listing of potential nonfilers. 
The return is due by the end of 
the next month after a truck is 
driven on a public highway. 

The mailing is the first stage 
of a nationwide compliance 
program, the Internal Revenue 
Service says. In a few days, the 
names of truck owners who do 
not respond to the notice will be 
referred to district offices. 
Truck owners will then be 
personally contacted to clarify 
the tax status of the vehicles in 
question. 

According to the federal tax 
agency, a person who receives a 
notice but is not liable for the 

tax should provide the informs-
