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No Need to File Homestead
Exemption Each Year

During the past cou-
ple of weeks we have
had numerous people
in the Tax Office wan-
ting to sign up for ex-
emptions. The
homestead law no
longer requires annual

egistration. If you
signed up last year you
do not have to sign up
again. If you did not
sign up you must do so
before May 1 of this
year in order to
qualify. In order to be

eligible you must own

your home as of |
January 1, 1983, or
maintain a life estate

in your home, meaning
that your home is in
your children’s name,
but you maintain a
right to live in that
home.

Open-Space land ex-
emption requirements
are much the same. If
you signed up last
year, you do not have
to register again this
year, unless, of course,
you have changed the
use of the land. This
would change the tax-
able value and should
be reported.

In the next few weeks
we will begin to up-

date our appraisal. We
will go over the district
to check each parcel to
note any additional
homes built or any
removed.

It takes taxpayer
assistance as well as
expert appraisal
technology to make a
tax roll correct. But
taxpayer assistance
and input is in-
valuable. If you have

Like to stop paying
taxes?

That’s a very temp-
ting idea, and pro-
ponents of this notion
are making speeches
and offering seminars
around the country on
the “how-to’s” of tax
evasion. The Internal
Revenue Service,
however, has some
words of advice on the
subject, too.

Working toward tax
reform certainly is not
illegal, the IRS points
out. For example, urg-
ing changes in the tax
laws is the right of
every individual, as is
arranging one’s affairs
to pay the lowest possi-
ble tax within the law.
Also, if you hold
securities so as to have
a long-term instead of
a short-term capital
gain, the law supports
your move.

However, illegal tax
protest, such as ad-
vocating or par-
ticipating in a scheme
that results in the
unallowed underpay-
ment or non payment
of taxes, or not filing
required tax returns, is
illegal, the IRS states.
The IRS has the duty
and tools, given by
Congress, to enforce
the Federal tax laws.
When some individuals
remove themselves
from the law, the
burden of taxes is
greater for those who
willingly comply. In
the interest of fairness
for all taxpayers, the
IRS says it will con-
tinue to enforce all
Federal tax laws, in-
cluding laws governing
those who place
themselves above the
law by illegally refus-
ing to pay their just
share of tax.

Forty three brands
of coffee! All of them
super rich...too much
for me! That's what
they have in the exhibit
in the Bogota, Colom-
bia airport where the
Association of Coffee
Growers provides a
step-up bar and free
coffee for all. Of course
the cups are
demitassee providing
only a couple of good
swallows for most peo-
ple. However, its hot
and sweet...local folks
call it super
good...unfortunately
there’s no place to
‘“saucer and blow it.”
It might not look right
anyway so I just let
mine cool naturally.
My best description of
Colombian coffee is
that it is very close to
Louisiana coffee but
without the chicory.
For sure it’s not nearly
as good as that at the
Rising Star Truck Stop
or" any ' of: the/
restaurants on the
courthouse square,”

You might in-
terested in some of the
other things to eat in
Colombia and in adja-
cent Central America.
The basic food nearly
everywhere is a soup
called SANCOCHO
which has some kind of
meat such as chicken,
pork, beef or many
times fish (with the
head and eyes looking

‘up at you!). a half ear

of corn on the cob,
pieces of potato or yuc-
ca root, peppers,
maybe some onions

Frog

by Bucyrus
and other vegetables.

Regardless of the
recipe it is generally
quite tasty and after
boiling for awhile it is
clean and won't cause
intestinal upset. The
only problem for me is
those heads and
eyes...and if one com-
bines the soup with
travel in a boat on
rough seas during our
seacost inspections it's
a little hard to take and
upsets my stomach
just thinking about it!

Tortillas are popular
too. However, they are
about a little finger
thick and fried quickly
in a deep grease...quite
tasty and very similar
to Rising Star’s old
timers skillet corn-
bread.

There are about 5
kinds of yucca roots
which are eaten. They
look a lot like tough
sweet potatoes and
cook up like irish
potatoes, but slightly
stringey...Delicous
flavor...Sometimes
they are fried in a bat-
ter or boiled like tur-
nips. They don’t taste
like turnips but more
like crisp Irish
potatoes.

When folks have
enough money they loe
to eat beef. Last week
hamburger was selling
for $3.00 per pound in
Botota! Of course that
was in a store fre-
quented by foreigners.
In many native
markets refrigeration

get up early in the mor-
ning to get their beef
and other foods while
they are fresh and

15 urknown and people

unspoiled. Cuts of beef
as we know them are
not utilized in many
places. All cuts are the
same price. A typical
housewife will buy a
hunk of leg and start
“peeling it similar to
what we would do with
a large potato. She
never cuts the peel off
so she ends up with a
strip of beef less than
finger thick but very
long. This is placed
over hot charcoal for a
Bar-B-Q or
“CHURRASCO’’ as
they call it. You can
eat this piece of tough
meat (with the grain
going every which
way) along with salt
and pepper sauce. It
taste pretty good if
your teeth hold out!

Pork and chicken

are other favorite
meats. I have noticed
several kinds of worms
such as tape worm
cysts in meat hanging
for sale in the country.
One occasionally sees
tuberculosis lesions. In
the city the meat has
received veterinary in-
spection and such
animals are condemn-
ed. It always pays to
eat well cooked foods
anyway.

Many chickens in the
country are of the long
legged variety and
tough. In some cases
you can find good look-
ing roasted chicken in
a supermarket but
often find that it has
been fed fish meal for

prtein and your
chicken tastes like fish
or oysters.

One delightful treat
commonly prepared is
rice and coconut. The

- milk - from a green

coconut is used to boil
the rice and then fresh

shredded coconut is:

mi:_:ed in toward the

end. The mixing of
flavors is excellent.
Suspect that prepared
coconut as we get it off
the grocers shelf would
not necessarily be
good. Who knows?

I commonly see
horse meat steaks
advertised on the
menu. When I inquired
about this it turns out
that its not horse meat
at all. They use a beef
filet and then put a
fresh egg on top. The
egg is supposed to be
“riding the horse’’ and
for this reason its call-
ed its called that on the
menu. Guess its sorta
like our ‘“‘hamburger”
which contains no
ham!

Another strange
term used on the Cen-
tral American menus
is “‘caballo pinto” or
spotted horse. This is a
mixture of rice and
pinto beans and is
another staple food of
the area.

One thing we have
learned to like very
much is ceviche. This
is small tart-like
dishes of raw fish
which has been mixed
with lemon and onion
juice for several hours
all day. The lemon
juice sort of cooks the
fish and it is quite

good.

Good green
vegetables are
generally hard to find.

Green beans, spinach,
turnip greens, black
eyed peas, etc. grow
best in a colder climate
which in our case
means high up in the
mountains. What little
is produced is quickly
purchased upon ar-
. rival in the city and
there’s not enough to
go around. We are for-
tunate to have a U.S.

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Interest Rates for USDA
Farmers Home Loans Drop

Interest rates for
loan programs of the
U. S. Department of
Agriculture’s Farmers
Home Administration
will drop again on
January 17, Secretary
of Agriculture John R.
Block announced to-
day.

‘““These lower in-
terest rates, which ap-
ply to most loans made
by the USDA Farm
Credit Agency, will be
of great benefit to the
rural economy and
particularly for the na-
tion’s farmers who de-
pend heavily on
credit,”” Block said.

It is the third such
reduction since Oc-
tober 1982 by the Agen-
cy, which makes farm,
home and other loans
to rural residents and
communities who can-
not get credit from
private lenders.

Block said the reduc-
tions are possible
because of a general
move toward lower in-
terest rates across all
sectors of the economy
and because of lower
costs of federal bor-
rowing.

Interest rates for
farm operating loans,
used to finance annual
costs of production,
will drop from 11.5 to
10.25 percent.

Farm ownership
rates will drop from
11.5 to 10.75 percent.

Interest rates for
‘“‘limited resource’’
borrowers--those
unable to afford the
full interest rate—will

drop from 8.5 percent
for operating loans to
7.25 percent. Limited
resource farm owner-
ship loans go from 5.75
to 5.25 percent.

The interest rate for
actual loss loans due to
natural disasters re-
main at 8 percent for
those farmers unable
to get credit from
private lenders. For
farmers who can ob-
tain natural disaster
loans elsewhere but
choose to deal with the
Farmers Home Ad-
ministgration, the rate
remains at 14.25 per-
cent.

The interest rate for
production loans to
farmers who need
financing above the ac-
tual loss and are
unable to get credit
elsewhere drops from
14 to 13 percent. The
rate for real estate
purposes remains at 13
percent.

Interest rates on
long-term loans for soil
and water conserva-
tion, grazing associa-
tions, irrigation and
drainage and Indian
land acquisition drop
from the present 11.5
percent to 10.75 per-
cent.

In housing, interest
rates for single family
homes drop from 11.5
to 10.75 percent, except
for borrowers who can
afford rates charged
by the Department of
Housing and Urban
Development. Their
rates remain at 12 per-
cent.

Rural rental housing
loan rates go from 11.5

to 10.75 percent.
On December 31,
1982, rates for

water/sewer and rural
community facility
loans were lowered.
The ‘“market’’ interest
rate for those com-
munities able to afford
it went from 10.625 to
9.750 percent, and the
‘“intermediate’’ rate
dropped from 7.875 to
7.375 percent. The
poverty-line interest
rate remained at 5 per-
cent.
