long established Dairyman's
Short Course, held annually at
Texas A&M College, is sched-
ued for December 1 and 2. Head-
quarters for the Short Course
will be in the Memorial Student
Center on the A&M campus.

Arch Meekma, extension dairy
specialist, said this year’s speak-
ers would discuss subjects of
vital interest to every dairyman,
The program has been design.
ed to give not only dairymen,
but milk plant fieldmen, com-
mercial feed company fieldmen
and others directly or indirect-
ly associated with the Texas
dairy industry informaftion .they
can use in their work.

Meekma said such problems as
dairy cattle feeding, breeding
and management and subjects
relating to milk and milk mar-
keting would be discussed. The
production and utilization of
forage, especially hay, will get
major attention, Meekma added.
Two out-of-state speakers, Joe
S. Taylor, extension ‘dairy spec-
ialist in Pennsylvania and Rich-
ard E. (Dick) Burleson, a for-
mer extension dairy husband-
man in Texas but. now dairy-
men for the Federal Extension
Service, Washington, D. C., will
be featured.

An expected program highlight
will be a panel discussion by
five outstanding dairymen from
different areas of Texas on
“How We Use Dairy Records.”
Joel M. Hillin, extension area
farm management specialist-
dairying, will also be a panel
participant and Jimmy Davis,
extension dairy specialist, will
serve as moderator. Other speak-
ers, Meekma said, would be
Texas A&M College staff mem-
bers.

The extension dairy specialist
suggests that room reservations
be made at an early date, and
added that local county agents
can supply additional informa-
tion on the meeting. R. E.
Leighton, Dairy Science Depart-
ment, Texas A&M College, Col-
lege Station, Texas, will also
be glad to supply information
or answer questions regarding
the Short Course.

amendments to the social se-
urity law, reports R. R. Tuley,
Jr., Abilene District Manager
for the Social Security Adminis-
tration. Receiving checks for
the first time were working
people and their dependents (and
also some survivors of workers
who have died) who became eli-
gible for benefits. The amount
of social security credits requir-
ed was reduced by about one-
third, Tuley said.

Also receiving benefits for the
first time were some widows
whose husbands died after March
31, 1938, with at least 1% years
of social security credits.
