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Mules continue to hustle as heartbreak kids

The Mules dropped their third close 
game in seven daysTuesday night, though 
it wasn’t a third straight overtime loss.

This time it was a 62-59 decision to the 
Lubbock Roosevelt Eagles, after the Mules 
had owned an eight-point lead early in the 
final quarter.

Lincoln Riley was the only Mule to 
score in the last period, making all 12 of 
his points during that quarter.

Mule coach Ralph Mason was philo­
sophical about the game. “Well, Mama 
said there’d be days like this,” he said.

“Everyone in the gym saw what hap­
pened tonight, and I’m not for sure who 
got the worst end of it, but I feel like 1 
know who did. You just have to play 
through that stuff, and tonight it boiled 
down to free throws.

“We missed a ton of free throws down 
the stretch, we had some chances, and that 
is what we have to dwell on. We have to

look for ways to make ourselves better 
because we cannot control what is called or 
not called on the floor. We have a good 
team but it is not showing up in the win 
column ... that is frustrating and we have 
another road game on Friday.”

The seesaw battle started at the opening 
tip with Landon Sheets being fouled driv­
ing the lane. He made both shots from the

Dairymen say
economic benefit 
in Curry County
is $225 million

With dairies popping up across the 
area, dairy owners went on the offensive 
Thursday with a public meeting in Clovis 
to counteract a group seeking a five-year 
moratorium on dairy and feedlot expan­
sion in three counties, including Bailey.

The object was to tell people about the 
economic impact of their industry and 
also to assure the public that, at least in 
New' Mexico, environmental regulations 
are tight.

Sharon Lombardi, a Roswell, N.M., 
lobbyist for Dairy Producers of New 
Mexico, told about 110 people that the 18 
dairies in Curry County have an eco­
nomic impact on the county of about 
$225 million. The industry generates $ 1.5 
billion a year in New Mexico, she said.

The benefits trickle out to farmers who 
sell feed, plumbers a 'd  electricians, and 
the labor market, with one job per 75 to 
100 cows.

Jay Lazarus, a hydrologist and envi­
ronmental consultant from Glorieta, N.M., 
told the crowd that New Mexico requires 
water use to decline by up to 30 percent 
when a dairy takes over land previously 
used for irrigated farming, and that dair­
ies in general do use less.

The 
hare is a speedy creature; the 
tortoise, an uncommonly slow 
one. But races are not always 
won by the speedy. Sometimes 
they are won by singleminded 
plodders who just keep on 
plodding while their speedier 
counterparts blaze along, then 
halt, then meander, ihen blaze 
along, then . . . ’veil, then lose 
the race to the plodder.

I’m afraid I’m too often a 
hare and not often enough a 
tortoise. I blaze from one pro­
ject to another, rush frantically 
to meet one deadline and then 
another, and run way too fast 
on way too much adrenaline 
even though I know that I 
thrive and work best in those 
wonderful but scarce moments 
when I discipline myself to 
stick to a routine, guard it, and 
work within it.

We tend these days in our 
society to work at our play and 
play at our work.

He 
studied and taught and 
preached and talked when it 
was time. He played when it 
was time (though he may have 
short-changed that part of his 
life a bit).

Dad 
even went to the Post Office 
pretty much, well, always on 
time. (I understand that now.

But, you may have noticed, 
tortoises not only accomplish 
more worthwhile than hares, 
they also write more and better 
books.
