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Of special interest to conserva-
tionists and fishermen: The Uni-
versity of Georgia through re-
search and experiments, has 
found that non-edible fish can 
be eliminated without harm to 
the good fish. They have found 
they can do this by smothering 
them. It is my understanding 
that this is not done by catching 
them and throwing a blanket 
over their heads, but rather by 
a process known as Rodenone-
base toxicant. Just why it would 
effect only carp, suckers and 
the like, I am unable to explain, 
but it is interesting. 

To observe some activities here 
in Washington often reminds one 
of what Will Rogers once said 
when asked during World War 
I what he would do about the 
submarine menace.

Figures compiled by the U.S. 
[Bureau of Public Roads show 
that Texas will complete its por-
tion of the Interstate System at 
an estimated $610,000 per mile 
— as compared with the national 
average of approximately $1 mil-

; lion per mile. 
(The Interstate System is a 41,- 

1 000-mile nationwide network of 
super highways scheduled to be 
completed in 1972. Texas' por-
tion of the system will total 3,-
027 miles). 

Comparison of the Texas cost 
with that of some of the other 
large states revealed these fig-
ures: California, $1.7 million per 
mile; Illinois, $1.3 million per 
mile; New York, $1.7 million per 
mile; Ohio, $1.7 million per mile; 
and Pennsyvania, $1.5 million 
per mile. 

Since the beginning of the In-
terstate Program in 1956, Texas 
has consistently led the nation 
in miles open to traffic and work 
in progress. The latest quarterly 
report of the U.S. Bureau of Pub-
lic Roads, dated August 3, re-
veals that Texas maintains this 
lead. Texas now has 1,018.5 In-
terstate miles open to traffic and 
1,322 miles of work in progress. 

(Texas also leads all other 
states in highway building under 
the Federal-aid primary and sec-
ondary systems. Since 1956, Tex-
as 'has built 11,088 miles under 
these programs). 

What are the reasons behind 
Texas' low cost-per-mile in build-
ing its Interstate routes? State 
Highway Engineer D. C. Greer 
listed the following factors: 

—Advance planning by the Tex-
as Highway Department in Anti-
cipation of Interstate needs. Tex-
as "stockpiled" engineering plans 
and thus was able to get an 
early start on its building pro-
gram. This planning also built 
a team of engineers experienced 
in Interstate-type work, which 
has resulted in lower engineer-
ing costs on this program. 

—A steady and planned flow of 
construction work each month 
(made possible by the advanced 
planning). This even flow of 
work has effectively stabilized 
the Texas road contracting in-
dustry and resulted in lower con-
tract costs. 

—Cooperation of Texas coun-
ties and cities, many of which
