• Many curious people have 
inquired, "What is the 
building between 
Somerford's and Mr. Smith's 
barber shop?". Quite simply 
it is a computer building. Jim 
Rutherford, executive vice-
president of the First State 
Bank in Rising Star has 

purchasea the porta-building 
and in it is housed a 
computer. To begin with it 
will be used exclusively by 
the bank, but in the future 
Jim plans to add other 
services and offer 
computerized programming 
for other businesses, and 
individuals. 

The machine is a NCR 499 
unit and will be able to store 
a varied amount of informa-
tion. In order to be used by 
the Bank, customers will be 
given or issued an account 
number which will be coded 
and read by a Proof-reading 
machine located in the bank 
itself. This number will be 
used on all check writing and 
deposits slips. This will save 
many hours of posting (the 
debit, credit system) and at 
the end of a day, simply by 
running the cassette from the 
proof-reading machine . 
into the master computer--all 
business transacted will be 
recorded at the touch of a 
button. 
This may all sound very 

simple, but is a quite 
complex set-up. Customers 
will be receiving a letter 
explaining the electronic 
data processing change in an 
effort to increase efficiency 
in the bank.

U.S. District Judge Hal 

Woodward, sitting at Lub-
bock, last week denied a 
petition for a writ of habeas 
corpus filed by convicted 
bank robbery James R. Sikes 
in an effort to escape serving 
a 50-year state term for the 
robbery of the First State 
Bank of Rising Star on Sept. 
4, 1970. He was convicted 
and sentenced by a 91st State 
District Court jury at East-
land on July 13, 1971. 
Sikes. now serving a 

25-year term in federal 
penitentiary for the robbery 
of the First State Bank at 
Bangs. contends that the 
State waived all right to 
reclaim him at the end of his 
federal term when it 
surrendered him to a Federal 
marshal for trial on the 
Bangs charge while the state 
conviction was on appeal. 
A copy of Judge 

Woodward's 	judgment 
denying and dismissing the 
peititon was received Mon-
day by State Criminal 
District Attorney Emory 
Walton. 
It was the second time in 

three years that Sikes had 
sought such a writ. His first 
petition was filed in Federal 
court at San Angelo in 1975, 
also before Judge Woodward 
who denied the plea. 
Walton. who has done 

voluminous work ont he case. 
said it would not surprise 
him if Sikes. who is repre-
sented by a firm of New York 
lawyers. appeals the Lub-
bock decision to the U.S. 
Con of Appeals at New 
Orleans. Asked if the New 
York attorneys were in the 
service of the Civil Liberties 
Union. Walton said he did 
not know. He did say he 
expects the case to take

further torturous course 
through the Federal Judicial 
system, necessitating a great 
deal more State work. 
' He said the issue on which 
the petition is based is not 
new--what lawyers call a case 
of first impression--but has 
been argued before. The 
District Attorney made it 
clear, however, that every 
case stands on its own feet 
and involves subtle distinc-
tions. In other words there 
can be no prediction of the 
outcome should Sikes elect to 
appeal Judge Wooward's 
denial of his petition. 
Sikes was one of four men 

charged in the Rising Star 
holdup. Of the four, he and 
Thomas Dwight (Red) Jen-
kins, also of Brownwood, 
were convicted of armed 
robbery and given fifty years 
each in the Eastland state 
court. Johnny Williams, a 
17-year-old Brownwood 
youth. turned state's 
evidence and received a pro-
bated ten-year sentence. He 
faces no Federal charges. A 
fourth defendant, Mearl 
DeWayne Sormrude of Waco 
was found hanged in his San 
Angelo jail cell while being 
held on Federal charges and 
scheduled for trial in State 
court at Eastland, in the 
Rising Star hold-up. 
Jenkins has not filed a 

habeas corpus petition. He 
also is in Federal peniten-
tiary and is due to be 
returned to the State at the 
end of his 25-year federal 
term. 
A total of 59.272 was taken 

in the Rising Star hold-up. 
None of it has been 
recovered. The money was 
taken when three hooded and 
heavily armed men entered 
the Rising Star bank about 
noon and then fled westward 
in a waiting car manned by a

Dave Gaston Alford is a 

native of Rising Star, now 
living in Wichita Falls, 
Texas. He graduated from 
Rising Star High School and 
received his degree from 
Daniel Baker College in . 
Brownwood. 
He is the son of the late 

Carl and Eula Alford and the 
nephew of Mrs. Jack Roark 
and Mrs. George Goss. He is 
also the brother of Mrs. John 
Yancy of Tyler and Mrs. 
Edward Watkins of Carrizzo 
Springs. 
The following article was 

published in the Wichita 
Falls Times, and was written 
by Lisa Warmen. 
On Feb. 4, 1944, the B-17 

bomber Dave Gaston Alford 
was piloting on a return 
mission from Frankfurt was 
shot down. Before the flam-
ing plane crashed, Alford's 
two buddies bailed out and 
parachuted to "safety" just 
inside the German lines. 
Alford didn't know, at the 
time, what became of them. 
Alford wasn't so "lucky" as 

to get to bail out. He realized 
in the nick of time that his 
parachute was faulty. Crash-
landing the flaming bomber 
in a field. Alford remem-
bered only trying to get away 
from the plane as fast as 
possible. All he could think, 
he said. was "This thing's 
going to explode, I've got to 
get out of here," and then 
"Ive got to find out where I 
am." 
Not knowing where he was 

or what he was doing. he 
instinctively removed his 
identifying helmet and 
hurled it into a pond. He 
doesn't remember doing 
that. But the Dutch farmer 
on whose land Alford 
crashed remembered it, and 
later retrieved the helmet 
from the waters. 
"I didn't know whether I 

was in Germany or Hol-
land." Alford said in the 
calm and level voice of a man 
who has contained the 
excitement and fears of those 
war days for 30-odd years. 
"I didn't stop at the house 

of the farmer whose field I'd 
landed in. I don't know 
exactly why. I guess all I 
could think of was getting out 
of there before the Germans 
came for me. But I don't 
think I really thought it-I just 
did it. It was too cold to 
think, and I was too much in 
shock." 
Alford stumbled on down 

the road in the darkness until 
he came to the next farm-
house. "The people sat me 
down in front of their fire to 
warm me up and feed me 
while they sent for a young 
boy who could speak English 
to tell me where I was. I was 
certainly glad I wasn't in 
Germany, I'll tell ya'!" 
Alford half laughed, half 
shivered. 
"I had to leave that night 

because the Germans were 
searching the homes for me. 
I walked two or three nights. 
sleeping in hiding during the 
days. I finally stopped at 
another dairy farm. They 
took me in while they sent for 
a man they knew was in the 
underground." 

A Hot July

100 degrees on July 3rd and 
shot up to better than 100 
degrees through July 22nd. 
The hottest temperature 
recorded was 107 degrees on 
July 16th.

"After they got to my plane. 
it took them two-and-a-half 
years to locate me. 
"In the meantime. one of 

the men who had provided 
me with food and shelter and 
brought me food got in touch 
with me. He said his name 
was William Spanhaak whom 
I'd known as "The Game 
Keeper," his code name. He 
found me in 1975 through the 
American military attache 
through the Hague in order 
to get me over to Holland for 
the 30th anniversary of his 
Boy Scout troop-one he'd 
named after me!" 
"We were so excited that 

he'd found us," said Mrs. 
Alford, taking up her hus-
band's story. "One of the 
reasons I think it took him so 
long 	was 	that 	he 
remembered Gaston's name 
as David I. Alford, instead of 
David G. Alford. "I" was the 
middle initial on the flag for 
their Scout troop. 
"Well," she continued, 

"we tried to get over to 
Holland then, but we 
couldn't make it until this 
May, and what a treat he'd 
had for us! He had every-
thing planned to a 'T."' 
They arrived at his home 

May 13, and the first thing 
he had scheduled was a 
special Boy Scout ceremony 
with all his troop, making 
Gaston an honorary member. 
"We were just so pleased 

and excited about the whole 
thing, and knowing about the 
mix-up they'd had with his 
name, we were able to 
present them with a new 
flag which said "The David 
G. Alford Boy Scout Troop. —
Mrs. Alford said. "We also 
gave them a Texas flag-no 
Scout troop is complete with-
out that-and an old picture 
we'd found of Gaston as 
Spanhaak had known him 
during the War. I think the 
boys were just as delighted 
with Gaston as he was with 
them. They were just 
marvelous to us. 
"A special surprise 

Spanhaak had for us was 
meeting the man in whose 
shack Gaston had lived for so 
long." she continued, "Col. 
Wall de Baake. Even though 
the man had escaped the 
Germans when Gaston was 
there, he'd been taken 
prisoner later by the 
Germans and sent to a 
concentration camp-but he'd 
escaped! He's now a young 
and happy 94 years old, and 
he was just delighted to meet 
one of the men whom he'd 
helped escape." 
During the next days, 

Spanhaak took the Alford all 
across Holland to each of the 
places Alford had been taken 
in during his flight. 
"Our first stop was at the 

farmhouse where Gaston had 
crash landed," Mrs. Alford 
explained enthusiastically. 
"The man was just delighted 
to see and meet Gaston after 
all these years. 
"And you'll never believe 

what he had for us-that 
helmet Gaston had thrown 
into his pond. He'd saved it 
all these years, and when 
Spanhaak notified him that 
we were returning, he'd 
made up his mind to give it 
back to us as a present." 
At still another stop, the 

Alfords were received at the 
palace of Queen Julianna and 
Prince Bernhard. The Prince, 
impressed with a song Alford 
composed during his stay in 
Amsterdam about the House 
of Orange, was most pleased 
to entertain the Alfords. 
"I didn't even know that 

Jan (pronounced Yon) 
Goedkoop-the man with 
whom I'd stayed in Amster-
dam-had even remembered 
the poem,-  Alford laughed. 
"But as it turned out, Jan's 
wife had written down my 
words and the notes I hum-
med of an old college fight 
song, and had the poem 
published to make money for 
the Dutch underground!" 
"Everywhere we went, the 

people were just so good and 
gracious to us," Mrs. Alford 
said. "They 'must' serve us 
tea and cake, tea and cake

Escaped Crash Uninjured 
The man in the under-

ground took him to this shack 
in the woods called "Huize 
tem Bosch" or "House in the 
Woods." He later found out 
that it was on the grounds of 
the military comandant of 
that area, Col. Wall de 
Baacke. 
"The Colonel was 60 years 

old at the time," Alford 
recalled, "and one night 
while I was staying there on 
his land, the man in the 
underground came to get me 
and took me to sleep in a 
nearby cave for that one 
night. I later discovered that 
this was because the Colonel 
had to hide in his own shack' 
because the Germans were 
looking for him due to his 
suspected associations with 
the underground." 
After that night, they were 

able to move him farther 
away from his home to a 
safer place, and he remained 
"at home" in the shack for 
two or three months. Every 
night, a lady would ride two 
or three miles on her bicycle 
to bring him food, candles 
and American and English 
books. 
"I was rather amazed that 

they had English language 
books available for me," he 
said. "Again, I later dis-
covered that the lady who 
brought them to me was the 
daughter of the Baron of the 
area. Naturally. they had a 
large library to choose 
from." 
They hid him until they 

could arrange for false 
papers and a passport to get 
him to Amsterdam by train, 
dressing him as a Dutch 
businessman. 
"I didn't know any of these 

people's real identities, only 
their code names. In case I 
was captured, they didn't 
want me speiling off the 
names of everyone in the 
Dutch underground to the 
Germans. As it was, enough 
of them were found out 
and shot to death." 
After Alford stayed in 

Amsterdam for another 
month or so. the 
underground made it 
possible for him to get to 
Maastricht. at the southern 
tip of Holland between 
Belgium and Germany. He 
was there for the D-Day 
invasion. June 6, 1944. 
He lived in the woods about 

30 miles south of Leige until 
the latter part of September 
when the Americans 
advanced far enough to get 
him and send him back to the 
States with another couple of 
fellows who'd made it out of 
occupied territory. 
Alford discovered when he 

returned home that his two 
buddies who'd bailed out of 
the bomber were unhurt. but 
immediately captured by the 
Germans, sent to concentra-
tion camps and imprisoned 
until the end of the war. 
Alford definitely considers 
himself the lucky one of the 
bunch. But that was just the 
beginning of his story. 
"There's a group of young 

men in Holland, now, who 
make a sort of hobby out of 
locating old war planes-who 
flew them and the story 
behind it all," Alford said.

He expects only 2 percent 
less beef production and 
larger pork, broiler and 
turkey supplies. 

"Total red meat and 
poultry production could be 
up 1'2 to 2 percent from a 
year ago. That would be the 
lrgest production of the 
year and undoubtedly would 
limit price recovery," he 
contends. 

Fourth quarter estimates 
point toward a somewhat 
improved supply sitatuin, 
Uvacek says. 

" Recovery during that 
period seems highly likely," 
he believes. 

The specilist's cattle price 
outlook includes these 
specific forecasts: 

Amarillo choice fed cat-
tle- price recovery foreseen 
during the early part of the 
July- September 	quarter. 
Increased pressure as the 
August- September period is 
approached. Lowest prices 
expected during either 
September or October, with 
recovery beyond that point 
on into 1979. 

The July- September price 
average should be about 
$49.50- $51.50 	per 	hun- 
dredweight, and the Oc-
tober- December average is 
expected to be from $50- $52. 

Amarillo choice feeder 
cattle- prices should follow 
almost exactly the same 
seasonal pattern as fed 
cattle. Larger marketings of 
feeder animals are likely 
just when feedlot losses are 
probable. Some price 
weakness is expected into 
the 	September- October 
period, with recovery after 
that. Choice 600 to 700 pound 
feeder steers should average 
$50- $52 per hundredweight 
in July September, and 
$50.$50- $52.50 	per 	hun- 
dredweight in the final 
quarter of 1978.

What is the cattle price 
outlook for the remainder of 
1978? 

Producers and consumers 
have watched cattle prices 
decline sharply and the 
market react violently 
during the past several 
weeks, notes Dr. Edward 
Uvacek, 	Jr., 	livestock 
marketing specilist with the 
gtexas Agricultural Ex-
tension Service. 

Uvacek points out that fed 
cattle prices dropped from 
the $62 per hundredweight 
level of early June to the $50 
level by mid- month. Feeder 
prices showed a similar 
drop. 

"The sharp decline 
resulted from simultaneous 
reaction to several distinct 
factors: consumer 
resistance to high retail beef 
prices, weakness in the 
commodity futures market, 
increases in beef supplies, 
and the psychological effect 
of the government's an-
nouncement of increased 
allowable beef imports for 
the year," Uvacek explains. 

Although some price 
recovery occured in July, 
many producers are still 
concerned about the outlook 
for the remainder of 1978, 
Uvacek, also an associate 
professor in Texas A&M 
University's Department of 
Agriculture 	Economics, 
adds. 

He points out that some 
forecasts, including that of 
the U.S. Department of 
Agriculture, look for further 
improvement in the third 
quarter of the year, with 
some weakness in the fourth 
quarter. The real key to their 
forecasts, however, is an 
estimated 	7 	percent 
decrease in beef production 
for the second half of the 
hear. The USDA analysis 
places t the average price of 
U.S. choice fed steers in 
Omaha during the 'July-
September period at $55- $57 
per hundredweight. Price 
predictions for similar cattle 
in the fourth quarter are 
$54- $56.

Tenacious toad 
symbolizes town 
By DAN FRAZIER 

ac-Tsanus Pinter 

The spirit of "Old Rip," the 
world's most tenacious horned toad, 
watches over this town. 

In fact, "Old Rip" and his story sym-
bolize the unique characteristic of East-
land — tenacity. 

Eastland was formed as the county 
seat of Eastland County in 1873 and when 
the cornerstone of the courthouse was 
placed in 1897, a boy named Will Wood 
put the horned toad in it along with the 
Bible and other memorabilia. 

was decided that even in a boomtown 
something has to be sacred. The head-
stones are still there. 

So are the big hotel and office buildings 
that were built downtown during the oil 
boom. But the hotel is closed and dusty 
and some of the offices are closed now, a 
fact that has some of the movers and 
shakers in Eastland trying to fill them 
back up again. 

And the plan seems to be working at a 
steady, modern-day pace. Not a boom-
town pace, just steady. 

In the 1970 census, Eastland had a pop-
ulation of about 3,000. Now estimates

They're drilling like mad again for oil near 
Eastland, and the city hopes to attract 

new businesses. 

They took pennies and when Cor-
nelius noticed that marble game 
machines took in more pennies than 
his peanut machines, he got into the 
pinball business. That branched out 
into the jukebox business and he was 
the man who introduced 
nickleodians in West Texas. 

WHEN THE napkin holder theater ad 
idea caught on, he decided to go into the-
atrical printing, which made him enough 
money to get into the restaurant busi-
ness. The restaurant, called the White 
Elephant, didn't make him much money. 
but it provided him with idea that has 
made him probably the most famous and 
well patronized printer of menus in the 
country. "When a man tried to sell me 
some menus the price just seemed too 
high, so I bought his business and moved 
it from Waco to Eastland. That's how it 
all started.," Cornelius said. Now he gets 
orders to print menus from restaurants 
all over the world and when that proved 
successful, he invented the Redid ip. The 
Rediclip is plastic, bears the advertiser's 
name and holds the "today's specials"  to to 
the top of almost every menu around. 
The whole operation employs about an 

tage stamps called "U.S. History in 
Postage," created by former postmaster 
and artist Marene Johnson-Johnson. 

She dedicated the mural, which depicts 
a stamp with Ben Franklin at the top, the 
United Nations symbol in the center, Abe 
Lincoln on the right, as well as various 
flags and the State of Texas, in 1963 after 
years of work on it. 

The Eastland Public Library contains 
15,000 volumes and in addition to art and 
music shows, the town annually hosts the 
Peanut Bowl, County Livestock Show, 
County Pecan Show and the County Art 
Show. Utility service is provided by Tex-
as Electric Service Co., the City of East-
land Water department, which pumps 
about 1.8 million gallons per day out of 
Lake Eastland, Lone Star Gas Co. and 
the city's sewer system 

In the area of transportation, the city 
boasts its own airport with a 4,000-foot 
runway that can accommodate small 
jets, the Texas and Pacific Railroad, In-
terstate 20, three motor freight lines and 
three bus lines. 

The city tax rate is $2.50 per $100 based

The old courthouse was demolished in 
1928 and before a crowd of about 3,000 
onlookers, workmen pulled out the 
cornerstone in what usually would be a 
typical ceremony. 

It turned out to be a most unusual cere-
mony. 

"Old Rip" was at the bottom of the pile 
of things in the cornerstone, but when 
oilman E. S. Pritchard pulled the horned 
toad out, he still was kicking, 31 years 
later! 

"Old Rip" became nn instant celebri-
ty. He even traveled to Washington D.C. 
to meet then President Calvin Coolidge. 

• • • 

BUT DURING the years "Old Rip" 
spent in the stone, Eastland wasn't cruis-
ing along in stony silence. 

It was booming. Booming with oil and 
the hustle and bustle of activity that sur-
round the discovery of black gold and the 
men who come to town to make their 
fortunes in the oilfields. 

Plenty of them did just that after the 
first well came in in 1917 in Ranger, 10 
miles west. Eastland was ludo)+, the old-
timers say. Ranger got the roughnecks 
and Eastland got the doctors and law-
yers. if vou call that lucky, 

"There was 57 lawyers here at one 
time," recalled Joe Gray. "That's a 
lot for a town this size. A lot of the oil 
litigation 	was established here." 

Gray remuuscea venue looking over 
the town of about 5,000 from the window 
of one of the most historic courtrooms in' 
Texas. A lot of oil history was made in the 
courtroom. 

One of the things that was decided in or 
a round that wood-paneled bastion of bar-
risters was just how far the freebooting

on 25 percent of market value, the county 
rate is 80 cents per $100 based on 30 per-
cent of actual value, the school tax rate is 
$1.30 per $100 assessed on 70 percent of 
market value and the water district tax 
rate is 15 cents per $100 based on 50 per-
cent of actual property value.

REMODELING the schools is proba-
bly ckay with the spirit of "Old Rip," who 
has known of a lot of things come and go 
without being able to see them, but any 
changes to one of the really classic 
courthouses in Texas, which happens to 
be Rip's resting place, probably would 
quake his casket. Reny:ober, Rip's 
casket is in the front window of the court-
house. 

Some figured there was oil at the Merriman 
Baptist Cemetery and were ready to drill. 

That created a furor, and there was no well. 
The 11th Texas Court of Civil Appeals 

is in the Eastland County Courthouse, 
making Eastland the smallest town in 
Texas to have a civil appeals court. And 
all three judges live in town. 

oil gamblers could go in their quest for 
black gold in Eastland. 

ON THE OUTSKIRTS of Ranger is 
the Merriman Baptist Church and 
behind it is a cemetery. Somebody 
figured there was oil, a lot of it, 
underneath the caskets buried there 
and they wanted to dig up the whole 
place and start drilling. That 
created quite a furor, Gray said, 
until Cornelius plotting his fortune 
around the courthouse years ago. 

Yeah, "Old Rip," or at least his spirit, 
has witnessed a lot in his days. 

Maybe someone should provide the ci-
ty with another horned toad named "Rip 
II" to watch over the new development of 
Eastland in modern times. Only this time 
they ought to give him a window to watch 
from.

WHILE CORNELIUS' printing factory 
and other industries in town are keeping 
the economy going along with peanut 
farming and ranching. the chamber is 
busy trying to lure new employers to 
town. "They're drilling like mad here 
again," Wright said, noting that he hopes 
oil production-related industries who 
have been eyeing Eastland decide to 
move in. The town almost had an urani-
um enrichment plant until President 
Carter put such operations in the hands 
of the government instead of private 
industry, Wright said. 

He said there are enough recreational, 
cultural, utility and transportation facili-
ties to attract new business to the town, 
which, he added, is definitely on the 
move. 

Eastland has two country clubs with 
golf courses: the Lone Cedar Country 
Club on Lake Leon, the city's water sup-
ply, and the Lakeside Country Club. Lake 
Leon is two miles wide, seven miles long 
and has 280,000 acre feet of water that 
provides boating, fishing, swimming and 
other outdoor activities The Eastland 
City Park has been remodeled and pro-
vides a swimming pool, tennis courts and 
playground equipment for residents and 
visitors. The small West Texas Town also 
has its own Civic Theater and annual art 
show, Wright noted.

a fact that makes the lack of housing 
Eastland's most pressing problem.

EVEN THAT is being solved, said 
Chamber of Commerce Manager James 
T. Wnght. 

Wright said. "Eastland is the growing-
est town in West Texas and that's not just 
Chamber of Commerce talk." He said 
the town will have 200 new homes, 44 new 
apartment units and a new solar-heated 
savings and loan building in the next 
year. 

So the tenacious spirit of "Old Rip," 
who now is enshrined in a custom-made, 
pint-sized casket in the front window of 
the courthouse for all to see, apparently 
still is casting its blessings on the town as 
it recovers slowly but surely from the 
loss of the first oil boom 

In fact, there may be another mini oil 
boom here if the price of foreign oil keeps 
going up, and that, combined with other 
industries, could give the business com-
munity the kind of boost it hasn't had 
since the beginning of the century when 
''Old Rip" was waiting patiently in his 
cornerstone, Wright said. 

Other big employers in town include 
Vasarette of Munsingwear, a brassiere 
manufacturing company; Morgan Port-
able Buildings, the House of Webster pot-
tery plant, as well as fanning and ranch-
ing and stock sales at the Livestock 
Auction.

Visitors, Animals Back At Bandelier After 1977 Fire Thursday, August 3, 1978 

A forest fire that 
blackened a large section of 
Bandelier National 
Monument in June, 1977 
hasn't put a damper on the 
outdoor experience that is 
available to visitors to the 
northern New Mexico area. 

The fire burned 15,000 
acres, including 10,200 acres 
within the monument, 
mostly wilderness back-
country. As a result of the 
blaze and its aftermath, the 
heavily used Frijoles Canyon 
area of Bandelier was closed 
to a few days and parts of the 
backcountry for several 
weeks. 

But a park rehabilitation 
team went to work in the 
area even while the fire still 
smouldered. As plumes of 
smoke rose around them the 
team 	members 	cut 
dangerous snags and rebuilt 
trails t that were washed 
away by flooding that 
followed on the heels of the 
fire. 

Archeologists inspected 
prehistoric Indian sites, seek 
ways t to protect the newly-
exposed ruins and biologists 

began studying the fire's 
effect o on the flora and 
fauna. Reseeding with native 
grasses began immediately 
to protect the denuded area 
from damaging erosion. 

Today, charred trees can 
still be seen, but signs of new 
life are everywhere. Almost 
immediately 	wildflowers 
sprang forth and birds began 
to rebuilding their nests 
Now some animal and plant 
species are more abundant 
than ever as the result of the 
habitat. 

Visitors are back, too. As 
always, most direct their 
attention to the developed 
area of Bandelier- - Frijoles 
Canyon where the visitor 
center, museum and the 
prinicpal "apartment 
house" and cliff ruins are 
located. This area was un-
touched by the fire. 

Others head for the back 
country to get a look at 
nature and some of the more 
remote, but equally exciting 
ruins, such as the Pueblo of 
the Stone Lions. 

In Frijoles Canyon, a 
variety 	of 	interpretive 
programs are offered daily 
throughout the summr. 
Each evening at Juniper 
Campground A mphilthe,a ter 
near the monument en-
trance, campfire programs 
are presented and two to 
three hour guided nature 
walks are given each 
morning. 

The campground, which 
will be open until Oct. 30, 
contains campsites with 
tables and fireplaces, but no 
utility hookups. Cost is $3 per 
site. A picnic area is located 
near the visitor center and 
there is a snackbar. The 
snackbar closes Set. 30. 

Bandelier is located on 
State Route 4, 10 miles from 
Los Alamos, N.M.

Tomatoes are plentiful in 

many home gardens at this 
time. If you are wondering 
what to do with some of 
them, you might like to try 
this recipe for tomato catsup. 
This was a first place winner 

at theArkansas State Fair a 
number of years ago and is 
excellent. 

HOMEMADE CATSUP 
3 teaspoons whole cloves 
3 teaspoons broken 
cinnamon sticks 
2 teaspoons celery seed 
VI teaspoon cayenne pepper 
2 cups vinegar 
1 medium onion-chopped 
2 cups sugar 
3 tablespoons salt 
'A teaspoon garlic 
16 pounds ripe tomatoes 
Measure speces in pan. 

Add vinegar; clover and 
bring to boil. Remove pan 
from heat and let steep while 
preparing tomatoes into 
kettle. Add onion; bring to 
boil. Cook 15 minutes 
stirring occasionally. Run 
cooked tomatoes through a 
colander. Add sugar; bring 
to a boil and simmer til 
reduced about half. Strain 
vinegar-spices mixture into 
tomatoes, discarding spices. 
Add salt and garlic salt and 
simmer, stirring occasionally 
til thick enough for catsup.

AUSTIN--Farmers in 
Eastland County have been 
doubling as statisticians in 
completing questionnaires 
which become essential links 
in the sophisticated economic 
structure 	of 	Texas 
agriculture, Commissioner 
Reagan V. Brown said today. 
The county's producers 

were part of some 30,000 
farmers across the state who 
recently responded to the 
mid-year survey on summer 
acreage and production 
conducted by the Texas Crop 
and Livestock Reporting Ser-
vice. The results of the 
survey will be issued in an 
August 10 crop report which 
is available free of charge. 
"Without the availability of 

unbiased, accurate figures 
through cooperation between 
Texas farmers and the 
Reporting Service, business 
and government agents from 
one end of the state to the 
other would suffer in their 
ability to predict coming 
trends and act accordingly," 
Commissioner Brown said. 
He explained that farmers 

themselves use the estimates 
as working tools in determin-
ing upcoming production 
decisions. At the same time, 
the information is used by 

farm organizations and 
legislators in planning and 
administering programs, by 
extension economists and 
private farm management 
consultants in advising 
farmers, and by almost every 
link in the agriculture service 
industry in allocating 
resources. 
Banks and investment 

corporations also round out 
their economic profiles of 
counties through the use of 
the crop and livestock 
statistics. 
"From the individual who 

sells fertilizers or designates 
railroad car placements to 
the government agent who 
makes decisions on crop 
payment programs, everyone 
in the agriculture production 
chain needs and uses the 
information made available 
through this continuing 
cooperative effort," Brown 
said. 
"And at the bottom line, of 

course, is the agricultural 
product consumer, who 
reaps the benefits of a more 
informed agricultural 
industry, better able to 
minimize the drastic ups and 
downs which can translate 
into unpredictable supplies 
and prices," Brown 
concluded.

(2) copies of tax records. 

The applicant should keep 
the originals as file copies. 

(3) A copy of the latest 
ASCS notice (form 476) for 
allotments and yields. 
(4) If claiming a loss on 

pasture, indicate type of 
pasture (timber, grass, good 
improved, or excellent 
improved) and the number of 
months of normal grazing 
and pasture produced. 
(5) If land is rented crop 

share, indicate percentage 
division (i.e., 50-50, 60-40, 
etc.) and list only your share 
among the share of the acres.
