The summer drought was
not as long in point of time
as the interminable dry
spells of the 50’s, but it was
more damaging becauge it
covered the normal planting
period and, in consequence,
kept most of the farmers
from planting. Combined with
the drop in cattle prices, due
to drouth selling and fore-
ign beef imports, it caused
even the white hot glare of
the summer sun to turn a
distinct and unhappy blue.

The rains this week have
changed that complexion to
a happy degree.

Recorded Here
Over Week-End

Drought - breaking showers
spotted the Rising Star country
over the week-end, bringing re-
spite from a summer-long heat
wave and aising hopes for im-
proved pastures and at least a
token peanut crop.

Rainfal] in Rising Star, as
measured by the city hall guage,
totaled 1.7 inches from Satur-
day until early Monday morn-
ing . Almost an inch fell Sun-
day night and monday morning.

The precipitation, however,
was not uniform, some areas

receiving little if any rainfall.

Heaviest areas were to the
north and west while south of
Rising Star the rainfall was
slight.

SOIL BANK ACRES ARE
GRAZED IN DROUTH RELIEF

Drought-plagued livestock in
Eastland County began grazing
soil-banked acreage late this
week in a U.S.D.A.-approved
emergency measure to help
farmers and ranchers during the
dry spell.

The Agriculture Stabilization
Conservation office at the court-
house was literally swamped
all day Friday, and Office Man-
ager Gilbert Meredith reported
that the staff accepted applica-
tions as qucikly as possible,
and began granting approvals
about 2 p.m. as land-owners
Signed statements ‘to follow the
rules of the program and paid
the office for the right to graze
the land.

The U.S.D.A. has already paid
the landowners for ‘“laying the
land by"” and now, with scarce-
ly little rain this summer, the
owners . are turning to the
emergency help to Kkeep stock
feed.

It’'s costing the landowners
a minimum of $1 an acre per
month for land with poor cover.
And $1.25 an acre per month
for fair cover and 1.50 for good
cover. The ASCS office has rec-
ords of the type of cover, and
field men will begin Monday
making spot checks of the par-
ticipating landowners to con-
firm the estimate of the qual-
ity of the cover.

Meredith warned against graz-
ing of diverted acres before
permission is granted and pay-
ments are made.

The office will continue to
take applications, he said. The
program was authorized by the
Washington Department of Ag-
riculture headquarters to extend
through Oct. 31.

Known Here Faces
Charge In Slaying

COMANCHE — Chester Car-
| outh, 40-year-old Sidney pea-
| nut farmer and stock raiser,
was shot to death about 8 a.m.
Sunday in the front yard of a
prominent livestock commission
buyer, Damon Hall, 51, of Sid-
ney.

Hall was charged with mur-
der with malice by District At-
torney Byron McClellan of
i Gatesville after signing a state-
ment concerning the shooting.

Carouth died from three
blasts from a 12-gauge shotgun
fired at close range, Peace Jus-
tice J. H. Hall of Comanche
ruled. X

McClellan said Hall's state-
ment told of personal] and bus-
iness trouble between the two
men over a period of years.

Following the shooting, Hall
summoned neighbors "to~ his
home angd they called Comanche
County Deputy Sheriff Leon
Sledge and McClellan.

Justice Hall set a bond of
$10,000. The livestock man post-
ed the bond after waiving ex-
[ amining trial and will face ac-
tion of the 52nd district court
grand jury Oct. 5, McClellan
said.

The two men had been neigh-
bors and had had business deal-
ings pertaining to land and
crops for a number of years.
Hall has been a commission
livestock buyer for major live-
stock companies for 23 years.

Carouth’s widow said her
husband left the family home
. Shortly before 7, she thought to
feed cattle on a leased place
about a mile away, and had no
knowledge of why he went to
the Hall home.

She said she did nnt know
of her husband’s death until
officers officially notified her
at 10 a.m. The two families re-
side about two miles apart.

NUMBER ONE ON THE BALLOT

NOTICE

PROPOSED CONSTITU-
TIONAL AMENDMENT
TO BE YOTED ON AT AN
ELECTION TO BE HELD
ON NOVEMBER 3, 1964,
SENATE JOINT RESOLU-

TION NO. 6 proposing an
amendment to Section b of
Article VII of the Constitution
of the State of Texas so as to
remove the authorization to
transfer not exceeding one per
cent annually of the total
value of the permanent school
fund to the available school
fund.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
LEGISLATURE OF THE
STATE OF TEXAS:
Section 1, Section 5 of Ar-

ticle VII of the Constitution of

the State of Texas is amended
to read as follows:

“Section 5. The principal of
all bonds and other funds, and
the principal arising from the
sale of the lands hereinbefore
set apart to said school fund,
shall be the permanent school
fund, and all the interest de-
rivable therefrom and the
taxes herein authorized and
levied shall be the available
school fund. The available
school fund shall be applied
annually to the support of the
public free schools. And no
law shall ever be enacted ap-
propriating any part of the
permanent or available school
fund to any other purpose
whatever; nor shall the same,
or any part thereof ever be

appropriated to or used for the
support of any sectarian
school; and the available
school fund herein provided!
shall be distributed to the sev-l
eral counties according to their,
scholastic population and ap-|
plied in such msner as may)
be provided by law.” il

Section 2. The foregoing
Constitutional Amendment
shall be submitted to a vota
of the qualified electors at an
election to be held on the first
Tuesday after the first Mon-
day in November, 1964, at

which election all ballots shalll
have printed thereon the fols
lowing:
“FOR the Constitutional
Amendment to remove the'
authorization to transfer
not exceeding one per cent
annually of the total value
of the permanent school
fund to the available
school fund.”
“AGAINST the Constitu-
tional Amendment to re-
move the authorization to
transfer not exceeding
one per cent annually of
the total value of the per-
manent school fund to the
available school fund.” |
Section 3. The Governor of
Texas shall issue. the neces-
sary proclamation for the elec-
tion and this amendment shall
be published in the manner and
for the length of time as re-
quired by the Constitution and
laws of this State.
