Any doubts about H einz 's direction 
before purple and green ketchup are 
gone now, said Leonard Teitelbaum , 
an analyst with M errill Lynch.

“ I f you know your target m arket and 
can make the product fun and interest­
ing. your chances o f success at least 
initially are pretty good,” he says. 
“Heinz proved it once. They should be 
able to prove it again.”

M eningococcal meningi­

tis is a rare disease in the 
U nited States, usually oc­
curring as isolated cases. 
W hile it is contagious, it is 
not as contagious as the 
com m on cold or flu, ac­
c o rd in g  to  D r. K a te  
H endncks, director of the 
Infectious D isease E pide­
m iology and Surveillance 
Division at the Texas D e­
partm ent o f Health.

“People cannot get it ju st 
by being in the same room  
for a few hours with som e­
one who has it,” H endricks 
said.

“Reports o f even isolated 
cases o f m eningitis can cre­
ate pub lic  concern . But 
understanding the illness, 
its sym ptom s and m ethod 
of transm ission can help 
ease w orries and help pre­
vent infection,” H endricks 
said.

Anyw here from  100 to 
250 people a year in Texas 
w ill get m en in g o co cca l 
m eningitis, with the h igh­
e s t n u m b e r  o f  c a se s  
occurring in late w inter and 
early spring.

In 2000, 146 cases were 
reported in the state, with 
nine deaths. P relim inary  
figures from  the H ealth  
Departm ent show 173 cases 
in 2001 with 16 deaths.

The illness, an infection

of the layers of tissue cov­
ering the brain and spinal 
cord, is caused by the bac­
te r iu m  N eisseria
meningitidis. The infection 

' i s  spread through sneezing 
or co u g h in g  d irec tly  in 
som eo n e’s face, kissing, 
sharing eating or drinking 
utensils or in other ways 
that allow saliva or respira­
to ry  d ro p le ts  fro m  an 
infected person to get into 
the m outh or nose o f an­
other person.

M eningococcal m eningi­
tis is neither airborne nor 
foodbom e.

A ccording to Hendricks, 
the risk of getting or spread­
in g  th e  i l ln e s s  can  be 
reduced by covering  the 
n o se  and  m o u th  w hen  
coughing or sneezing, wash 
the hands frequently and do 
not share eating or drinking 
utensils.

Early sym ptom s of bac­
terial illness include:

• Sudden onset of fever;
• Intense headache;
• S tiff neck;
• N ausea often accom pa­

nied by vom iting; and
• A skin rash that looks 

like sm all, pu rp lish  red 
spots.

“ A n y o n e  w ith  th ese  
sym ptom s should see a doc­
to r  im m e d ia te ly ,”
H endncks said. “It can be 
lifesaving. Also, an infant

with a fever o f 101 degrees 
or higher and who is not 
easily w akened should  be 
seen by a doctor.”

People with m eningococ­
cal m eningitis also m ay be 
confused  or drow sy and 
som etim es m ay go into a 
com a from  which they can • 
not be aw akened. Those 
with the illness m ust be 
h o sp ita lized  and trea ted  
with antibiotics.

“ F a m ily  m em b e rs  o r 
close contacts will usually 
be advised to take antibiot­
ics to reduce their risk of 
g e t t in g  m e n in g i t i s ,” 
H endricks said.

About 10 percent to 20 
percent o f infected people 
die, many within hours of 
the first sym ptom s. O ther 
may suffer com plications 
such as brain damage, blind­
ness, loss o f hearing, kidney 
failure or amputations. With 
proper treatm ent, however, 
m any people recover fully.

The bacteria lives in the 
nose and th roa tso f hum ans, 
u su a lly  w ithou t m ak ing  
people sick. The incubation 
period , o r tim e betw een 
exposure and developm ent 
o f sym ptom s, ranges from 
tw o to 10 days but is typi­
cally three to four days.

Health D epartm ent and 
the U.S. C enters for D is­
ease Control and Prevention 
do not recom m end restrict­

ing travel, school or group 
gatherings such as at sport­
ing o r cultural event when 
m eningitis occurs in the 
com m unity.

“The risk is very small in 
those settings because trans- 
m ission  o f  the  b ac te ria  
requires very close expo­
sure,” H endricks said.

A vaccine that protects 
against four strains of m en­
ingococcal m ening itis  is 
available for people over 
age 2 but is not routinely 
given in the U nited States.

It is not helpful for treat­
ing close contacts o f cases 
because it takes at least two 
w eeks for the protection to 
begin.

In addition, the vaccine’s 
protection lasts only a few 
years; and if a person ever 
n eeds to  be  v a c c in a te d  
again, the im m une system 
may not respond as wel 1 the 
second time.

Dear Editor,
I am writing in response to a 

Jan. 20 article (“Criticisms of 
hospital erupt at board meeting’’).

Three months ago my daugh­
ter, only 8 months old at the time, 
needed emergency care in the 
middle of the night.

She had a 100-plus tempera­
ture and was vomiting everything 
she ate. We rushed her to the 
Muleshoe emergency room only 
to be misdiagnosed and frustrated.

They treated my husband and 
myself as over-worrying first­
time parents and treatedmy infant 
like she was grown; They roughly 
gave her a shot and took her 
vitals with apparently no thought 
to her young age. Then got mad 
when she cried, like the baby she 
was.

We were released three hours 
later and the next morning took 
her to children’s hospital in Lub­
bock.

There she was diagnosed with 
a urinary tract infection and actu­
ally treated like a sick little girl. If 
anything should happen to my 
daughter now, I would never 
even consider going to Muleshoe 
hospital and would make the long 
drive to a real hospital in Lub­

bock.
So in response to Dr. Bruce 

Purdy’s statement that 99 per­
cent of the hospital’s employees 
are well-educated and hard-work­
ing, but morale suffers because 
of poor (or lacking) equipment in 
some areas...” 1 saw so much

equipment that some was out 
standing in the hallways, but we 
must have lucked out to have 
needed help when the 1 percent 
of the uneducated slackers were 
on call.

—  Now that 2002 has begun, 
what better time to determine 
to eat healthier.

And no, that doesn’t mean 
starting a dietary program so 
rigorous that it’s impossible 
to follow. As with so many 
other life changes for better 
health, little-things mean a lot, 
advised Mickey Bielamowicz, 
Texas Cooperative Extension 
nutrition specialist.

These little things will soon 
add up to a healthier diet and 
a healthier life.

First, she said, start with 
easy dietary changes, such as:

• Cutting back on consump­
tion of high-fat, high-sugar 
and high-salt foods. Eat fewer 
pastries, cookies, candies and 
the like.

• Include more whole-grain 
breads and cereals and cut 
back on the more processed 
ones.

• Eat smaller servings.
• Eat more fruits and veg­

etables.
And for those favorite reci­

pes that have becom e a 
“necessary" part of life. ..well, 
Bielamowicz said, many of 
them can be modified to be 
lower in fat, sugar and salt, 
and higher in fiber.

But before you go experi­
menting with recipes, she 
warned, there are some things 
you should know.

“Recipes specify the ingre­
d ien ts , p roportions and 
methods necessary to produce 
a quality product,” she said. 
“Companies and publishers 
spend time and money testing 
recipes for consumer use. Any 
change made in the recipe will

produce a slightly different 
product from the one that was 
tested and published. Some 
changes you may like and oth­
ers you may not.”

Forexample, Bielamowicz 
said, “Recipes for combined 
foods, such as casseroles and 
soups, are more flexible than 
others. A cookie recipe is more 
adaptable than a cake recipe. 
Recipes for most baked prod­
ucts can be altered, but recipes 
for any preserved product, 
such as pickles, salsa, jellies 
or candies, should not be 
changed at all.”

With that in mind, she sug­
gested  som e m oderate 
changes in recipes that many 
people might not even notice:

• Reduce sugar by one- 
third. For example, if a recipe 
calls for a cup of sugar, use 
two-thirds of a cup instead. 
“This works best in canned 
and frozen fruits and in mak­
ing puddings and custards,” 
Bielamowicz said.

“When making cookies or 
cakes, experiment with using 
one-half cup of sugar for each 
cup of flour the recipe calls 
for; when making quick breads 
and muffins, try using a ratio 
of one tablespoon of sugar for 
each cup of flour.

“To enhance the flavor 
when sugar is reduced, add 
vanilla, cinnamon or nutmeg,” 
she said.

• Reduce fat by one-third. 
“This works best in gravies, 
sauces, puddings and some 
cookies,” Bielamowicz said. 
“For cakes and quick breads, 
use 2 tablespoons fat per cup 
of flour.”

• Reduce salt by one-half or 
leave it out all together. In­

stead, she said, try using herbs, 
spices or salt-free seasoning 
mixes. “Do not eliminate salt 
from yeast bread or rolls; it is 
essential for flavor and helps 
texture.”

• Use whole-grain flour or 
bran flour instead of all-pur­
pose flour. S ubstitu te  
whole-wheat flour for one- 
fourth to one-half o f the 
all-purpose flour called for in 
the recipe.

Oat bran— or even oatmeal 
or bran cereal ground to the 
consistency of flour in a food 
processor or blender— can be 
used in place of a fourth of the 
flour called for in the recipe.

B ielam ow icz suggested 
other recipe substitutions de­
signed to cut cholesterol and/ 
or fat from the diet, such as 
using:

• A margarine-butter blend, 
regular margarine or reduced- 
calorie margarine instead of 
butter;

• “Lite” or mock sour cream 
instead of regular sour cream;

• One whole egg and two 
egg whites or four egg whites 
instead of two whole eggs;

• Two percent milk or skim 
milk instead of whole milk;

• Evaporated milk or evapo­
rated skim milk instead of 
cream;

• L igh t cream  cheese , 
Neufchatel or yogurt cheese 
instead of cream cheese; and

• Three tablespoons pow­
dered cocoa plus 1 tablespoon 
cooking oil instead of an ounce 
of baking chocolate.

Plus, she added, you might 
want to switch to light mayon­
naise or a combination of half 
cholesterol-free mayonnaise 
and half nonfat yogurt; fat-

Changing your diet for the 
better doesn't have to be dif­
ficult, B ielam ow icz said. 
Keeping these simple substi­
tutions in mind can make 
having your cake and eating it 
too a whole lot healthier.

• Children under 18 can­
not ride in the open bed o f a 
pickup or on a trailer on a 
public road
