
territories—the outlook for the 
peanut yield is exceptionally 
good. Amazingly so, in view of 
the dreary prospects of last 
summer, according to County 
Agent J. M. Cooper. 

Most of the peanut plantings 
in the county are confined to 
those districts, he said. The 
unusual drouth during the 
planting season caused scanty 
plantings in other areas. 

But late planted feeds have 
come along phenomenally well, 
while pastures are excellent and 
stock water is in plentiful sup-
ply as a result of the heavy 
rains during August and Sep-
tember. 

"I don't think I have ever 
seen feed crops respond so well 
as they have grown since Aug-
ust plantings," said Mr. Coop-
er. There have been especially 
heavy plantings of cane and su-
dan. 

While the peanut crop out-
look in the Gorman and Rising 
Star areas is very bright, it is 
shadowed by the prospects of 
an early frost. It is essentially 
a race between maturity and 
frost , said the county agent. 

"It normally requires about 
120 days for peanuts to ma-
ture," he said, "and the _late 
planting of most of the crop 
makes it a pretty tight race." 

The average frost date in the 
county is November 15, but kill-
ing frosts have occurred much 
earlier in the past. Last year, 
however, there was no severe 
frost until after Thanksgiving, 
and growers would like nothing 
better than for the weather to 
repeat that history this season. 

If the frost does hold off un-
til the crop can mature, the 
county will harvest about 57 
per cent of its normal alto' 
able acreage of 37,00) acres, or 
21,150 acres. Most of this is lo-
cated in the southern and south-
eastern part of the county. 
There are 416 'growers with 
peanut allotments who did not 
plant this year because of the 
drouth during the planting sea-
son, Mr. Cooper said. 

But most of these have plant-
ed their acreage to feed and 
these crops are prospering. 

As an interesting sidelight, 
Mr. Cooper pointed out that 
Eastland county, which once 
was among the major cotton 
producing counties of the State, 
this year has only 69 acres of 
cotton.

Dukes, Arthur, who, to judge 
from the message, helped to 
build the Texas Central rail-
road branch from De Leon 
to Cross Plains through 
Duster and Rising Star. 

"This is a picture of the 
hotel where I am staying," 
it reads. "Don't look for me 
Saturday night. We are lay-
ifeg the switch today to Star 
and I will just stay over here 
Sunday." 

Duster, to which the card 
was mailed, is about 17 miles 
eist of Rising Star. In 1910 
it .  had a post office and a 
rural route or two. In that 
year it would have taken a 
good part of a day to make 
the trip by horse and buggy 
and, on the train, considering 
the wait for schedules, there 
would not have been much 
saving in time. 

Today we drive the dis-
tance in twenty minutes, 
more or less. 

Which is the very good 
reason why there is no long-
er a railroad nor a comfort-
able old two-story hotel 
smelling pleasantly of frying 
ham and eggs and of hot 
biscuits, and the cigar smoke 
of drummers showing their 
wares in the sample room 
next to it.

If the frost holds off for two 
or three more weeks! 

That widely spoken hope rec-
ognizes about the only obsta- 
cle — barring excessive rain 
and storms, of course—to one 
of the best peanut yields in the 
Rising Star area in many, many 
years. 

The fine prospect is an ab-
rupt reversal of the unpromis- 
ing summer outlook when one 
of the most untimely drouths 
in recent history kept thous- 
ands of acres in the county 
from being planted and rav-
aged pasturelands to such an 
extent- that livestock markets 
were glutted with cattle being 
sold for lack of feed and water. 

Fortunately, id daringly, 
most of the peanut growers in 
the Rising Star area planted 
their acreage. Now, in early 
October, with an estimated 90 
percent of this acreage flour-
ishing and fruiting heavily, 
this section has about the 
brightest peanut harvest pros-
pect in the country. 

"It's simply phenomenal," 
said Mrs. Marion West, whose 
husband has about 285 acres of 
peanut acreage located in all 
directions from Rising Star. 
"If the frost holds off we will 
have one of the finest yields 
we have ever had. That holds 
true for many other growers 
who took a chance on rains and 
planted last spring and early 
summer." 

Mr. West brought in the first 
load of the 1961 fall peanuts 
last week, a yield of 12,000 
pounds from about 11 acres of 
a 40-acre tract on -the Oliver 
Steel farm in the Holder com-
munity. The peanuts were 
dried in the Winfrey drying 
plant and graded 63. They were 
bought by Jerry Winfrey for a 
Fredericksburg firm. 

Mr. West dug only a portion 
of the field which had been 
blighted somewhat. The remain-
der of the field will not be dug 
until later and he expects that 
yield to be higher. 

Digging of the crop is expect-
ed to begin in good earnest 
about October 15. 

Other growers in the Rising 
Star area had similar optimis-
tic reports on the development 
of the crop since the rains 
which came so providentially in 
August and September. Gener-
ally speaking, peanuts which 
were planted late and which 
came through the midsummer 
drouth in good condition to re-
spond to the usual moisture of 
August and early September, 
will produce a good crop. Even 
the early peanuts were also 
putting on fairly good late 
yields, some growers said. 

In the George Hill communi-
ty eight miles' northeast, early 
peanuts which were dug pro-
ducd very little yield, but the 
late peanuts were doing well. 

In the northern part of the 
peanut growing section of the 
county plantings were light and 
the peanut outlook is poor. 
Feed planted since the rains is 
doing well in most areas, how-
ever, and the livestock situa-
tion is much brighter. There is 
now plenty of stockwater.
