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County Talked Prison Sites

Eastland County Commis-
sioncrs Monday dcferred
possiblcacceplance of afund-
ing proposal fora State prison
sitc until their regular meet-
ing on June 12,

The Resolutuon was pre-
sented o the Commissioners
Court by Dr. Charles Bames,
a rcpresentative of the
Eastland County Develop-
ment Council.

This assistance would re-
quire the Commissioners

“Court to “express its intent Lo
issuc certificates of obliga-
tion, or other instruments of
financing . . . to fund the
purchase of land for the facil-
ity.”

The cost of the land, Dr.
Barnes said, would be
$650,000 for 1,000 acres in
one sclected site, or $260,000
for approx. 300 acres in an-
other place.

The State would be givena
choice of these sites, with the
County assuming responsibil-
ity for funding the tract the
State Prison Board decided

on.

nDr. Bames furnished the
Commissioners with maps of
the proposed sites. The 1,000
acres is located in the Flat-
wood Community, about 5'/,
mi. south of Eastland and 3'/
,mi.N.E. of Carbon. Itis east
of Highway six, about one-
half mile from the Flatwood
Cemetery, and bordered by
FM 2563 and 2526.

The prison on this land
would be a 2250-bed facility,
and would cost the State $65
million to build, Barnes said.

The 300 acre alternate site
lies within the City limits of
Ranger, Dr. Barnes contin-
ued. (A map showed that it
.wouldbenonheasmf Ranger
Junior College.) This prison
would be a 1,000-bed unit,
and would cost the State $22
million to construct.

County Commissioners
indicated their interest in the
proposals. brought by Dr.
Barnes, but said they needed

more information about the
legality of the commitment.

District Attomey Emory
Walton said that he did not
know of anything authoriz-

ing the County Commission-
erstodothis. He stated he had
placed a call with the Attor-
ney General’s office in
Austin, and was supposed to
getareply Monday afternoon
asthe legality of the proposal.

“Thecitiescandoanything
they want to, but counties
can’t do anything unless au-
thorized,” Walton said.

“It is on an emergency
basis,” Bames said. “One-
third of the population of
Eastland County is in great
Jeopardy...(Duetotheecon-
omy.) . . . we have a slow
demise of population.”

Bamnes asked how much
money was in County reserve
funds. “If there’s money in
the bank it should be spent if
there’sa good reason to spend
it,” he added.

He was told that much of
the County money was in
dedicated funds, including
Road and Bridge and other
Departments. Around
$861,000 was reported cur-
rently in the General Fund.

County Judge Scott Bailey,
presiding over the meetng,
said that he was not certain
that pledging the County’s
credit on a project was legal
without the vote of the people.

Dr. Barnes said that he felt
certain the Economic Devel-
opment Council could raise
some of the land-purchase
funds without using County
money for all the cost. But
they would have only 45 days
to do this after the State made
a decision on the land, and
that was probably not long
enough. They needed a defi-
nite resolution Lo present in
the proposal for location of
the prison here.

During the meeting Barnes

went into details about eco-
nomic benefits of a prison in

Eastland County. The 2250

bed prison would bring an
annual payroll of $19.2 mil-
lion, he stated, with the
smaller facility approx. $5.5
million.

He said the County had

much to offer in a location.
For one thing, it was near

enough to the Dallas-Ft.
Worth metroplex, which is
the origin of 25% of state
prison inmates. With a loca-
tion only 85 miles away,
prisoner’s families could visit
here at a minimal cost.

Eastland County also had
the bestof two worlds to offer
workers who moved here, the
Doctor said. It could offer the
tranquility of a small/town
country lifestyle, but was near
enough the culture/shopping
of the cities.

There were a number of
people already living here
who would work in the prison,
Bames added and ample
housing for another 5,000
who would eventually move
to the county. There were
ample schools for the chil-
dren of workers.

Besides, he said, Eastland
County people are enthusias-
tic about a prison here. There
have been only a few dissent-
ers during the meetings
around the county.

Bames stated that water for
a prison would need to come
from Lake Leon. He said the
Eastland County District
Water Board was “seriously
considering” building enough
new treatment facilities to
supply a prison. They would
“float bond™ for about S1.5
million to accomplish this.

Barnes said the City of
Eastland was considering a
$1.5 million expenditure to
equip the City tohandle prison
sewage if the site south of the
town was chosen.

A gift of land to the state
was needed before the Prison
Board would seriously con-
sider Eastland County as lo-
cation, Barnes concluded. He
urged Commissionersto give

Since then the ambulances
from the Medevac Ambu-
lance Co. in Brown County
have been filling in from the
Hospitals until a new Hospi-
tal-City-County Service can
be started.

Spokesman at the Commis-
sioners Court indicated the
interim service was less than
sausfactory, apparently due

Kingdom Lake ' »

Carson Hoge, General
Manager of the Brazos River
Authority, has announced
that inflows from recent
rains have refilled Possum
Kingdom Lake to elevation
995 feet, the maximum
allowed by Federal
regulatory authorities. The
lake, which has a normal full
elevation of 1000 feet above
sea level, was temporarily
lowered to 987 feet in April
1987 as a safety measure
while investigations of a
foundation problem were
conducted and corrective ac-
tions were taken. Lowering
of the lake level to 987 feet
was ordered by the Federal
Energy Regulatory Commis-
sion, which licenses the

)5 Feet

hydroelectric generating
facilities at the project. The
corrective work had pro-
gressed far enough to allow
the gates at the dam to be
raised in April 1988 and the
process of refilling the lake
to elevation 995 to begin.
““Unfortunately, it has
taken over a year for suffi-
cient runoff to occur in the
watershed upstream of
Possum Kingdom to allow us
to bring the lake level up to
995, said Hoge. Now that
the lake level has reached its
temporary maximum, an in-
tensive monitoring program
is underway to evaluate the
effectiveness of the repair
work accomplished since
early 1987 to restore the in-
tegrity of the dam structure.
