Farm Mechanics In 
VoAg Discussed 
By Teacher Here 

By H. L. Geye, 
Teacher of Vocational Agriculture 

Rising Star High School 
As Ger 	znd Naticn be- 

come more highly mechanized. 
there is an ever increasing need 
for people to learn mechanical 
skills. TO D, there is an ever in-
creasing need for people to learn 
how to properly care for machin-
ery. 

Realizing this, the Rising Star 
Vocational Agriculture Depart-
ment is adding increased em-
phasis on farm mechanics. In 
farm mechanics, such thing; arc 
taught as farm welding, shop, 
rural electrification, farm build-
ings, and soil and water censer-
vation. 

Instruction in farm mechanics 
affords many advantages to the 
student. In addition to learning 
the knowledge, skills, and ideals 
needed by present and future 
farmers, he learns how to intelli- 
gently handle the 	managerial 
problems connected with select-
ing, purchasing, and maintaining 
farm machinery, electrical equip-
ment, and household appliances. 

This learning, in addition to be-
ing applied on the farm, can be 
also applied to many non-farm 
situations. For example, the per-
son who is serving as farm rep-
resentative for an electalc.al pow-
er company must have a basic un-
derstanding of the use of elec-
tricity. Therefore, the high scheol 
student who learns about elec-
tricity can apply this same learn-
ing net only to forming but to 
other occupations as well. 

Instruction in farm mechanics 
also gives student; an opportun-
ity to do purposeful thinking, as 
well as to use their hands, in 
dealing with common problems of 
everyday living. Such instruction 
prepares the student for present 
and future problem solving where 
mechanics is involved. 

Approximately 30 percent of 
the student's time in vocati anal 
agriculture at Rising Star High 
School is spent working in farm 
mechanics. Some of the major 
things that are studied are weld-
ing; woodwork; and selection, 
proper use and care of farm t:ols.

New Material Is 
Being Used In 
Rat Campaign 

Fumarin - new anti-coagulent 
material, is being used in the cur-
rent Farm Bureau rat control 
campaign over the county accord-
ing to John Love, Cheaney Com-
munity, president of the sponsor-
ing organization. 

Tests have indicated the gain 
in popularity of the new material 
over Warfarin, earliest anti-coag-
ulant material used in rodent con-
trol campaigns, Love said. Fum-
arin, like Warfarin, thins the 
blood down to the extent that the 
red blood cells collapse and hem-
orrhage starts somewhere in the 
body either internal or external, 
This bleeding does not stop until 
death occurs. 

The Fumarin in the current 
campaign is mixed with whole 
ground cern, powdered sugar, oat 
meal and peanut oil. The last in-
gredient - - peanut oil, has, 
through tests, been proven to be 
a very attractive rat ba.t ingred-
ient. 

Fumarin is not only replacing 
Warfarin but the other old rata-
cides such as strychnine, Barium 
carbonate, red squill and others 
it was said. 

Rats, mice and other rodents 
must consume a small portion of 
the bait material each day for 
several days Love said. To eat a 
large amount at one time and no 
more will not likely harm the 
animal. 

Bait stations are set up at var-
ious places over the county for 
those wishing to participate in the 
program. Farm Bureau officials 
and others interested in the cam-
paign are encouraging the general 
public to take the trouble to put 
the bait material cut now. It is 
not known what the winter build-
up of rats will do to feed and 
cio,p; next spring.

College Station - Farmers may 
save several dollars on income 
tax by keeping goad records, re-
minds C. H. Bates, extension farm 
management specialist. 

Small leaks are the ones that 
sometimes prove costliest, Bates 
points out. An oversight of only 
$25 in expense items may cost an 
additional $5 tax. So, records 
should include all items of ex-
pense and income that will help 
determine net profit or loss from 
the business. 

To simplify filling out the tax 
forms, Bates recommends classi-
fying various items in categories 
corresponding to the various head 
ings used in tax forms. For re-
cording sales, the following 
groups are recommended: (1) sale 
of livestock raised, 	(2) sale of 
produce raised, (3) other income, 
(4) sale of items purchased foe 
resale and (5) sale of assets that 
may receive capital asset treat-
ment. 

A depreciation schedule should 
be kept on farm buildings (ex-
cept dwelling), fences, machinery, 
equipment and purchased live-
stock used for dairy, breeding or 
draft purposes. These items de-
preciate each year and this loss 
is deductible for income tax pur-
poses at the end of the year in 
which it occurs. 

Bates advises consulting your 
local county agricultural agent 
about your tax problems. The 
county agent also can provide a 
copy of the 1959 Farmers' Tax 
Guide which should be helepful 
in your tax management 'this 
year.
