*=Th b8th Legislature passed

¥. B. No. 457 dealing with the
use of worthless checks to de-
$raud. It has practical aspects
for both the collection of such
checks and the prosecution of
offenders that were not availa-
ble before.

It makes it unlawful for any
person or firm to make, draw
or deliver a chegck with intent
to defraud, knowing that the
funds on deposit to cover its
maker does not have sufficient
payment. It is no longer re-
guired that the check be given
in exchange for property in or-
der to subject the maker or
drawer to punishment.

The new Act, similar to the
old law, provides that the re-
fusal of payment by the bank
shall be prima facie evidence
of intent to defraud and of
knowledge of insufficient funds,
*“provided such maker . . . shall
not have paid the holder there-
of the amount due thereon with-
in ten (10) days after givinlg of
such notice that such check , . .
has not ben paid . . .”

New notice provisions state

that such notice shall be given
in writing ssnt by registered or
certified mail or telegram to
| the place listed on the check.
Penalties are provided which
| increase with cpch offense and
depend upon the size of the
| check. First conviction on a
| check under $50 shall be pun-
I[ ishment in the county jail for
not to excecd two years and
| by a fine of not to exceed $1,000.

If the check is over $50 the
penalty can be fixed at confine-

ment in the. penitentiary for
not less than two years nor
more than ten years.

In order to avoid turning Jaw
enforcement agencies into mere
collection agencies, the bill. pro-
vides that anyone who has fur-
nished information concerning
a worthless check which has re-
sulted in the acceptance by the
District or County Attorney of
a complaint and who shall
thereaafter suggest or request
that such case be dismissed.
shall be guilty of a misdemean-
or and upon conviction fined

The fact is that thes
diseases are so contagious a-
monf children that most people

ial dangers for the adult pa-
tient. Mumps can be damaging
to adults — both men and wo-
men. And German meazles,
when odcurring in the early
part of pregnancy can result in
damage to the unborn child. So,
if you are exposed to any ‘“child-
hood” disease and believe you
have never had it, ask your
doctor what you can do to pro-
tect yourself.

It is extremely Important
that you and your children keep
protection against smallpox up
to date. True, the absence
smallpox in this country has
led to a lack of public concern
about this serious disease and
large segments of the popula-
tion are unvaccinated or re-
quire booster shots. in some
parts of the world smallpox con-
tinues to be a serious problem.
If just one single undetected
smallpox case should be intro-
duced .into a U. S, community,
it could touch off a serious ep-
demic.

Is it true that a baby is pro-
tected by his “natural immuni-
ty” acquired from his mother?

In the case of whooping cough,
a highly contagious disease that
is especially dangerous and of-
ten fata] for small babies, there
there is evidence that immunity
is only occasionally passed on.

Every parent, medical auth-
orities advise, should plan an
immunization program against
diphtheria, whooping cough, tet-
anus, poliomyelitis and small-
pox. Booster shots to maintain
complete protection should fol-
low at prescribed intervals
throughout childhood and in the
case of certain diseases, well in-
to adult life.
