Paul Brashear, Cisco. represen-
tative from the 76th District of 
Texas, began his second term in 
the Texas House of Representa-
tives with the opening of the 
Legislature in Austin Tuesday. 
He was re-elected in the 1956 
election after serving one term. 
The 76th District is made up of 
Eastland, Callahan and Shackle-
ford counties. 

Mr. Brashear was born in Cal-
lahan County and has resided in 
this  area most of his life. He 
attended school in San Angelo 
and was graduated from Cross 
Plains High School. He attend-
ed Nixon-Clay Commercial Col-
lege in Austin and Cisco Junior 
College. 

Prior to his duties as state 
representative, Brashear served 
eight years with the Department 
of Agriculture and worked in 
the House of Representatives and 
the Senate mfrom 1951 to 1954. 
He is now Manager of the Cisco 
Chamber of Commerce. 

Brashear took office in the 
House of Representatives in Jan-
uary, 1955, and served on the 
committees on agriculture, mili-
tary and veterans affairs, peni-
tentiaries, examinations of comp-
trollers and treasurers accounts, 
and legislative districts during 

i the past session of the legislature. 
Mr. Brashear stated that the 

first two weeks of the legislative 
session will he devoted princi-
pally to organization and ap-
pointment of committees. In dis-
cussing some of the major issues 
due to be presented in the ses-
sion, he made the following state-
ment: 

"The Legislature will be faced 
with many problems. It is im-
possible to forecast the exact 
events of a legislative session, 
but the water situation will like-
ly be the major problem this 
session. Appropriations, insur-
ance laws, workmen's compen-
sation, safety laws, and other 
factors  will be brought before 
the body. It is obvious that an 
increase in appropriations and 
salaries will bring an increase 
in taxes. 

"During the last session ap-
proximately 2,000 bilk were in-
troduced, and this session is  due 
to follow much the same pat-
tern. It is almost physically 
impossible for members of the 
House and Senate to be thor-
oughly familiar with every bill 
htey are to vote on; therefore, 
we must rely on those who are 
informed about certain issues in 
an effort to vote properly. This 
means that all citizens can take 
an active part in the next ;ses-
sion of the legislature. The bene-
fit of your thinking on issues 
that you are interested in, either 
as a business or as an individual, 
will be a tremendous help and 
most welcome."

High School. Mr. Boggs' long 
association with school affairs in 
the capacity of a board member 
is echoed in the fact that his 
daughter, Mrs. Parrish, is a pro-
fessional teacher.

Salary Increases 
To Be Considered 
For Co. Officials 

EASTLAND.—Salary increases 
for elective and other emnloyees 
of Eastland County will be con-
sidered at a meeting of the Com-
missioners' Court at 9:30 a.m. 
Monday, Jan. 14, at the court-
house, according to action taken 
Thursday at a special meeting 
of the court. 

According to a legal notice 
published in the January 3 edi-
tion of the Cisco Press, the court 
proposes raises of 18 per cent for 
all employees of the county, in-
cluding the following elective 
officials: county judge, county 
commissioners, county attorney, 
county clerk, district clerk, tax 
assessor and collector, county 
treasurer and sheriff. 

The notice said "also a similar 
salary increase of an amount 
equivalent to 18 per cent of the 
present annual salary for all 
other appointed employees of 
Eastland County; and be it fur-
ther resolved that the salaries 
of jurors and grand jurors, in 
both the county and district 
courts and in both civil and 
criminal cases, be increased 25 
per cent so as to make such pay 
the maximum allowed by law 
of $5.00 per day." 

Elective officials, except the 
county attorney and the county 
commissioners, have been paid 
$4250.00 per year since 1920. 
Commissioners draw $3570.00 and 
the county attorney, who is paid 
in part by the state for looking 
after district court affairs, draws 
$4672.50. Deputies and other 
employees earn from $160 to 
about $200 per month at the 
present. 

Under state law, the maximum 
salary allowed for county offi-

the Duchy

SAN DIEGO, TEX.-To know 
the history of Duval County is to 
understand the power of George 
B. Parr. To know the county's 
people is to know Parr himself. 

Parr's power, and that of his 
father before•him, is based on the 
Latin-American, by tradition an 
easily led "follower." Almost 90 
per cent of the people in Duval 
are "Mexicans," so called even 
though their families may have 
lived on this land since the days 
of the Conquistadores. Most of 
them are desperately poor. Many 
are illiterate. Many speak no Eng-
lish at all. 

Perhaps half the population of 
this little county town, 4,397 at 
the last official census, live in 
miserable "jacales," unpainted 
huts built with scrap lumber. 

The town, officially a city, is 
typically Mexican, with a mis-
sion-style church and a central 
plaza with a band stand. The line 
separating Duval from Jim Wells 
County runs through the town, 
and through the center of the San 
Diego Cafe, meeting place of the 
anti-Parr forces. Across the 
street, Highway 44, and catty-
ccrner to the West is the Court-
house and the Windmill Cafe, 
headquarters of the Parr brigade. 

The "Mexican" in Duval is 
small, dark-skinned, Catholic by 
religion. 

George Parr is an "Anglo" and 
by all rules of deep South Central 
Texas he and his followers should 
be as different as day is. from 
night. 

The _average "Anglo" in Duval 
is a big man, taller by inches 
than the general run of Ameri- 
cans. By religion he is Protestant. 
He speaks little or no Spanish. 
He is apt to wear fancy, high-
heeled Western boots and a West-
ern hat. 

Even though his skin may be 
burned by the sun to the shade of 
'old copper he thinks of himself as 
"white"--in contrast to- the Mex-
ican-American who is patronized 
as a peon, as part Indian. The 
"Anglo" speaks of "good Mexi-
cans" and "bad Mexicans." but 
always of "Mexicans." He doesn't 
think of the Latins as Americans 
at all. 

More than a trace of the fron-
tiersman still remains in the Du-
val "Anglo." There are men still 
living who can tell truthfully of 
pulling trigger on yelling Apa-
ches. 

It is more than a bit startling 
to the outsider to get the "feel", 
of the small towns in Duval, Jim 
Wells, Brooks, Webb and other' 1 
counties of the area. A man fro* 
north of the Nueces River is al

1 naughty, fed tilnm when they 
were hungry, led them like a 
flock of sheep, robbed them blind, 
tended their hurts - and used 
them so adroitly that no man 
dared oppose him. He made alli-
ances with political leaders in ad-
joining counties. His power was 
vast. 

Old Archie sat in the State 
Senate for twenty years, ran a 
rip-roaring wide open county back 
home in Duval where not a dog 
barked without his permission. He 
controlled the -courts, the police, 
the schools, the rackets, every-
thing in the county:lie manipu-
lated elections with the dexterity 
of a gambler with a deck of cards. 

There were sporadic revolts 
against his rule, of course, but 
these were put down ruthlessly. 
On primary day in 1912, for ex-
ample, three men were shot to 
death in the street in front of the 
Courthouse. Two years later a 
determined attempt was made by 
Parr foes to clean up Duval by 
the simple expedient of abolishing 
the county altogether. It didn't 
work. In 1915 the Texas Supreme 
Court ordered an audit of the 
county's books and the Court-
house burned down after the 
auditors had worked only one day, 
destroying the records. 

In building his power, and in 
consolidating it, Old Archie had 
one powerful force operating in 
his favor-the Constitution of the 
State of Texas. 

Ironically, that much-amended 
Constitution of 1878 was framed 
deliberately to give counties the 
greatest possible measure of home 
rule. Behind the solid rampart of 
that document the Duke of Duval 
ruled with the absolute authority 
of a Medici. 

Thus it was the Constitution, 
as much as Parr nmself, that 
posed the serious k tacle to At-
torney General Jo' Ben Shep-
perd in his march 
of Duval. He had t 	'y carefully 
within its obsol 	framework 
while fighting ag: 	forces that 
cared not one sit 	the fingers 
for all the law i- 	is.

He knew of the 	laden pack 
trains that came 	the county 
during the lush a 	of prohibi- 
tion. He knew of th. other things 
that went on, and he learned well. 
His playthates were the Latin 
children of San Diego. Spanish, 
not English, was his mother 
tongue. 

Among his playmates was Man-
uel "Meme" Marroquin, now 
Parr's most bitter enemy, editor 
of a militant little bi-lingual 
newspaper "New Duval." Other 
articles in this series will tell 
more of Marroquin, a man who 
has suffered much, including-phy-
Sical beatings, at the hands of 
Boss and his henchmen. 

"Yankee" and an alien. 
The feeling, the psychology, the 

atmosphere, is that of the fron-
tier, of violence and of sudden 
death. 

It would give a man from Aus-
tin, from Dallas or from Chicago 
quite a jolt to sit in a man's of-
fice as I did and ask a casual 
question about another man and 
have your host slam a loaded .45 
on the polished desk so hard that 
it left a dent. 

"One of these days the blankety 
blank so and so is going to walk 
in here and I'm going to kill him." 

Or to hear a peace officer say 
very seriously that if he were 
such and such a man-narning 
him-that he wouldn't fool around 
waiting for the law, he'd just up 
and kill the fellow who had 
gunned a relative. 

Or to hear another man tell of 
visiting a friend in jail for mur-
der, a friend who was acquitted 
quickly when the case went to 
a jury. I asked for the circum-
stances. 

"Oh, he was throwing 	 
	  out of a bar when 
	  said !Go ahead, 
why don't you kill me?' My friend 
said 'Alright, if that's what you 
want.' Bang!" 

It's not so many years ago that 
these same men were killing Mex-
ican raiders from across the Rio 
Grande on sight - and asking 
questions afterward. 

George B. Parr's father, old 
Senator Archie Parr, and the son 
after him, put the anti-Mexican, 
patronizing psychology of the 
"Anglo" into reverse. They then 
parlayed the gratitude and adora-
tion of the Latins ink, one of the 
most cynical, most ruthless dic-
tatorships in American political 
history. 

Old Archie, then a red-necked. 
cocky little $25 a month cow 
puncher, arrived in San Diego at 
the turn of the century and took 
tne side of the "Mexicans" 
against the "Anglos." 

The "Anglos" in Duval were 
then split into two factions, led 
by the Robinsons and the Hoff-
mans. Archie shrewdly moved in 
between the two groups, voted his 
Mexicans as a 'solid unit and be-
fore a dozen years had passed he 
owned the county as a private 
barony. He knew every political 
trick in the book and added some 
of his own. The title "Duke of 
Duval" was no empty honor. 

Old Archie was a small man, 
pot-bellied in his later years, who 
spoke Spanish like a native and 
thought like a Mexican. He ap-
parently sincerely loved his fol-
owers, loved them as a man 
might love a faithful dog. He 
punished them when they were
