AUSTIN.—A child's future as 
a fisherman depends a great 
deal on the success of his or 
her first few fishing trips. At 
least, this is the theory of A. 
C. Becker. Jr., in his article, 
"Let's Go Crabbing," in the July 
issue of Texas Game and Fish 
magazine. "A couple of water-
hauls," writes Becker, "and jun-
ior will suspect that those fish 
dad used to bring home came 
out of a fish market." 

The author then explains why 
crabbing is the perfect way to 
introduce youngsters to fishing. 
"Tackle requirements are sim-
ple and inexpensive, there's lit-
tl know-how involved, and you 
can find crabs just about any 
place there's salt water. Even 
if a child has ten thumbs, he 
can catch crabs—something edi-
ble that he himself caught and 
can be taken home for morn to 
admire." 

A piece of string, a dip net., 
some meat scraps and salt water 
are all that is required. "In 
no time at all," writes the au-
thor, outdoor editor of the Gal-
veston Daily News, "junior will 
manage all by himself, feeling 
like a man. His interest will 
be thoroughly whetted ' for the 
outdoors, and before long he'll 
be graduating to more skillful 
phases of fishing."

Arborvi-
tae, chinaberry, cultivated juni-
pers, rose and pyracantha ap-
pear to be v e r y susceptible.

I brown "toadstools" or mush-

op depends on the weather and
